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Mr. A. T. Stewart natm-ally escapes criticism 
from the New York press. He is a liberal ad­
vertiser, and this serves to exempt him from 
much of the Commemt which his course would 
provoke were his patronage less remunerative. 
His great success in life seems to have been 
based upon three special faculties-his sound 
judgment of goods, his astuteness in choosing 
assistants, and his remarkable organizing faculty. 

The two novelties which he introduced into 
the retail trade of New York, and which should 
make him be regarded as a public benefactor, 
were the one-price system and the stoppage of all 
retail credit. In every other large capital of the 
civilized world the traveler is at the mercy of 
the storekeeper. In Paris or London, in Berlin 
orYienna, the American or Enghshman,'com­
pared with the native customer, labors under a 
disadvantage; and though goods can be pur­
chased cheaper there than here, yet in New York 
alone is it possible for tbe stranger to fare just 
as well as the native. For this reform New 
York is mainly indebted to Mr. A. T. Stewart. 
I t has given an immense business fco this city, 
because all the minor stores have been com­
pelled to adopt this admirable and honest sys­
tem, first begun by Mr. A. T. Stewart. "We 
believe the firm of Lord & Taylor claim to 
have preceded him in the adoption of the cash 
and one-price system; but it was in a little store 
in Catharine street, and it did probably for the 
poorer classes of cusfconiers what Mr. Stewart 
effected for the middle and upper classeis. 

I t is not, however, of Mr. Stewart, the dry-
goods merchant, that we wish to speak, but of 
the same gentleman as a real estate investor, 
and in this business he certainly does not dis­
play qualiti.es which make him rank high in the 
estimation of dealers in realty. Let anyone 
run over the list of his known properties, and it 
will be seen how unwise he has been, and how 
he has lacked sagacity in a most remarkable de­
gree. I t is clear that his first store, on the cor­
ner of Chambers stfeet and Broadway, was too 
far down town for any such costly building as 
he erected. Neither did he foresee, when he 
oonstructed the great building on Tenth street, 

that within a very few years the centre of trade 
would btf farther up town. His determined op­
position to a railroad on Broadway (for to him 
belongs the credit or discredit of defeating the 
myriad of attempts to lay one upon that avenue) 
shows the singular unwisdom which seems to 
possess all real-estate owners touching the value 
of street-car companies. Nothing is better set­
tled now than that the driving away of horse-
cars from a street drives business away wiih 
them. Thus the efforts made by Mr. Stewart 
to protect Broadway from Union square down 
has resulted in depriving that thoroughfare of 
one-haK of its legitimate retail trade. 

The property-owners on Third avenue are 
faithfuUy copying this mistake of Mr. Stewart's, 
and with the fact before their eyes of a hitherto 
neglected district, the Ninth avenue and Green­
wich street, becoming better business streets 
than they were before on account of the rail­
roads forced upon these localities, the Third 
avenue people are doing what they can to make 
Second avenue a rival. Then look at Mr. Stew­
art's j)reposterous building on Thirty-second 
street and Fourth avenue. Originally intended 
for a woman's lodging-house, when completed 
it seemed so absurd for such a purpose that even 
he had to abandon it after having invested im­
mense sums of money in a structure that is ab­
solutely good for nothing. Unfit for a hotel from 
its location, useless as a lodging-house, out of 
the way of trade, there it will long stand, a 
monument of the consummate unwisdom of a 
man who, in his own department of business, 
has proved himself exceptionally able. His 
ownership of the Metropolitan Hotel is another 
instance of his lack of foresight in picking out a 
locality where hotel business had just become 
unprofitable. The Lelands ran the Metropoli­
tan as long as there was any money in that loca­
tion. But it is now clear that the hotels of the 
future are to be nearer the Central Park, or else 
located further down-town, to accommodate the 
business traveler and commercial man generaUy. 
When Niblo's Garden was burnt down, Mr. 
Stewart failed to see that the location had be­
come undesirable for a theatre, and rebuilt that 
edifice, to have it lie as a burden on his hands 
ever since. Again, the Catholic Church in Ninth 
street, and the church on Broadway, since con­
verted into a theatre, are both signal instances 
of unwise investments. His purchase of Hemp-
stead.Plain, simply because it was the cheapest 
large property near New York, is certainly 
against the judgment of real-estate operators. 
He is there attempting a daring experiment— 
nothing less than the creation of a community 
which shall have churches, schools, water, gas, 
aU the appliances of municipal life, without a 
single person having any interest in a foot of 
ground on the whole domain. He proposes to 
be landlord, mayor and alderman—in fact, the 
whole municipality—allowing the inhabitants 

only to pay him rent and purchase goods from his 
stores. This may succeed, but it would be a 
marvel should it do so. 

