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LOT OWNERS. 
We make this distinction between lot owners 

and lot speciUators, that the former, as a class, 
own their lots free of incumbrance, or but light­
ly incumbered, whUe the latter, as a rule, own no 
more than a smaU margin of ten or twenty per 
cent of value, the remainder of the investment 
being represented by mortgages. A fm-ther dis­
tinction may be drawn in regard to the character 
and purpose of these two ownerships. The one 
representing inherited or capitalized wealth, 
forms a fraction oiUy of the owner's entire wealth, 
the portion thus invested being commonly held in 
the contemplation of permanent or prolonged 
ownership. Capital thus diverted is analagous to 
deposits in trust companies at low interest, or to 
investments in govermnents, with this difference, 
that whUe the latter are productive of a low rate 
of interest, the investment in vacant land may be 
whoUy unproductive of income, and involve a 
sinaU outgo in the way of taxes and assessments 
—an experience which the investor wUlingly in­
curs for the sake of the guarantee of safety for 
the principal sum. Such investors rarely look 
for an early or profitable realization. In fact the 
majority of them are whoUy indifferent to the 
matter of sale, preferring to bequeath such vacant 
property to their heirs. In many cases the lands 
have already been described and devised in exist­
ing wiUs, which the owners are reluctant to disturb 
or modify. Hence they are apt to turn a deaf 
ear to all appUcations for purchase. Such lands 
are sometimes leased for long terms, but rarely 
sold. 

The lot speculator, on the contrary, pm-chases 
with exclusive reference to an early and quick re*-
turn, prolonged ownership being fatal to his 
scheme. Hence the speculators are apt to be the 
most eager seUers, on either a rising or a faUing 
market. 

We might select at random from the owners of 
vacant properfcy on Fifth avenue, a considerable 
number, aU typical of the idea which we have here 
presented. Such for example, as the Paran Stevens, 
the WUlet Stevens, and the Winthrop estates, 
George Kemp, Robert Bonner, Mrs. Schley, Col. 
Hammersley, aud R. and A. L. Stuart • and, as 
the owners of promiscuous properties, the Astor, 
Goeiet and Rhinelander estates. The properties 
belonging to these o\yners are rarely or never 
urged for sale, and a proposition for purchase 
must conform strictly'.^p the owner's standard of 
valuations, if at aUlikely to be entertained. 

These grandee owners are the veritable break­
waters of valuation, and we might say of build­
ing improvements. In their policies and action 
they distinguish the real eatate of New York 
above that o£ any other American city, aud pre­

sent striking analogies to the ownership of land 
in the city of London, where property has been 
vested in famUy titles for centuries, and is likely 
to remain so for the ages to come. To such own­
ers it would be superogatory for us to attempt to 
tender either counsel or instruction. 

But there is another type of lot owners exceed­
ing in number those we have just described, al­
though their individual possessions may be far 
less in value or extent. These are persons who 
have deliberately invested a portion of theii-
wealth in vacant property with the avowed pur­
pose of holding it for an indefinite time, or at aU 
events, untU a satisfactory price can be realized 
for it, ultunate sale being their objective point. 
Some of these were fortimate enough to make 
their inve.stments before the great rise in real 
estate, upon a plane of values which would be 
considered low to-day, after the marked depres­
sion which has succeeded the panic of 1873. Others 
again, were carried away with the vagaries of 
the speculators, and the iUusions of inflation, and 
invested at high prices, such as seem now impos­
sible of reaUzation for some time to come, if ever. 
Nevertheless, their investments are free from 
mortgage debt or aiTears of taxes and assessments 
and afford the quaUfied satisfaction that there is 
a certain modicum of value left, albeit only a 
fraction of the original sum expended. 

