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FOURTH AVENUE. 
Fourth avenue enjoys the distinction, among 

our leading avenues, of being the one that be­
gins nowhere and ends nowhere. It gains its first 
iniportance as a spur of the Bowery, whenee it 
derives no small share of the business element. 
But this favorable inception is quickly undone 
•when the avenue becomes lost pr swallowed up in 
the great retail mart of Union square. Here its 
mergence with the square is complete, and Fourth 
avenue is quite obliterated amid the confiuence 
of different streets and avenues, until it re-appears 
again at the upper end of the square as Union 
place—a title bestowed upon it many years ago 
with a view of inducing fashionable residence 
occupation. In its new departure ifc is distin­
guished as the locality of the only Ifcalian villas 
ever projected in continuous ro-tys in this city, 
one of which has already fallen victim to the dis­
use and disfavor of this class of residence. At the 
• corner of Eighfceenfch sfcreefc one of fchese ancient 
landmarks has been recently thrown down pre-
parafcory to fche erecfcion of a fine specimen of the 
aparfcmenfc system, fche fcvs^o fcypes beingtepresent-
ati-ve of the eai'lier and lafcer thought of New-
York. This section of the avenue also calls to 
miud fche favor with which it was once regarded 
as the site of elegant and wealthy churches, no 
less fchan four principal church buildings being 
discernible wifchin the range of a few blocks, to 
wit—the Unifcarian Church of the Messiah, the 
Methodist Church of Saint Paul, the Episcopal 
Calvary Church, and Dr. Crosby's Presbyterian 
Church; and, to complete its religious tone and 
character, we have the imposing building of fche 
Young Men's Christian Association, afc the corner 
of Twenty-third streefc, and, on fche opposite cor­
ner, in lonely is dafcion of construction. Art, the 
accepted handmaid of relig-ion, has reared her pe­
culiar temple. Above Twenfcy-third street the 
avenue loses its artistic and religious character 
nuder the malign influence of what was once the 
greatest railroad depot oj the city. The strange 
infafcuation which leads men to expect great re­
sults, in a business way, from proximity to a 
large depofc should have received its quietus from 
the developments surrounding Twenfcy-sixth 
sfcreet. The smallest class of shops, inferior 
hotels, cheap restaurants and low drinking saloons 
are the principal characteristics of this location, 
and have stamped an iudolible stigma upon the 
neighborhood, although liere is cropping out; a 
generous and public-spn-ited movement to im­
prove fche avenue in this quarfcer. The old build­
ing at fche corner of Twenty-fifth street, caiceused 
as Turnure's livery stable, has been remodeled 
with excellent taste; the lower stqries^being used 
as an auction room, the upper stories as artists* 
stydios/ At tiie .corner of Twenty-,sixtb''str6et 

Mr. Ottendorfer is aboufc completing a fcrue model 
of the apartment system and one likely to become 
an architectural adornment fco the neighborhood. 
The ultimate destiny of the Hippodrome block 
will go far to define and sefctle the character of fchis 
porfcion of Fourth avenue. Afc Thirty-second street 
in fche face of the munificent liberality of Mr. Stew­
art displayed in the erection of a massive and 
sumpfcuous hofcel, the true and lasting character of 
this avenue as the greafc railroad thoroughfare 
begins to define itself. At Thirty-third street the 
career of Fourth avenue is rudely and ab­
ruptly broken up- by the high bluff over 
whose crown runs Thirty-fourth street, and 
under whose brow begins the famous piercing of 
the great Harlem tunnel, the wonder of 
New York in the childhood of men who are 
now of middle age. At Thirty-fourth street the ave­
nue takes on an entirely new ahd distinct charac­
ter. The ideal of a choice residence location is 
for the first time realized, and from that point 
until its continuity is hopelessly lost and broken 
by the Grand Central Depot there is presenfced 
as striking and unique a development of the fash­
ionable residence quarter as the city of New York 
can boast of, in continuous rows of costly naan-
sions, umnarred by any eyesore, nuisance or inva­
sion. Until quifce a late period this portion of the 
avenue was destitute of atfcraofcions. The uncer­
tainty as to whether the horse railroad would be 
run upon fche surface or buried in fche tunnel deter­
red builders from erecting privafce houses in any 
great number. When this problem finally was solv­
ed and the upper surface of the avenue was guar­
anteed against such intrusion, the happy thought 
of constructing a series of uiclosed parks above 
the tunnel seemed to furnish the necessary mag­
net for drawing fche wealfch and fashion of New 
York to this quarter, and, eventually, conferred 
upon this avenue of vicissitudes its new, distinct­
ive, and exceedingly popular name of Park ave­
nue. 

