I M B E C I L I T Y OP T H E P U B L I C D E P A R T ­
M E N T S OR W H A T ? 

P r o p e r t y owners, especially on the Wes t Side, 
must have reflected ere this on the reasons tha t 
underl ie the pall which hangs over their invest­
ments . I t is t ime, indaed, t ha t they should speak 
out and begin to call a spade a spade. I t i& of no 
use saying tha t generat ions yet unborn will in­
habi t a cer ta in port ion of Manhat tan Island, for 
all of it, every inch of it, is wan ted for the 
1,250,000 inhabi tants who now reside within its 
borders . T h e generat ion of our own d a y will re­
quire and in fact does require the improvement of 
eve ry lot on this island, but the supineness of 
pi-operty-owners, as a class, the i r unwillingness 
to be aggressive, has been and still is to-day the 
ma in cause of this tardiness iu developing the 
West Side. True, speeches have been made, 
paper resolutions have been adopted by this or 
t h a t association, all re fer r ing to ma t t e r s t ha t 
ought to have been done, and yet t ha t most beau­
tiful section of our island v i r tua l ly continues to 
be a barr.en waste of uncul t ivated land. For this 
s ta te of affairs, owners themselves a re to blame, 
a priori, s imply owing to their lack of public 
spir i t and the notable absence of aggressiveness 
on their par t . They underrate—in fact, t hey 
seem to have ent irely forgotten—their own iui-
po r t an t status in this communi ty , as t axpayer s 
not only, bu t as owners of the soil. Granted 
even t h a t we live in a communi ty where all men 
a re born " free and equal ," human na ture , even 
in a republican cou i t ry like this, pays homage to 
capital , and t h a t homage has a lways stood r e a d y 
to fawn upon the owners of real ty . Why, w h y 
we ask again, have they not combined to take ad­
van tage of their exal ted position in civic society 
to make their influence and importance felt upon 
the body politic, t h a t dare riot resist them, if prop­
er ly organized. Their inaction, the i r l e thargy 
has led to the accursed red tape which has tu rned 
t h e Depar tment of Pa rks and the Depar tment of 
Public Works into ver i table labyr inths , out of 
which no public improvement , once conceived, 
can find its exit . These depar tments , composed 
even though t hey m a y be of politicians, will 
listen, heed and obey if they only hear the indig­
n a n t voice of the mass of p roper ty -owners ; bu t 
so long as the la t te r remain silent and refuse tu 
declaim in a voice loud enough to be heard all 
over the island t h a t improvements mus t and shall 

be made, jus t so long will these men act and do 
only wha t benefits ei ther their own political 
cliques or the i r own personal pockets. They 
never will stir in the good work t h a t ought to be 
done by them unt i l proper ty-owners , as a mass 
combine, make the influence they possess felt 
over the depar tments and vi r tual ly shame the 
commissioners into doing their duty . 

We speak thus earnest ly in r e g a r d to this 
ma t te r , as every day ' s experience shows us t h a t 
the neglect of the Wes t Side b y investors is due 
not to this cause or tha t cause, but owing to the 
t a r d y public improvements tha t must necessari ly 
precede pr iva te improvements . When, the other 
day, an auction sale of Riverside avenue lots had 
to be indefinitely postponed, a p rominen t owner 
of adjacent p rope r ty exclaimed, " h o w can you 
expect peopla to buy there, when not only the 
Drive but the ent i re sur rounding section is 
neglected by the P a r k Depar tment . S t r ange r s 
and capitalists from other cities when going along 
tha t boasted Drive soon get out of it, ins tead of 
being anxious to proceed up to its terminus. H a d 
the depar tmen t gone to work and caused i t to be 
rolled nicely, watered adequate ly and placed it 
genera l ly in acceptable condition, you would 
have found any number of people anxious to 
locate t he re . " This is bu t a mere reflex of 
pr iva te opinion genera l ly enter ta ined by West 
Side p rope r ty owners. Ins tead, however, of 
making these opinions felt t h rough the aid of a 
demonstrat ion agreed upon b y all, a growl and a 
shrug of the shoulders consti tute the sum total of 
their act ivi ty in the ma t t e r . 

