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The new Real Estate Excbangft has had its annual election, and 
the report of its financial condition and prospects has given very 
gdneral eatisfactton. I t has so far been a well and economically 
managed corporation. Great things are naturally expected of it 
In addition to ita value to the trade and regulation of tbe real 
estate busineaa, it ought to exert an influence over State legisla 
tion affecting the interests of realty. "We have bad too many pre­
tentious reform organizations undertaking to represent tbe tax­
payers; but the interest tbis Exchange will have in laws affecting 
property will be a real one. Hereafter there will be a centre for 
the real estate ownership of tbe city, and the voice of the taxpayers 

can be made known authoritatively in Albany and at tbe City Hall. 
«— .—-

Although the stock market continues depressed tbere is a strong 
undertone whicb may show itself iu higher prices after tbe holi­
days. Our exports are very heavy, averaging some $3,000,000 per 
week more than the corresponding weeks of last year. Oiir 
imports at the same time show a falling off, Tbe movement of 
corn and hogs is beginniug to affect favorably the incomes of the 
western roads. The Northwest, which has been running behind 
last year's receipts for seven months past, bas just begun to report 
gains over last year. The combined reports of tbe Central and the 
West Shora show tbat tbe receipts are as large as those monopolized 
formerly by tbe New York Central, and were rates as high as three 
years ago would produce enough income to pay 8 per cent, divi­
dends on the Central as well as the interest on the bonds of the 
West tihore. Tbe crop movement is simply enormous; there was 
never anything like it. Take wheat and flour for instance, in 
1881 from Ju ly to December there was shipped to the northwest-
em markets 36,983,303 bushels. Last year for the same period 
there was shipped 59,730,766, but thia year the sum total of wheat 
and flour shipped was 77,581,157. Tbe cotton movement haa been 
relatively as large, and as we bave now commenced to market the 
largest corn crop ever grown in the country we may expect rail­
way receipts from this time forth to be in excess of those of last 
year. "With gold importations, large exports, small imports and 
a heavy business on the western roads there ought to be a better 
market for securities not far ahead. All tbe dealers report also a 
better feeling in the real estate market. 

The Chamber of Commerce has memorialized Congress to con 
struct adequate defences for New York harbor. It goes so far as 
to specify tbe turrets, guns, torpedoes and submarine mines wbich 
are required to make this city reasonably safe against any hostile 
fleet. I t is no secret to any one tbat New York is at tbe mercy of 
any ordinary naval power. We bave no navy—not a single gun, 
nor lhe means of making one, which would be of tbe slightest use 
in beating off a foreign armada. Some people profess to believe in 
torpedoes, but no torpedo syatem has yet been employed tbat has 
been of any value in protecting harbors. Even if we had a usable 
system it would require batteries of great guns to defend tbe shore 
works from the cannonade of an ordinary fleet, and these are not 
available. Aa a nation we are running a fearful and a criminal 
risk in leaving our seacoast cities in tbeir present defenceless con­
dition. I t would take tbree years to construct the works and 
batteries that would properly defend New York harbor, while 
modern wars rarely last more than six months. This is a matter 
whicb especially appeals to the real estate interest of this city and 
Congress should be besieged with memorials from all our 
exchanges to make tbe necessary appropriations not only for this 
but for the other seacoast cities. But Congressmen who represent 
rural constituencies care very little for our seacoast cities, while 
the press of the latter would doubtless object to any appropriation 
for defensive works on the theory that all government work is for 
fraudulent objects. 

Some of our city journals are afraid that the presence of Amer­
ican representatives at the Berl.n-Congo international conference 
will commit this gcvernment to a foreign policy, tbo very opposite 
o? that recommended by George 'iVasbington, But would the 
first President of the United States, were he living now, give the 
Bame advice that he did before the opening of the present century ? 

W e were then weak in numbers, wealth and cower. Wha t took 
place in the reat of the world was of small moment to us at that 
time, but how changed is tbe situation? We soon will have 
00,000,000 of inhabitants, and the products of our soil flnd a market 
throughout tbe world. I t is not inevitable that we muat intervene 
in international disputes hereafter. I t waa an American who 
practically discovered this Congo land. Why should not we try 
and proflt by the development of its resources ? 

Should we endorse the Nicaragua treaty and construct a ship 
canal outside of our own territory it would be accepted as a 
ni.enace to western Europe, and would result finally in forcing ua 
to build a navy and take a new att i tude on all foreign affairs. 
Washington's foreign policy was wise for bis day, but the nation 
bas outgrown the traditions of its infancy and must meet the obli­
gations whicb its maturity imposes upon it. 

The Mortimer Building. 
The Mortimer building, at Wall and New streets, is tbe latest of 

the big office buildings. I t is not very big in area, being 56.11 
feet on Wall street and 05.7 on New street. In height there are 
eight stories altogether, a basement of nearly white limestone, six 
stories of yellow brick aud yellow terra cotta, and a roof story, the 
openings of which are encased in terra cotta. The roof itself is 
invisible, and the dormers inappreciable from any point opposite 
the building. From Broadway, however, it ia seen tbat the central 
part of the Wall street front is crowned with a steep, dome-like 
roof, 

Tbe ground on eaob front decline.* rather rapidly from the 
corner, and the inequality of level is allowed for in tbe stone base­
ment, the mouldings at the top of which are continuous and hori­
zontal and wbich accordingly is lowest at this point. At the 
lower corner on New street it asserts itself as a division of the 
building, whicb is there composed of three distinct parts, as before 
described. The central division of six stories is also subdivided 
into three parts, each of two stories, by moulded cornices in terra 
cotta. Tbese parts are virtually equal in magnitude, although tbe 
first story is somewhat taller than any otber, and are identical In 
treatment. The openings are round arches grouped by twos 
between piers of slight projection stopped by tbe cornices, and are 
rigidly aligned over each other, so that each division is a counter­
part of either of the others. 

Tbe corner is rounded and just after the wall becomes straight on 
the Broadway front it is slightly projected to make a feature of the 
central division of this front. The treatment of the openings ia 
tbe same in tbis projecting pavilion, if it may be so called, as else 
where, except in tbe lower stories. These are occupied by a very 
large doorway, a round arch, sprung from the top of the basement 
and occupying, with its spandrils and piers, the whole of t he first 
story in height and about one-tbird of the front in breadth. The 
scale and treatment of this feature would identify the building at 
once as the handiwork of Mr. Post, even if other signs were want ­
ing, as they are not. To the left of this, in tbe flrst story, is a 
square-beaded opening, tbe only exception to the rule of pairs 
of little arched windows. 

This description, perhaps, suggests a monotonous building. If 
so, the suggestion is not misleading. Six stories of little arched 
openings, all virtually of the same size, all grouped alike, all 
shaped alike and all treated alike do not exactly suggest au exu­
berant and ever-changing fancy. It is true that the building is, in 
point of fact, a collection of little rooms of the same functional 
importance and consequently of the same architectural value. 
That is a condition of the problem which may excuse the architect 
for feeling as if he should like to give it up as insoluble. A plain 
statement of the case by means of uniform windows repeated 
through every story would not be exactly a work of art, but i t 
would be a respectable and prosaic performance. The number and 
littleness of the necessary openings here seems to have annoyed 
tbe architect into thinking tbat by coupling the stories he could 
alter the acale of bis buitding eo as to make three imposing features 
instead of six unimposing features. No doubt something like that 
was feasible, but it could not be done by making the stories all 
alike and then running a cornice over every other oue. That pro­
cess does notgive the front to wbich it is applied any organization 
of inter-dependent parts. The triple division, witb a corresponding 
differentiation of tbe openings, would have relieved tbe monotony. 
But the triple division, witb tbe stories left all alike, does nothing 
to relieve tbe monotony, and. ou tbe other hand, dwarfs the little 
storius still further by giving a multiple of a story to scale it by. 

Tbe aame effect of belittling tbe stories is produced by the enor­
mous doorway, which would be excessive on almost any commer­
cial building, but is here particularly excessive, with the diminution 
of the other openings brought about in the first place hy the 
uniformity of treatment, and in tbe second place by the empha-
flis given to that uniformity in coupling the stories. In contrast 
wi tb the apartments to which it gives access, thifl soaring 
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and spreading doorway seems to be prepared for the passage of 
giants who, as soon as they have passed, shrink into dwarfs. 

The projection of the front wall over this doorway into a quasi-
pavilion suggests tbat tbe elevation was studied on paper, without 
due regard to tbe conditions of execution. By itself, and as it is 
seen from opposite the building, this projection is quite meaning-
lees. A view of the roof from Broadway certainly suggests that 
i t covers a part of the structure otherwise distinguished. Unfor­
tunately the projection is quite inappreciable frora any point of 
view from which tbe roof is visible, and quite unaccountable from 
any poipt of view from which the roof is invisible. No doubt tbe 
two seemed in tbe drawings to go very well together, and even to 
be necessary to each other. 

We cannot, therefore, call the Mortimer building successful. Its 
plainness is in itself commendable in a commercial bulling, and the 
decoration with whicb this plainness is sparingly relieved is neither 
gross nor minute in scale, and is good in design. For the most 
part it is effectively placed, although tbe dormers are ao high up 
and can only be seen at such an angl« that it really matters very 
little bow tbey are designed. I t ia only the at tempt made to 
relieve tbe monotony by tbe divisions of tbe building that is seri­
ously to be quarrelled witb. Tbese atternpts are not only unsuc­
cessful in tbeir purpose, but they go far to counteract the impres­
sion the building would make, if no architecture had been applied 
to it, by a straightforward expression of itB utilitarian purpose. 

The Workingmen and the Corporations. 
A pamphlet bas made its appearance in Wall street circles whicb 

is exciting a good deal of attention, and, if its suggestions are acted 
upon, far-reaching consequences may result from its publication. 
The theme ia the present extraordinary depression in business, and 
tbe remedy suggested is that tho federal government should make 
liberal appropriations to at least partially employ the hundreds 
of thousands of laborers now out of work. The condition 
of the country is anomalous. Food and clothing are abundant 
and were never so cheap. Money is accumulating in immense 
sums at all the financial centres, yet mills are closing, workshops 
are being deserted, and the working people wbo are employed are 
forced to accept large reductions in tbeir wages. As the wage receiv­
ing class are our great consumers their poverty soon makes itself 
felt in retail trade circles, and the impoverishment of this numer­
ous clasa reacts upon tbe wholesale trade, and so every business 
interest suffers from the non-employmect at good wages of the 
labor of the country. 

