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And now the mechanica connected with Lhe building trades are 
striking again; in some places for more wages, in others for a 
reduction of labor to nine hours per day. Employers should resist 
these absurd demands in the interest of the laboring men them­
selves. To ask for more wages for leas work at this juncture is to 
kill the goose that lays the golden eggs. Employing brickmakera 
talk about shutting down for a couple of mouths, and if they do 
thousands of men will be thrown out of employment. There is a 
general feeling among employers that they must resist these 
demands. But the mere fact of a talk of a strike with the universal 
depression prevailing in business shows what a large amount of 
buildmg must be going on throughout the country. 

The Deane sale ought to put an end to the illusion tbat real 
estate will not sell as well in mid-summer as it does in tbe springer 
fall. Staple property of any kind will command its value at any 
time of the year. The Stock Exchange is often as active in mid­
summer as at any other season, although its patrons and dealers 
belong to the wealthiest class, who always take a long vacation 
during the warm weather. True, they are in direct communication 
with Wall street by wire, but real estate dealers will have the same 
facilities when their Exchange is under way. At the Deane sale 
the crowd was aa large and the bidders as numerous as at any sale 
during the spring, nor can anyone say that the prices were not as 
good in July as they would have beeu in March. It ia understood 
that quite a good deal of property would have com© upon the mar­
ket this summer but sellers have beeu persuaded to postpone their 
offerings until fall. The brokers who gave this advice did it in the 
interests of their clients, but we believe they were mistaken. Mer­
chants who deal in wmter and summer clothing have an escuso for 
regarding the seaaons, but there ^s no season for fixed property 
like securities aud realty, or rather all seasons are alike. 

If the price and production of iron is an indication of the state 
of business, then is the outlook very unpromising. On the first 
of July last there were fewer pig iron furnaces in blast than in any 
period since 1879, Of the total of 708 works, only 379, or lesp tha,n 
40 per cent,, aie in operation, against '6id a yesr ago, and 437 on 
July 1, 1881. For the first half of this year our production of 
iron has decreased about 860,000 tons compared with last year. 
This depression is confined to no one section of the country 
Every iron producing region is suffering alike. I t is worthy of 
remark, however, that the furnaces in blast are able to produce a 
hundred tons a week more on the average than those which have 
been blown out, which proves that there haa been a survival of the 
fittest and that the best located furnaces and the most efficient can 
bold their own even in these bard times for the iron trade. Accord­
ing to *' Sam" Benner, as well as authorities that rank higher, it is 
idle to talk of the revival of business so long as the irou industries 
are languishing. Until there is a demand for tools and for the 
materials that enter into the construction of railways, the outlook 
cannot be considered hopeful. 

Jay Grould. like Hamlet's mother, doth " protest too much." His 
recent letter predicting a better condition of the stock miu-ket 
would have had more effect had he not so often preached from the 
same text during the past three years in scores of newspaper inter­
views. Over a year ago he said the only blue spot in the Union 
was in Wall street. His anxiety to create a favorable impression 
robs what he says in his Boston Herald letter of much of its force. 
Btill this time we think he is right. The business of the railways 
must improve as tbe great crops of the summer come to be mar­
keted. With increased receipts there will be no more passing of 
dividends or defaults of interest on the good Irunk lines which 
have had a fair financial reputation in the past. Jay Gould's fate 
is like that of the little boy who cried " wolf" so often that he was 
not believed when tbat predatory animal really arrived, so with 
Gould's cry of ••' good times coming." 

Then there are signs of trouble in the mercantile world. There 
may be a large crop of failures in dry-goods and other firms due to 
past losses and slow collections. This may check recoveries of 
values on the Stock Exchange, but we do not believe, if they occur, 
that they will lower the prices of good securities from this time 
forth. The liquidation has apparently done ita worst in Wall 
street, although it has not come to an end apparently in general 
trade. 

If we are to have a great corn as well as a large wheat crop the 
year will close brillianMy. There will be no boom, of course, but 
the railroads will have all they can do, and, as a consequence, there 
will be no ware or cutting' of rates. A large' business and good 
prices means heavier profits and more satisfactory dividends. All 
who oan hold or carry good securities should make money for the 
uext twelve months. But then a disaster to the corn or cotton 
crop would upset this calculation. The weather has been rather 
cool for corn recently, but there is t ime enough for a hot spell. 

But there will be no " boom." Confidence is a plant of alow 
growth, and ptirchasers of railway securities will be cautious. 

Political Changes. 
Although the tariff and revenue reform issue was " burked " by 

the Democrats as well as the Republicans in the platforms adopted, 
the subject itself is so vital and imperative that it will inevitably 
enter into the canvasa. The Republicans who will vote for Cleve­
land are generally free traders. The New York Times and Evening 
Post have for years been denouncing the protective tariff, George 
William Curtis bas announced since he bolted that he favors a 
more liberal tariff and ttiat that is a vital issue. Then most of tho 
New York, Boston aud New Haven malcontents have belonged to 
the free trade wing of the Republican party. 

