HE latest convert to profit-sharing will nof, we feéar, do very
muech to popularize that method of adjusting the disagree-
ments between capital and labor. President M. . Ingalls, of the
Chegapealke & Ohio and Big Four Railroads, in hiz anoual report
juost issued, states that the divectors have determined to recommend
to the stockholders the consideration of a plan to establish * com-
mupity of interest with the employes” The recommendation is
further mads that afier the property has been pub upon such a
hasig that it can safely be expected to earn its fixed charges, tha
surplus should be © equally divided” with the employes. At first
glance it might be suppozed that *equally divided” would mean
divided in half; bat Mr. Ingalls has po such meaniog, as the
exumple he gives clearly shows., If the capital of the road is $60,-
000,000 and the yearly wages of the employes §5,000,000, the pro-
portion between thess two amounts would represent the ratio of
divizion. Surplus earnings amounting to $630,000 would mean 1
per cent—$G00,000—Ffor the stockholders and 1 perc cent-— 550, 000—
for the employes. We very much suspect that such 3 plan of profig-
sharing will fail to make the “growing difficulties of the labor
problem” sfop growing io the ecase of this railroad. The
community of interest which Mr. Inzalls hopes to establish will
be a communily in which the employe bas so small a share that the
prospect i3 he will be about as dissatisfied as ever. Taking the casa
cited by Mr, Ingalls, an employa receiving a salury of $750 a year
wonld obtain as |is share of the profits the magnificent amount of
$7.50; raising his annual income to the large sum of §757.60, and he
would pocket it with the satisfactory thought that if he bad worked
a little harder he might have earped 282.50 more for himseif—and
twelve limes that for the genercus stockholders, We do not believe
that the idea would have been very soothing. Our employe would
prefer to enerifice such a large proportion of the profits in the hope
of obtaining something additional in the way of wages. He wonld
certainly stick to his unions, Leep on siwiking, and generally act as
if he did not at all appreciate ** community of ioterest” between
himself and his employer, When such schemes of * co-operative
production ” are proposed, it is no wonder that the unions have nob
taken kindiy to it and to similar profitssharing progosals. In
truth, Mr. Ingallg' plan ig no more co-operative production than it
is the iostitution of a community of interest. It is simply the
organization of bonus-giving—scarcely more (to borrew the words
of an English economizl) than the “ raisiog of the practice of tip-
ping into the dignity of a system,"

Tha Oo-operative Movement in Great Britain,

O-OPERATION agmong consumers hag made such small strides
in this country that we find it somewhat hard to realize the
progress and achievements of the co-operative conmsmmers’ move-
ment in Great Britain, There are now in England, Ireland and
YWales about 1,800 of these stores with a capital of about 60,000,000
and an annusl turnover of something like $130,000,000, This is a
very reapectable showing—far more respectable in gize than the
profit-sharing or productive co-gperation movement can boast of in
thisor in any other country. It is still more remarkable, however,
when we consider the steady and subsisntinl progress which it
makes year by year. In 1275 the turnover amonnted to less than
$50,000,000, in 1830 to about $756,000,000, in 1880 to about §100,000,-
G040 5 sinee then it has increased by wbout one balf. In 1872 there
were 308,000 members; in 1880 there were 5608,000; in 18506 there
were 748,000 ; and now there are over a million. In 1872 Lthe capi-
tal'employed by them was less than §.5,000,000 ; in 1850 it was less
then §380,0.0,000 ; in 1883 it wae a little over 40,000,000 ; and
in -the last six years fully 50 per cent has been tacked on
to the last-named firure. During all this period tho popuo-
lation and wealth of the country has undergone a considerable
inerense, but the co-operative societies have increased atill more
rapidly. In 1572 their sales amcounted to about $85 per head of
population ; in 1890 they amounted to fully $30 per head of popu-
lution. In 1872 the co-operaiive consumers constifuted about 1 1-5
per cent of the total population ; now they constitute about 8 per
cent of the total population, A= we have said this steady mmprove-
ment entitles co-operative cousumption to more eonsideration than
any of the other economic experiments have earmed. It has nof
been a scattered, sporadie movement with viglent alternations of
gnceeza and failure; it has not depended for its development on the
exceptivnal open-mindedness and ability of occasional employers;
it has thronghout possessed the characteristics of a growing organ-
ism. In wiew of these facts an attempted explanation of ils sue-
cess in a book, entitled the Co-pperative Movement in Great Britain,
written by Miss Beatrice Potier,is worth more than momentary
attention,