We speak thus freely of a private individual 
because it is a public misfortime when money 
earned from a community is unwisely invested. 
All wealth is the creation of human labor, and, 
if not used productively, is so much lost to the 
world. If Mr. Stewart lavished his wealth like 
Jim risk, who ran theatres, kept a stud, patron­
ized the races, and was guilty of costly follies, 
he could not have been more of a nuisance to 
the community. * Mr. Stewart undoubtedly has 
public spirit. He means to do well by the com­
munity in which he lives; but his opposition to 
rapid transit, his unwise investments in real 
estate, his preposterous building on Thirty-
second street, make of him, in a modified sense 
of the word, a real public enemy. Even the 
house he lives in is conspicuous for its bad 
taste. I t is unfortunate that he should have 
employed and brought into notice an architect 
whose splendid opportunities have given us the 
very poorest specimens of large buildings in 
New York. Mr. Kellum, now dead, had some 
magnificent chances, but what a poor affair is 
the store on the corner of Tenth street and 
Broadway. To the same architect the city is 
indebted for the Herald building, a most unfor­
tunate edifice in every respect. To see what a 
real architect could do with far less means and 
opportunity, look at the Park Bank and compare 
it with the Herald building. No one believes 
that Mr. Stewart could get one quarter of the 
money he paid for the real estate now held in 
his name. 

Since writing ihe above the World newspaper 
of this city announces that, after all, the Fourth 
avenue edifice is to be used as a lodging-house 
for poor women. A preposterous use for a most 
absurd building! 

APARTMENT HOUSES. 

In speculating about the future of New York 
real estate, it would be well to bear in mind the 
probable effect of the "tenement houses of the 
rich," better known as apartment houses or 
Paris flats. The multiplication of these im 
mense establishments for housing well-to-do 
people has been a marked feature of our bmld-
ihg business during the past five years. I t has 
been found that by economizing the amount of 
ground required, and building palaces contain­
ing suites of rooms after the Parisian plan, that 
large profits can be realized at present prices of 
tenements in New York. In the case of the first 
important house of this kind built in New York 
(the Haight House, corner of Fifth avenue and 
Fifteenth street), it is understood that as much 
as 30 per cent, profit was made during the first 
three or four years of the existence of that estab­
lishment. The Albany, |fche Saratoga, theKnick] 
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erbocker (recently constructed, on the corner 
of Fifth avenue and Fourteenth street), as well 
as some twenty or thirty minor establishments 
of the same kind, are all abundantly patron­
ized, and the lucky investors are making a 
higher rate of interest upon their property 
than in any other branch of the building busi­
ness. It is evident that this stj'le of house is 
likely to become a most important feature in 
our metropolitan life, and that the waste spaces 
on the upper part of the island and along each 
side of Central Park wUl in time contain magnifi­
cent structures intended to supply accommoda­
tions for tens of thousands of families. It is a 
little remarkable that, at the very time of the de­
velopment of our railroad system, which would 
naturally tend to diEfuse the population in large 
cities, these apartment houses should come 
into vogue. There was an excuse for thirteen 
and fourteen story houses in old Edinburgh and 
old Paris, iu the impossibility of a large popula­
tion doing business and living on a small area of 
ground; lor, as it would be inconvenient to spread 
laterally, so, naturally, people began to hve iu 
houses tbat would accommodate a great many 
families, hence the origin of the so-called 
Paris flat. But, with steam transit roads, 
conveying people many miles within the 
hour, there is no reason why each well-
to-do family should not in tiine have its own 
house, with, plenty of garden room. This change 
in city living is undoubtedly due to social rather 
than to material causes. Our women crave 
companionship other than that of their own 
families. The facilities of these houses for light­
ing, heating, for getting rid of domestic labor, 
for allowing women abimdance of leisui-e, is 
what is their attraction to the ordinary Ameri­
can matron. She objects to the time necessari­
ly lost in supervising a small house, which in­
volves vastly more labor and care than the fam­
ily hotel or apartment houses. This we judge 
to be the reason for the present popularity of 
these large establishments, and not because of 
any necessity for economizing space. But it 
would be well for investors in real estate to bear 
in mind that there are these two causes now 
working against any very extravagant price for fa­
vored locaUties. There will be less "demand for 
room with the multiplication of these huge build­
ings, capable of housing many hundreds of 
people, and then the facilities for going to a great 
distance enlarges the area of choice. When one 
depended upon omnibuses, the down-town 
business man was natm-ally confined to a small 
area from which to choose, and the most select 
induced the greatest competition and command­
ed the highest iirice. But that time is past. 
The man who does business iu Wall street will 
be able hereafter to hve auyv/here between the 
Battery and New Eochelle or Yonkers, and will 
have a wide region over which his choice may 
extend. Or, if he does not care for scenery and 
country life, he can reside in a palace (for such 
these new apartment houses are promising to 
become). Some years since the Socialists and 
Fourierites dreamed of Phalanxes and social 
palaces in which to house their votaries. They 
supposed it would come about by co-oi^erative 
enterprise, after some ideal of a home, which 
they sketched out in glowing colort;. Now 
modem New York is realizing the economies 
and dreams of these people, but by a far differ­
ent method from that which they imagined. 
The whole subject will bear examining. 