AU owners are doubtless at present deploring 
their faUure to reaUze the highest prices whUe 
they were to be had, and are puzzled in a greater 
or less degree at the present time, to detemune 
what final disposition shall be made of their lots. 
A singular paradox or eccentricity of tempera­
ment is often found to exist in the case of such 
owners as we are describing. The very strength 
of their position—^the absence of aU incumbrance 
upon their property—in too many cases proves 
an element of weakness by creating a power of 
resistance which leads them to forego favorable 
opportimities for selUng, simply because the of­
fers made do not conform to the individual stand­
ard of values which they set up. It is frequently 
the experience of brokers and intending buyers 
whoTattempt; to purchase property of such 
owners, upon proposing a price nearly, if not 
quite up to that which is asked, to meet either 
with a point blank refusal, or to be greeted with 
the inteUigence that the price has been advanced 
ten or twenty per cent. This eccentricity of 
strong lot owners proverbiaUy leads them to un­
derestimate an offer. The fact of a proposition 
being made to them, or perhaps the mere appear­
ance of a proposed purchaser, seems to act upon 
them as a stimulating tonic, enhancing their 
views of their property and fiUing them with the 
apprehension that by accepting the proposal 
made, they may fail to realize fuU value. It is 
idle to argue against this predisposition of prop­
erty holders ; their own experience must be their 
monitor in aU such matters, A mild infusion of 
a true jnercantUe spirit in the minds of such 
owners would often save them from unpleasant 
predicaments, and from idle repinings over lost 
opportunities. 

It is, however, the conceded privUego of aU 
citizens ol a R&publio to place theif own estimate 
of value upon thwir possessions. To off-set resis­

tance to demand when it is developed, they are 
obUged to exercise their perogative of holding 
their property indefinitely. Multitudes are in 
the dUemma to-day of an enforced, participation 
in the enjoyment of one or both of these privi­
leges. 

We addi-ess our present remarks to those only 
who are sincerely seeldng outlets for vacant prop­
erty, or some disposition of it other than aUow­
ing it to remain idle and unproductive.. Two al­
ternatives present themselves, either to seU or to 
improve. The proposition to improve prop­
erty is becoming every day a naore feasi­
ble and attractive one. The prices of ma­
terials and labor were never so low in com­
parison with the prices that improved prop­
erty realizes, or its capacities of producing re­
turns in the way of rent. Good and responsible 
builders stand ready to enter iuto contracts for 
the improvement of property at figures which 
ought to be sufficiently tempting to capitalists. 
The demand for improved property of all kinds, 
especiaUy moderate priced dweUings and flats, is 
highly encouraging. Provided the lots are 
marked at the true value of to-day, the loses on 
them, if any, being charged off, the results of their 
improvement in the Ught of present events and 
future prospects—it seems to us-^woiUd be highly 
satisfactory and beneficial to the present owners. 
But, as a rule, the investor in lofcs is apt to cherish 
a repugnance to the care of improved property, 
and hence, however, attractive this alternative 
may be on paper, in practice it fails to meet with 
favor on the part of such owners. 

The other alternative is that of selling, and 
here the opportunity is afforded of offering 
sound counsel to those who enter the market for 
this pm-pose. A cash sale—that is, one in which 
the owner would reaUze the entire price in money 
without trusting to any mortgage reclamation— 
would in the majority of cases be the most ac­
ceptable disposition. But the drawback to this 
method is that few buyers, especiaUy among 
buUders or speculators, are able to part with 
the necessary amount of ready money, and when 
cases occm" of such readiness, the price is apt to 
be gauged to so low a point as to render ifunac-
ceptable to the owner. Even the condition of 
leaving a goodly percentage of the purchase 
price in the way of mortgage, fails to offer the 
reqmsite inducement to buUders, unless the price 
is made to conform to the cash standard. The 
principal demand for lots for improvement comes 
from buUders, who also expect an inducement in 
the way of a buUding loan to facUitate their 
operations in erecting buildings, and ifc may be 
safely predicted that* in order to realize a price 
greater than the cash valuation, it is indispens­
able for the lot owner to accompany his offer' 
with a proposition to lend njoney. It is precisely 
at this stage of a negotiation that the utmost dis­
crimination and inteUigence are needed for the 
safe consunamation of a transaction. A large 
ioan wUl usuaUy induce the offer of a large price 
for the property, but wUl algo be attended with a 
corresponding risk—a I'isk that too o|teu out­
weighs the^seeming benefit, 