Park avenue rnight have remained through 
time the rnodeat peer of Lexington and perhaps 
the inferior of Madison avenue bufc forthe for­
tunate circumstance thafc a few prominent mil­
lionaires, like Jaines Brown and Jonathan Sturges, 
were so dilatory in vacating their down town 
residences that all the choice spots on Murray-
Hill were taken up before they beiican to prospect 
aboufc for new residence sifces. As recently as 
seven years ago these greafc magnates of fashion 
aijd commprcei, beiujg di-iven from their former 
hoinfes onUiiiyersity place and Fourfceenth sfcreefc, 
by the' invasion of trade, kicated the sifces on 
Park avenue which are now adorned wifch their 
massive and elegant mansions. Such eminenfc 
examples could not fail to have a beneficial effect 
upon fche further improvement of fche avenue, and 
a fine field was here afforded for the indulgence of 
modern taste in dwellings on the parfc of belated 
and wealthy families. To-day, Park avenue, 
solidly built up, with the exception of the comer 
of Thirty-ninth sti-eefc, presenfcs a succession of 
imposing private dwellings and numbers among 
its residents exponents of tho greatest wealth and 

, the most'eliie respectability.' The representafcite 
' mansions are those pt Jonathan Sturges and Conf-
' modoi'eGaJ-rlscoi at .Thirty-sixth street; of JaiaeS 

Brown and William Libby at Thirty-seventh; of 
A. H. Barney and C. P. Huntington at Thirty-
eighth street; and Willis James at Thirty-ninth 
street. The residences of these gentlemen are of 
the most luxurious, elaborate and costly descrip­
tion. Mr. Hunfcingfcon, fche President of the 
Pacific road, has recenfcly purchased two 
houses of full width and connected them 
together by openings in the partywaU some­
whafc after fche fashion of Wm. Butler Duncan's 
house on Washington square. Mr. Libby en­
larged and remodeled the Bininger Clark house, 
giving to it a massive^ and striking exterior. The 
fiill influences of the' Gfknd Central Depot on 
surrounding property have yet to be developed. 
The practical limit of Park avenue for residence 
purposes is found at Fortieth street, on which 
corner there is a model apartment building be­
longing to Boston parties. At Forfcy-second street 
all trace of Fourth avenue is completely lost in the 
gridiron or network of railroad tracks which 
converge afc the Central Depot. The sidewalks 
of the avenue loom in sight again at Forty-ninth 
sfcreet, but no pracfcical use of the avenue is 
gained imtil we reach Fifty-third or Fifty-fom-th 
streets, and there the slightly depressed condition 
of the railroad track subjects the adjoining prop­
erty to aUthe injury of an exposed steam raflroad 
track quite as much so as if, the tracks were laid 
upon the svu-face. Afc Fiffcy-sixfch sfcreefc fche avenue 
takes on the character of a grand boulevard, and, 
though occasional openings occur in the tunnel, 
the road-bed is buried so far below the surface 
fchat the cars are almost lost fco sighfc and hearing. 
From Fifty-sixth to Ninety-sixth street, a dis­
tance of two miles, the avenue presents a pecu­
liarly grand appearance from its extraordinary 
width of one hundred and forfcy feet and from the 
really artistic manner in which its surface ha 
been graded and regulated, fche sfcone pavement of 
the roadway being already l-aid as far as Siixfcy-
sevenfcli sfcreefc. The problem of the flnal disposi­
tion of this parfc of the avenue must be near its 
solution. Any hope of a continued projection 
of private residences with a perpetuation of the 
fanciful name of Park avenue might as well be 
abandoned, for the reason fchat the breaks in the 
tunnel are sufficiently numerous tc» discourage this 
cla-s of occupation. Wherever these breaks occur 
ifc is almosfc certain thafc the avenue lots will be 
—in fact,'have already been—turned into street 
lots; or, if the avenue lots ai-e improved as such, 
it willbe with .the steieotyped store and tene­
ments of other ]ea<iing avenues. The pr^gtc-
fcion of several blocks of this' class of build­
ing at points above Fifty-sixth sfcreet serves 
to clearly foreshadow fche future of this avenue. 
No more attractive location could be desired for 
the development; of medium class apartment 
houses. At the corner of Fifty-seventh streefc. 
Captain Tynker has erected a series of buildings 
named the Kensington, which thus far have out­
ranked in public favor and s-accessful renting 
more pretentious models thafc have been pro­
jected on the west side of the city. In buildmg 
projections the struggle will undoubtedly be 
betweeh this superior apartment building and the 
(common^stpre and tenement, and which will gain 
the final mksterywiU be a problem which time 
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alone can solve. At Ninety-sixth street the ave­
nue descends abruptly and precipitafcely from the 
highest altitude of the island to the low marshes 
of Harlem plains. On the eminence of this bluff 
Mr. George Ehret, the brewer, is about erecting 
a costly cifcy chateau. From this point until the 
depression of the railroad fcrack sinks below the 
grade of the streefcs in Harlem the individuality 
of the avenue is practically lost or absorbed in the 
•viaduct, the avenue lots being invariably turned 
into street lots, the gable ends of the houses 
resting on the avenue. From One Hundred 
and Sixteenfch sfcreet to the Harlem River the \ 
avenue promises to become the leading business 
streefc of Harlem, and has already received build­
ing improvements of a costly and dm-able char­
acfcer, similar to those on the leading down­
town avenues. 