I t is ludicrous to say thafc only our g rand­
children wUl benefit b y this West Side, and tha t , 
fchei-efore, we are too much ahead of t ime in u rg­
ing its improvemenfc. W e know fche con t r a ry to 
be the case, where capitalists s tand r eady to 
build if only cer ta in streefcs a re graded, regu­
lated, curbed and gut tered . H o w can they build 
wi thout these pre l iminary improvements ? Take 
Wesfc E igh ty -e igh th streefc, for instance, be­
tween Riverside avenue and fche Boulevard . 
Eve r since 1873 privafce.efforts have been made fco 
have this streefc placed in condition for improve­
ment . The ent ire work mighfc have been done in 
six months if there was only energy in the De­
pa r tmen t of Public Works , or r a t h e r if Commis­
sioner Allan Campbell ha.d been made fco under ­
s tand his dufcies fco the owners of p roper ty , a n d 
ye t here we are in 1880, and it is only now t h a t we 
see fainfc glimpses of prospective public improve­
menfcs in tha t street . I n the mean t ime Mr. 
Wilcox, Presidenfc of fche Meriden Britfcannia 
C o m p a u j , and his friend Mr. Russell, owning 
together fcwelve lofcs, a re awai t ing an oppor tun i ty 
to pu t up firsfc class houses fchere. 

If now prompt and immediafce aefcion be taken 
in the regulafcing of fchis sfcreet, these .gent lemen 
m a y still build, bufc if fchey see no prospecfc of fche 
sulky deparfcment doing anyth ing , can anybody 
blame them if they lose hearfe and show a disposi­
tion fco sell the i r lofcs? Individuals a r e nofc to 
blame for this neglecfc on fche Wesfc Side. The 
cifcy and ifcs useless public deparfcments are . To 
make the lafcfcer unders tand fcheir dufcies and act up 
to them, to keep up a consfcanfc agifcationin r ega rd 
to these mat te r s , is the bounden dufcy of properfcy 

owners acfcing in a corporafce capaci ty wifch 
energy and efficiency. Unless they do so in the 
summer months as well as under fche gaslight of 
fche winfcer season t h e y will ulfcimately recognize 
fche necessity of sur rounding the Wesfc Side, 
indeed, wifch a g rand fence and fche w o r d s ' ' Legacy 
for our posterifcy " inscribed thereon. 

So m a n y sfcrucfcures known as " marke t s " have 
been condemned of late in this ci ty, thafc a r c h i ­
tects now have a firsfc class opporfcunifcy fco presenfc 
something unique, useful, and afc fche same fcime 
ornamenta l in fche number of new designs t hey 
will shortly be called upon fco make for fche recon-
sfcrucfcionof Fulfcon, Clinfcon and perhaps Jefferson 
markefcs. For a purpose like-this fche ornamenta l 
should be secondary fco fche useful, and the arcbi­
tecfc, who, while comprehending the mefcropolifcan 
fcaste of our people, neverfcheless, can remember 
thafc in fchis cifcy a markefc sfcrucfcure accommodates 
only a par t icular section of the city, will c a r r y 
off the prize. I t is a subjecfc worfch thinking of in 
a cifcy where markefc sfcrucfcures have been a shame 
and. disgrace fco us these m a n y years past. I n this 
connection, also, we call the a t ten t ion of those 
interested to the public notice in our advert is ing 
columns, by which ifc will be seen fchat Hoboken 
is r eady to expend $50,000 in fche consfcrucfcion of 
a new ci ty hall and a r m o r y . 

The Herald, in comment ing upon the apparen t 
failure of fche recenfc auction sale of Riverside lots, 
appears fco be under fche impression fchafc p roper ty 
on fche Wesfc End plafceau can still Oe had by fche 
acre, and afcfcributes the low prices to the fact thafc 
fchose in charge of fche sale endeavored fco dispose 
of fche properfcy in lots of 25x100. How could 
fchey have done otherwise? The ent i re section 
has been surveyed and divided in blocks and lots. 
The aucfcioneer mighfc have put up the enfcire block 
between Riverside, Eighty-e ighth and Eigh ty-
ninth sfcreefcs and Eleventh avenue as a whole, but 
would he have had a n y bid a t all, then '? If cap­
italists desired more lots fchan one they could have 
had any number they desired. W e have a sus­
picion, however , t h a t the Herald man when wri t­
ing aboufc Riverside avenue lots was permi t t ing 
his thoughts to roam along tbe vicinity of F o r t 
Washingfcon, about a hundred blocks more norfch-
ward , where properfcy cau yet be had by the acre . 