Tbe contention of the brochure we are considering is that direct 
government intervention would afc once create a better state of 
things. Instead of paying the national debt before it is due tbe sur­
plus moneys should be devoted to public works of a national char­
acter. As a nation we are defenceless. Why not construct proper 
defences for the exposed cities on our sea coast? Our Chamber of 
Commerce haa already memorialized Congress to make liberal 
appropriations for guarding tbe important harbor of New York, 
which now is at the mercy of any tenth-rate naval power. A 
Turkish or Chinese iiotilla could capture New York without any 
difficulty. We need a navy also, for we have none. Why not 
commence the work at once instead of waiting for several years? 
Then tbere are rivers and harbors to improve and custom houaes 
and postoffices to build in all parts of the country. These works 
we must have in auy event before many years pass by, then why 
not undertake tbem at once on a large acale, thua taking advantage 
of the extraordinarily low price of labor and material whicb now 
prevails? It would be economy to do this instead of waiting until 
businet s revives and materials and labor command high prices. 

The announcement that government would appropriate all 
the surplus revenues for the coming year in works of public 
improvement would, it is argued, revolutionize tbe present busi­
ness situation. Capitalists would be inspired with confidence. 
The money locked up in our banks and private safes would soon 
find its way into the channels of trade, and would act as a health­
ful stimulus to all the industries of the country. 

But tbe pamphlet we are considering, while urging that all this 
should be done primarily for the working people, thinks tbat 
the t ime has come when the latter should refuse to countenance the 
anti-monopoly demagogues who are trying to cripple the railway 
aystem of the country. The legislative enactments designed to 
reduce tbe profits of tbe corporations have forced the latter to dis­
charge tens of thousands of operatives and to cut down the wages 
of those remaining. Over 495,000 men were employed by the rail­
way corporations in 1883, and over $195,000,000 was distributed 
among them that year in the form of wages ; but tbe legislative 
enactments in the several States and the prostration of business has 
led to tbe enforced discharge of tens of thousands of men and the 
cutting down of wages by some 25 per cent. Hence the enact­
ments passed in tbe presumed interests of the public have all been 
deadly blows to tbe working claaaea. 

It jB olaipied by those wfeo know tbat this pamphlet bae met thQ 

ready endorsement not only of such labor organizations as have 
been made aware of its contenta, but tha t the corporations are 
likely to lend a helping hand to an agitation demanding general 
appropriations for works of great and urgent public utility. In 
other words, there is a likelihood of a union between the corpora­
tions, leading business men and the working people for mutually 
advantageous ends, Tbe author of this well-written aud timely 
little work is understood to be Mr. F, C. HoUins, of the well-known 
banker and brokerage firm of H, B. HoUins & Co. 

Opportunities Lost, 
No person of taste and observation walking through the streets 

of New York can fail to regret tbat the foresight of those who 
built houses in certain quarters of the city was "not equal to t he 
" h indsight" of the present generation. In otber words, it is clear 
that many splendid opportunities were lost for erecting ediflces 
whicb would not only have been an ornament to the city, bu t 
exceedingly profitable to those who owned tbem. At every point 
where a number of streets cross one another, one of w^bich is am 
important thoroughfare, there ubould have been building or build­
ings to accommodate a iarge retail trade. Take, for instance, t he 
neighborhood of the Cooper Union. At this point Broadway,. 
Fourth, Third and Second avenues are within a stone's throw of one 
another. Eighth and Ninth streets and Lafayette place and two-
other streets converge at this point. I t should naturally have beeni 
the site for places of amusement, churches, a public hall and foe-
Btorea calculated to at tract a great retail traffic. A Macy's or tn-
Ridley's started a quarter of a century ago would have done an-
immense business at thia converging point for so many streams of 
population comiog from and setting towards every point of tbe 
compasa. Our first opera house was located here; but Peter Cooper 
alone seemed to understand tbe full advantages of tbis fine loca­
tion. The late A, T. Stewart probably erected his great store 
hoping to at tract the custom of the throngs of people who used tbe 
streets and avenues in bis rear. He was one of tbe worst judges 
of real estate, as all his investments proved, wbile bis strenuous 
and too successful efforts to prevent Broadway from having rapid 
transit injured the trade of tbat thoroughfare; but the kind of dry-
goods palaces he erected were not calculated to at tract an east side 
population. He should bave built his great store on Broadway and 
Tweuty-third street or thereabouts. Even the selection of Four­
teenth street and Broadway would have shown more judgment 
than the site chosen. 

It is not too late even now to utilize the region near the Cooper 
Union, If it could only be rebuilt according to some plan so as t a 
form an ensemhle, it could be made as attractive architecturally as 
it would be profitable in a pecuniary way. Wbo knows but that im 
time some great land company may get possession of districts sucb 
as this we are speaking of and re-create them, as it were, for t h e 
benefit of its stockholders, as well as to the advantage of the ci ty. 
Such land companies there are in France and tbey bave proved! 
highly successful. 

There are other sections of the city which ought, and no doubt 
wUl in time, be utilized in a large way for business purposes. Take 
tbe intersection of Broadway, Sixth avenue and Thirty-fourth 
street. This is another region w^bore swarms of people come from 
every direction. It should be the natural headquarter for businesa 
houses and places of amusement for tbe west side. On tbis square 
should have been located tbe new opera house, and an establish­
ment like Stern's or Lord & Taylor's would at tract a large bus­
iness. , 

Tbe value of lower Broadway for businees purposes has only I 
been realized within a few yeara past. Hence tbe Produce Ex­
change, the Standard Oil, the Welles and the Field buildings. It 
is to be hoped that tbe fine front between Whitehall and State 
streets, looking up Broadway, will be tbe site of a noble building. 
Doubtless it will be some time before tbia improvement is made, as 
the supply of office buildings in this locality is in excess of the 
present demands. 

But it would take too much of our space to particularize all the 
locations wbich should have been taken advantage of by capital­
ists to erect suitable buildings. Fourteenth street, Twenty-tbird 
street, Uniou square, Madison square bave been almost re-created 
within the last ten years, nor is tbe work by any means finished. 
Our population is becoming so dense and our retail trade so large 
that by a process of natural selection tbe best sites will be picked 
out for tbe most profitable if not for the finest buildings. The 
beginning of tbe twentieth century will see great changes in the 
city, the most marked of which will be iu the neighborhoods wber§ 
crowded thoroughfares cross one another. ,_.: 

Tbe Mexican treaty is still inoperative because of the failure o | 
the House of Representatives lo pro-.ide the necessary machinery 
for carrying it out. The Spanish treaty securing reciprocity with 
Cuba and Porto Rico will be vigorously antagonized by powerful 
jnterestg* T^e Iiouieiiana S'igar grQwera ttnd th^ i^bacco mftnvfao-
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turers will fight it to the death, while i t is very doubtful if other 
manufacturing interests will countenance it. But certainly some 
meana should be taken to open new markets for our manufactured 
gooda. We have surplus stocks wbich must be worked off, and an 
ability to produce beyond the consuming powers of our home mar­
ket. A general reduction of the tariff is out of the question, and 
our only hope is in commercial |treatiea, such aa we have negoti­
ated with Mexico and are trying to negotiate with Spain. 

Our Prophetic Department, 
OBSERTER—What is tbere to be said about the general markets 

this week ? I t seems that the immediate outlook is gloomy for 
prices. 

S I R ORACLE—I have believed all along, as my conversations have 
shown, that tbere would be a modest bull movement iu tbe stock 
market during tbe latter part of November and early in December, 
to be followed by the depression whicb nearly always occurs at the 
close of the year. I thought the buoyancy would last several days 
longer than it did ; but Wall street generally gets ahead of even 
the wisest forecasts. The advance in prices during November was 
not helped by the great leaders of the street, Vanderbilt and his 
following are pronounced bears, Tvbile Jay Gould has met such 
severe losses during tbe past three years that be acts timidly wben 
tbere is a chance to raise prices. It is quite notorious that Gould 
did nothing to put priceo up in November. That waa the w^ork of 
Morgan, Osborn, Scott, Soutter and probably Cammack and Woe­
riahoffer, but then they only responded to an outside demand. 

OBSERVER—What is the explanation of the low prices whicb 
usually precede and sometimes accompany the holidays ? 

Sm O.—I think I explained this matter last year and the year 
before. At the close of the year the money required for paying 
dividends on tbe first of the following year must be with­
drawn from the market, where it is usually lent out on call loans. 
Then businesa men like to balance their books and pay their debts, 
wbich not only checks trading but withdraws money from specu­
lative ventures in all the Exchanges. Many rich men sell their 
stocks and put tbeir money in government securities to escape tax­
ation. Then again there is a very large demand for money to pay 
taxes on realty. These obligations are alwaya met towards the 
close of the year, and affect the prices of speculative commodities 
in every section of the Union. These various causes combined 
generally bring down prices of negotiable securities just before tbe 
1st of January. I do not look, therefore, for any important rally 
before the early part of next year. Tbere is only one circumstance 
that would cause an important rise in the market, if it came about. 

OBSERVER—And that is ? 
SIR O.—The final settlement of the war between tbe New York 

Central and the West Shore. This will cause a decided advance 
in stocks whenever it occurs. 

OBSERVER—But you expect some recovery in stock values after 
the opening of tbe new year? 

SIR O.—I do. Anyone who can get in at tbe lowest prices tbis 
December ought to be able to make a profit in the month of Janu­
ary provided, of course, some new^ evil factor does not make its 
appearance in the businesa of the nation. There will be from 
$5U,000.000 to $60,000,000 disbursed during January in tbe form of 
dividends and interest. Much of this will seek re-investment, and 
when tbere are real buyers in tbe market WaU street accommo­
dates tbem by putting prices up. The ordinary investor never gets 
the adva&tage of the low figures. 