It does not appear, however, that any number of Democratic 
protectionists will vote for Mr. Blaine, His recruits, if he has any, 
will come from quite a different quarter. The Irish in the large 
cities, or at least very many of them, will cast their ballots for the 
Republican candidate because they believe he will oppose a bold 
front to Great Britain and thus indirectly help the Irish cause. 
The labor organizations will also furnish recruits for Mr, Blaine 
because of the supposed subservience of Mr. Cleveland to corporate 
interests. Should the defection in this city from Cleveland be so 
large as to divide the vote between the two parties, i t might prove 
the death blow to that unique organization, Tammany Hall. Tam­
many has heretofore been tolerated—indeed encouraged by the 
State Democracy—because the Democratic majority was so large 
that it could best be kept in hand by two instead of one organiza­
tion. Indeed the local Democratic vote could not be counted upon 
1! wielded by one set of leaders. Should, however, the two parties 
be more evenly divided there will be room for only one organiza­
tion of Democrats and Tammany would from ne'iessity be forced 
to retire from the field. Indeed it ia doubtful if the organization 
would survive the death or retirement of John Kelly, whose pres­
tige and fighting peraouality Ims kept it alive since the ruin of the 
Tweed ring. 

The independent Republicans who propose to vote for Cleveland 
intend, it seems, to keep up an independent organization, of their 
own. This may do at flrst so tbat their leaders may gain recog­
nition when nominations for office are in order, but eventually 
they muat cast their lot with the Democratic party. They will 
supply an element of respectability, character and lofty aims if 
that organization treats them with any consideration. I t is sin­
cerely to be hoped tbat in this city at least, in the next, as in all 
coming elections, tha t the two parties will be more evenly 
divided numerically than they have been in the past. If there is 
not a large majority either way, it will put a stop to corrupt bar­
gains and force tbe conventions to nominate good candidates for 
office. We must somehow elect good Mayors in New York, or else 
universal suffrage, as applied to municipalities, will prove a dis­
mal failure. Our Mayors hereafter will be real executives with 
very great power. If the authority vested in the chief magistrate 
is abused, there will be uo remedy for misgoverument but revolu­
tion. J 

From these considerations, i t will be seen that the changes tak­
ing place in the rank and file of the two parties has a direct bear­
ing upon our local government, and hence tbe importance that tbe 
real estate interest attaches to the mutations of the national party 
organizations. 

• 
The law which provides for the taking of lands in the annexed district

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Our Prophetic Department. 
POLITICIAN—If it's a fair question, Sir Oracle, I should like to 

know if you are a Republican or a Democrat, and also whether you 
feel like supporting Blaine or Cleveland. 

SIR ORACLE—The question is a fair one and I will answer you 
with pleasure. I belong to the ruling class in this country, and 
therefore do not label myself either Republican or Democratio. 

POLITICIAN—You speak in riddles, explain yourself. How can 
there be a ruling class outside of the Republican or Democratio 
organizations? 

Sm 0 , ~ T h e vaat mass of voters are set in their way, they never 
caat a ballot except for one or other of the two parties. In round 
numbers there are, say, 10,000,000 voters in this country. Now 
4,300,000 are certain to vote the Democratio ticket, and about the 
same number the Republican ticket. Wi tb tbe rank and file it 
leally makes very little difference who is the candidate, they will 
vote the regular ticket anyway. These vaat masses of voters do not 
affect party changes for they never alter their attitudes ; but there 
are a million voters, more or less, who, do change sides and who 
represent what may be called the dynamite forces in our politics, 
the regular partisans being the static forces. Among thia million 
of voters who are liable to change are many distinct classes. There 
is the impressionable voter, who is attracted by a hurrah or driven 
by a prevailing excitement. Then there is the corrupt voter, who 
can be bought or influenced. Last of all, and I fear smallest in 
number, is the reasonable voter. He passes judgment on the can. 
didates and platforms of the two parties and votes accordingly. 
Thia is my attitude. The history of all free governments show 
that two parties are essential elements in every commonwealth. 
There is no wickedness in one more than in the other. The 
possession of power long continued leads to abuses. The party 
out of power is generally the purest, although its experience may 
better'fit the " ins " to conduct public affairs. 

POLITICIAN—Then I should suppose that you would favor Mr. 
Cleveland as representing the reform element and the standard 
bearer of tbe party out of power in the national government ? 

S I R O . — N O ; I am in the same boat with Ben, Butler and John 
Kelly. I have not made up my mind. There are things about 
Cleveland I do not like. He is a lawyer of a technical kind. His 
messages, especially hia firat one, show no breadth of view or 
ability such as this great country should have at its command in 
an executive. The second name on the ticket is that of a far abler 
man. Mr. Blaine's recently published history shows him to be a 
statesman of enlarged views, and his career in Congress places him 
in the very front rank of the politicians of the country ; but his 
abilities would be a detriment to his country if his moral character 
is what his opponents say i t ia, while Mr. Cleveland, if his motives 
are pure, may make a more useful executive even If his abilities 
are as mediocre aa I regard them. 

POLITICIAN—I get somehow the impression from what you say 
that the country will have to choose between a fool and a knave. 

SIR O.—That is an exaggeration. Mr. Cleveland is by no means 
a fool, nor did 1 ever take stock in the theory that Mr, Bfaine is 
dishonest. I think the feeling in regard to him is that he is a dan­
gerous rather than an untrustworthy person. He would want to 
make a nauLe in history ahould he secure the presidency, and might 
not be particular as to the meaoa. 