Miss Potter is a staunch defender of the system of co-operative
congumption against the many attacks to which it has been sub-
Jject: The most serious of these attacks iz that these co-operative
gocieties in their manufacturing departments pay their employes
the regular rate of wages as determined by the trades unions, but
do not, except in certain cazes, make any pretense of dividing
profits or of admitting these employes into auy share of the busi-
nega,  All people who have read newspaper discussions of co-opera-
tion are familiar with this accusation, and it is interesting to learn
the extent to which it is well founded. These manufacturing
departments are owned and operated partly by the English apd
Scottish co-operative wholesale sovieties and partly by groups of
retail societies in particalar localities.  They are worked solely for
the purpose of meeting the demand of the iodividual
co-operators—rhat is, they do not sell any of the product in the open
market. In the beginning both the wholesale societies and the
local groups introduced a system of profit-sharing into their fac-
tories; but most of them stopped it becauge they found that it did
not prevent the employes from striking, and that the bonuses which
they disbursed were nearly a dead loss.  Congequently, simply as a
matter of buginess, most of them have discontinued the process,
The Scottich wholegale society atill maintain a profit-sharing syatem;
but, aecording to the manager, who himself believes in profit-shar-
ing; the bonuses distributed are not of any benefit to the society.
Consequently profit-sharing dees not prevail, because it bas not
paid. That iz the actual reazon why it bas been so largely given
up—in spite of the fact that many of the ablest men connecled with
the movement, such as E, Vansittart, MNeale, Holyoake and others
have always been and still are strepuounsly in its favor, Mizs Potter
endeavors to justifly it on other grounds than those of expediency.
Her argument is something a3 follows: The socicties, she sayd, are
organized im the interest of the consumers., -There isnoreazon

why any one should obtain any advantage from them
excEp § @S CONSUImEr, An employe in a factory ownoed
by the co-operative gocietiee, who not only received

& sharve of profits as producer, but also obtained the advantage of

. ahare of the profit on production,

the gocieties as consumer, would practically be gelting two profits..
The employes in the mannfacturing department, she claims, ought
to be treated just as the employes in the wholesale and retail dis-
tributing departments. Mo one thinks of asking them to share the
proflts; yet they are useful just as the factory hands are useful.
All thege people should be paid the curcent rate of wages, provided
such wages are sufficient for a decent livelibuod, The profits are
distributed among the individual co-operators and they can share
these profits a8 consumers,

Miss Polter, however, does not stop her avgument at this paint,
She claims that any sbaring of profils among producersis as wiong
in theory (from the co-operative point of view) as it has been
unsuccessful in practice. Profit she defines as the difference
between the act of buying a commodity {or of producing it and
brizgiog it to the spot where it is veeded) and selling it. The
profit, she says, can be eliminated only by distributing it among
conenmers, not by shoring it among producers,  Co-operative pro-
duction or profit-sharing simply makes a number of small capital-
ists take the place of one big capitalist, and these =mall capitalists
oceupy the same relation towarda the consumers—that is, towards
the community—as the large capilalist does. Tf is to their interest
ag it iz to his interest to make as much as possible out of the puar-
chagers, The antagonism between the producer and the consumer
is ot overcome by a syabem of co-operative production. Conge-
quently even in its best form it does not fulfll the requirements of
the co-operative idesl; it divides, it does not eliminate profit
Moreover, co-operalive production bas seldom maintained its
principles intact. TUnder these principles, of course, all tha pro-
ducers in o particular factory or business ought to shave the profit,
but they very seldom do. It the business succeeds the original co-op-
eraturs are constantly témpted to withhold from the new hands
that are needed the beneflis of co-operation, because the fewer the
number of people who share the profit the greater the sharve for
each of them, Fuorthermore, the larger the business grows, aond
consequently the greater the profite, the keener will be the tempta-
ticn to exclude all the producera that can be excluded from any
Nearly every prosperous society
devoted to co-operative production has practically become & Joing
stock eoocern operated on behalf of & small number of producers,