MARKETS. 
There is by no means the usual spring animation to 

be found on the market for building material, and. In­
deed, on a great many of the leading articles dealers 
continue to complain of the excessive dull tone. Oc­
casionally, however, a ray of hope is to be observed; and 
Avhile general activity and a largely remunerative busi­
ness caunot in reason be expected, indications seem to 
point a fair consumption during the approaching open 
season. Some very fair parcels of work, it is known, have 
already been decided upon, while in a quiet way a great 
many contractors have been recently called upon to 
make tueir estimates, and in such a manner as to seem 
to indicate merely a desire to ascertain the lowest possi­
ble figures, and then close. So far as stown, the pros, 
peet for the suppliea of material is good, and producers 
are not likely to entertain any very extravagant notions 
on coat. A noticeable feature thia apring is the failure 
thua far ot all negotiationa looking to the formation of 
combinationa to control the supply and price of certain 
loading articlea. This wiU open gooda to more general 
competition, and tend to give buyers greater advantages. 

BRICKS.—Until the river is fully opened the market 
will probably remain in a somewhat unsettled state, 
with buyers and sellers figuring very closely, and alter­
nately gaining small advantages. AVith the full resump­
tion of navigation, however, the amount of old stock 
likel.v to come down and the manner in which it is 
forwarded will have a more decided influence, to be fol­
lowed up by the prospects of the new production and 
the consumption thereof. From the information we 
can obtain we should judge the number of brick now 
remaining at the various points on the river is not very 
large, and that most of the supply is under control of 
owners who are neither anxious or iinder the necessity 
to realize. If, therefore, they should be enabled to 
gauge their shipments to about suit the call, it is pos­
sible that a fairly steady range of values may be pre-
aerved. Buyera, to be sure ,are acting very cautious, 
and handle nothing until they have immediate use for 
it, but a good many bricks are known to be wanted, 
with the outlet more likely to increase than diminish, 
always provided the cost is not run up too high. The 
experience of the past year or two has learned con­
sumers that they can wait for a reaction if prices are 
forced up ; and wait they will, in all cases wnere their 
necessities are not of tbe most exacting nature. As to 
the summer production and consumption, it is as yet too 
early to form a fair estimate, but dealera here think full 
as much, if not more, stock than last year will be 
wanted. During the past week tbe market has been 
somewhat irregular, with a few sales reaching as low as 
$5.76; but latterly tbe tone hardened, and as we write 
matters may be considered pretty firm at $6@6.60 
per M. The actual improvement in the demand has 
been moderate; but the indication of growing wants of 
consumers are thought to be much stronger, and manu­
facturers generally are holding back supphes. The dis­
tribution has been mostly on city account. A few up-
river lots have been oflering at $5.50 per M, Pale have 
sold with comparative freedom, but latterly neither 
tbe aupply or demand amount to much. We qi®te at 
$3.25@S3,50 per M, with the feeling ateady. Fronts are 
only moderately active, and in some cases the tone a 
little anaettled, but on a basia of lormer flgures. We 
quote: Pale, per M, $3.25@3.50; Jersey, $5@5.75; Long 
Island, $5,50@6.25; Up-river, $5.60@5.75; Haverstraw 
Bay, $6@6.50; Fronts, Croton brown, $10; dark, $11; 
red, $12; Philadelphia, $23@27; Baltimore, $37@45. 
Yard pricea, delivery included, $2@3 higher. 