Probably the most satisfactory disposal, all 
things being considered, that lot owners could 
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make, and the one t h a t we would especiallj'^ com­
m e n d for their consideration, is t h a t of selling 
theu- lots to a reputable a n d responsible builder— 
of which there a re m a n y left in the community— 
a t a fair and reasonable price, such as wiU enable 
t h e buUder to reaUze a safe profit on the t ransac­
t ion. I t should be a condition of such a sale, t ha t 
t h e ent i re purchase money is to be left on mor t ­
age for a period not exceeding one year , Avith 
the unders tanding tha t the p roper ty is to be im­
mediately improved, and out of the proceeds of a 
permanent mortgage, procured from some ofcher 
source on the improved proper t j ' , the original or 
purchase money mor tgage is to be paid off. This 
is a sUght accommodation to the buUder, which 
enables him to pay a trifle more t h a n the lowest 
cash valuation, and a t the same t ime ensures the 
paymen t of tho lot valuat ion to t h e owner a t the 
earliest practicable moment , there being no ditti-
cult3'- in negotiat ing a loan on improved propertj^ 
for more than tho lot A'alue. This represents the 
soundest and safest dispo.'jition tha t can be made 
of vacant proper ty . 

Another method is uue t h a t m a y be caUed a 
Pr(>gref^ive Loan, iu contradist inction lo a buikl­
ing loan, al tbouyh p i inak iug of the n a t u r e of the 
latter. I t is ihe i-ase ^̂  here tUo lot owner, after

Another metliod is one t h a t m a y bo < aUed a 
Progressive Loan, in contradist iuction to a build­
ing loan, althougli iJo.rtakmg of Tjlie na tu re of ,the 
latter. I t is the case where tJie lot owuer, after 
having agreed upon a satibfactori* price, stiini-
lates to allow the whole purchase i)rice of the lot 
to reuiahi ou mortgage, to •\\ hieh sum he will add 
from t ime to t ime, as thu improvement ijrogi'e.s-
ses, or in one sum at tiie comjjletion of the build­
ing, a further sum of money which, when added 
to the purchase price, will amount in the total to 
no more than a safe and negotiable loan upon the 
whole improved pi"eniises. This method accom­
modates the builder, and relieves h im from the 
expense of negotiat ing a pe rmanen t loan, all of 
which considerations he can t ake into ac­
count in the jjurchase price of the lot, 
and a t t h e same tune it affords the capitalist 
a secure and reUablp m o r t g a g e investment . The 
most fatal disposition to be made of lots is t h a t 
of ostensibly seUing t he m a t h igh prices, accom­
panied wi th a buUdmg loan t h a t rein-esents two-
th i rds or three-quarters the actual cost of the 
improvement . This method generaUy results 
in imposing upon the lofc owner the final owner­
ship of the whole improved premises w i th contin­
gencies added, which m a y be be t t e r understood 
af ter one experience. 

The prospect is a l together favorable for a qm-
escent s ta te of the vacan t lot m a r k e t for some 
t ime to come. There a re some t h a t beUeve prices 
m a y gi-avitate to a still lower plane, b u t few, if 
any , cherish the hope of au immedia te or marked 
advance of prices. Our pa r t i ng counsel, there­
fore, t o aU lot owners is to imj)rove then-prop­
e r t y a t the i r own expense in t h e best mamier 
t h a t a skiUed architect can suggest, and thus ren­
der i t productive, or else to seU i t t o good buUd­
ers wi th a progressive. loan which results m the 
desired eventual i ty lo wU, product ive income. 

level as to induce our buUders t o embark once 
more in building transact ions. I t is note \yor thy 
t h a t of the exist ing building projections fully two-
th i rds of the tota l a re of a n inves tment chai--
acter, and the r emainder m a y be assigned to 
speculative effort—that is, buildings erected for 
the purpose of sale. I n the la t te r case, the pro­
jections a re in the hands of entii-ely new men or 
of those \vho have survived the past ruin, albeit 
few in number , with unimpai red energy and 
credit. The buUding loan element has received a 
copious and free i l lustration dur ing the present 
year. A t the samo t ime not a few buUders a re 
operating wi th their own capital and are ga,uging 
their transactions according to rules of severe 
caution and economy. The initial point of this 
new development in building is low prices, the 
vacant laud in even the best quar te r being now 
offoi-ed a t priefs which over sanguine persons never 
expected to see again. The competi t ion among 
mater ia l men for the sale of their various goods 
lias broughfc prices down fully as low as those 
which prevaUed before tho war , and tho labor 
question no\\ as.sunies au appearance of perfect 
oomposuie. Pur i r .g the scarci ty of work ol a 
year or t̂ ^ o ago all wages fell below the Uviug 
point and were there luainta inedfor quite a while, 
but ^̂  ith the revival of this year ami the increased

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R E V I V A L O F BUILDING. 