No other avenue in fche city is likely to exper­
ience such a checkered career, pass through so 
many mutations of service, and be adorned wifch 
such a variety and diversity of improvements.

BROKIIRS AND THEIR CUSTOMERS. 
A commonly accepted fchebiy of the brokerage 

business is thus stated: To secure a Ust of proper­
ties to rent or for sale and authority or employ­
ment for offering the same, to advertise these 
properties occasionally in the daUy papers, and 
then to sit quietly in a snug and weU appointed 
office awaiting the applications of customers. 
Beyond issuing permits for the examination of 
properties, the broker is not supposed to exercise 
his labor or ingenuity. The columns of THB 
REAL ESTATE RECORD are then carefully 
scanned, and, when information is thus obtained 
of fche sale or renting of fche property in quesfcion 
to any customer whose name appeai-s on the 
broker's permit book, theii a demand is made 
upon the owner for the payment of a commission. 
In case of refusal, proceedings afc law are institu­
ted for its recovery. This method, or theory, of 
conducting the brokerage business represents fche 
maximum of dignity but the minimum of useful­
ness, and ifcs pracfcice, when concurred in, is apt 
to be fuU of disappointments and discoui-age-
ments. 

There is anofcher fcheory of the business quite as 
largely practiced and adopted as the one just 
described, lo wit: that of esche-wing altogether 
the luxury of an office or business head-quartei-s, 
and, relying entu-ely for the consummation of 
transactions upon the intelligence, energy and 
alertness of the broker himself. In short, the 
broker is supposed to be upon the war path con­
tinuaUy, and reUes upon his brains and heels 
wifch a sublime indifference for the conventional 
accessories of business. The title usually applied 
to this class of brokers is that of "curbs," or 
' ' curbstone brokers." WhUe the category repre­
sents largely the talent and efficiency of the pro­
fession, it can hardly be said to represent any of 
its dignity. I t may be said to represent the max­
imum of usefulness and the minimum of ease. 
These brokers are untiring, unremitting, indefa­
tigable. They ply their calling in season and out 
of season, and -with creditable success. 

We are not prepared to commend, ex­
clusively, either of those methods of pro­
secuting the business. The one is too 
stolid and lifeless to merit either appro­
bation or success; whUe the other partakes too 
largely of the gypsy element to command the 
unqualified confidence of the community. They 
represent the antipodes of action iu the profes­
sion. We think a careful blending of the two 
courses of action would be attended-with more 
satisfactory results. If brokers could harmo-
nloudy combine their Interests la pairs, the 
mingling of these two elements of business pro­
cedure might be successfuUy ewsoompllshed. That 

is to say, while one was enjoying the luxury and 
repose of the office, the other might be canvas­
sing the public. Such an arrangement would 
represenfc the true ideal of the business and be 
more than acceptable to the patrons of such an 
office, whUe ifcs resulfcs could scarcely fail to ba 
most satisfacfcory to the brokers themselves. 