ARREARS OF TAXES. 
The Comptroller gives ofBcial notice to owners of 

real estate that, as provided by chapter 123 of the 
laws of 1880. they may now pay any arrears of taxes 
and Croton water rents levied prior to the year 1S77, 
with iiiterest thereon at the rate of 7 per cent, per 
annum. If, however, such taxes and Croton water 
rents are not paid before the first day of October next, 
the property on which they are due will be sold for 
taxes immediately thereafter, with the additions of 
accrued interest thereon at the rate of 12 per cent, 
per annum from the respective dates on which they 
were levied. 

Lists for such tax sale are now being prepared by 
the Clerk of Arrears. 

The time of payment of taxes for the vears 1877, 
1878 and 1879, with interest thereon at the rate of 
7 per cent, per annum, is extended to the flrst day of 
April, 1881, and if not paid before that date, interest 
will be payable at the rate of 12 per cent, per annum.

R E A L E S T A T E M A R K E T . 
The week just closed has settled the auction busi­

ness for this season, and the Exchange Salesroom 
will know no sales of magnitude until the month of 
September. The attendance throughout the week has 
been exclusively of regular dealers and brokers. 
Even the attractive offering of Riverside avenue lots, 
and adjacent vacant property on Eighty-eighth, 
Eighty-ninth streets, and Eleventh avenue, did not 
create a rally of outsiders. As has been stated in 
these columns, over and again, tbe summer season is 
not one favorable to auction sales, when title has to 
be taken in July and August, just the time when 
capitalists prefer to go a-fishing. It, therefore, sur­
prised nobody when last Tuesday's sales had to be ab­
ruptly adjourned. There was no market for the lots 
offered, except at prices ruinous t o holders. It was 
said among those attending the sale that results would 
have been different had the auctioneer offered flrst 
the Riverside avenue lots and "put his best foot fore­
most." But the auctioneer, after all, is only the execu­
tive officer in such an emergencj', he must obey the 
orders of the referee, and if he did not know that it 
was the best policy in this instance to play his trump 
card first, he. as representative of the Supreme Court, 
must be held responsible. And yet no one at all ac­
quainted with the real estate market would have at­
tached any importance to the values, if under these 
circumstances, the four Riverside lots had been dis­
posed of at say $6,000 or $7,000. Beginning as the 
auctioneer did at Eleventh avenue and Eighty eighth 
street, and selling the corner at $3,0:0, which no one 
would think of selling at least under $4,000, an infer­
ence may be drawn, not only as to the temper of bid­
ders, but as to the constituency that faced the auction­
eer's stand, and therefrom may be judged the fate 
that was in store for the more valuable Riverside lots 
on the other side of thi- block. As to the manner in 
which these lots were offered, the referee is bound 
by law to present them in parcels most conducive to 
the profit of owners, and how he could have offered 
them otherwise, than in lots with a privilege, surpasses 
our comprehension. However, as we have stated, 
this has been the last of notable auction sales this 
season. It will be remembered that in our issue of 
last Saturday, we announced that Mr. Harnett would 
sell, on nehalf of the United States Trust Company, 
fifty-two lots on Tenth avenue. One Hundred and 
First and One Hundred aud Second streets on June 
17. Yesterday afternoon a meeting was held at the 
ofQces of the Company, when Mr. Stewart, the Presi­
dent, asked the auctioneer to express his views in re­
gard to the advisability of going on with the sale, 
Mr. Stewart as well as his brother officers leaving the 
decision in the hands of the auctioneer. Mr. Harnett 
declared promptly that the season was too far ad­
vanced for tbe holding of any successful auction sale 
of vacant property, and regardless of his own interest 
in the matter advised a postponement of the sale. 
Orders have since been issued to cancel all the notices 
of the sale, which now stands adjourned, without day, 
at least until the fall season. 

GOSSIP OF THE WEEK. 

" The real estate market can take care of itself 
without the aid of auction sales," was the remark 
made by a prominent owner on Thursday, and judg­
ing by the steady enquiries and many offers made all 
around, the market, so far as private transactions are 
concerned, takes no stock in whatever may have 
been slaughtered on the auction stand. 

Two notable transactions, one involving $200,000 
and the other $400,000, have been the talk of Pine 
street during the past two days. The former relates 
to some Fifth avenue property, particulars of which 
are as yet withheld. The latter sale has been made 
by Messrs. L. J . & I Phillips They have sold at pri­
vate contract for Miss Henrietta Lenox the entire 
block, one of the best on the East Side—bounded by 
Madison and Park avenues, Seventy.first and Sev_ 
enty-second streets, for $400,000. 