OBSERVER—You believe, then, tbat there are some hopeful 
aymntoms in the business situation ? 

SIR O,—Yes, some ; but I am not very sanguine about next year, 
taking tbe country through. Many stocks are, I think, a pur­
chase for permanent investment. The liquidation has, I hope, 
almost run ita course. Mr. Nimmo, of tbe Bureau of Statistics, 
says tbat our agricultural products, provisions, petroleum, etc., 
will aggregate $4,000,000,000 this year. These we shall have to 
sell either at the home or in the foreign markets. This will give 
and is giving the railroads a great deal of business. Tbe farmers 
and planters are eager sellers at any price, as witness the receipts 
at points of distribution. Although we have a shortcrop of cotton, 
in fact two short crop years in succession, the cotton movement 
during the past fall was the largest ever known. Then look at 
the enormous quantity of wheat in sight—over 40,000,000 bushels. 
Everything is being forced on the market with resulting low 
prices. Tbis may be had for the farmers but it cannot but help 
the railwj'y companies and the allied industries depending upon 
them. Then look at our heavy exports compared witb last year. 
No wooder that foreign exchange is down. We will not only 
retain all the gold and much o.'' the silver we mine hut will prob­
ably import gold. Tbe stock panic of last May was largely due to 
the export of $38,000,000 of gotd during tbe preceding spring-
All tbe probabilities point to an import of gold next spring, for we 
will be shipping corn and hogs ifl addition to the article? we 
esporte4 BO largely last year. 

OBSERVER—Do you see any other favorable'indications? 
S I R O.—No, I do not. On tbe contrary I expect to witness a 

great deal of distress in business circles and among the working 
classes. About February I look for extensive failures in the dry-
goods trade. Manufacturing establishments will suffer greatly and 
hundreds of thousands of workingmen will be thrown out of 
employment. The grocer, butcher and other storekeepers who 
give credit to tbe working people in manufacturing districts will 
fail by tbe thousand, for they will be forced to make advances to 
their customers who will not be able to pay them. Tbe general 
business of the country outside of the great railway intereats will be 
worse before it is better. There will be more real suffering in 1885 
tban in any year since 1877. 

OBSERVER—But ia there nothing that may happen to help the 
business of the world ? 

S I R O . — " M a y Bee's," according to tbe proverb, don't fiy but 
one montb in tbe year. Were bi-metallism re-established among 
the nations tbere would be a stoppage of the downward course of 
prices all over tbe world; but there is no likelihood of anything 
being done in that direction as tbe banking and creditor classes 
are all powerful in the commercial nations of tbe world. So long 
as their money ia augmenting in value, as is shown by the lowering 
price of every article it measures, it is not likely tbat the plutocracy 
will let up on tbe victims of the corner in gold whicb tbey bave so 
successfully engineered. Matters would wear a better aspect in 
tbis country if our government could be induced to put a stop to its 
mischievous debt-paying policy and devoted the surplus to works 
of public improvement. Were we to proceed at once to create a 
navy, to construct adequate defences for our seacoast cities, and 
make liberal appiopriations for public buildings and river aud 
harbor improvements, it would make a decided cbange for the 
better next year, for it would encourage capitalists to invest some 
of their now idle funds in productive enterprises. But there is not 
any likelihood of Congress doing anything so sensible. If it was 
suggested tbat we should take advantage of tbe low prices of labor 
and material to construct necessary public works tbe press would 
shout job ! j o b ! and Congressmen would be frightened into voting 
down every appropriation in whicb their several constituencies 
were not directly interested. 

OBSERVER.—How about cotton, wheat, corn? 
S I R 0.—Cotton, I bave been saying all along, was a purchase, 

but it looks bigh enough just now. Two short cotton years in suc­
cession was certain to put up tbe price. Wheat is very low. Noth­
ing like its present low price has been known for a generation, but 
then all the world can produce wheat and the extension of steam 
communication bas furnished facilities for bringing it to the very 
doors of the consumers. Tbere does not seem to be any money on 
the short side of the wheat market, however, at present prices. 
But com seema to be absurdly low. According to tbe Agricultural 
Bureau its price averages throughout the country only about 36}^ 
cents a bushel, which is one per cent, lower tban tbe average price 
in 1879, when the supply in proportion to population was twice as 
large. It has been lower t u t twice in ten years. That is, in 1877 
and 1878, after two years of an excessively large crop. Now corn, 
like cotton, ia a monopoly of this country. I t cannot be grown in 
quantities anywhere else. I t aeems to me that that cereal ought to 
reach higher figures, but of course its price is affected by tbe extra­
ordinary cheapness of wheat, oats and the roots used for animal 
food. But tbe tendency of all prices is towards lower valuea, be­
cause of the adoption of tbe gold unit by tbe commercial nations. 
I see tbat the announcement that Austria was about to resume 
specie payments on a gold basis bas been followed by a partial 
panic in that empire. The debtor clasa in Europe, whicb means 
tbe bulk of the business community, is suffering terribly. The en­
forcement of the gold unit policy will result in vast successions to 
the ranks of tbe Nihilists, Socialists, Communists and all enemies 
of property. 

There will be no stoppage of tbe silver coinage during thia ses­
sion of Congress. Not a solitary argument waa presented showing 
tbat tbe increase of silver dollara has done us any harm. On the 
contrary the increase of certificates based on the silver doUars bave 
saved us from the horrors of a contraction of the currency, which 
would have come about from tbe steady withdrawal of bank cur­
rency. From $25,000,000 to $30,000,000 of national bank notes are 
retired yearly, but their place has been more than supplied by gold 
notes and silver certificates. B a d a s the times are tbey would be 
^ofse—far worse—were we to have a shrinking currency and a 
tightening money market in addition to the other evils of the 
timea. The ease in money makes the situation more tolerable, and 

will be a great help when business revives.

skeleton stitch in French etching silks, it is put over br ight colored satin 
and makes a lovely addition to a dressing case, an easel scarf in salmon 
BUrab silk wi tb conventional design in appfique and outfine is one of the 
prettiest things in this tine, large square necktie cases of embroidered

Annual Meeting of the Real Estate Exchange and Auction 
Room (Limited). 

The annual election or the Real Estate Exchange and Auction Room 
(Limited], was beld last Monday in the Guernsey building, a t 1 o'clock, 
H. H. Cammann, the flrst vice-president, presided, and about eighty 
shareholders were present. The annuel report and accompanying balance 
sheet was a very satisfactory document, as i t showed tha t the capital stock 
ot ^900,000 had all been paid up , and tbat while there was still an indebted­
ness of f 30,000 on tbe buildings, the corporation had cash on band $116,-
863.40. A copy of tbis document should be in tbe bands ot every share­
holder, and can be procured a t tbe temporary offlces ot the Exchange in 
the Duncan building, corner Pine and Nassau streets. Additional tac ts 
about tbe future prospects ot tbe Exchange can be found in an interview 
witb Geo. H. Scott, its secretary, in T H E RKCORD AND G U I D E of Decem­
ber Otb. 

A t t e r t b e r e p o r t was tormallyadopted by the shareholders, Mr. Cammann, 
tbe chairman, said that in addition to tbe regular meetings the directors 
bad held a number ot special meetings during the year and tha t all tbe 
committees had been actively a t work in tbeir special departments. Rules 
tor the admission of members and annual members had bsen already 
adopted, and rules and regulations for the government of tbe Exchange 
were in preparation. The office expenses of the corporation during the 
past year had been kept a t a very low figure; these expenses would of 
course be materially increased when tbe Exchange was opened tor busiaess, 
although, as it would not be necessary then to rent offices tor tbe uses cf 
the corporation, tbis item ot expense would be saved. The new Exchange 
salesroom would be a lit t le less in a rea tban tbe present salesroom in 
Trinity building, but owing to its better shape it would accommodate fully 
as many people; if the new room were four feet wider it would give exactly 
the same floor space aa tbe room in Trini ty building. If a t any time more 
space should be required provision had been made by whicb without doing 
any of the present work over again all tbe rest ot the bnilding could be 
thrown into the Exchange, and thus nearly double tbe present space made 
available. The mortgage on the proper ty a t the present t ime amounted 
to $80,000, but after tbe completion of the present alterations about 140,000 
in casb would still remain in the treasury, which, i t tbe Exchange should 
prove sufficiently large without taking in tbe remainder of the building, 
could be used for paying off the mortgage to tha t extent . The idea of the 
projectors of the Exchange was not simply to have a room tor auction 
sales, but to make tha Exchange tba great centre of information fur all 
mat ters relating to real estate not only tor this city but for tbe entire 
country. Special a t tent ion was called to the committee on legislation, a 
body composed of members ot the Exchange, but acting entirely on their 
own responsibility and independently of the Board ot Directors. Under 
the chairmanship of Mr. James M. Varnum, this commit tee had already 
done excellent work, and their influence was sure to be felt in all matters 
ot legislation affecting real estate interests in this city. Tbe chairman 
ended bis remarks with a t r ibute of respect to the memo' ies ot Mr, Edward 
H. Ludlow, the late president of the Exchange, and Mr. Isaac Honig, one 
ot the directors, who had died duriog tbe [last year. 

The meeting was a very satisfactory one, and its peaceful character was 
in marked contrast to the stormy scenes a t the annual meeting a year ago. 
The shareholders a t the close voted for thir teen directors. The tellers 
reported the following as the vote cast;

The English people will y^ highly intereited in the great American 
exhibition to beheld in Londoa in 1836. Tbe Eaglish presi ia giving a 
good deal of attention to tbe mat ter . Tbere is an excellent feeling 
amongst Englishmen towards Americans, though it is quite clear tbat the 
la t ter have as peculiar notions of the manners and customs of the English 
as tbe la t ter have of the Arasricans. An exhibition such aa proposed will 
do much towards dispelling illusions about us, and foreigners will marvel 
a t the greatness of our industries and tbe vastaess of our couat ry . Tbs 
exhibition, it is said, will be a r ranged in "panoramic sequence, tho 
visitor catering the harbor ot New York and progrewing from the 
Atlantio to the Paciflc seaboard."