POLITICIAN—What do you think of the chances of the two candi-
dates ? 

S I R O;—If the election were held Immediately I think Mr, Cleve­
land would be chosen, that ia to say, I believe he would get the 
most of the million of voters who, as I said, are the real ruling 
class. Mr, Blaine was unquestionably the choice of the rank 
and file of the Republican party. There was no nomination like 
it since that of Henry Clay. But Clay was beaten, and hence the 
popularity of " dark" horaes with both parties, for James K. Polk 
was the first steed of that huo which ran for the presidency, Mr. 
Blaine will gain some Irish votes and so-ne of the laborers will vote 
for him, but the independents, tho " kickers " and the reformers 
will to all appearances cast their lot on the side of the Democratic 
nominee. Mr. Blaine, however, hag one chance of an election. 

POLITICIAN—Acd that is? 

SIR 0.—Enough for the present, I will explain next week. 
POLITICIAN—How do you regatd the bujintss situation? 
SIR O.—Put me down as a moderate bull. I think the liquida­

tion is praciically complete in railway securities. 

POLITICIAN—But is there not a poasibility of business failures? 
Aud if tliere is, will not that affect the market for securities? 

SIR 0,—I think not materially. The shrinkage has doue its 
worst on the Exchangee. Tlia weak holders have been shaken out, 
and stocks are now in ban is that can hold them at the present 
reduced valuations. Our great crops must tell on railway receipts. 
Nothing can now depress the mi rke t but—

The Business Outlook. 
Ooueral Aneon Stager, formerly vice-president of the Western Union 

Telegraph Company—before tbe Jay Gould repiwie—was in town last 
week from Chicago, where he resides, and was asked by the writer what 
he thought of the business situation. 

" I do not feel very hopeful," said Gleneral Stager, " W e are now 
gathering the finest wheat crop that the country has probably ever grown, 
with tbe exception, perhaps, of 1883. Then our corn crop will no doubt 
be the largest we have ever had. But I question whether we shall have a 
prosperous year. Formerly a good crop meant a good business season, 
but to be prosperous you must have markets aa well aa crops, and good 
prices as well aa markets. Now, unfortunately, while we have the cropa, 
we have neither the pricea nor the markets, and therefore I don't see a 
satisfactory outlook for the business of the country." 

" What do you now think of Western Union V asked the writer, 
"Anyone who purchases it at present prices will get good dividends, 

but I have found It a poor stock to trade in lately. Wall street has got 
the impression that the company is intrinsically weak, and the stock is 
aold down on rumors of opposition combinations. For myself I do not 
regard the latter as amounting to much. Tbe Western Union haa every 
advantage over ita rivals, and its monopoly cannot be taken away from 
It. The Baltimore & Ohio must be losing money, and the other companies 
are of no account. People who know most about tbe value of Western 
Union aud who speculate in the stock have lost their money. Ite market 
price bears no relation to ita earning capacity." 

" Does it not look queer," asked the writer, " that tbe prospects for bus-
Iness should be overcast in view of the great crops and the produoing 
capacity of th© country f" 

" There's where the trouble oomes in," said General Stager, " We are 
able to produce far more than we can sell, not only of grain and cotton, 
but of manufactured goods. We lack markets." 

"But," urged the writer, " i s there not some doubt about there being 
over-production ? Is not the trouble under-consumption ? The world iefull 
of people with hungry stomachs and bare backs. The moat ordinary 
wants of mankind, to say nothing of luxuries, do not begin to be aupplied. 
THE RBCOBD AND GUIDE seems to think the real difficulty ia that there ia 
not enough money, that tbe demonetization of silver by the commercial 
nations has lessened tbe fund through the medium of which products are 
furnished. This, that paper says, would account for the dullness of 
trade all over the world, for tbe low prices and for the impossibility of 
finding markets, due to the poverty of purchaaers." 

" I would not be surprised if that were the correct view of the situation," 
eald tbe general, " Any way the fact remains that with a bountiful crop 
before us, trade is dull and the outlook for business gloomy," 

"The failure of Halsted, Haines & Co.," said a prominent member of a 
leading silk houea, " wfil, 1 fear, be followed by tbat of other firms, repre­
senting not only tbelr specialties but tbe entire wholesale business of the 
country. Trade bas been in a bad way for three years. That is to say we 
are producing and purchasing at higher prices than we can get when we 
undertake to sell. When prices hpgan to fall off, dealers in woollen, 
cotton, silk and other goods suppoaed the depreasion would be but tempo­
rary; but the shrinkage kept right on. Our profits had been sri large from 
1878 to 1881 that we were all very strong when tbe turn in the tide came; 
but the low pricea were only the forerunner of others stiU lower and ao we 
made loss after loss. However, cnouey was easy, wonderfully so, and the 
banks kept us along. But now all is changed, Tbe banks have shut down 
on single named paper. Last spring they were begging merchants to take 
their money, now they will not renew our notea unless endorsed by the 
strongest names in the mercantile world, I exp^ict to see failure after fail­
ure of establishments tbat have large surplus aeseta, but which are unavail­
able in au emergency such as that we have apparently reached. The 
cyclone seemed to have blown Itself out in the financial world, but I beUeve 
it has only just made its appearance in mercantile circles," 

" You doubtless, then," said the writer, "look for much lower prices la 
the stock market 9" 

"No, I think thd liquidation has done Its worst in securities. The dry 
rot of the last few years will now I think show itself in general trade.'' 