Miss Potter further argues that precisely the reverse of all this 13
trug in respect to socieries for eo-operative consumption organiged
on the Rochdale plan, The more members which these societies
have the better it is for all concerned, What is known as the law
of increasing returns is thereby brought inte operation,  When tha
wholesale speieties bave & large demand to supply they can bay
and produce to very much preater ndvantage ; they can organigs
their business in more economical aod efficient ways; they can
reap all the well-known beneflts which result from operating a
business upon a lavge scale. The aptagonism between the pro-
ducer and the consumer is overcome, because all the producing ia
done not in the interest of those that produce, but in the intergst of
those that consume. OF gourse no one is permitied to obtain the
full advantages of the co-operative organization unless he is a
co-operator, Outsiders ean buy at the stores, but by so doing they
obtain a dividend on their purchases mmounting, however, only to
a half the sum which a full member would obtzin. And withoug
the dividend they wouald have no inducement to buy, bhecause the
prices at the co-operative stores are on about the same level asthoss
of ordinary rétail storea, Thus the eystem of co-operative com-
sumption contaioy within it a prineiple of expansion. These
societies are model eommonwealths, The interests of ong coincide
with the interests of all. Asto the employes in the factories Miss

. Potter believes that they are sufficiently protected by their unions,

which have done and will do a great deal more for them than any
gystem of co-operative production,

Amendments ware made to the theatre
gegﬂan of the law in 1887, and in the new building law, paszed by the last
Legislature, theatrs buildings ara now required to be constructed entirely
fire-proof. Many eonstructional features in tha Metropohitan would net be
parmitted under the present law, Furrings and lath wors of wood, step-
ping-up pieces In the galleries were of wood, and much otier wood wea used
where only metal or other incombustibile material is now permittad,

At the time the Matropolitan was buoils ihe oid law did nos require &
brick wall between the stage and the auditorinm, nor & fire-proof prozeenium
ourtain, Afrer the deptruction by fire of the Livh street Academy of Music,
tha Buperintendent of Bulldings, with much difficnlty, forced the owners
of the then existing thestres to build proscemium walls and provides five-
proof curtaips to the openiogs, uoder the provisisn of law which autborized
tha Suparint,audant- to direct any ack or thing to be dons in or about the
arrangement of bulldings of & public charactér, in securing safely Lo the
public. The presant building law reqaires that the fve-prool prosceniunn
purtain in & theatre shall be raized at the commencement apd lowered at
the cloze of each parformence, MNota word, bowever, ia said about keeping
the curtain down after the audiencs bas been  dismissed, or
duripg the =sason when po performances are given. FPrimurily
the object of & curtain ig to cut off & fira v the stape from reaching
the auditorium for a sufficient lefgih of time 0 eoable the
audienca to retive in safety. The slage 15 ever s prolific source
for fire, and it wenld seem to be to the interest of the owners of a theatra
to bave the curtmin down alwaeys, ezcept during the acbaal time of
a performance, It would also seem to bo g wise requirement for insurapce
companies to make, Had the Meteopolitan's ourtain besn down, or had ic
been lowered at the commencement of the fre, the fames coald not bave
swapt out into the anditoriom, or at any rats the curctain would have con-
flned the fire to the stage portion until the accival of ths firemen, who
would then bave prevented any wvery serious demage beyond tho singe
fromt, The expansive force of hested sir Tesrs away 4 great curtain from
its fastanings on the sides, but for & considerable lepgth of fime (t anawers
lts purpess as & barrier to fire,

The present building law requires that all stage scenecy and decorationa
made of combastible material, and all woosd work on or about the slage,
shmll bo gaturated with some non-combustible preparation or ocherwise
renderad safe against fira, Itisa fact that neitber the seenery nor the
woodwork on or about the Metropolitan's stage bed ever Leen treated
with eny fire-vepelling coating. With o falie sensa  of soeuriby
in the HAre-proof qualities of ftheir building the directors of the
Metropolitan Opera House Compaoy bpeglected a precantion  that
wounld have cost but a trifle and prevenied ap epormoos loss. The new
theatre law requires that no workshop, storaga o1 general property shall
ba allowed above the auditcrivm or stege, or under the snne, or in any of
the iy gallaries, bub shall be located in the rear or &6 oho sde of the stage
and separatad from the stage by & brick wall. Toe e undernenth the
Metropolitan’s stage was stored full of seanery, each canvas of large pro-
portions and each mounted on a wooden frame, Over the stage- the
drop sconea huang, cnly 4 ipches apart apd puwombering many buodreds,
Each of thess painbed drops measured abont 40 by 50 fest; and their nggre-
gate was thousands of square yards, Paioted seenery is not the oil-soaked
and beavily-painted cabvas most persons believe it wo be, The cloth 1s
covered with 8 glue size, bat the painting is done with water eolors, and
when new burns goite slowly.