CEMENT.—The wholesale market for Rosendale re­
mains quiet and nominal, and is not likely to assume any 
positive shape until navigation opena and communica-
cation with 'the "Creek" is luUy restored. Moat agents 
are talking flrmly, and some predict a flrst-rate season; 
but it is evident that the failure to effect a perfect com­
bination has, and is likely to have, an unsettling infla-
ence upon the market. Certain leading and favorite 
brands will probably, as last year, be placed at a fair 
rate, and held there on the support of the demand firom 
regular customers, but on the general run of stock 
buyers expect to hold some advantage in the competi­
tion to sell. We have been unable to learn of any con­
tracts as yet closed, but notice some of the buyers on 
Eastern account interesting themselves as to probable 
cost and the possibilities of delivery. The jobbing 
distribution from yard fluctuates somewhat with­
out reaching a point of much .activity, and prices 
have a pretty wide range, according to quantity, 
brand, and desire of holders to operate. Foreign 
cements are well sustained on price—indeed, a little 
firmer if anything and in good demand. From one 
of our principal importers we learn that the orders 
have been quite free this spring, and the sales already 
consummated for future delivery are largely in excess 
of any former year. The call, too, has been general, and 
as stock arrives it will be distributed to all points on 
seaboard and interior. The amount now accumulated, 
unsold, is very small. We quote, from pier and yard 
and according to brand, as follows: Portland, $3.50@4.25; 
Roman, $3.50@5; Keene. $8@8 50 lor coarse, and $12® 
12.50 lor fine; Martin's, $7@7.50 for coarse, and $11® 
11.50 for fine. La Forge, Portland, $4.10@4,25; and Lime 
of Teil, $2,85@3, 

GLASS.—^Importers and jobbing dealers are still com­
plaining of a dull market on French window-glass. 
Some ffew buyers appear; but they want only the small­

est invoices, and mail orders run In much the same 
way. Domestic is also neglected, and, in some casea 
stocks accumulate. On prices former lists and dis­
counts are quoted, but tbere is aome deviations when 
business can be increased thereby. 

HARDWARE,—Business is only fkirly active at the 
best, and tbe general market in a far from satisfactory 
condition. It seems impossible to offer buyers any 
reasonable inducement upon which they will increase 
their orders, and dealera are compelled to content them­
selves with a sort of slow, uncertain jobbing distribu­
tion. Stocks and assortments ample, with prices, as a 
rule, quite steady. Competition, however, is having an 
unsettling influence upon wood screws, and it is thought 
that buyers are likely to gain a further advantage, tem­
porarily, at leaat. Elevator bolts have been reduced to 
$1 per hundred, a decline of 25c. The revised price > 
liat, recently adopted by the manufacturera of wrought 
iron pipe, ia aa follows:

LATH.—On the part of fboth buyer and seller there 
appears to be a great deal of close calculation going on, 
and the market ia by no means iu a settled condition. 
Dealers almost without exception are carrying small 
stocks, and the consumption of lath tends to increase 
rather than diminish. Yet no one seems willing to pur­
chase until compelled to by the most imperative neces­
sity, and this keeps the demand within cautious bounds 
at all times. With the selling interest the main effort 
is to have suppliea adjusted to the outlet as near as pos­
sible, as, beyond a certain moderate accumulation, a 
aurplua is soon formed in the present condition of 
affairs, and this weakens values. From some of the 
points of production the shipments can be checked; but 
a great many holders of stocks on the primary markets 
are rather inclined to realize, and the amounts they 
send forward furnish a pretty good supply. Consign­
ments, too, are made frequently without limit, and now 
and then under peremptory orders to sell upon arrival, 
and this, of course, has a material influence upon the 
^actions of receivers and the decision aa to pricea. Since 
'our last the general movement has been fair; and though 
a farther slight shading on extreme quotations may be 
noted, the feeling at the present writing is pretty 
ateady. Receivers have not much stock to offer on the 
spot, and are not preaaing aalea to arrive, as a better 
call is soon looked lor from out-of-town sources. We 
quote at $1.50@1.55 per M by the cargo, according to 
quality, etc. 