The signs abound on eve ry h a n d of a wide­
spread, deliberate and hea l thy rev iva l of buUd­
ing interests—the first pronounced development 
of this kind which has occurred since the momen­
tous revulsion t h a t set in in 1873 a n d 1874. Since 
t h a t t ime there have been sporadic exhibitions of 
buUding vitaUty and a feeble a t t e m p t to preserve 
a n Unbroken line of buUding act ivi ty , bu t in a ma­
jo r i ty of cases the enteiprises being projected 
upon a falling market , resulted in downr igh t loss 

, o r the recovery of a new dollar for an old one to 
t h e buUders^ 

Dur ing the present year , a n d af ter the settle­
men t of t h e Presidential controversy, of last win­
ter , the plane of values for land, labor and mate­
r ia ls became fixed and adjusted upon so low a 
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i t y in the section above Fif ty-ninth street , on the 
east side of the P a r k , to which we cannot forbear 
to caU renewed at tent ion. I t is stUl more gra t i ­
fying t h a t bu3''ers ai-e enter ing this field freely 
a n d pm-chasing houses for residences a t prices t h a t 
a re said to be satisfactory to the biuldei-s. This 
augurs the rapid fiUing in of this district, and as 
t h e horse cars and Umited rap id t rans i t now ren­
der its dis tant points quite accessible, we doubt 
not t h a t i ts improvement wi th in ex t reme l imits 
will be quite simiUtaueous. There is no distinction 
in regai-d to locations t h a t we can discover now 
being m a d e b y builders and house-buyers, unless, 
perhaps, a preference seems to be given for t;he 
high points or hills \\'hich distinguish this locality. 
The low land in this section is so exceedingly low 
and, swampy tha t we suspect it will bo the last to 
be Unproved. Lenox Hill, and tho hills a t Sev-
ent)--ninth s treet and Ninety-second s t reet will 
probabl j ' be covered wi th buildmgs before tho in­
tervening low spaces a re occupied. The present 
movement , however, is so general t h a t it is impos­
sible to Ux bounds fco it. 

The abil i ty of architects and buildero to ca ter fco 
the varied tastes and necossitios of om* population 
is . imply il lustrated iu tho projections of m a n y 
new styles and designs of houses t h a t a re now 
spi inging up aud adorning tins Mev. section. 

A prospecting tour t la uugh ihis nev ly opened

few years ago. But l i t t le apprehension is felt 
upon the pa r t of house-builders regard ing the 
labor question. The men universal ly have adapt­
ed themselves to the new order of th ings , and be­
come reconciled to the new standards. 

There are but two considerations which can 
operate as a check upon this new development of 
buUding. I t is in the power of lot owners to help 
forward from its presenfc s ta r t ing point this re­
vived spirit of improvement , or to check and ex­
tinguish it, by offering or withholding their lots. 

Another possible obstacle or d rawback would 
be the failure of a suflBcient demand for purchas­
ing or r e n t m g to meet the projections of this new 
act ivi ty . But a t the present t ime we have reason 
to beUeve t h a t no premonit ion is indulged of this 
kind. On the cont ra ry , the most favorable au­
guries a re presented in the w a y of demand for 
ren t ing and buying. The concurrent repor t of 
owners and brokers is t h a t bofch houses and flafcs 
mee t wi th ready applicants. There has cer ta inly 
been no season since t h e ; panic marked wi th such 
a general and pronoimced out-cropping of sales. 
M a n y of these t ransact ions involve a n actual loss 
to the buUders b y reason of the high price a t 
which the work was capitalized, being s tar ted be­
fore the final reduction of values. Others have 
claimed to realize a profit, or a t best a new doUai-
for an old one. This condition of unce r t a in ty in 
the final money results may.continue untU af resh 
and distinct wave of prosper i ty sweeps over t h e 
business of the count ry . I t should admonish 
buUders to make has te slowly—to t r ead cautious­
ly, to keep within safe and reasonable bounds. 
The m a m i tem of encouragement is the s teady 
absorption b y the pubUc of finished houses. W i t h 
a continuance of demand, the results of t ransac­
tions must move a w a y from the basis of loss t o 
the more agreeable one of profit. 