It is not however so much with the brokers 
that we have to deal at the present time. We 
merely offer fchese prefatory remarks to intro­
duce some comments upon the patrons of brokers 
to afford a foundation and perhaps an explana­
tion of our criticisms. A broker's patronage, 
unlike that of any ofcher profession, is, in the 
majorifcy of cases, totaUy unreliable and epheme­
ral. This arises from the fact that purchasers 
and renters of houses and applicants for loans 
rarely appear offcener than once in the market. 
Hence they lack experience -v îth the customs and 
casuistry of fche trade and faU into •wilful or una­
voidable errors, of fcenfcimes to the serious injury 
and detriment of the brokers themselves. 
After having obtained a permit, and perhaps 
having started a negotiation wifch one broker, 
they thoughtlessly take permits and. have inter-
•views.with various ofcher brokers with regard to 
the same properfcy. As they are aware fchat the 
seUer by custom pays fche commission, they look 
upon these various brokers as so many agents of 
the one seUer. They hold themselves to no 
moral accountabUifcy in the matter of then- deal­
ings •with the respective brokers, imagining that 
they have a perfect right to negotiate with the 
particular one thafc happens to suit their fancy, 
withoufc any ref erehce to order, of priority or pre­
cedence. There are statutes, however, and a 
whole body of decisions governing the relations 
of broker, principal and customer, that^are con­
clusive upon the principal whatever the ultimate 
action of the customer may be. 

Thoughfcless or wilful cusfcomers are apt tb oc­
casion unpleasanfc and enfcangling legal compUca-
tions between brokers and a given principal in 
the matter of commissions. For instance, where 
the infoi-mation concerning a house is taken from 
one broker and perhaps fm-ther information from 
a second, and the resulting- transaction finally 
closed wifch a thirds broker, there is abundant 
material here furnished for a serious and scarcely 
remediable misunderstanding ^eventuating in a 
series of law suits. 

It is difficult-to instruct the pubUc upon the 
proper method of dealing -with brokers, and the 
instruction if given woidd be so rarely sex-vicea-
ble that there is little inducement^to offer it. On 
account of this unreliabUifcy of brokerage cus­
tom, enterprising brokers are apt to concoct 
schemes of speculation on their ô wn account, 
which they can manipulafce and confcrol in their 
own offices, or they frequently aim to accompUsh 
their object by forming groups or rings of specu­
lators, who wUl employ their special and exclu­
sive services. Since the subsidence of real 
estate speculation this method has been lacking in 
practicabUity, alfchough it once afforded a reUa­
ble and luci-ative business to many offices that 
flourished prior to the panic of 1873. This sys­
tem, like the management of special estates, con­
fers upon the caUing of the broker the dignity of 
a stated and regular business. 

The charge of estates and coUection of rents 
constitute the most reUable and avaUable staple 
of the brokerage busmess, but one that would be 
scarcely mentioned iu point of lucrative results 
in comparison with the one we have Just out­
lined. 

Another grievous fault and oiffience of customers 
is that of imputing to brokers, as a class, and 
sometimes to special individuds among them, aa 
amouut of odium that they cannot reasonably or 
fairly be said to deserve. Whatever sihs of 
omission or commission made be M d to the 

broker's door, and for which he may justly be 
held answerable, there is a large proportion of 
his aUeged offences which grow out of the igno­
rance and unfairness of fche customers themselves, 
who seek to screen their own inexperience and 
want of inteUigence, by imposing unmerited 
blame upon the broker. The custom so commonly 
indulged in on the part of the public of assaUiug 
the brokerage profession, of characterizing the 
brokers themselves with aU sorts of opprobrious 
epithets, and an almoifc chronic habit of befcraying 
the rights of brokers, have fcogefcher done more 
to demoralize and degrade the caUing than any 
acts of the brokers themselves. The surest way 
to make a man dishonest or imfcr-afchful is to con­
stantly apply fco him fche epithets that denote 
those qualities. In like mamier the brokers 
have become so accustomed to hear their profes­
sion improperly characterized that they tacitly 
consent to the adoption of a lower rafcher than a 
higher sfcandard of fcrade moralifcy. Ifc rests 
largely-wifch fche pubUc to properly define the 
relations of brokers wifch theii* principals and 
to inspire the former with a praiseworthy and 
exalted professional tone and spirit in their 
compUcated and offcen vexatious duties. 