Messrs. E . H. Ludlow & Co. have sold at private 
contract during the week No. 126 Fifth avenue. No. 
49 Park avenue and No. 22 East Fifty-eighth street, a t 
the aggregate amount of $141,300. 

The Barnum Museum Company has purchased the 
Madison Square garden block for $800,000 from the 

Harlem Railroad Company, and will build thereon a 
new structure for the edification of New York's 
amusement seekers. Mr. W. H. Vanderbilt is said to 
be a stock-holder of this new concern to the extent 
of $230,(00. 

There are quite a number of builders in the market 
now anxious to purchase lots in Yorkville, from 
Seventy second to Ninety-second street, and also as 
far up as Harlem, where there is a steady influx of 
new tenants. 

Jefferson M. Levy has sold, through George W. Ray­
nor, three lots on the south side of One Hundred and 
Twentieth st, between Sixth and Seventh avenues to 
Seymour A. Bunce for $7,900.

THE METROPOLITAN CONCERT HALL. 

As a metropolitan institution, the new Concert Hall 
on Broadway, between B^ortieth aud Forty-first 
streets, well deserves the prefix, metropolitan. The 
audiences that have assembled there since its open­
ing, a few days since, are well satisfled with its 
acoustic qualities, and the general construction re­
flects credit upon Mr. Geo. B. Post, the architect, and 
upon Messrs. Morton & Chesley, the builders. The 
new style of roof has commended itself nst only to 
the managers of the new hall, but to the vast audien­
ces, especially on sultry evenings, when its temporary 
removal, aided by a simple mechanical device, t rans­
forms the vast hall virtually into an open air amphi­
theatre, a novelty at once useful as well as conve­
nient. The Pioneer Iron Works, of William street, 
Brooklyn, are the builders of this moveable roof, 
which will no doubt hereafter be called for in the 
construction of similar halls. While this inge­
nious method of introducing ample air, during the 
summer months, now attracts most attention, provis­
ion for properly heating the hall during the winter 
season, has been made by the Baker & Smith Steam 
Heating Company. Four elegantly constructed 
dumb waiters have been provided by Mr. James Mur­
taugh, whose work remains as staunch now as when 
he first introduced his specialty to the building fra­
ternity. The reputation he has acquired in the con­
struction of dumb waiters is well deserved, as is 
shown once more by those he has furnished to the 
MetropoUtan Music HaU. The gas fixtures through­
out the building are from the well known Archer & 
Pancoast Manufacturing Company, and are of artistic 
designs. There can be no doubt but the entire fitting 
up of this new place of amusement is in full accord­
ance with metropolitan taste, and we trust that its 
projectors, under the lead of the talented Mr. Aron­
son, will reap a handsome return for their invest­
ment. 

A second trial was recently made of the novel slid­
ing roof in the presence of a large number of the 
stockholders, directors and invited euests. It worked 
perfectly and was pronounced by all a complete suc­
cess, the time occupied in opening and closing it 
being only two and a half minutes and the services of 
one man only being required to move the entiie roof 
When the sides are removed it leaves an open space 
of 40x90 feet, lending to the vast hall the appearance 
of being an oppn garden, and affording probably the 
best means yet adopted of perfect ventilation, as both 
the sides and top of the building are open, causing a 
constant circulation of pure air. Since the opening 
•-here has been added to the attractions of the place 
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a billiard room containing fifteen tables Mr Ru 
dolph Aronson's orchestra of sixty .selected perform­
ers gives, nightly, a popular interpretation of the 
style of music in vogue a t the celebrated concert 
halls of Europe, he having spent ten years abroad 
studymg especially to introduce here that class of 
music. Mr. Jack Hamilton, favorably kno«n among 
the press of New York, is attached to the manage 
ment. ^ 

A VALUABLE PATENT

BUILDING MATERIAL MARKET. 
BRICKS-Following our last report there was a still 

f..rther dechne on the cost of common hards, from

Trade moves along surprisingly steady in all Iho 
AVestern markets, there being little increase or fail­
ing off since the first of February at any of the river 
tiwns. Stocks accumulate but slowly, owing to the 
large demand for railroad and bill stuff, which takes 
a large part of the product of the mills. Many of the 
largest flrms have all the contracts they can fill for 
the next three months for this class of timber. This 
relieves the market from the pressure of green com­
mon stuff which would otherwise soon be in excess. 
Everybody seems hopeful of a continuance of the 
present excellent demand throughout the year. The 
oaly circumstance which seems discouraging is the 
continued drought in western Kansas and Nebraska, 
wliich has about destroyed all the crops and will cut 
oft all demand for lumber from that section. 