John Kelly is a very sick man. He is a victim of insomnia and may 

lose his wits before he does his Ufe. Should be die i t will be a calamity to 
Tammany and tbe Democratic par ty . Notwithstanding all tha t has been 
said againat him he has proved the most honest and capable boss tha t ever 
beaded a political (acbion in this city. People who have objected to Tam­
m a n y rule have forgotten the wretched materials wi th which Kelly has 
had to deal in workiag city politics. The local leaders were tbe scurvv-
est kind ot politicians. They were composed largely of briefless law­
yers, rum sellers, gamblers and even more disreputable people. Unre­
strained, they would bave no thought above robbing tbe treasuiy. Should 
Kelly die tbese political professional plunderers wiil come to the front, 
Jobn Kelly's lite has been a remarkable one. He is not an Irishman, as 
is generally supposed, but was born ia the Fourteenth Ward in this city, 
where in early lite he was a brass founder. He ^vas always a natural 
leader of his people. He baa tried to choose good men for Mayor; as wit­
ness Wickham, Ely , Grace and Edson. The flrst three " went back on 
h im." His last choice, Grant , was not successful but is confessedly an 
honest and capable man. Kelly's domestic life has been a sad one. He 
lost bis wife and four sons and daughters, after they had become grown, 
in a very brief period. Hia entire family in fact was swept away. He 
subsequently marr ied the niece of Cardinal McCloskey.

Speaking of John Kel ly recalls Recorder Hackett , who became de­

mented while on the bench, his insanity showing itself in most bruta l 
sentences upon minor offenders. Kelly was shocked at his courae and 
refused bim a renomination. James Gordon Bennett, who was Hackett 's 
boon companion in tbe latter 's orgies, took him up and witb the help of 
a so-called reform pa r ty re-e'.ected the crazy Recorder, who subsequently 
died iasane. At the time our foolish press praised Hacket t tor his mali­
cious senteaces. IC is always popular to be severe with felons of a con­
temptible kind, but it is curious tha t no effort has ever been taken to 
hunt up tbe victims of Hackett 's iasane mahgnancy and restore them to 
l iberty.

When Richard A. Proctor first came to this country he was quite a lion. 

He ^ a s received by the Lotoa Club, and his lectures were largely attended. 
Since then be marr ied aa American wite, and has settled in this couatry. 
He is now delivering a course ot lectures in Chickering Hall, but is draw­
ing very scant audiences, although tbe mat te r is excellent, being a pres­
entation ot the latest facts derived from astroaomical objervations. The 
illustrations by aid of a stereopbicon are extremely interesting, ye t bhe 
very poorest variety show would draw larger audiences than those with 
which Prof, Proctor has been favored,

Statements bava been made that Col. W . R. Roberts, the recently 
appointed deputy-tax commissioner tor the First, Second, Third, Fourth, 
Fifth and Sixth Wards, intends to increase the assessed valuations of 
property in those districts. I t is said that the assessments are already too 
high, and tha t tbe object in raising the assessment is to increase tbe city's 
capacity for expenditure, in view of the constibubional amendment, which 
limits this to 10 per cant, of tbe assessed valuation. To a representative 
of T H B RECORD AND G U I D E Col. Roberta said: " I have found a great 
many inequalities in tbe assessments ia the wards named. Some prop­
erty-owners pay a larger proportion of taxes than others. These inequal­
ities have natural ly created dissatisfaction. Advances have been made in 
the assessed valuations of down-town realty, but they have not been com­
mensurate w itb the enormously increased values. This is especially tbe 
case in Wall aad Broad streets, Broadway and Eschange place. I may 
state tha t there will be no general increase in tbe assessed valuations of 
tbe Third, Fourth, FifLb ;and Sixth Wards, but there will be iu the 
Firat Ward, in certain sections of it especially, as well as in portions of 
the Second Ward, Wherever it is showa to me tba t the asseaament is too 
high I shall certainly make it lower. As an instance of tbe inequality in 
assessments I m a y mention a piece of property which sold last spring for 
over 42011,000 and which is only assessed 11 t.50,000. This is, ot course, 
uafair to those property-holders wbo pay twice aa large a sum propor-
tioaately. As to the statement tbat the intention is to raise the valuations 
so as to counteract in some measure the effect ot tbe coastitutional amend­
ment, I can only say tbat I was appointed September 1, whicb was before 
that question had engaged public attention. Had it noe been for some 
unavoidable delay I would have been appointed last summer." 

While the Stock Exchange is discussing the propriety ot dealing 
in ten-shore lots, the Petroleum Exchange has bui. t up a very large 
busiaess in fractional ahares. The Consolidated Mining Board wants to 
do the same businesa. No doubt dealings in ten-share lots would increase 
speculation oy bringing i n a smaller class of operators, but it would kill 
tbe bucket shops. In view ot the great speculation in petroleum some of 
the members of the Produce Exchange wish to deal in tha t article, but it is 
not likely that tbe operators in g ram and provisions will agree to any 
present change, 

Women in the Real Estate Exchange, 
Editor RECORD AND G U I D E : 

There is a rumor in real estate circles tha t women are to be admit ted a> 
brokers into the Re i l Estate Exchange aud Auction Room (Limited), soon 
to be open for business. Surely there must be some mistake about this 1 
We don't want any Belva Lockwoods in our business. DEALER. 

REMARKS.—Uuder the limited liability act of 1875 there is no distinction 
of sex provided for in the formation ot a corporation. There were, i t 
seems, some few ladies among the original subscribers to the Real Esta te 
Exchange and Auction Room (Limited). Under the spirit and let ter of 
the law tbey have exactly the same r ights as all otber shareholders and 
can become brokers if they so wish; but among the by-laws adopted a t 
tbe organization ot the Exchange was one which empowered the corpora­
tion to distinguish betweeu shareholders and membera in all future admis­
sions. Hereafter no person can do business in the Exchange if two of the 
Membership Committee or three of the Directors object. If i t should be 
considered undesirable to admit women membera hereafter, would-be can­
didates can be set aside provided two members of the Committee or three 
of tbe Board object. There is but little danger ot ladies being serioui 
competitors ot tbe sterner sex as real estate brokers. Mr. E, H. Ludlow, 
the late President of the Board, said hs could aee no objection to & 
woman becoming a member of the Exchange provided sbe was competent. 
I t should, he thought, be a mat ter of character and fitness and not ot sex. 
A woman perhaps would be out of place as ao auctioneer, but there is no 
reason why sbe should not rent a house or sell real ty for others if she can 
find customers. The Board of Directors as ye t have not acted upon tbe 
matter, but it is doubtful if there will be auy addition to tbe number ot 
ladies who now have the r ight to deal ia real eatate by vi r tue ot the i r 
ownership ot ten shares ot tbe capital stock of tbe corporation. 

Riverside Drive. 
From the t ime when Riverside Drive was first projected that section ot 

the city has been looked on with special favor, not only by dealers in real 
estate and speculators, but also by investors. There have been quite a 
number of " booms " and corresponding depressions ever since tbe work 
was commenced. In 1875, before the work was fairly under way, lots on 
the line of the proposed improvement sold for $10,000 and $1'3,000, But 
wben west side property was a t ita lowest iu 1376 and 1877 the price ot 
Riverside Drive lots was correspondingly depressed, Wi tb tbe recovery 
in values in 1879 and 1881 the Riverside Drive lots advanced more rapidly 
than any of tbe speculative vacant lots in tbe city. Then followed 
another depression, but only in the lots t h a t were forced upon tbe mar­
ket, for solid investors always believed tha t in time these lots would com­
pare in price with vacant property oa Fifth avenue, below Seventy-second 
street. Lately there are evidences tha t Riverside Drive again is growing in 
favor. The Park Commissioners have great ly beautified the drive. Trees 
have been planted aad other improvements made. I t is noticed that the 
number of carriages have more than doubled recently on fine days. When 
the Morningside Drive is completed it is evident that tbe fashiunable long 
drive will be through Central Pa rk along Morningside Drive to One Hun­
dred and Twenty-second street, drown the Riverside Drive to Seventy-
second street, and thence back to the Park, The difflculty with River . 
side for residences has been its inaccessibility, Tbe Hudson River road 
will do nothing to tempt people to live on tha t side of the islaud; t b e " L ' ' 
road is too far away, and there were no available horae cavs. But the 
Forty-second Street Se St . Nicholas Avenue Company will aoon have 
tbeir t racks l a i i to One Hundred and Twenty-fifth street on the Boule­
vard, and this has led to an improvement in all west aide property, espe­
cially along the r iver bank. Far-aighted dealers now believe that an era of 
speculation in Riverside Drive property haa aet in now that actual 
improvement has begun. Several flne bouses are already projected in 
addition to those recently built. All tbis lends in ter ts t to a sale ot som© 
of tbe very choicest lots on Riverside Drive whicb Mr. Harnet t wiil 
auction off next Thursday, This sale promises to be tbe beginning ot an 
improvement in Riverside Drive lots whicb bas been rendered possible by 
the construction of a new street railroad. 