" How about landed property ?" 
" I am a believer in It and think the coming fall will develop a good 

market In realty. Prudent investors will take their money out of trade 
and put It into houses and lauds." 

Information About Securities. 
Editor RBOOBD AND GUIDE, 

Your paper has many good suggestions, but somehow you don't follow 
them up. A few weeks ago you called attention to the neceaaity of a 
bureau, which ahould give information about railway stocka aud bonda, and 
you proposed that Mr. Brastus Wiman should inaugurate such an Insti­
tution. This Is an excellent idea. The investor is now in tbe bands of the 
Philistines, Els broker or banker knows nothing ana cares less for the 
intrinsic value of the securities in which he operates, Hii interest is to 
buy or sell, and charge his csmmission. Now tbe reading ou a bond is 
Gretk to an ordinary investor. It may contain provisions which place 
him aD the mercy of the managers of the company. An organization Hke 
the firm of R, Q. Dun & Co. or Bradstreet's could have tbe latest and 
best information about all the roads, and lawyera iu its employ would 
carefully note the legal qiesblons affecting the price of tbe stock and 
bonds. Anyone who had ten or twenty thousand dollars to put into some 
iuveaCment security would willingly pay one huadred dollars to an organ­
ization which could give information as to its value, and which would 
notify him if anything auspicious occurred respecting the value of the 
securitiea already porohajsd. By all .means let such an orgaulzation be 
effected.

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Home Decorative Notes. 
—The antique classic stylea of the First Empire are seldom employed for 

an entire room, but there may be a aofa and chairs in these quaint severe 
shapea in rooms not furnished in any pure style, the fancy for cabineta 
and escritoires of thia period has had much influence in bringing into gen­
eral use the mahogany with brass mouldings in which these styles are 
most often represented, the heavy ponderous designs of tbe Italian Renais­
sance are commended for grand libraries and dining halls and are best 
expressed iu black woods richly carved, inlaid with ivory and upholst­
ered with antique tapestry, 

—Plain white towels may be made ornamental by placing two rows of 
drawn work at each end, and fasten with red or blue etchiug cotton, over' 
cast the edges just above the fringe, 

—A very pretty panel for the wall ia of gray velvet embroidered with a 
bunch of hollyhocka in arrasene, or velours may be used with very pleas­
ing effect. 

—A new and tasteful table ia modelled somewhat on the old style, made 
either of mahogany or ebony, with brass feet and brass mountings, these 
tables are either square or oblong, and all the lines are very light. 

—A very curious device applied to a buffet scarf Is a row of three or four 
large dragons couchant, separated aud encircled by a graceful arabesque, 
the colors used for this pattern are Turkey red and uavy blue, the dragons 
are embroidered solidly in red, the scroll in blue, a deep drawn work bor­
der and heavy fringe into which the red and blue cottons are knotted give 
the required finish. 

—Crumb-trays of olive wood in the shape of a horseshoe and studded 
with silver nails are very pretty, 

—Basket-work which waa devoted almost exclusively to chairs and 
cradlea, ia now employed for tablea and other boudoir articles. 

—A handsome portiere may be made of dark blue or green cloth, at 
each end put a piece of velveteen at least a quarter of a yard deep, in the 
centre of the curtain place nine rows of gilt crescents extending directly 
across the material and each immediately below the other, 

—Hangings of two shades of the same color are popular. 
—Japanese carved frames for screens are very handsome, 
—In many of the most fashionable drawing-rooms of to-day you will 

find exact fac-slmiles of the old easy chair of our grandmother's days, 
with high back aud curving dat-topped arms, even the old style of 
wooden seated rocker without arms and with a straight back is re-pro­
duced in the furnishing of modern households. 

—A narrow shelf on simple brackets placed over a doorway and painted 
like the woodwork of the room with a few pieces of pottery good in color 
and shape grouped upon it is a pleaaing and artistic decoration to a 
room. 

—Tapestry decoration is becoming very popular. 
—In thermometers there are excellent examples of decorative treat­

ment, there is a clever device for a library which represents the ther­
mometer aa constituting tbe handle of a quill pen, another form is that of 
a Turkish cimeter witb chased and gilded handle snd a thermometer 
extending along its silver blade, it may be hung by a crimson cord against 
a panel covered with crimson pluah, 

—The honeysuckle, Japan lily and nasturtium are among the popular 
designs for embroidery. 

—Delicate and pleasing bureau sets are of Bolting cloth embroidered 
with tiny sprays of partridge berries, finish with narrow gold lace. 

—Leather chair seats may be brightened and revived by rubbing with 
the white of an egg. 

—Mirrors which b'gln to show the ravages of time may be effectively 
concealed by draping them with Madras muslin; the curtains may be 
caught at the sides with loops of ribbon, and at the centre of the mirror 
where the curtains join fasten a large bow of ribbon, 

—^Matting may be cleaned with hot water and salt. 