LIME —A somewhat uncertain feeling ia noticeable on 
this market, but with few features of a decidedly encour­
aging character. Some improvement in the demand is 
naturally to be looked for, and it is reasonable to expect 
au addition to cost; but buyers manifest none of the 
uaual anxiety, and are not likely to handle goods in ex­
cess of their known ability to make an early distribu­
tion. The amount and regularity of the suppliea, from 
the Eastward at least, will, in aU probability, prove quite 
uncertain, owing to the failure to perfect a combination 
thia spring, and thia muat exert a material influence 
upon valuea trom time to time. Since ourlastnocliange 
has been made on values, and the current arrivals were 
about all placed. North River stock continues nominally 
unchanged, and dealers genera'ly have "nothing to say" 
as to the future. We quote: Rockland at 90c. for com­
mon, and $1.25 for finishing; North River, 80c. for com­
mon, and $1.25 for flnishing. 

LUMBER.—The slightly hopeful feeling noted in our 
last may stUl be observed to a greater or less extent 
among a portion of the Trade, but we cannot discover 
any improvement actually reached as yet on the general 
market. Now and then an order comes in for some 
special cuts, and agents representing Southern mills 
have been enabled to place a moderate amount of their 
product on foreign account, but thia seems to embrace 
about all that can properly be cited under the head of 
wholesale movements. On home acconnt the business 
doing amounts to almost nothing, and so far as buyers 
are concerned there seems little effort to break the mo­
notony. Each fall and spring for some time past the ex­
pectations that the markets would improve has induced 
some operations in anticipation of increased demand 
and better prices; but disappointment after disappoint­
ment bave finally instilled a feeling of caution which 
keeps ordera concentrated upon poaitiveiy known 
wants. As few If any dealera can judge from present 
appearances what their wants will he, there is virtually 
no demand. The question of supply fails to form an 
agitating feature, all the latest developments indicating 
that tbere is likely to be quite as much lumber as the 
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country can handle to advantage, unless some unex­
pected outlets are opened; and so far as the talk about 
holding back stocks and fixing a rate is concerned, there 
seems to be Uttle attention paid to it. The days of 
rings and combinations formed to extort immense 
profits have pretty generally passed awav. and the most 
Buccesaful operators, no matter what the articles of mer­
chandise may be, are those who prefer to keep stocks 
moving, and accept prices giving them a good honest 
margin on the merits of the market. Our dealers ap­
preciate and work on this theory to a great extent, and 
leel pretty confident that they will be met on the aame 
basis by a large number ot manufacturers, whenever 
the condition of trade here admits of the sending of 
larger orders and fair bids to the poio'ts of production 
and wholesale distribution. Some few idle rumors have 
been current again regarding the financial condiiion of 
a portion of the trade; but no names were mentioned 
and the stories are evidently the spring growth from 
the diseased brains of tLe chronic croakers with which 
this as well as other markets are affected. 

Efistern spruce is still arriving moderately, and the 
season has not as yet fairly opened. So far as the offer-
mg goes, there appears to be demand enough to exhaust 
it , and receivera manage to obtain about former rates 
witbout much difficulty, giving the position a fairly 
steady tone. The intention of manufacturers to bold 
back supplies for higher rates is still asserted, and will 
in ad probability, be attempted in some cases, but how 
tar this policy can be canied out remains to be seen \ 
very free and general demand would Insure success, 
while, if buyers continue to operate in the careful man­
ner so long cnrrent, it is doubtful if much of addition to 
cost can be made. There is a great many points from 
which shippers are likely to forward cn any chance of 
obtaining a fair return for their product, rather than 
carry stocks and accumulate expenses, and this supply 
would satisfy a pretty good caU, On special orders 
too, the terms have not of late been exacting, and some 
bills were negotiated comparatively cheap. We quote 
at $13@15 "# M lor randoms, and $15@16.50 for sptcials 

White pme ahwwa no important change for the week 
The demand trom all quarters is moderate and uncer­
tain, and confined entirely to orders calculated on the 
most positive wants, with buyers exhibiting a nice idea 
of quaUty and a close figuring on cost. The outlet isjmain-
ly on home account, the foreign advices still failing to 
offer any encouragement for shipments, and the amounts 
going out are either light iuvolcea required to meet soine 
established trade at one or two points abroad or odd 
lots run in to fill cheap freight room. Stocks on hand 
So?>*,'il",?'̂ ^^®^^ ^^®°^'®'*^°'^'^e season.

There is probablv 
not quite so much wanted here just now. as most of the 
recent calls have been satisfied; but agents have been 
flUmg a fair number of foreign orders for cargoes to be 
loaded and shipped direct from the South, both on do­
mestic and foreign account. The movement has been 
sufficient to steady up values somewhat; but hardly of a 
stimulatine character, and general rates remain about 
as before. The recent storms will be likely to fill the 
streams and insure a larger supply of loga. We quote 
random cargoes at $18@20 -^ M; ordered cargoes «22 
f i ^ ^ ' - l F .