There is.no occasion for us to give a n y thought 
or concern about t h e bui lding up of t h a t por t ion 
of the c i ty which lies south of Fif ty-ninth street. 
Vacan t lots in t h a t section a re ei ther whoUy out 
of the marke t or else the i r improvement awai ts 
t h e owner 's impulse or caprice. The most in ter-
es tmg development of the FaU is t he 'g rea t act ive

M A R K E T R E V I E W . 
R E A L E S T A T E M A R K E T . 

The transactions during the week at the Exchange 
Salesrooin were numerous. The pi-emises known as 
Nos 68, 70 and 72 Varick street were sold for $35,435, a 
sum about equal to the first mortgage on the properfcy. 
Thetwelve vacant lots, situated on One Hundred and 
Thirty-Six and One Hundred and Thirty-seventh 
streets, between Fifth and Sixth avenues, which were 
sold under a mortgage amounting to about $16,000, 
brought $13,200. The house with lot, known as No. 23 
East Thirty-seventh streefc, the hens on which were 
about $50,000, was struck ofE for $32,500, and the four-
story brick store, with lot, known as No. 23 Avenue A, 
was disposed of under partition proceedings for $13,000 
Under sunUar proceedings, the flve-story brick store 
No. 154 First avenue, with brick stable in rear, after 
considerable competition, was struck down to Henry 
Silverhorn for $10,175. 

The recorded transactions, which are unusuaUy 
large, show that the lots on the southwest coiner of 
Madison avenue and Seventy-seventh street (108.2x100) 
which w^ere sold under foreclosure proceedings a few 
weeks.ago for $40,100 have been transferred by the 
purchaser a t an advance of about $15,000. and the 
purchaser, under simUar proceedings of the vacant 
lots on the west side of Fourth avenue, extending from 
Sixty-third to Sixty-fourth streets (200x75), has dis­
posed of such premises a t an advance of $5,000. Other 
transactions of vacant lots are asfoUows:

It does not require a very large accumulation 
of this class of stock to form a surplus, especiaUy if 
the quality prove a little off, and the possibility of too 
many arrivals, "al l in bunch." is admitted, bufc it is 
believed that to be a possibility only afc this season, 
and that buyers can gain no great advantages of a 
permanent character. Foreign orders for shipmenfc 
from the South continue, but are not plenty. We quote 
random cargoes at $18 50(^2 per M; ordered cargoes.

Indeed 
there is a great deal of special contract business in 
handling suppUes, which are so governed by quantity, 
manner aud time of delivery, and terms of settlement, 
that it would probably be difficult to settle upon any 
fair line of figures. We make no present changes, 
but call matters nominal. We quote wholesale rates 
by car load about asfoUows: walnut, $77(^77.50 per M;

BAT CITY, Friday, Nov. 9, 1877. 

There is nofching of special imporfcance to note in fche 
market for the week pasfc. No changes in prices have 
taken place and the present figures will probably rule 
until the close of navigation. The shipment by water 
for this season is drawing to a close, and two or three 
weeks will most probably see the end of it for this 
year. The amount which has gone forward for the 
.lionththus far shows a considerable falling off from 
the previous one, and fche decrease has been made 
larger than ifc otherwise would have been on account 

-of the stoi-my weather which has prevailed, gales of 
wind with snow and rain alfcernafcing each other in 
rapid succession for the past few days. 

There is a large quantity of lumber on the docks yet 
fco be shipped this fall, if possible, but the increase in 
freights and difficulty in procuring vessels to carry it 
will probably result in much of it remaining over un-
tQ opening of navigation in the spring. 

Buyers are scarce, and very few transactions .are 
reported to us. The rates quoted in last issue stand 
without any alteration. 

Shingles are in active demand, and sfcocks on the 
river are running short. No advance in quotations 
has been made. 