M A R K E T REVIE^W. 
REAL ESTATE MARKET. 

The general market for the week has been quiet 
•with few reported sales, and business at the Exchange 
presented few interesting features. In connection 
wifch the judicial sales, however, it is remarked that 
the bids made during the week approximated, in a 
great degree, to the amount of the liens affecting the 
property, and in some instances exceeded the amount 
of the mortgage. The premises known as No. 135 
West One Hundred and Ninth street, between Third 
and Fourth cfvenues (18.9x100.11), the hens on which 
amounted tb ^bout $4,850, reahzed $5,000; and the 
store known as No. 793 Second avenue, between Foi-ty-
second and Forty-third streets, the mortgages on 
which amounted to about $9,400, were struck down 
for $8,900. Two vacant lots on One Hundred and 
Forty-seventh street, 475 feet west of Seventh avenue, 
brought the fiiil amount of the mortgage, amounting 
to $3,900; and the premises on Sixty-fourth and 
Sixty-fifth streets, between Eleventh and Twelfth 
avenues, the Uens affecting which amounted to about 
$11,600, were bid up to that amount; the four-story 
brick dwelling, -with lot (35x103.8), situated on Seventy 
fifth street, 100 feet west of Second avenue, was sold 
for $9,475, the liens thereon amounting to $9,600. At 
an executor's sale to close the estate of Henry Bar­
nett, deceased, the house, with lot, No. 43 Eldridge 
street, was sold to John Donnelly for $7,450, and No. 
34. Norfolk sfcreet̂ was purchased by the same buyer 
for $5,125. 

The Important recorded conveyance made during 
the week was that of Hugh Smith and Catharine 
Bradley to Jay Gould, by which the premises situated 
on Broadway and Sixth avenue, between Thirty-thh-d 
and Thirty-fourth streets, were transferred in consid­
eration of the sum of $540,000, subject to one-half 
parfc of the mortgage thereon, amounting to $300,000. 
Mr. Pedro Mora, Jr., has also taken title to the fonr-
story brown stone house with lot (38x108), between 
Sixty-second and Sixty-third streets, known as No. 
847, for which he paid $55,000. Two vacant lots situ­
ated on Eighty-fourth street, and two on Eighfcy-flfth 
street, 350 feet east of Ninth avenue, have been con­
veyed to William H. Scott for the sum of $13,000. 

Messrs, Duggin & Crossman have filed with the 
Superintendent of the Building Department plans for 
the erection of ten first-class dwellings, four of which 
will be built on the northwest corner of Madison ave­
nue and Fifty.flfth street, four on the southwest cor­
ner of Madison avemie and Fifty-sixth street, and two 
on Flfty-flfth street, near Madison avenne. One plan 
has been filed for the eoastruotlon of twenty-five 
three-story brick dweUings at One Hundred and 
Eighth street, between Second and ThM avenues. 
Itia reported that Mr. Arnold, of the firm of Arnold, 
Constable &"Co., has about completed arrangements 
with the well-known builders, Jamea Webb & Son, for 
tfeaereotionof an iojpo ŝhJg struoturoon the oorner ot 
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Fifth avenue and Eighty-third street, the plans and 
specifications for which have not yet been flled.