The bulk of all the logs are in the booms or so near 
at hand that no fears are entertained of any being 
" h u n g u p . " The only exception to this is the heavy 
jam on the Chippewa, which still holds 150,000,000 feet 
of logs. The work of breaking them loose becomen 
more difficult every day as the water is falling in the 
Chippewa. 

Great activity prevails in rafting and running logs 
a i d lumber on the Mississippi. Every available boat 
i j running day and night, and many float rafts are to 
oe seen on the river reminding one of the olden 
times. There is little change in list prices but it is 
understood that the lower river points which are sell­
ing in direct competition, have been making some 
concession to meet figures offered at Chicago. The 
outlook at Chicago is hardly pleasant. The receipts 
being about four times the shipments, and the latter 
CDnsiderably behind last year's figures.

The offerings at the wholesale market during the 
week past have been rather limited, though a consid­
erable fleet, comprising the arrivals of the previous 
thirty-six hours, was on sale at the opening of busi­
ness on Monday. The stuff received at the market 
has all been sold readily, and at this writing the mar­
ket is empty, and practically deserted by both sellers 
aud buyers. Reports from across the lake indicate 
that considerable lumber is going into piles, and this 
circumstance, together with the unfavorable weather, 
accounts for tho limited supply. There is no ques­
tion but that among buyers there exists more of a 
disposition to take hold, and sales are made norr with 
comparatively little trouble. In fact, most of the 
dealers have held off as long as they can safely do so, 
and feel that it will not do to wait much longer be­
fore beginning to lay in a supply for the summer aud 
fall demand. It may be, too, though they are not 
ready to .^dmit it yet, that thev are losing faith in the 
break in prices that they have been prophesying 
along back. Certainly the prospect of such a thing is 
not nearly so promising as it was a few weeks ago. 

Under such circumstances, it is only natural that 
prices should have been maintained firmly. There is, 
in fact, no special change to be noted from last week! 
though it is unquestionable that a better feeling 
exists among sellers, and a greater degree of confi­
dence in their ability to maintain the Ust without 
any further concessions. Good Manistee piece stuff 
is held and sold at $8, but 88.25 has been paid for 
some cargoes, and inferior qualities are quoted only 
25 cents below this figure, on white pine, while Nor­
way has been selling at $7.87. The offerings of 
dimension lumber have been very Ught, and the ar­
rivals have been quickly snapped up. Inch lumber 
has been in good demand, and some grades have 
brought a trifle better price in a few instances, but 
the range given in our quotations stiU covers the 
market, with unquestionably an advancing tendency. 
Standard shingles have sold for $1.85@2 and extra at 
$2.05@2.20. Lath are still quotable at $1.50 and 1.75, 
a:;cording to quality. 

The outlook for next week indicates no important 
change either in the supply or the demand. The flrst 
may be somewhat larger, owing to the arrival of the 
fleet which is now out, but the inquiry from the deal-
e rs is expected to be equal to it,

Prices are quiescent, and no stir is as yet apparent 
in the market here. The recent heavy sales have sup­
plied most of the wants of the trade, and there is very 
little inducement in the present prospect to speculate 
farther. * * * » 

The question then arises how, in face of the sup­
pUes coming forward, can prices go up, or even be 
maintained ? On the one hand, consumers appear to 
be holding off as long as they can, only buying as it 
were from hand to mouth; and stocks in many parts 
of the country are reported to be low; hence it is ex­
pected [that in the ordinary course of things there 
will be a rush later on to secure what is required. 

Again, should present anticipations of shippers, in 
regard to short supply for autumn shipment (owing 
to want of water), be fulfilled, then there will be wail­
ing heard on the part of those who have not yet 
bought, as ihere would also be on the part of those 
who have speculated, should frora any cause prices 
come down. 

LIVERPOOL. 

Although the holidays are now over, we have not 
yet experienced that favorable turn in trade which 
all have been so anxiously and hopefully waiting for, 
and we have still the same old complaint from mer­
chants that buyers are few, and their wants small; 
even then prices cannot be obtained at anything like 
a fair proflt upon the cost of importation. The tables 
of import, etc., issued at the end of the current 
month, will show how siKall has been the demand, 
and until it receives a considerable impetus, there is 
nothing to show why prices should not go lower even 
than they are now, for the demand seems at a very