The financial columns of the Su.n are being used by aome interested 
person to bear tbe price of Manhattan atock. Anyone who rides on the 
cara of the " L " roads will see that the company is doing a very large 
business, aud if it does not pay then appearances are very deceitfuL The 
Sun says that the city and State taxes will be $485,500 per aanum, but of 
this it charges S103,50J against the capital stock. But ia tbe settlement 
made last week the t a x was on structure, and amounted to $33rt,769,29. 
This t ax becomes less yearly as the structure deteriorates. The c i ty ia 
unlikely to t a x in full the Manhattan as personal proper ty ; this is not done 
with any corporation or iadividual. I t it should t a x in this way the 
mortgages will have to be allowed, and as they amount to $JI,000,000 the 
personal t ax will be on only $5,OC0,OO0, I t is s t range tha t respecrable 
papers should allow their columns to be uaed to deliberately deceive tbe 
businesa public. Tbe city ot New York should not begrudge 6 p e r c e n t , 
per aanum to the atockhoiders of a company which has done ao much tor 

the real estate and convenience ot the citizens ot New York, 
# — • 

A completion of tbe Mortimer building, a t the coroer of Wall and Kew 
streets, is discussed elsewhere, t rom au architectural point ot view, 
but whatever [may be said ot .the new structure it belittles the Stock 
Exchange both ou New and Wall streets. Indeed the entrance on tbe 
latter street is enough to make the Exchange a laughing stock. Better 
no entrance at all than the pretentious but shabby little front oa the la t ter 
atreet. Tbe Exchange could have purchased the adjoining building at a 
sale during the past year, but it failed to do so. Wi th the addition on the 
east it could bave m i d e at least a respectable entrance on the thorough-
tare on whicb is supposed to bs transacted all the financial business of tha 
country. The Stock Exchange ought also to improve its front oa New 
atreet. 
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The World of Business. 
The Losses and Gains From Low Prices. 

The decrease in the cost ot food is a a important relief to wage-earners 
from the effects ot the reduction in their pay, but it hardly goes as far in 
mitigating that loss as would be coacluded a t the first glance. Great as is 
the decline in wheat, which is a subject of surprise aad complaint every­
where the difference to a workingman in the cost of his bread, a t tbe 
average consumption of 5K bushels per capita, would mean a saving 
of only about $1.50 per annum to each consumer. The difference in 
the cost of swine flesh would be about tbe same, but on the cost ot beef 
it would be nil. Those articles constitute the foundation ot diet con­
sidered only in its relation to the plainest necessities of man tor flesh 
and brawn-forming food. The cost of vegetables, domestic fruits, 
milk but ter and cheese does not v a r y much from previoua averages. 
The cost of sugar is sharply reduced. These articles constitute the cate­
gory of American lood productions, as well as the plain necessaries ot 
ordinary diet; and on the whole American producers have lost more than 
American consumers have gained, mainly in tbe difference in tbe values 
of the exportable surplus. The lowering of the average cost of livelihood 
is an important factor, as it helps to alleviate the loss of labor for tbe 
enforced shrinkage in wages, and assists in its way In working out the 
problem of reducing tbe cost of ar t isan production; but it will d o n o 
good to over-estimate its benefits. The normal situation here, in 
respect to the cost of tood as well as many of tbe most 
important articles of r aw material , is natural ly iu our tavor, 
as competing foreign labor is ordinarily compelled to pay the 
cost of transportation on our foodstuffs and material for thousands 
of miles, as well as all intermediate charges, wbile American laborers 
buy tbem a t or near initial values. Whether the average is bigh or low, 
tbe differences between home and foreign cost are about the aame, and 
competitive advantages are not essentially modified. And, whether high 
or low, the profit is in the favor ot the American artisan. The interest 
mainly affected by tbe shrinkage in the value of agricultural products is 
the producing interest, and this is of such over^hadowiag importance in 
the United States tha t its condition pitches the tone of general commercial 
welfare. There is no doubt tba t the principle set off against our present 
commercial situation is the extreme depression in many farm products, 
and tbe overstocked condition of the protected art isan industries. Tbe 
former affords promise of gradually rectifying itself, but the la t ter ia a 
problem wbich will t ax the wisest statesmanship in providing remedies 
and cure. There are late developments which appear to justify the belief 
tha t the shrinkage in breadstuff^ haa about reached its hmit. A handsome 
rise in the English wheat markets has occurred iu the last ten days, after 
a continuous decline aince harvest. Tbis advance results, apparently, from 
essential and con'inuing causes, the principal causes being tha t other 
nations have almoat quit shipping on account ot low prices, foreign stocks 
are runoiog low, and there are confident anticipations of a 
relatively great narrowing of the area of wheat cultivation both 
iu Europe and the United States, but especially in Europe. Specu­
lation on this side is timid about operating on sucb premises, 
however, because of the immense stocka in sight in the United 
States and of the continued free deliveries by farmers. I t is, a t least, a 
hopeful feature tha t a steadying tendency ha'i been produced in American 
markets, which is the necessary prelude to appreciation. The proposed 
advance in the French duly from 11 cents to 39 cents per 100 kilograms 
will bave less effect on the movement of this crop because the French 
yield this year was unusually full. The corn market has been settling 
down rapidly of late, but also as to this cereal farmers ahould teach tbe 
world tha t there is a stopping place. The corn crop of 1884 is larger by 
some millions of bushels than the crop of 1880, but the difference in yield 
is probably not more tban equal to the difference in stocks of old corn 
brougbt forward from 1879 and 18^3, tbe c-junfcry reserve in the present 
season having been practically exhausted. In the meanwhile, tbe require­
ments of the country are very much greater than in 1880. A steadying 
tendency in this trade has also begun to manifest itself. Cattle are selling 
at relatively high prices. Within the last ten days an advancing move­
ment in tha bog and provision markets has set in. Of Southern crops cot­
ton and tobacco have scored a considerable rise within the last tb i r ty days, 
but sugar; have not franifested any preceptible tendency to react. There 
are changes for the better, therefore, in the most important quarters. Tbe 
pit ient , however, has been a very aick man, and i t will require nursing 
aud watching to bring him forward in the slow convalescence whicb awaits 
him.—Couric7--Journal. 

Trade and Financial Cycles* 
A prophet of future events has declared tha t the years between 1883 and 

1S88 would be dull and disastrous. " After the year 1888, the price of pig 
iron will advance, all business will be prosperous, corn and hogs will 
advauce. agriculture and manufactures will be active, all trades and 
industries will make money up to tbe year 1891, when we predict a panic, 
which will not be conflm-d to the United States, bu t will sweep over tbe 
world, like tho panics of 1819 and 1857, and will be felt witb equal severity 
in all couotries. " The so-called prophet is one Benner, and a prominent 
merchant, commenting.on the above prediction, said: " I feel so much con­
fidence in Benner's theories tha t it two active years do come after 18S8, you 
may be sure I shall curtai l m y busiaess operations as closely as possible 
before 1891." All predictions as to the future of t rade, wbetberpros-
perous or adverse, are mere guess-work, and are about as uncer­
tain in tbeir results as the predictions of weather prophets. 
Any conservative merchant, would natural ly curtai l bia business 
after two years of infiation whether he believed in t rade cycles 
or not. The undue expansion ia reached in about t h a t period, 
when a reaction begins. If, however, there ia a tendency on the par t 
of trade and finances to shape themselves into periods of activity and 
dullness a t regular intervals, the subject is certainly worthy of investiga­
tion, A recent Englisb wri ter urges tha t the t rade cycle is completed every 
ten years, and tha t an examination of the commercial history ot Great 
Britain for nearly seventy years past verifies tbis theory. Tho year 1816 
in England witnessed a commercial crisis followed by three years ot 
depression. A moderate recovery in 1830 was succeeded by three years of 
overtrading, and another commercial crisis in 1826. A similar cycle ot 
depression, followed by recovery aud subsequent excessive speculation 
then came, terminated by another breakdown in 1337. Not to pursue this 
writer 's theory into minute details, it may be summarized in the state­
ment that the years 1816, 18S6, 1837, 1847, :857, 1867 and 1876 witnessed 
commercial crises in Eagland; and tha t the years 1830, 1830, 1840, 1850, 
1860, ISTO and 1879 saw the inauguration ot a period of moderate recovery, 
followed by an era ot speculation, which was usually of three years ' dura­
tion and was then terminated by another panic. To some extent tbia is 
verified in our own commercial history. Since tbe war, pauics have 
occurred in the fall of 1873 and in the apriag ot 1884. These ten-year 
cycles are further sub-divided into tbree periods. The first a period of 
depression, the second ot moderate trading, and tbe last of excessive 
speculation. Each subdivision is completed witbiu three years. The 
depressioa which followed the great revulsion ot 1873 lasted until 1876, 
when a period of moderate act ivi ty occurred. This lasted uutil 1879. 
when speculation was excessive ia all departments ot busineaa until 1383. 
A reaction commenced in September of that year, and its depressing 
effects are still felt. The indications are hopeful tor an improved t rade in 
1835, and in that event tbe cycle theory would bold good.—Grocer and 
Dry-goods Chronicle, 

Our Commerce With Foreign Countries. 
Mr. Edward Atkinson, of Boston, baa addressed a letter to Hon. Joseph 