—Mirrors have taken every conceivable and inappropriate shape imagin­
able, one appears as a mandolin, another as a lyre, a third as a palette and 
a fourth as a prosaic dust-pan; among the prettiest mirror frames are 
those of bamboo, arranged in geometrical designs and decorated with bows 
of ribbon. 

—Crackle glass lamp shades are pleasing in tbair effects. 

—A large screen, Japanese in sentiment, is composed of black satin, 
mounted iu a black lacquer frame, the decoration a peacock life sized and 
perched on a pine bough, is magnificently embroidered in dazzling gold, 
the feathers of the bird standing out in slight relief; for beauty of effect 
the pine with its needle-like foliage is admirable either in gold, green or 
dull autumnal reds or bronzes, tbe clustering spikes being always 
picturesque, 

—Exqulaite finger bowl doilies are of flue crepe cloth worked with the 
Holbein atitoh in designs of fruit. 

—Soft Japanese red, dull light blue, gray blue, ecru yellow and golden 
brown are fashionable colors for furniture stuffs, the flnely shaded silk 
plushes are still liked for their soft, luxurious pile and flue color, while the 
strong mohair plush is chosen for service.

The asphaltum pavement, 
which has proved so successful, and which almost equals that of Paris, is 
being laid upon new avenues. An attempt will also be made to rival tbe 
famous avenue of liuden tre^s in Berlin, This Washington avenue ia 
already five miles long, but soon the sojourner at the capital will be able 
to travel nine miles " Unter der Linden," Washington ia a happy as well 
as a beautiful city. Universal suffrage has been abohshed. The District 
of Columbia is governed by commissioners appointed by Congress, and 
consequently it will compare with any European city in good order and 
cleanliness, while taxes are exceptionally light. 

*** 
The Board of Education has called upon the Comptroller for half of 

the two milhon which the last Legislature authorized the city to spend for 
new school houses. Three new school buildings are to be erected in the 
Twelfth Ward and one each in the Nineteenth, Twenty-second and 
Twenty-third Wards; then there are alterations and additions to school 
buildings in various parts of the city. Our population is growing so 
rapidly that more schools will be needed next year. There are not suffi­
cient accommodations for the children in any part of New York, Our 
population was over 1,200,000 in 1830, aud it is probably 1,600,OUO to-day. 
By 1900 It will easily be 2,000,000, hence we must continue to keep building 
new schools. It ii, however, money well laid out. If our taxable prop" 
erty increases at the rate of $40,000,000 per annum we can well afford to 
supply ample school accommodation. We ought also to increase the 
studies in our schools, Greek and Latin should not be taught in the New 
York College, but every boy and girl should be instructed in some speciea 
of handicraft. All tbe youth of the city should have a chance to become 
proficient in some artistic or industrial pursuit. 

*** 
The company represented by Mr, Erastus Wimun has secured the 

franchises for the ferries of Staten Island, he giving $10,000 and agreeing 
to pay over 14^ per cent, of tbe gross receipts for the lease. This trans­
action opens a new era for Staten Island. It means in time a transfer of 
some important business from New York to the Narrows.

It seems the Cable Company is likely to get the franchise for Broad­
way. They should not, however, get this valuable privilege unless they 
agree to run cars up to the end of the island on the west side. Cable-pro, 
pelted cars will be a benefit to Broadway, It will rid that thronget? 
thoroughfare of omnibuses, while ita greater swiftness as compared with 
horae power will increase the travel on Broadway. If the Broadway line 
can connect with the leading ferries as proposed our citizens will have no 
reason to legret the introduction of the, to us, new motive power ou our 
principal thoroughfare.

A new ferry on the North River is to run between Fourteenth atraet 

and the northern part of the Elysian Fields. There ia hardly population 
as yet to warrant this ferry to that part of the Jersey shore, but now 
buildings are constantly going up from Hoboken towards Weehawken.

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Elevated Avenues to the Ferries. 
Editor RECORD AND G U I D E : 

Mr. A. D, Todd's suggestion, In an interview with one of your staff last 
week, that there should be an approach to the ferries over instead of on 
the streets, seems to me to be so good tha t I hope the mat ter will continue 
to be agitated until it is flnally accomplished. I live in Jersey, on the 
line of the Lackawanna read, and I know whereof I speak when I say t h a t 
the approaches to our ferries are not only uncomfortable and uncleanly, 
bu t are actually dangerous. The lady members of m y family complain 
bi t ter ly every t ime they come to the city. Everyth ing helps to make a 

' street impassable near a ferry. Several of the principal ones on the East 
and North Rivers are near immense markets. In addition to the carts and 
traffic, there is a concourse of wagons and an accumulation of omnibuses, 
as well as a steady stream of horse-ears. The throng Increases monthly, 
and policemen are in vain to keep order among the belligerent carmen 
and protect the foot passengers. Then in ra iny or snowy weather the 
di r t and mud is simply abominable. The hour's ride in the steam-cari ia 
really a trifle compared with tbe street crossing to the ferry-house. I t 
would be some abatement of the nuisance if the elevated cars ran directly 
to the ferries, but even in tha t case West and South streets would have to 
be crossed unless Mr, Todd's scheme of ferry-boats with upper decks com-
municatiog directly with bridges over the streets were adopted. I t seems 
to me the prop erty-holders on Cortlandt, Fulton and the other streets 
leading to the ferries might move iu this mat ter . Let them petition the 
city to build a bridge over the street, and then they might erect plat­
forms leading to the second sidewalk on a level with the second story. 
This would give them two stores instead of one, tha t is, one on the ground 
floor and another on the second story. Who will be the first to move in 
this important mat te r ? JBRSEYMAN, 