Hardwoods remain in a more or less dull and unsatis­
factory condition.

Some of our 
manufacturers would like to handle mere stock, 
but find themselves unable to conform to the exacting 
terms required Stocks fair. We quote: Wholesale val­
ues by car load at about $75@80 ^ M for the finest 
M«??A/.' |50@60 do tor common do.; $38@40do.forash;

General l^nmber Notes. 
That "wolf" which the Western lumbermen had on 

exhibition during the winter,|and who pranced around, 
growling "no logs." "no logs." seems to have ruined 
his voice, and we now hear only a faigt squeak, with an 
occasional movement, which seema to indicate that one 
or two more sprinkles of snow will cause the "animile" 
to turn tail, streak it lor the woods, and go into train­
ing for next year's performance. 

From the Bay City Lumberman's Gazelle we obtain the 
following, under date of March 23: 

The present is a week of great activity in the lumber 
campa. Thousands and thousands of logs are being bank­
ed daily, in anticipation ot the early break np, which 
will be largely assisted by the recent faU of snow in the 
freshet soon to ensue. There is no doubt but the efforts 
of the present week will do a great deal to relieve the 
shortage, but to what extent can only be told at the 
close of the season. 

THE LOG OBOP,—While it is morally certain that the 
expectations of the loggers who went into the woods last 
fall WiU fall far short of realization, so far as the log pro­
duct is concerned, the fears of only a one-third or one-
half cut are being rapidly dissipated by the continuance 
of the nnexpected snows of the present month. The 
open appearance of the weather in the early part of laat 
week, coupled with the total disappearance of the snow, 
had the elfoct of generally demoralizing the log­
gers, aud many camps were broken up and the 
crews discharged, while in others operations were 
totally suspended. The fall of anow which com­
menced on Thursday, and fell at all points north 
of the SaglnaV River, to a depth of from 10 to 16 inches, 
revived drooping energies, and those who had stopped 
with half or one-third supply on the banks let out an­
other link, and buckled on the harness for another tussle 
with the "Pine Monarchs," It was estimated by good 
judges at the first of the present month that, should 
nothing further be done, the logs would not exceed pne-
Aa?/the uaual stock; but considerable snow haa fallen 
since these predictions, baaed on actual operations, 
were made, aud it is now aafe to aaeume that at 
least a third has been added lo the cut, which will 
give a two-thirds stock, and with the oJd loga on hand 
will furnish a good stock for the mills running moder­
ately during the day-time the entire season, providing 
there should be no difliculty in the logs reaching them. 
The indications are that there wiU be plenty of water: 
but there is always more or less logs hung up, and this 
season is not likely to prove an exception to the rule. 
While we do not apprehend a famine of piue logs, under 
the most favorable circumstances we do not anticipate 
any excess of production the ensuing season. 

It ia estimated by good judges, that, on the streams 
tributary to the Saginaws and the Bay Shore, 20-
000,000 feet of logs are being banked per day, which 
will increase the stock over a hundred miUion feet, 
should snow hang on all this week. 

The stock of old logs in tbe Tittabawassee now within 
boom limits was placed laat fall at 125,000,000, Good 
authorities now estimate thia stock at fuhy 160,000,000, 
which WiU increase the stock of logs to be relied on the 
coming season. 

The Gazette's market review contains the foUowing: 
The favorable conditiona for swelling the log product 

will doubtless have a marked effect on the lumber mar­
ket, which for the past two months, has been buoyant 
with an upward tendency, prices having advanced. Al­
though lumber rates Were quoted at a range of frcm $5 
$10 and $30, to $5.25. $11 and $32, it is well known that 
during the past season sales had been made at a lower 
figure. The prospects for a limited supply of logs next 
season for the mills, as we have stated. Imparted a 
buoyancy to the market, and sales at $5.50, $11,50 and 
$32, to $6, $12 and $35, have been the rule lately, rather 
than the exception, while holders of choice stocks have 
shown no anxiety to sell even at these figures. The late 
snow having stimulated the log prospect, buyers in th.-; 
market have hauled in their horns, preferring to wait 
farther developments. Stocks at Chicago and at all 
Eastern points are reported as large for this season of 
the year while the demand is not what it should be to 
give the market a healthy tone. I t is rather early in 
the season, however, to prognosticate much regarding 
the probable extent of building operations the ensuing 
year; and should they open favorably, the piesent stocks 
will be soon depleted. 