Lath is in moderate demand, wifch no change in 
price. 

Manufacfcurers are busily engaged in gefcfcing their 
camps in fche woods in fiiU runrung order, and log 
contracts are the order of the day with fchem. 

Our East Saginaw exchanges say thafc but few 
buyers are in the market there, and transactions are 
Umited, with no change of prices. There is consider­
able yet to go forward, and freights are firm. The 
demand for shingles is good, stock limited and prices 
flrm without change.

The Gazette's Chicago correspondent of November 
7th says: 

Activity has characterized the market during fiie 
past week, notwifchsfcanding the very inclement 
weather a par t of the time, which would of course 
very materially interfere with the operations. The 
storm of Sunday night and Mondon nioming was one 
of unusual severity, and many a deck load of lumber 
has been tossed to the four points of the compass, in 
that terrible night that many a poor mariner will 
never forget. • 

Although the weather for the past fchree weeks has 
been very much againsfc heavy operations, the volume 
of business traiisacfced has been large, and the flrm 

feeling in the future of the markefc. and a sfcill greater 
appreciation of prices has nofc abated but rather in­
creased. Some grades of stock have probably been 
shaded a little, while others have commanded outside 
prices, with an upward tendency. 

I t has been very difiBcult for several weeks to obtain 
cars as fast as required for the Western trade, but the 
different trunk lines of raihoad have put on several 
thousand new cars, and shippei's are now being fairly 
supplied. . 

Indications are good—as far as the logging infcerest 
of this city is concerned—for a full stock of logs the 
coming winter. Preparations are now active, and 
they appear to be eager for the fray, but we have 
every faith in the increasing wisdom'of the lumber­
men, and believe that much good has been done in 
the past three years, and wdll continue to be done, by 
the Lumberman's Association of America, and that 
a more thorough knowledge of the aggregate of the 
trade, and the supply aud demand will result in vasfc 
good to the trade and to the country, as this immense 
interest effects the commerce and welfare of the 
whole country. 

Hardwoods are flrm and stocks are reasonably full, 
with a better feeling, existing among manipulators 
than has existed for three years. There is a large 
and increasing demand for choice oak, ash, hickory 
and walnufc and other woods, in proportion fco their 
importance in the manufacturing world,

The following upon the Log Prospect;—Judging 
from the numl^er of men going to the woods, there is 
no doubt thafc the cut of logs this winter wall be a 
large one in this State. Lumbermen in this section 
are making pi-eparations to get oufc full sfcocks, and 
every train and boafc north from this city carries 
large quantities of lumbermen's supplies and con­
siderable additions to the force of men already at 
w^ork in the pine forests. Our exchanges from all 
parts of the Northwest tells the same story. 

The Menominee Heraldstates that " lumbermen are 
gefcting ready for their winter's work, and men and 
teams are going into the woods at a lively 
ra te ." Nearly fcwice as many men have 
gone into the lumber camps on the Muskegon and 
White rivers this year as did last year, and nearly 
fcwice as many logs will probably be put in. 

The Chifipewa (Wis.) Herald says:—" There are a 
good many teams already starting for the woods. 
Camps are being preijai-ed, and everything made 
ready for the win ter.'' 

The latest reports from Otta^va, Onfc., says:—"Large 
gangs of men are being sent to the shanties, indicat­
ing that the make of timber and sawdogs will be much 
larger this winter than usual. This appears to be 
caused by the pi-evailing feeling that the trade will be 
much brisker next spring than ifc has been for the 
last few years."

The London Timber Trades Journal as follows : 
LONDON, Ocfc. 26. 