BUILDING MATERIAL MARKET. 
BRICK.—-On common hards there is a very natural 

tendency to talk the market flrm at this season of 
the year, and seUers'limits, as a rule, are kept up to 
a full level, with additional strength gained, through 
comparatively lighfc supplies coming to hand. Mat­
ters, however, are not remarkably promising or 
buoyant, and extreme views can scarcely be realized, 
except in occasional instances on an extra attractive 
offering, or under a momentary pressure, compelling 
buyers to secure a cargo quickly. Direct consump­
tion has fallen off somewhat, and will tend to a 
further diminution rather than increase for some little 
time to come, and for yard accumulation the call is 
evidently smaUer and less anxious than had been cal­
culated upon. Many dealers have refrained from 
touching their stocks so long as they could flnd a cargo 
afloat, and, with the reduced distributive wants, and 
the river giving no signs of an early closing, there 
seems to be no necessity for piling away anything 
more just now. Work on the elevated railroads con­
tinues to afford a very fair outlet for stock, without 
which the consumption would be very small. Sup­
plies at the yards at points of production are com­
paratively full, and while many vessels are hauling off, 
there is enough still on the route to bring forward all 
the stock the market will be likely to use so long as 
water communication remains open. About $5.50 is 
the aveiage top rate on Haverstraws. though some 
very choice lots have done a trifle better. A few odd 
lots of Jerseys came in, and are quoted at about $4.25 
@4.50 per M. Pales are slow and sales seldom exceed 
$2.75 per M. Fronts without much activitv but a 
fair movement in smaU lofcs of the choice qualities is 
occasionally heard of. 

We quote Pale, ^ M., $2.50@.3.00: Hards. Up-rivers, 
$4..50@5.00; Haverstraw bay, $5.00®5.50; favorite 
brands. $5.75@6.00; Fronts, Croton-brown, .$7; dark 
$8: red. $9: PhiladehDhia, $23@27; Baltimore, $34@ 
38.00. Yard prices, delivei-y included, $2@3 higher on 
ordinary and $5@6 on fronts. 

CEMENT.—The market for domestic retains a 
pretty firm position, and, while the reaction in favor 
of producers this faU was not so great as customary, 
there is a natural advantage for the seller, growing 
out of the season. Buyers, therefore, do not make 
any special effort for concessions, or hold off when 
they really desire a supply, and show resistance 
whenever there is any indication of an attempt to 
force them to pay an advance of any magnitude. 
About $1 is quoted, but probably purchases could still 
be made a trifle lower. Foreign is not very active at 
the moment, and no very heavy call is expected until 
after the turn of the year. • On good flrst-class brands 
holders appear to be steady in their views, but com­
petifcion is sharp, and, on the ordinary run of stock, a 
close, careful buyer can occasionaUy secure compara­
tively easy terms. 

HARDWARE.—The general market continues quiet, 
and void of many features of positive interest. Out-
of-town orders came only from near-by sources, and 
are requiring merely small invoices to flll out assort­
ments against current consumption, •n-hile the local 
wants prove moderate all around. Dealers and manu­
facturers, however, are about ready, or have in some 
cases actually commenced the taking of inventory, 
and this must continue for two or three weeks. On 
prices, we hear of nothing new at the moment, Cast 
butts, locks, &o„ are in the old, irregular condition 
—indeed so much so as to prevent any positive quo­
tation, but most other gfcylea of builders' baj-dware 
rule about steady, and the revision of prJoe-ljsts, It 
is said, wiU not give buyers many advantages,

ited offerings and au anxious and exhaustive call are 
calculated upon to produce this result when it Is 

reached. In fche meantime, buyers do not appear to 
have much to say, or to ' take any great interest 
beyond parcels required for immediate necessity, and 
the demand so long expected from many of our local 
dealers has either not came afc all, at such modified 
form, as to fall entirely in affording the anticipated 
stimulus. Indeed, if anything, the tone at the pres-
.ent writing is a little slack, and whUe $1.65 is the 
average quotation, there has probably been sales a t 
5c. reduction. Cargoes en route have been detained, 
and some receivers are fearful they will all come in 
together. 

LI4IE.—The demand continues of moderate volume 
and quite irregular in tone, but compared with the 
amount of stock available is exhaustive, and nothing 
from current arrivals accumulates unsold. Indeed, 
most, if not all, of the cargoes due are disposed of 
before arrival, and with the very natural reduction 
of shipments at this season of the year, the market 
is about bare of stock in first hands. Values, in the 
absence of recent sales, are nominally unchanged, 
but new buyers would, no doubt, be compelled to pay 
an advance. State hme has been in fair request,'and 
prices tend to harden, especiaUy on common. 