Nimmo, J r . , Chief of the Bureau of Statistics, in wbich he considers the 
exports of our goods and wares. We give tbe most important par ts of 
tbe let ter as follows: Great Britain works up or converts our raw 
material into manufactured goods, and sends those goods to China, Africa 
and Soutb America in payment tor the r aw material or the tea, coffee 
and sugar we have purchased. W h y should this three-cornered traffic 
continue? v\ hy do we not convert our r aw material into manufaclured 
goods and exchange directly with the nou-m ach ine-using nations of whose 
products we are large purchasers? Many ot the goods of these several 
classes are made iu tbe United States of better quality, sometimes^ at a 
less cost, and sometimes at a slightly greater cost than in Great Britain. 
Why , then, Is not this casb, which is a t our credit in London, applied 
directly to tbe purchase of American goods ra ther than ot British goods ? 
For a long time this question puzzled me ; I could not solve it unti l I had 
studied the conditions of commerce in Great Britain on the spot. My con­
clusion was tha t whil J quality and price enter measurably into the condi­
tions which control tba t exchange ot products which constitutes com­
merce, ye t modern science and modern iuatrumentalitiea for production 
bave brougbt the quality and price of manufactured goods—such as 
textilea, hardware and the like—so nearly to the same standard tba t 
commerce is no longer controlled in any grea t measure by either quality 
or price in respect to such manufactured goods. But sucb differences in 
quality and in price as exist, being very small elements, are more than 
counterbalanced by facilities in respect to transportation, in respect to 
banking or exchange in the technical sense, and more than ail in respect 
to tbe facilities for obtaining credit on the p a r t of the middlemen wbo 
work the trade—this last being the great factor. For instance, there is 
no doubt tha t buyers in South America would great ly prefer to buy 
American cottons a t tbeir relat ive quality and price ra ther than British 
cottons. W h y dcn ' t tbey do so ? We buy a great deal more from South 
America than we sell to her. and we pay cosh in London for tbe differ­
ence. W h y don't tbey take goods in place of cash if tbey 
prefer the goods? W h y bas not a system of steamship com­
munication been established without any bounty or subsidy between 
tbe United States and Soutb America as has been done between Great 
Britain and Soutb America ? The reason was ta r to seek, but I think I 
shall give you the true one. All tbe traffic of Soutb America on manufac­
tured goods and wares is done on a very long credit. How is it done? 
The credit is not granted by the manufacturer of the goods, but i t is 
worked in this way : Tbe manufacturer of cotton goods, for instance, sella 
the cloth " in tbe gray " to a warehouseman, so called. The warehouse­
man paya him the cash for it, substantially, on delivery. This ware­
houseman, middleman or merchant causes these goods to be bleached, 
printed or otherwise prepared foreach part icular district or market in 
South America, packs tbem according to the exact aection to wbich tbey 
are to be sent, in amall packages suitable for mule back it they are to be 
carried into Ihe heart of tbe Andes, makes his arrangements to ship tbem 
by one ot tbe daily steamers to South America, then takes his bill of lad­
ing, ear-marked with the designating marks and number of tbe packages 
with the invoice at tached to a banker aod gets his bill discounted on tour 
months or six months with the expectation of renewal for four or six 
months longer if necessary, aud tbe cash or proceeds of our wheat, cotton 
and oil whicb we have remitted for our South American purchases forms 
a par t ot the deposit of this very banker on tbe basis of whicb be is enabled 
to g ran t this credit. But this would not suffice. Tbese goods are carried 
to tbe interior ot South America to great fairs, to interior towns, and to 
various pointa of distribution, and are there practically bartered for what­
ever the people, who have no money, but who have other commodities, 
desire to aell. These other commodities, whatever they m a y be—wool, 
hides, ores, ni trates or anything else—being freely admitted into Great 
Britain for the purposes of distribution wherever they are needed, there­
fore come back to England to be sold, and out of their sale the warehouse­
man ultimately recovers his money aod pays up his credit grouted by the 
banker in London. London being a great free port has become of neces­
sity the money centre or credit centre of the world. This shows tha t 
international commerce is now conducted on so small a margin and on 
such a great scale tha t the profit or loss depends on the cost of transporta­
tions the ra te of exchange and the facilities for credit ; and, as before 
atated, chiefly upon the la t ter consideration. 

The Vnited States Caual. 
There is jus t one thing to be said about the t r e a t y wi th Nicaragua, 

which gives us a rigbt of way for a caual across t h a t country to connect 
the Atlant ic and Pacific. I t ought to ba ratifled by the Senate tbia very 
ween. Then Uncle Sam ought to go ahead and build the caual. The 
alternative policy is to abandon the Is thmus to the English and the 
French—tbe English strengthening themselves in Honduras, the French 
establishing a state a t Panama. Not to seize this opportuni ty to demon­
strate our supremacy in this hemisphere would be to admit tha t we a re 
not really a nation.—The Washington Capital. 

Sifflplifyiig Railway Management. 
The establishment and maintenance of large and expensive manu­

facturing works by rai lway companies is, I believe, likely to be discon­
tinued. Rai lway companies were not organized for the purpose of 
manufacturing, but for tbe special object of t ransport ing merchandise and 
passengers. This is tbeir part icular business, and to tbis end the efforts of 
their managers should be specially directed. A manager with the care 
and responsibility of a ra i lway cannot afford to have his at tention 
diverted from bis legitimate vocation: he has. in fact, little or no t ime to 
give to the supervision of a manufactory. In the early history of rail­
ways, before large and reliable establishments for manufacturing ra i lway 
equipment and supplies existed, tbere was doubtless a necessity for eacb 
company to control its owu manufactures in order to insure thorough 
workmanship and proper materiala; but with tbe facilities now offered 
throughout the United States by organizations incorporated for the 
express purpose of furnishing the rai lway companies with rolling stock 
and other supplies, there seema to be no longer any necessity for the rail­
ways to maintain such extensive shops; smaller ahops, with largely 
reduced forces, are all tha t would seem to be required for ordinary repairs. 
Before the war of the rebellion almost every sugar planter in the boutb 
cousidered it necessary lo maintain a mill on his plantation to gr ind his 
own cane. I t would have been as reasonable to expect tha t every farmer 
in the North should have bis own grist mill to turn bis grain iuto flour. 
At present in the South, under tbe new order of thiogs, one sugar mill 
accommodates several plantations. And so in regard to", the ra i lways; 
even one repair shop, conveniently located, might be made to answer the 
requirements of two or three lines, a n l iu this way, by a kind of co­
operative system, the cost ot even running repairs could be reduced to a 
minimum. But as regards new work, there can be no question t h a t it 
can be done now as effectually, with greater facility and at less cost 
outside of the average rai lway car shops. I know this noes not harmonize 
with tbe views entertained by the master mechanics and maater car 
builders. I t is quite na tura l it should not ; but when tbe question of 
feasibility comes lo be determined in tbe interest of the shareholders, I do 
not imagine tha t tbese gentlemen will be consulted. The practical effect 
of the railways employing some such cutside agency would be to reduce 
materially their working force, and in tbis way diminish tbe labors and 
anxieties ot tbeir managers. Nearly one-fourth of the entire force of 
employes on our large railways are engaged in manufacturing and repair 
u^^,—W. K, Ackerman inNorth American Eeview. 
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dood-Bye, Canals. 
The canal must go. The railroad is too much for it. The Erie CanL* 

has closed for tbe season, and it has been the dullest in twenty years, in 
spite ot free tolls. An eastern exchange says tha t scores of men who have 
grown up on the canal are disposing of their boats a t a sacrifice, and will 
boat no longer. Tbey say tha t tbe days of canalling are over. Grain, 
iron, coal, potatoes and lumber, wbich formerly kept twice as many boata 
busy transporting them alone as were run on the entire canal this season, 
disappeared almost entirely aa articles of freight on tbe canal during 1884. 
Tho railroads, owing to lower rates and quicker transit , have taken all 
tha t business away from the water route, and they now have to depend on 
the local misceilaneous freight business for tbelr money. I t i s said that 
instances are rare where a boat has taken in $1,000 tbis seasou, aad that is 
the figure generally set on tbe expenses of running a boat tor the season. 
I t is customary for boatmen to put their teams out for the winter wi tb 
farmers along tbe line, paying tbem tor their keeping unt i l the opening ot 
the caual in tbe spring. This fall many of tbe boatmea, it is reported, are 
selling their stock outright, as they have not the meana to pay for winter­
ing it, even if tbey intended to boat again next year. In the light of tbese 
facts, why seek to construct new ialand canals? Tbey will be of little uae. 
Ship canals are the only ones that are of uti l i ty in these times, and tbere 
are but few places where such can be constructed. Ordinary canals will 
go out with tbe century,—St. Louis Grocer. 

Southern Pig Irou Revolutionizing tbe Trade. 
Somewhat more than two years ago tho Courier-Journal aroused tbe 

icdignation of a number of ignorant protection journala in the North by 
stating tha t pig iron could be made in the South a t from 19 to $13. Tbe 
greater ths ignorance ot these journals tbe greater tbeir indignation. 
For a while incredulity prevailed, even among those who were unpreju­
diced, but the authenticated figures submitted left no room for doubt, and 
wben this journal gave full part iculars ot aa immaase coutract, covering 
a period of ten years, for pig iron a t $12.50, the manufacturers ot the 
North began to realize tha t Southern pig iron was to be the controlling 
infiuence in fixing prices. Recently tbe managers ot the Southern furnaces 
have assumed the aggressive, and low rates of freight by sea from 
Savannah and Norfolk have enabled them to put Southern pig in Eastern 
markets a t $16, nett ing the furnaces $13 or $ia.50. If tbis were simply a 
cut in order to dispose of surplus stock it would be of some significance, 
but it is much moro than this, and it really means an industrial revolution. 
Fig iron at £16 means tba t the most expensive furnaces and those unfavor­
ably located, the very furnaces most benefited by the tariff, will be per­
manent ly closed. Ib is according to a law ot competition, a law higher than 
any act of Congress, tha t only ihe fittest survive, Tliese prices sbow that 
tbe decline in the past two years has been greater than the tariff; ye t then 
it was asserted that if tbe tariff was removed every Northern furnace 
would be closed. Now prices bave failen below tbe tariff marit ; the peo­
ple are gett ing cheap iron and cheap steel, and •while m a n y furnaces are 
out of blast, the cheapness of a r aw product used in so many enterprises 
fully compensates for the distress i n o n e branch ot industry. The value 
ot cheap iron cannot be over-estimated; it is an incalculable boon to any 
nation, England has conquered tbe world not so much with her 
armies and invincible armadas as with her cheap iron. This is 
veri tably the iron age, and tbe nation wbich can secure i t a t the lowest 
price will stand highest in the scale of civilization. Lbeap iron 
stimulates every industrial enterprise. I t means cheaper tranapor­
ta t ion; a reduction in tbe coat of every manufactured product; 
it means new markets tor all our products. Cheap iron is assured 
in America, not by a tariff, but by new beds ot coal and iron ore opened 
to the world by the Southern railroads, and it is a consummation retarded, 
not aided, by the iniquitous war tariff. In many respects radical 
changes need to be made. I t was a long time before the owaers ot the 
furnaces could be convinced tha t it was economical to put in the Whit-
well stoves, aud yet it ia now plain they reduce the cost ot pig $1.50 per 
ton. Other changes just as impor tant must be made. Better paid, more 
skillful labor must be employed- I t is admit ted that accidents are far 
more frequent in Southern tban in Northern furnaces; t h a t repairs are 
more frequent and more expensive, and that witbin a given period they 
are necessarily idle a greater number of days. Oue cause of tbis ia ignor­
ant aud underpaid labor. Tbe coke used in the Southern furnaces must 
be improved in character and in quant i ty and reduced in price. I t can 
be done; it must be done. The new processes in use in Europe, what is 
known as tbe basic process, or tbe Bull process, must be introduced in 
order to make steel of tbe Southern ores. This is the iron age; the next 
is to be tho age of steel. Kentucky and Virginia and East Tennessee and 
North Carolina have beds of ore from which steel can be made, but the 
cheap ores of Tennessee and Alabama are not suitable wi tb tbe present 
methods. These hints are viiluable, if not altogether original; the t ru ths 
underlying tbem have long been recognized, but profits have been large 
enough to enable the owners of Southern furnaces to igaore tbem. They 
can no longer be ignored, for the Southern furnaces having now to be 
content with a smaller profit per ton, must largely increase tbeir product, 
—Courier Journal. 