A Foolish Strike. 
The resolution of the bricklayers of this city to strike on Monday next 

is greeted with disapproval on all sides. The workmen have chosen a bad 
t ime to commence a war with the employers. There is a prospect that 
for the next month or two building will be largely on the decrease, and 
the plans for August and September are likely to show a substantial 
falling off as compared with the earlier months of the year , as our report­
ers hear far from glowing accounts from the architects and builders. 
One of our representatives had a conversation with architect A. B. 
Ogden about the strike, who, while having the utmost sympathy wi th the 
workmen in any fair demands they may make, emphatically expresses his 
opmion tha t they are " c u t t i n g their own th roa t s " in striking a t this 
t ime. He says it will not pay owners to build if they have to give the 
la t ter $4.00 a day for nine hours' work, which tbey propose later on to 
t ry to reduce to eight hours. The capitalists can very well afford, as a 
rule, to remain idle, but the workmen will suffer by their thoughtless 
action, especially those who have wives and children to support. The 
present condition of busiueaa does not war ran t the men in asking such a 
concession from tbe employers, "These strikes," added Mr. Ogdeo, 
' • a re driving away the building material t rade from New f o r k . Cas­
ings, mouldings, door-jambs and scores of other articles required in the 
construction of buildings are now being made outside the city, and stone 
is also cut in the country. Mr. John C. Umberfield," be says, " w h o is 

, bn i l d inganumbar of houses, gets his wood material from out-of-town at 
lower figures than they can be obtained ia New York city. The wages for 
this kind of work is only $1,50 to i'i a day in the country, while it is $2,50 
to $3.50 here. Besides the New York ' boss ' haa to pay thousands of dollara 
for rent and taxes, while thecountry 'boas ' has to pay practically nothirg. 
This accounted for the outsiders being successful in their competition with 
Hew Yorkers, Of course, be did not suggest that the New York workmen 
should receive the small wages obtained outside, for their eipenaes were 
very much higher, but be thought tba t in view of these facts they should 
Heriously consider whether they are not doing themselves Injury by not 
' leaving well alone,' He thought tha t in present circumstances $4 was 
fair pay to a bricklayer lor ten hours' work, and should he demand better 
terms it should come at a t ime of greater prosperity than the present. 
Tbicgs have changed during the past ten years. I t was once thought tbat 
the outsider could :iiot turn out as good work as tbe New Yorker, but we 
now know tba t tha t is a fallacy. Thecoun t ry shops are even manufac­
tur ing stairs for New York's houses, and actually send down their men to 
pu t them up when they arr ive here. The bricklayers probably have the 
advantage at present in this respect, but they are forcing the employers 
to bring men Irom other places to do tbe work for wagea which will leave 
them a fair profit on the investment of their capital ," 

I n speaking with another architect, who has filed a large number of 
plans during the past year, that gentleman stated one or two owners had 
countermanded their orders for plans for the present, to see what the 
outcome of the bricklayers' strike would be. They aaid tha t they would 
rather let their capital lay idle than give way to the men. 

• 

Real Estate Department. 
The event of the week was the sale of the Deane estate, which occupied 

three days, and the last of which will be disposed of next Wednesday, Mr. 
Harne t t presided with his usual tact and judgment and did a wonderful 
amount of work in the t ime allotted to the sale. There waa a very large 
attendance the first two days, and while the bidding was generally 
spirited the pricea were undeniably low. The estate apparent ly waa 
widely distributed. Some of tbe creditors doubtless bought in under 
assumed names, but the bulk of the property went into the bauds of bona 
fide investors. The purchasers were apparent ly new to the market. The 
regular brokers and dealers bought but little. 

This sale will have several good results. I t will remove a cloud from 
the market and a great number of unfinished houses will now be put into 
condition to rent this fall. This wiU give work to mechanics, and homes 
for those who want them. The new house owners will in time become 
customers to the brokers to rent or sell their holdings. Improved realty will 
sell better this fall because of this distribution of the Deane estate, for 
had it not been disposed of in this way, portions of it would have been 
coming upon the market under foreclosure proceedings for the balance of 
(he year. Many of the new buyers will occupy the houses themselves. 