BUFFALO, March 20,1876.—Thia week has not been 
quite as lively as last, but the yards report a good com­
fortable trade, with less diSacnlty than usual iu securing 
short payments. Two days of the week have been raiuy, 
and to-day is cold and snowy. Ice formed again last 
night in the harbor, and present indications are that we 
shall have a few weeks of winter. We shall not be sur­
prised if we see much cold and a late opening of navina-
tion, " 

CHICAGO, March 20,1876;—The lumber market at this 
point is quiet, owing to the continued unfavorable and 
unsatisfactory condition of the weather. The first arriv­
als by lake of the season from the west shore of Michi­
gan are reported. The heavy snow-storms now raging 
throughout the entire lumber country has a tendency to 
prevent dealers irom entering into any large contracts, 
and we doubt if we see much improvement, except in 
yard trade, until after it is fuhy settled as to the log 
crop of. the present season. Below we give the receipts 
and shipments for the past week and since Jan. 1, 1876, 
aa compared with the corresponding period laat year.

In speaking of freights for the coming season, the In­
ter Ocean of March 20 says : 

"In the lumber trade on this lake it is not at aU prob­
able that there will be the great falling-off in the amount 
to bo moved that is now predicted. Owing to the lack of 
snow in the woods during the early winter there were 
the gravest fears that the supply of logs would be very 
short, but of late the lumbermen have been more favored, 
and, with tbe supply of logs left over in some localities, 
it is likely that there will be almost the usual amount of 
lumber to ba shipped. It has been estimated that the 
rereipts in Chicago the coming season would be 
1C0,( 00.000 teet less than the average, but this must be 
regarded as a very wild statement. It will be remem­
bered, too, that tbe statement emanates from the lum­
ber dealera, and that these gentlemen are anxious to ob­
tain good prices and eatablish a good market at the 
opening. The large purchases by Chicago dealers in the 
Saginaw Valley were made when the prospects on the 
east shore of this lake, two months ago, were the gloom­
iest for securing a crop ot logs, and do not necessarily 
indicate a scarcity now. 

It is estimated that there are on the Saginaw Ri.ver 
about 50.000,000 feet of lumber to go to Chicago on the 
opening of navigation. 

The fall of snow we have had in the last few days will 
aid the logging interests of our city, as hauling will be 
prolonged for at leaat two or three weaks more. The 
sleighing is nearly aa flne aa wo have had this winter 
Stillwater Gazelle. 

Onr lumbermen calculate that about 60 000,000 feet of 
logs are now in White River, Trucking jobs still in 
progreaa wUl bring the quantity up to 65,000,000 feet, or 
about the aame stock we had last year.—J/ontoaue Lum 
berman. 

The Saginaw Enterprise intimates that the lumbermen 
of tbe Chippewa valley. Wis,, have concluded that there 
will be no scarcity of stock this season. After compar­
ing notes, it has been found that there remains on hand 
ot old stock 60,000,000 leet. This inclu^ies beef slougb. 
There has been cut and banked on the Cbipewa and 
tributaries this Winter 480,000,000 feet, a grand total of 
640,000,000. ^ 

Tbe Flint Globe says: "The high water which pre­
vailed just before the cold weather was utilized by the 
Boom Company in getting down logs for the various 
lumbermen. The 'jam' was pushed down as far as the 
Fay Bridge, and there it stopped temporarily. There 
are about 12,000,000 feet in this drive. It will be 
sUrted again as soon as the trost lets up a little, as there 
is plenty of water now." 

Tbe Muskegon Register states that last year the logs 
floated down Muskegon River footed up about 328,000,000 
feet; this year the total amount will not exceed 260 000 -
000, and may be 10,000,000 less. The superintendent of 
the Muskegon Boom Company is now at Lis post, 
ready to "start things" as soon as the ice in the river 
breaks up. 

We are informed that several buyers have been no­
ticed in the market during the week, both from south 
and east, and prices have advanced one doUar per thou­
sand on moat grades. We have heard of one sale of five 
mUIion feet, and aeveral others for smaUer quantities, 
but prices and terms have not transpired. There has 
been some inquiry for new cut on contract at eonsider-
able advance on laat year's figures. Some parties have 
offered as much as S3 per thousand advance on laat 
year's average.—Oitawa Citizen.

According to the WiUiamsport Bulletin, the number of 
rafts on the West Branch and its tributaries that will be ' 
sent to the market this season will reach about 200.