This year has witnessed the heaviest timber impor­
tation of any hitherto, and though we have, perhaps, 
another month of arrivals, the quantity coming for­
ward is not likely to make any considerable alteration 
in the relative proportions between the imports of 
this and preceding year-s. I t is somewhat strange, 
prices being still high, though nofc unaccountable, 
that in 1874 the value of the season's importations 
should have exceeded those of the present year, so 
far as it goes, say up to the date of the last published 
returns. For a corresponding period the value of the 
wood imported into Great Britain in the year aUuded 
to was two miUions of pounds, or thereabouts, in ex­
cess of that put to the credit of 1877, yet the quantity 
of timber is shghtly in favor of fchis year; bat taking 
away liewn from the retm-ns there would be a great 
preponderance this season, as the quantity of sawn 
stuff now exceeds that brought in three years back 
by nearly haU a miiUon loads. The quantity of tim­
ber imported in fche log since 1874 has been graduaUy 
decreasing. The same may be said of oak fcimber for 
shipljuUding. The increased consumption brought 
'about by the various waggon-buiMing companies thafc 
now exist has not affected the foreign supply, fche 
chief part of the demand being filled up from our 
forests at home. It is inevitable, fcherefore, fchat 
hewn timber wUl become less saleable in this country 
each succeeding season. The importation from the 
southern ports of American of large timber sawn of 
all dimensions must stlU further interfere with the 
shipment of hewn logs. 

LIVERPOOL, Oct. 25, 1877, 
There is Httle change to note in our market so far 

as prices are concerned, but the demand does not 
keep pace with supplies from abroad. However, our 
Canadian import is now approaching a close, and the 
probable quantity of goods to arrive during the re­
mainder of the fail season does not seem to be more 
than customary. 

As the piices of mosfc goods now are afc low limits, 
and the value of imports yefc to ai-rive must increase 
in cost, owing to increasing rates of insurance, &c., 
buyei-s who can afford to do so shoiUd seize the pre­
sent opportunity to buy. 

Spmce deals remain afc late quotafcions, and aboufc 
10,000 standards have been stored on shippers' ac­
count, who seem resolved to risk cost of storage, &c., 
rather than concede any reduction in price. 

Of Canadian goods Quebec yellow pine continues to 
be imported to a fair extent, but prime wood is very 
scarce, and commands high prices, and lafcesfc advices 
from Canadian sources all harp upon this string, 
whilst inferior aud common are plentiful both here 
and abroad. 

In a great measui-e the same remarks apply to pine 
deals, the market being over-supplied with third and 
lower qualities, which are saleable only at prices 
which must be disastrous to .shippers, whilst good se­
cond and first quality maintain high rates. 

American oak ifks been taken largely at fair prices 
when of good to prime qualities, but small sizes and 
poor descriptions meet with little inquiry even at low 
rates. Good elm also is saleable, but some imports of 
small and poor wood are being stoi-ed, no buyers be­
ing found for wood of this description. 

Other descriptions of hardw-oods are in moderate 
demand only, and as they vary so considerably in 
quality little reliance can be placed in the quotations 
given in the prices current, which must be taken 
as almost nominal. 

In pitch pine there is nofching doing, except by re­
fcail business; three cargoes of Fernandina sawn tim­
ber and deals have arrived, which are being sold on 
merchant 's account. 

LIVERPOOL MAHOGANY SALES. 

On the 19th instant Messrs. Farnw^orth and Jardine 
held one of fcheir periodical auction sales of maho­
gany, fancy woods. &c. 

The attendance of bona fide buyers was fail-, and as 
the qualifcy of the wood offered was prime, competi­
tion was brisk, and prices realized very good. 

A parcel of St. Domingo mahogany (Porto Plata 
shipment) sold at from ej^d to 34d., averaging lOJ^d. 
per foot; and 110 logs of Porto Plata(Barahona)atfrom 
5}4d to 21 d., averaging about 5^d per foot. Avery 
prime cargo of Tabasco mahogany, fresh and bright, 
sold at from 4i^d to 18d per foot, averaging nearly 6d 
per foofc; and a cargo of Mexican mahogany from 
Vera Cruz afc from 4d to 8}^d, averaging about 5%d 
per foot. 

GLASGOW, Ocfc. 24, 1877. 
The imporfc of wood fco Clyde continues to be large. 

Of log timber specially there is a marked increase 
over last year's importation, the excess, on compar 
ing totals at "this time, amounting to about 30,000 logs. 
Deals also show a considerable increase. Advices 
from abroad, however, promise httle for the late au­
tumn trade, which, if carried oufc, will help to check a 
fall in rates. 

As house-building is quiefc, and the general con­
sumption of wood greatly curtailed, sales at present 
are difficult fco effect with a fair margin of profit.