LUMBER.-The " s e a s o n " m a y b e considered as 
closed ou the general wholesale market, and little 
of interest likely to be developed until toward spring. 
A few arrivals seeking sale may be expected accord­
ingly from coastwise points, but so far as at pres­
ent indicated, most dealers have taken in pretty 
much all the stock they intended, and the falling off 
of supply is neutralized by the diminished wants of 
trade. We find a wide difference of opinion as to 
the amount of lumber on hand, compared with last 
year, but the weight of opinion seems to favor a 
smaller tqtal. Indeed, some of the extreme views 
assert that caution. has been carried too far, and 
that before the next regular season opens, even 
allowing for a limited consumption intermediate, the 
•wants of the market will be so pressing as to form 
base for decidedly better bids. High- prices, how­
ever, have seldom failed, during the past few years, 
to draw supplies from some point, and frequently of 
quite unexpected volume, and at the same time have 
largely curtailed consumption, not only on the article 
of which we now write, but on every kind of mer­
chandise on the market; and this result has proven a 
serious counter-action to the expectations of '- short 
c r o p " and "short s tock" theorists. Our local con­
sumption at present is small and irregular on all out­
lets, and confined" mainly to the completion of con­
fcracts. There is, however, more or less show of ani­
mation on the shipping call still, and at steady rates, 
with dealers apparently confident that they can find 
a good market on this outlet all winter. 

Eastern Spruce has not much a market afc this sea­
son, or rather no dependence can be placed upon the 
market. The arrivals are small and irregular, even 
•with the best of "calculations, owing to the changeable 
weather, and tlie demand is also very erratic. Buy­
ers, however, who want stock wake to particular ef­
fort to modify previons cost on really desirable par-
eels, and if cargoes sell at all off it is due to a momen­
tary lull in demand, coupled with a necessity for 
quick sale at the time of their arrival. Receivers talk 
very confidentially and have great expectations of 
the spring trade. We quote at $13.50@$l3.50 for ran­
dom, possibly $14.00@,$14.60 for choice lengths in 
small cargo, and $13.50@.15.50 for specials, the ex-
tremft for extra difficult. 

White Pine is pretty generally quoted as firm still 
and showing a moderate degree of animation in the 
aggregate, though the distribution appears to be more 
on the shipping outlet than for local consumptive 
purposes. The accumulation and assortment on hand 
is good, has improved if anything through the closing 
receipts, but in most cases conies under control of 
confident holders who are likely to insist upon as full 
a range of values as can be carried without checking 
demand from desirable sources. For^a week or two 
it would seem that the asking rates have been a little 
too stiff for the orders a t hand, especially from the 
West Indies,' and holders now ease off somewhat, 
though without altering the general range. We quote 
at $I5.00@,17.00 per M for West India shipping boards; 
$19.50@'20.50 for South American do.; $15.()0@ID CO 
for box boards; S17.00 for do., wide and sound; 
and timber at $16.00@18,00 per M. 

Yellow Pine continues quiefc and firm as a rule. 
There is not much offering either here or to arrive, 
and the indications are favorable to the belief that 
desirable cargoes could be placed without much diffi­
culty at full prices to a moderate extent. Occasional 
estimates are called for stiU, but as yet tho movement 
in this Une is moderate, especially as many of the 
mills are already behind-on the orders in hand, both 
domestic and foreign, and are unwilling to enter into 
new contracts. Good dry flooring boards are quite 
saleable at $24.00. We quote random cargoes at 
$18.50@32per M;ordered cargoes, $33@g4 do.; green 
flooring boards, $31@23 do.; and dry do. do., $23@24. 
Cargoes at the South, $J4@ld.50 per M; hewn tim-
ber$7 50@14. 

Hardwoods are flrm and, while no open display of 
anxiety is made, it is probable thafc quite a fair attend­
ance of buyers could be found on an increased offer­
ing of desirable supplies. Most contracts continue to 
be made on a basis of delivery at the West and our 
flgures are to some extenfc nominal still. We quote at

Only a 
few logs leaped over the rest and went dowm the 
river. Immediately, there was a great bustle among 
the lumbermen. 

The amount of lumber in stock in Ottawa at present 
is approximately estimated at about 97,750.000 feet, 
including 17,750,000 feet deals which are sold, leaving 
about 80,000,000 feet, orsomething less than 20,000,000 
less than was held last winter. The make of saw-
logs on the Ottawa and ifcs fcribufcaries this season wiU 
be somewhat larger than last winter. 