Things Lookiug Brighter. 
There is good reason to believe that production is now below conaump­

tion. There is but a moderate supply oE iron and textiles, ond tbe ten­
dency is to reduce ra ther than iacrease. The product of the Southern 
furnaces is, however, a cause ot anxiety to the Northern operators, some 
of it having recently been sold in Jfennsylvania, the principal fleld ot the 
Northern iron men, and it is a question whether the output of these 
Southern mines will not koep the price of tbe commodity permanently on 
a low level. The execution of the railroad schemea in India would stimu­
late tbe iron t rade all over the world, but that is not to be counted on as 
a factor of prosperity, tor no defioite action haa yet been taken by tbe 
British government. As for the car ry ing trade of the world, it is unques­
tionable tbat its machiuery is much beyond the needs of commerce, but 
tbis means low rates, and so long as tbey do not force tbe companies into 
bankruptcy shippers and consumera will have no cause to complain. 
With tbo evil bas come tbe corrective. There is little railroad building, 
and the British ship-yards are idle. Many British vessels, too, have been 
taken out ot commission. Tbe capacity ot tbe British merchant marine 
was increased 41 per cent, from 1879 to 1833, but tbe decrease trom the 
loss of vessels and wear is 5 per cent, a year, so with the na tura l growth 
of commerce tbere ought to be some revival even in tbis dullest ot indus­
tries beforo long unless somebody goes to building ships on a large scale. 
—Chicago Tribune, 

American Taxes ou English 8oil. 
I t will be news to this free t rading country tba t tbe American govern­

ment has discovered a means ot taxing our exports to the United Sta te i 
before they leave our shores—taxing them he reon British ground and In 
the very heart of our Empire, bo cleverly is this taxation levied that ao 
far it has passed without protest. I t comes in tba form of fees to consuls 
certifying exports. " A m o n g the peculiar features of tha American pro­
tective svstem is a prohibition on tbe introduction ot any merchandise 
Into the United States as merchandise unless accompanied by an invoice, 
wbich invoice muat have been produced before the American consular 
officer a t tbe place of export. The American law requires the shipper to 
declare to the Americau consul tha t tha things wri t ten in tbe invoice are 
t rue ; and the consul must certify this declaration. For receiving thia 
dtolaration by the shipper and certifying thereto, tha Amerioaa U w 

authorizes the American consul-general (in London, for example) to 
demand a fee of two dollars and a halt, or 10B., and no more. This t«a 
demanded or to be levied in London by the Americau conaul-generol 
applies to every English manufacturer or tradesman sending merchandise 
to ' the States. ' and on small parcels ot small values it is a great burden. 
But the American conoul-general in London not content witb 10a., now 
demands 15a. as the price of his certificate, without which the merchan­
dise covered by tbe invoice cannot bs lawfully entered at the American 
custom house." This t ax levied ou British ground, a t the diioretion ot 
the American consul, without the assent of her majesty or tbe approval 
of Parl iament, must, it is obvious, be very burdensome on parcels ot 
small value. Tbe whole system is bad. I t is par t of a protective scheme 
which prevents America trom taking the greatest advantage of her posi­
tion. But what can the British governmeat do ? I t may make represeu-
tations to the United States which would have a courteous reply conced­
ing nothing; but that is all. We can only sit down and enjoy with « 
painful consciousne«s, that is not all enjoyment, tha uew proof of the 
•xoaediug 'euteaess of our Yankee cousins.—London Standard. 

Not so "Depressed" After Ail. 
The London Times of November 14 contains a letter t rom a correspond­

ent, apparently well informed, who protests against tbe tone of much ot 
tbe current talk about the present " unparalleled " and " long-continued " 
depresaion in t rade. He says tha t these terms are a lways used whenever 
a period of industrial depression comes around. They were applied just 
the same in 18r>9 and 1870, and again in the bad years from 1874 to 1879. 
Besides, he adds, tbe present is not one ot tbe worst depressions tbat they 
have had. The iron and shipping interests are extremely dull, and, so far 
as can be seen at present, cannot be expected to revive materially until 
enough of tbe present surplus of iron ships bas been used up by tbe slow pro­
cess of wreckage and disaster to set the idle building-yards once more in 
motion. Aa for the trades in woollens, worsteds, leather and chemicals, 
all of tbem, he says, are doing pret ty well. Even in cotton there is a fair 
business doing. In further confirmation of tbe notion tbat things are by 
no means going to the bad, the aame paper editorially cites the increase in 
tbe savings-banks deposits, the latest returna ot tbe income tax, and the 
decrease of persons in receipt of parish relief, aa lending support to a more 
hopeful view. Per contra, Lord Dunraven spoke of the savings-banks 
returns as "delusive," and stated that an examination of the returns from 
twenty ofBces of the postal savings banks showed tha t the number of 
art isan depositors bad fallen off from 1,223 in 1875 to 923 in 1884, and 
laborers from 1,053 to 757. On tbe other hand, the same returns showed 
tha t people of " n o occupation" (clerks and minors) had very much 
increased. Supposing these figures to have been fairly arr ived at, they 
do not bear out the impression tba t Eagland is suffering as a whole, but 
chiefly in the artisan class, and there not to anything like the extent which 
current talk would indicatie. The reduction in wages whicb many manu­
facturers urge is nearly or quite made up to the workman by the cheap­
ness of breadstuffs. Thns there are many elements ot encouragement, 
and at worst tbe suspension ot manufacturing will be but temporary.— 
Chicago News,

The Department of Public Parks has been petitioned by a number ot 
proper ty owners north of the Central Pa rk to widen tbe roadway on 
Ono Huadred aad Tenth street, for the mors adequate accommodatioa ot 
the vehicles and traflBc passing that thoroughfare. They suggest that tha 
sidewalk ou the south side of the street, wbich is now 26.6 feeb wide, can be 
narrowed by 10 feet from Fifth to Eighth avenue, thua leaving i t 16.8 feet 
including the wall and coping, and the 10 feet thrown into the roadway , 
whicb would then be 36.6 feet. This could be done without any cost tor 
the land to tbe proper ty owners, tbe only charge being about $7,000 tor 
tbe actual work of making tbe necessary alterations. Among the peti­
tioners are John H. Sherwood, S. Van Rensselaer Cruger, C. H Suydam, 
James Rufus Smith, Ad, Bernheimer, William D. Whit ing and John 
Downey. Should th s Pa rk Commissioners g ran t the petition, wbich ia 
very probable, a usetul and necessary improvement will be made to Ono 
Hundred and Tenth street . 

The death of E. H. Ludlow has necessitated a reorganization of the real 
estate firm which bore his name. The members ot tbe firm hereafter a re 
to be Morris Wilkins, James Edgar Levineaa, Edward M, Wilklna and 
Elliott Roosevelt. The first two names are well known in connection with 
tbe old firm, and Mr. Roosevelt is a member of the family of tbe late Mr.

Tbe city authorities of Liverpool have just erected a temporary hospital 
for Infectious diseases on a t rac t of land containing th i r ty acres on Ibe 
banks of the Hiver Mersey. The drainage, heating aud otber arranga-
ments are of tbe beat description. Flush tanks are provided a t the head 
ot eaob line ot drains, which are supplied from special tanks with a strong 
solution of carbolic acid. The flush tanks are set to discharge every six 
hours. A special eewcr li laid to tbe r iver to avoid infectioa through tha 
city sowers. The heating is dona by means of circular open grates being 
placed in the middle of eacb building to give radiation and ventilation, and 
•taam pipes are aleo laid around tha outside walls, conveying steam which 
ta generated in the flre place by means of a coil of pipes, aome of wbloh 
form tbe grate bar«. A separate convalescent building ot iron, and brick 
kitchens, sculleries and otber accessory buildings ara l i tuatad near by.

There Is a proiect on foot to reclaim a portion of the Immense swamp 

that surrounds New Orleans and make it usetul. I t la a wonder tt wo* 
not dons long agv>. If the Hollanders, centuries ago. reclaimed trom tba 
eea the vast stretches of ooza which they now call their country—and 
wbich is one ot tho moat fertile and productive regions In Europe—surely, 
In this age of engiueering triumphs, the swamp tha t comes close up to the 
buck door of ths Crescent City cau be, and ought to be, made dry and 
habitable. At present it is worse thau useless; It Is a nuisance. A oom-
pAny proposes tn enclose 3,5u0 acres of it with a substantial levee, pump 
tba water out, clear it of jungle and bring it into cultivation. Tbe soil is 
rioh, and. it devoted to market gardening, the t rac t would amply repay 
tbe cost of its reclamation—while tbe levee tha t protects it would be » 
barrier to tbe oity against Inundations a t tbe same time.—iSt. Louia Ho-
publican. 
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Real Estate Department. 
Although there were no sales of any consequence at the Exchange Sales­

room this week dealers in all parts of the city report a better feeling in 
real estate circles. Indeed some agents and brokers have been quite sur­
prised at tbe numerous inquiries for desirable investments in real estate. I t 
seems as if people who come into tbe possession ot money are puzzled to 
know what use to make of it. Tbe stock marke t does not look invit ing; 
really good bonds are scarce and ordinary stocks a re not a t t rac t ive to 
cautious people. Hence real estate is proving at t ract ive for people who 
wish to have some asrarance of cer tainty in their outlays. True, there is 
not as ye t much buying, but it is generally believed by the t rade that after 
the holidays a fairly briak business will set in. I t is thought by the time 
the new Real Estate Exchange opens tba t tbere wiil be a prospect of a 
pre t ty lively market. If the Transfer Reform Commission should report 
early t»nd the Legislature should act promptly , so as to reduce the cost and 
shorten tbe period in wbich real estate can be conveyed, it.will add largely 
to the spring business on tbe Exchange. 