Tbe fronts on First and Second avenues, between One Hundred and 

One Hundred and First streets, were sold for $33,035 and $19,135 res­
pectively; this entire block {fifty-two lots) was bought by Mr, Deane about 
four years ago for $104,000, Four lots on the northwest comer of First 
avenue and One Hundred and First street sold for $12,450, and twelve 
lots adjoining on the street for from $1,300 to $1,700 each, the buyers 
being Messrs. P . & W. Ebling, Isidor Cohnfeld, J . J . Smith, John R. 
Foley and V, K. Stevenson, J r . Lots on One Hundred and Twenty-second 
street, north side, between Four th and Madison avenues, brought from 
$4,300 to $4,750 each, while lots on tbe south side went for from $3,835 to 
$4,150 each. Lots on One Hundred and Twentieth street, south side, east 
of Madison avenue, sold for $4,750 each, and lots west of Madiaon avenue, 
on the same street, brought $5,100; the plot of four lots on the southwest 
corner of Eighth aveuue and One Hundred and Twenty-first street sold 
for $22,550. 

I t is very likely tha t some of thia property will again be pu t up at 
auction to be sold under foreclosure, as in some instances a t the sale held 
thia week the amounts realized are not sufficient to cover the amount of 
the mortgage, interest, taxes and costs of foreclosure. For instance, No. 
211 East One Hundred and Sixth street was knocked down for $550 
over a mortgage of $9,000, and there ia due thereon about $9,600, exclu­
sive of taxes. The property is announced for sale on Monday next. The 
three four-story stone front fiats, Nos. 63 to 67 East One Hundred and 
Twenty-first street, on each of which there is due about $15,150, exclusive 
of taxes, were knocked down for $16,450, $16,400 and $16,300, respectively. 
The amount realized by the sale of the property is $1,348,165, Tuesday's 
sales footing up $663,475 and Wednesday's and Thursday's sales $679,690. 

Only one sale was effected yesterday, the four-story tenement, No. 303 
East Cue Hundred and Eleventh i t reet , on which there were two mort­
gages of $6,700 and $5,000,;being knocked down for $9,900 to tbe plaintiff 
in the suit. Four lots on the northeast corner of Riverside avenue 
and Eighty-first street were wi thdrawn from sale, the case having been 
settled. 

The number of Conveyances recorded durlng' the 'past week showa an 
increase over the corresponding week last year , though the amount of 
money involved Is over $400,000 less. Here are the figures:

continues in very liberal form, and could a computa­
tion ot tbe number laid from day to day be made the 
enormous a(;gregate would probably astonish even 
many of the trade. Not only Is there a great unmber 
of buildinga noiv In progress, and commencing to 
appear above ground, but their immense rroportlons 
and heavy walls make en exhaust for tne material, of 
which tbey are composed, that would have been 
thought almost imposiilble a decade of years ago. 
Tbia state of affairs ia no new development of the 
present, but haa been eoing on since the oondition of 
the weather permttten tbe pushing forward of out 
door work, and jet, thfrohaa aeldom baen a period o( 
more than a day or two at the outside when anything 
like a scarcity of supplies prevailed. Indeed at tlmea 
tbe accumulatinn In first bands ao much exceeded 
the immediately available outlet tbat receivers were 
puzzled over proper meihoda for the dlapoaitlon of 
the oHtering without Berloua results upon prices 
already claimed to be as low as tbey could go and 
leave a marein on cost. It is evident therefore tbat 
production has at least kept pace with coasnmptiOD, 
and possibly 'somewhat exceeded it in view 
of the new yards started both on lhe Hud-
G(in and in Jersey, and the make of brick 
(or the first six montha of tlio year no doubt is 
greater than for any corresponding period, the favor­
able condition of tbe weather aiding materially the 
attainment of that result. To obtain, if possible, a bet­
ter adjustment of supply to demand and a more remu­
nerative return manufacturers, as noted in our la«t. are 
seeking to perfect an organization Ihat will accomplish 
Buoh result, and claim lo to have flalterlDg prospects 
of success. Uombinaliona of the hind proposed aro 
sometimea beneficial to the trade formiug tbem and 
the brick manufacturers may secure juat Eucb a re­
sult, but tbey have a large amount of territory to cov­
er and the association must be composed of an erratic 
tempered msmbertehip that Is iilcely to prove difficult 
to keep wlthio the tritoea. In tlie^e times the lubri-
callon of ready money is conetaotly required to keep 
the wbeela of business in motion, aud when necessity 
and opportunity combined present the alternative of 
carrying goods or turning them into hard cash, tho 
terms of any ordinary compact arfi lilcf ly to be di»r6-
garded or evaded under the temptation to reach 
latter reaults. It woiUd be a remarkable experience 
(o flnd tke individual HacriQcing personal iniereat for 
the Keneral good of tbe trade, even nhen associated 
therewith under the provisions o£ a combination 
agreement. Ibis w.ek's market haa not differed In 
any esaentlal particular from the previous one. Ar­
rivals have been liberal, but without more than the 
ordinary eiertlon aellera manago'l to diipoae of the 
Offerloe and obtain prsvioua prices on all stock of 
•ttractTve quality. Owing to the generally good con-
dttuan of the aupply, however, anything at all "off" 
WW placed at a disadvantage and for some of the 

poorer cargoes It was occaalonally found necessary 
to grant a concession in order to realize. Pale BricK 
have continued to iell at the oid wide range of cost 
and receivers generally appear more or leas disaatia-
fled with the uncertain character of the market. It 
the threatened strike ot bricklayers takes place npit 
week, it will go a great waya in neutralizing the pro-
poaed reduction of supply, but many of the trade 
appear to think Ihat the large contractors will not 
allow work to come to a stop. 
"GLASS.—Reports have something of a. sf^reotyped 
form. Domestic stock has become very scarce even 
in jobbers'bands and shows the natural strong tone 
oo values, with a positive reflertlon felt upon tbe 
market for Imported goods. ludeed, the latt T com­
mence to show broken and reduced assortment* with 
importers unable lo promise any early or desirable 
additions. 