The prices for 
good timber still continue to be goo I. and w« see noth­
ing in the way to keep it from briiiping lair prices for 
some time to come. As a general thing the cutter seems 
satisfied with what he gets for his timber, and goes 
home happy. The recent rise in the rivers will no 
doubt make it lively in Darien for ihe next few days, 
owing to the fact that a pood supply of timber will be 
coming to market. Let us hope tbat the prices will 
continue to be good, and that all concerned will make it 
pay them. 

The London Timber Trades Journal of March ISth re" 
ports: 

LONDON. 

Trade prospects lor tbe year are promising, but as yet 
there are comparatively few tresh contracts of any mag­
nitude in hand, though several are looming in the dis­
tance, which, if they assume a definite form, or rather, 
putting it in plainer language, if they should be ten­
dered for and accepted, and active cperations com­
menced during the apiiroaching summer, a more than 
usually large supply ot timber will be asked for in the 
London market. In the meantime the prices of wood 
continue firm, notwithstanrling the disinclination of 
buyers to accede to them; but Ibe limited quantities of 
those most salable in store here must have its eflect, 
and a further advance in value may be calculated on be­
fore the large consignments come forward, and which 
may be expected soon after the northern porta are open 
for na\igatlon. 

LIVEEPOOL, 

With comparatively little doing in the timber trade 
during the paat fortnight, beyond tbe arrival of several 
cargoes of pitch pine, there is no quotable change in 
prices, owing to the limited stocks on hand. In fact, Qne-
ijec yello^y pine is now being brought round from the 
outports tb supply this market, and the scarcity is now 
affecting the iiine deals. 

HULL. 

The trade at this port is not so active as of late, partly 
owing to the absence of imports, which now consist of 
small pitwood or battens, and board ships Irom the open 
ports m the south of Norway, but more especially from 
the duU state ot trade in the interior, where the sta­
ples of coal and iron are very inactive, as is the case with 
the other trades. Again, eome of the inactivity may be 
attributed to the closing of last year's contracts with the 
builders, and the.fact that the year is too new for them 
to enter upon new. ones. Again, the labor market is dis­
turbed by the threatened strikes, which in one branch of 
the building trade or the other stand in the way of trade 
in almost every town. The stocks are nevertheless 
working down, and prices continue firm; indeed, in aU 
American goods, except spruce, there ia a seniible rise, 
owing to the smaU stocks held by the English mer­
chants.

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OTIR NEW BUILDING MATERIAL. 

We have heretofore alluded to the excellent qualities 
of the Eehaillon stone and marble for building pur­
poses in France, where to-day there are buildings from 
this stone in existence erected any number of centuries 
ago. The French Academy of Science says that "thou­
sands of m&numenls and buildings have been built of 
these stones, that they have stood the inclemency of the 
weather for centuries, and still attract the admiration 
or all for their great beauty," The Inspector of the 
marble depots of the French Government says that "the 
products of these EchaiUon Quarries (in the south of 
Franco, almost on the Italian frontiers) in their specific 
gravity, their resistance under enormous weight, they 
cannot be compared to aay other marble known." The 
whiteness of the No, 1 EchaiUon, and their hardness, 
gives to the material a great advantage, not only for 
worljs of sculpture, but also lor tiling and for the or­
namentation of buildings, as has been abundantly shown 
iu Paris, where only recently one of the famous sculp­
tured groups in front of the New Opera-house was cut 
from EchaiUon stone.

This gentleman, after having made 
a careful eximination of 32 samplesof building stone, 
says that the worst sample of EchaiUon is equal to 
most of our common building stones, so far as strength is 
concerned, the others being superior to everything ex­
cept granite and Italian marble. Ho says in conclusion: 

The texture of all the EchaiUon samples, and particu-
•larly of the yellow, was such that they seem well adapted 
to the climate of this country, while the absence of 
maenesia in any quantity seems to show that they win 
resist the influence of time quite as well as any of the 
marbles used iu construction in this vicinit,v, and very 
much better than most of our building stones. Their 
hardness is about the same as the common brown stone, 
so that they can be easily cut into ornamental shape' 
whicli will be more likely to retain their sharpness than 
any of the sandstones which are so much used. From 
such examinations as I have been able to make, I should 
think that the EchaiUon stone would be more service­
able than any of our building freestones, and at the 
same time be much more ornamental than those which 
we now use. 

It should be added that the stone, which presents such 
a beautiful contrast when used aa trimming in brick 
fronts, has the great advantage over other stone that 
age makes apparently no impression upon it, and that 
no instance is on record where it has decayed.