The value of the lumber exports from Sfc. John, 
N. B., last month, is $43,000, against $166,000 in 
November, last year. Deals for^warded to Europe last 
month were 3,368,000 superflcial feet, againsfc 13,906,-
000 feet in the same period last year. There was a 
large faUing off of birch timber shipped, and no pine 
was exported. The eleven months business, however, 
far exceeds that of the last two years. 

New Orleans has high aspirations as a timber port, 
according to the following from the Times: The im­
mediate prospect of deep water through South Pass 
solves the great diflBculty heretofore exi.sting to pre­
vent New Orleans rivaling Quebec itself in her 
timber shipments. Our resources with the Mississippi 
and its Inumerous tributaries flowing past some of 
the grandest of forests are vast, and the quality and 
variety of woods various. Black walnut and oak 
have hitherto formed a p a r t of our exports, with oc­
casionally some small lots of cypress; but, on account 
of shaUow water, no vessels of any considerable size 
could take more than part of a cargo of either. This, 
of course, has militated againsfc ours being a greafc 
timber port, but the success of the jetties removes 
this great impediment. By the aid of the swift 
current, timber is brought here at comparatively 
little expense and no risk, where again the danger of 
loss during shipmenfc is very small compared •with 
Ship Island, Paseagoula, Mobile Bay or Pensacola. 

In these days of deep wafcer at the South Pass and 
cheap towage, New Orleans for timber ships need not 
be more expensive than Pensacola, whUe the facili­
ties for loading are much better, with no probability 
of detention as is often the case afc that point with 
deep draft ships. We are credibly informed that 
there are now inquiries in our market for a large 
quanfcifcy of railroad ties, also oak timber, with the 
faculties ahd cost of shipment. As these queries are 
likely to be answered favorably, we may soon look for 
the commencement of a future great business. 

We again repeat our supply is nearly inexhaustible 
(withour, encroaching on Uncle Samuel's private 
farm) our conveniences for shipping not surpassed 
by those of any other timber port of this continent, 
our varieties of wood unexcelled in number and 
quantifcy, which, with deep water to the gulf, must, 
•with a little enterprise, make this one of the largest 
timber marts as weU as the greafc cotton centre of 
America. 

The Tonawanda JSeraZc? reports: Trade for the past 
week has been encouraging to our dealers, inasmuch 
as canal shipments having ceased entirely, but little 
trade was anticipated, by either water or rail, until 
after Jauuary 1st; but, to the contrary, orders for 
shipments bj-̂  rail have come in freely, and our ad­
vanced quotations on common grades of pine, as well 
as on shingles and lath, have been obtained without 
trouble. All things considered, the prospects for a 
brisk winter trade never looked better in this 
market.

This is proveii by the fact that a 
single good crop relieved the yards of what many 
people (including ourselves"), last year, regarded as 
an enormous overstock. The grand lesson of the 
past year's experience is that the mills now on the 
waters of the Mississippi cannot saw more lumber 
than will be needed, with fair crops, next year. It 
may also be taken into account that there •will proba­
bly be more logs cut than the mills can saw, includ­
ing the vast quantities hung up on the streams, and 
this fact will unfavorably affect their price. 

The London Timber Trades .Journal reports as fol­
lows : 

LIVERPOOL, Nov. 22d. 1877. 
Whilsfc fche business in timber continues fair there 

is little alteration in prices, and certainly nothing 
•worthy of comment, excepting the flrmer tone'shown 
in spruce deals, and the present market is atainst the 
buyer. This, no doubt, is owing in a great" measure 
to the approaching close of the import season, and 
consequently the withdrawal of the pressure tb sell 
from the quay, the latter course being always adopted 
by importers whenever prices are cut down to a flne 
point, the profit being obtained by storing being ab­
sorbed by the heayy charges attending this proceed­
ing. Good qualities of Canadian woods not only 
maintain their values, but, in fact, are againsfc buyers 
at lafce rates, and this is now likely to continue until 
the commencement of next import season.

But nothing in this section shall prohibit the person 
liable to pay an assessment from paying the whole 
amount of such assessment in one payment, under 
the provisions of law in force prior to the passage of 
this act." 

Under this statute the privilege of paying such as­
sessments in installments, at a lower rate of interest, 
win cease and determine on the 31st day of Decem­
ber, instant, if the first installment is not paid on or 
before that day, and the whole assessment will be 
payable in one payment only, a t the rate of twelve 
per cent, per annum, from the date of confirmation.