An extraordinary scene took place a t the Exchange Salesroom yester­
day. The leasehold proper ty No. 40 Vesey atreet was sold by auctioneer 
J . T. Boyd under foreclo-ure, in tbe suit of James Turner against 
George H. Creed, assignee of Cbarles W. Scofleld. Tbe amount due on 
the mortgage foreclosed was about $7,150, The buildiug is a five-story 
stone front store, and the lease expires May 1, 1888. The bidding com­
menced at $6,000, and continued amid much excitement for over half an 
hour, until it reached the sum of $17,350, when tbe pa r t y to whom tbe 
property was knocked down, a Mr. Hyat t , teadered to referee Hamers­
ley aa order on tbe plaintiff in the action tor $1,735 in lieu of the 
required lOpercent. This tbe referee refused to accept, despite tbe urgent 
request of the plaintiff to do so. The la t ter and the defendant then 
asked for an adjournment of the aale, which the referee denied, ordering 
tbe auctioneer to resell the property. The bidding this time commenced at 
$3,000, and finally reached $ 16,000. The pa r t y to whom the property was 
knocked down refused to pay $16,000, asserting that he did not b i i that 
sum, but acknowledging a bid above $15,.')00, The referee then ordered the 
auctioneer to put up the proper ty for a third time, wben it was knocked 
down for §15,550 to John H. Blake, wbo sigaed tbe terms of sale and paid 
tbe required deposit of 10 per cent. The sale lasted altogether about an 
hour and a quarter . 

The following is tbe list of conveyances and mortgages tor tbe past 
week and for the corresponding period last year. The nuoLber of convey­
ances is about tbe same, but the total amount shows a decrease. The 
Twenty-third and Twenty-fourth Wards still keep ahead, the number and 
cost of parcels sold being three times as large aa tbe year before. The 
mortgages show aa increase both in number and amount, and those a t 5 
per cent, are larger by about 100 per cent.

LUMBER.—"VPhat is the necessity for coming 
around," ia a very common question addreaaed to 
our representative when in search of news on the 
general lumber market, and about the only reply 
thatcan he Kiven is "habit." Certainly nothing can 
be learned diEfering in any noticeable particular from 
the reports repeated over aod over again for weeka 
past, and a review bofed down into "dull and nomi­
nally unchanged" would cover about the entire 
ground. The market, of course, can brace up a little 
at this aeason when so msny sources of supply are 
practically shut ofE, and wbere values have stiffened 
the reduced offering of atock appears to be the main 
cau^e There is certainly no healthy improvement 
in the demand nor prospect of any during the present 
month at least. The accumulation of stock shows 
un well in quantity, and also contains a good average 
run of quality, bot the proportion of fine and choice 
stuff to the general supply is quite as small as usual, 
and rates are correspondingly steadier. Interior 
OfCerings are now all by rail. 

Eastern Spruce receivers are inclined to talk quite 
steadily In most cases, because they do not expect 
many more arrivals, and have only a few milla to 
wbich specifications for apecials can be sent. They, 
however, are ready to admit that buyera are not 
affording them much aid and comfort, and were the 
necessity to arise under wbich sellers should desire 
to hasten uegotlations, the first and moat important 
move to secure success would be a modification in the 
line of valuation.

Tbere ia of 
course a little stock selling constantly either on home 
or shipping account but the movemeat appears to 
give no satisfaction snd dealers are In a large 
number of cases Indulging in a'sort of chronic grumb­
ling. Pricea are thought to be " about aa before " and 
all flgurea should be considered nominal for the pres­
ent.

The summer rates from tbe Saginaw 
valley east are to bo retained, and tbia may possibly 
develop a car trade which shall move a considerable 
portion of tVie enormous surplus stock on band at the 
close of operations. Operations in the woods this 
winter will uudoubledly be limited. We are led to 
this conclusion, not only by tbe statements of manu­
facturers themselves, but liy the far better testimony 
of the dealers in lumber supplies who are complain­
ing bitterly about the limited sales this fall in com­
parison with several y^ars past. This is a pretty 
unerring barooDeter of the extent of operationa in tbe

ger ends." It is generally believed that the stock of 
unsold lumber iu pile at this point is nearly double 
that on band at the close of operations in 1833, and 
that the entire amount of lumljer on the docks will 
reach 5P0,000.000 feet, if it does not exceed that figure. 
Thia is considerably over 100,00",0î 0 feet more than 
was left in 1883, which was greatly in excess of any 
previoua year.

Tbere is a flne assortment and good atock 
left on tbe yards for winter business, which promises 
to ba larger than usual. Most of the offices will be 
open in the district, though several of the dealers 
bave removed their books down town to their winter 
quarters, leaving salesmen in the district to attend to 
any buyers who want lumber.

A dead calm sometimes overtakes the mariner, and 
he Bnda notbing to do but quietiy await a change of 

The Chicago Northteestern I/umberman as follows; 
The market season is over. Yet within the week 

ended to-day 80 loads of.lumber have arrived in port, 
but only a small number have been off red on the 
market. Duriug the closing daya of last week the 
tail end of Ihe season's shipments hustled in out of 
the winter that WHS hard aCier them, which swelled 
the fleet to considerable proportions. Offerings were 
worked off at about lhe previously prevailing figures. 
Piece stuff was sold at $8.50. A load of dry inch, of 
medium class, sold for $13.50. No. 2 stock changed 
hands at prices that had prevailed duringthe last half 
of November, namely, from $9 to $11. 

No vessels are now going out for lumber—or next 
to none—though the weather this week thus far has 
been fine for navigation. Everybody connected with 
the lake transportation of lumber aj)pears to have 
abandoned the business for the season. Tbe yard 
merchants are making little inquiry about stocks, so 
tbat there is nowhere any motive for a market. 

On account of the hmited number of offerings and 
sales on the market the past week, and the fact that 
there will be no further business of importance at tbe 
docks this year, we have dropped cargo quotations 
and the usual schedule of lake freights. 

The commission men are getting their breatb after 
the season's scramble, and appear to feel much re­
lieved. Thej seem to be satisfled with the amount of 
lumber handled, but comnlaiu somewhat of the prices 
realized. For four montbs Ihe white wings of peace 
will hover over the rotting wbarf at the market, the 
pop-corn man will be out of business, the market 
peeler wili have an easy job and tbese reports wil! be 
absent from our columns. In the meantime theau-
tumn bulls will be developed into spring bears, and 
tbe commission men will be converting beefsteak into 
muscle and nerve tbat shall enable them to grapple 
with yard men in tbe spring. 

OQ the hardwood market the month haa hardly 
progressed far enough to announce its character, but 
it is safe to say that it will not vary much from that J 
of the last two or Ihree montbs. At tbe opening what J 
we stated as tbe probability haa come to pass: that 
the building trade would be likely to sbow a tempo­
rary activity. The actual advent of winter has has­
tened the completion of buildings under construction, 
and tbe mild weather succeeding tbe snap has en­
couraged the builders to proceed with outside work. 

A peculiarity of this season promises to be that 
maple will show no firmness in price for some time 
after lake navigation closes. The same will be the 
case witb birch, beecb, basswood and other wooda 
whicb largely come in by lake during the open sea­
son. The reason is that there are large stocks of 
most of those woods in the hands of dealers here, 
and tbe demand will not soon exhaust them. Birch 
is an except! jn and further supplies would be wel­
comed.

" Quiet reigns in Warsaw," or words to that effect. 
The lumber business baa run down to a miuimom, 
both in volume and prices, at all wboleaale points. 
As the figures of the season's operations come to 
hand it appears tbat stocks, although In excess ot last 
year's figures, are not more ihan will meet tbe ex­
pected demand of 1835, witb any ordinary crop sea­
son. Our estimate from returns already in is ihat tbe 
stock on hand January 1st will be only about 20 per 
cent, above last year's flgures. Thia ia encouraging 
when it is remembered that nearly the last board of 
18B3 was sold by J uly Ist, 1881. The chief trouble lies 
in the apprehension of another excessive season's 
sawing, which would ceriainly increase lhe surplus 
next summer and lead to utter and complete demor­
alization if not ruin to all concerned. If tbe output 
of 1885 could be reduced one-balf in the three States 
it would be safe to say that lumber would go up to 
$15 next summer. Every indication now ia an assur­
ance tbat this will not toe done anywhere. Oo moat 
of the streams the large surplus of old logs, added to 
tbe proposed cut, brings up Ihe flgures to nearly thoae 
of 1B64. 

There is ao little doing that prices are merely nom­
inal. Collections are reported easier and discounts 
are much more readily obtained for every purpose 
save logging. Lumber well insured is now collateral. 

ENGLAND. 
The Timber Trade's Journal aa follows: 
American Black Walnut—The retail trade ia going 

on steadily and consumption remains satisfactory, 
but there bave been no sales effected publicly. 

American Whitewood-Without any specially note­
worthy feature, this trade is going ou witb regularity, 
and stocks are passing into consumption more freely 
than tbey are being replaced by arrivals, which is 
certaiuly en encouraging sign. 

Perhaps the leading feature in ths trade tbis week 
was the sale of the cargo of Sequoiawood (com­
monly called California redwood), which brought 
together an unusually large gathering of foncy wood 
bujers. 

We tbink the importers of this cargo are to be con­
gratulated upon its successful introduction here; 
almost all the leading buyera in tbe matiogany and 
hardwood trades were amongst tho purchasers, all 
seeming equally desirous to secure some lots; and 
thus this wood will become widely distributed, and 
an opportunity be afforded for tho practical testing 
of its suitabiliiy for the various purposes in tbe trade 
to which its special merits appear so strongly to com­
mend it.