HARDWARE,—The movement of supplies tends 
to increase somewhat on most outlets and the under­
tone is rather more cheerful, Aa yet the orders are 
carefully guarded, brtlh aa to quantity and assort­
ment, but the indications are that buyinp will take 
more extensive acope as the interior accumulatlona 
are not over full and local supplies held for diatribu­
tion direct to coasumere are also comparatively 
moderate.

The stock to be sure has not been sufQcIently diatrib-
uied to admit of much competition, and thia was 
ralberio the disadvantage of buyers, but tbure ap­
peared to bn a pretty good demanrl walliiiK for what 
there was to offer and advanced bids made to get it. 
There is just the least bid of Irregularity in the man­
ner of quoting the market, hut it BBems safe to say 
that $2.IS@i.ao are Inside ratea, and sales reported at 
Si S5 without particulars as to delivery, etc.. though 
some receivers solemnly and earnestly desire ua lo 
note that the latter ia now their lowest •'aBliing"rate. 

LIME.—Business commences to pick up again as 
additional cargoes come to hand. Up to the present 
writing, the aupply baa not been very heavy and it 
found ready sale with full former ratea obtained on 
both qualliies. As a rule reports are cheerful and re-
ceivera feel eonfldent over the altuailon, 

LUMBER,—The local consumption of lumber shows 
no great amount of variation, either aa to volume or 
form, and the development* since our last are unim­
portant. Stocks hi hand very (airly balance all the 

requirements of the momont, and dealers generally 
ore enabled to meet tbe calls made upnn them, Wit^ 
»ome claiming to be independent of thu first h'tnu sup­
ply for some time to come. Fresh random offerings 
In consequence are not much in favor, and it is still 
necessary to manage them carefully in order to se­
cure an outlet wltOout serious detriment to cost. 
Still it la not often tbat anything ot a leally attractive 
cliaracter remains unsold for a great length of time, 
and some agents report that they have already re-
CBived inquiries regarding speciali for fall delivery. 
There ix also more or less imernst shown by cuaiom-
era at other near-by points, and the outlook Is consid­
ered aa certainly no worse Ihan last week, and the 
chances In favor of » little more decided change t&r 
the better It Is hoped. 

Eastern Sprucels still without a positive open de-
mand, and the majority of regular buyera are unwill­
ing to admit tbat tbey want stock. In one way or 
another, however, receivera appear to get rid ot the 
supply tent them, and while tbia result la not always 
attained without aome shading on cost, especially on 
poor stuff, lhe selliue Intnrust Is losing ground to no 
great extent. Manufaclurera are stilt grumbling ovtir 
current prices, but have not yet succeeded In siupping 
sbipments. Valuations remain aa for some weeka 
past, during which iinywbere from $12 to S13 perM 
waa considered an inside limit, accorulng to quality, 
etc., and from tbat baals the range runs up to S15 for 
random ' boiue, and £16 for tbe average special. 

White Pine has two Sfts of reports, the one naming 
a dull, and by no means satisfactory market. wKli 
sellers either secretly or openly granting fnvora, and 
the other taking the stereotyped firm poaltion, and 
adm tiiug nothttig tbat would appear iiDfavoriible for 
the selling iutorestr. There Is, however, no evidencns 
of animation In any of the current raovement-i, alt 
buyera who call for supplies dtid what ibey want, 
both In the way of quantity and assortmeiit, and few 
if any complain of coat. The occouuta from the In­
lerior, when carefully conaidrred, fail to afford ranch 
comfi>rt for eelWa. We quote at tI7.5ii@30,00 for 
West India shlpphig boards; fl^Qfiii for South Ameri­
can do.; $14^15 for box boards, andS10.00i317,00 for 
extra do. 

Yellow Pine could Iiardly go lower In price, and 
continues to be sent forward, but on Ihe vast oppor­
tunity it has for making an advance there appeari 
to ba no tendency toward improvement as yet. 
Occasional sales ara made, and more are promlxed, 
but they all Uck the force and vitality sulllclent to 
infuse a good hcnltliy stimulant into the m.irket. and 
operators simply live aud hope for the long looked for 
Improvement, At some ot the yardM la ihli and 
adjulnlDg citiea the qumiUty and assortment of ptand-
ard goods ia said to ba reduced and broken, 
but that la exceptional, as arrivals have been 
full enough to balance the outlet We quote as 
follows: Randoms, Sl̂ iQi'-II.OU per M; Specials, 
i4i@-Ji;.0O do.; Green Flooring Boards. $220,23; Dry 
do,, do.,t23®24; SMIni;, 82a®J3do.; Cargoes f. o. b.

A slight increase In receipts of No. 1 lumber h a s 
been noticed in la ter fleets. Offerings of this clasa 
of stock a re not snapped u p with qui te tbe avidity 
t h a i was character is t ic of the earlier season.
