S r, H a r m o n p r e d i c t s t h a t as a n effect of t h e d e v e l o p m e n t 
of an i m p r o v e d t r a n s i t sys tem ín to t h e o u t l y i n g d i s t r i c t s 
a r o u n d M a n h a t t a n t h e ccnstri ' .citijn l\ereaf;:or of s ix-ctory 
t e u e m e n t s wiil corue to a n end . F u r t h e r m o r e , if tlie con-
d i t ions a r e such t h a t t h e c o n s t r u c t i o n of t h e s ix-s tory t ene -
m e n t is no longer prof l table , a e e r t a i n dec l ine in t h e v a l u e of . 
ex i s t ing t e n e m e n t p r o p e r t y wil l necessa r i ly fol low. Conge-
quen t ly , Mr. H a r m o n foresees " g r e a t losses in M a n h a t t a n 
rea l e s t a t e , " and he adv i ses the r e a l e s t a t e o p e r a t o r s în t h a t 
b o r o u g h to ' •s tudy the g e n e r a l p r inc ip les o£ t h e i r b u s i n e s s . " 
H e accuses the Record and Guide of be ing cor rec t in i t s 
ana lys i s of t h e ex i s t iug aud tlie p rospec t ive s i t u a t i o n , b u t 
" s h o r t of t he mai 'k in i t s conc lu s ious , " because i t toolc a 
less g loomy v iew of t h e f u t u r e of t e n e m e n t - h o u s e p r o p e r t y ' 
in M a n h a t t a n t h a a he t a k e s . No th ing , however , w h i c h Mr. 
H a r m o n h a s sa id coavinces us of t h e " g r e a t l o s s e s " which 
a r e to follow from improved m e a n s of t r a n s p o r t a t i o n w i t h , 
t h e ou t ly ing d i s t r i c t s . 

Tmproved m e a n s of t r a n s i t u n d o u b t e d l y h a v e t h e doub le 
effect in gene ra l of c o n c e u t r a t i n g bus iness a n d d i s t r i b u t i n g 
p o p u l a t i b n . If fifteen yea r s ago a rea l ly c o m p r e h e n s i v e 
and adeq iu i te sy s t em of r a p i d t r a n s i t had been cons t ruc t ed , 
which • would h a v e enab led t h e popu la t ion of t h e ci ty to 
move freely to h a b i t a t i o u s ou the o t h e r s ide of t h e w a t e r s 
which s e p a r a t e M a t i h a t t a n f rom L o n g I s l and , W e s t c h e s t e r 
and New J e r s e y , t e n e m e n t - h o u s e p r o p e r t y iu M a n h a t t a n 
would not have beco iae so expens ive a s i t is , whi le a t t h e 
san ie t ime t h e v o l u m e of bus iness c o n c e n t r a t e d in M a n h a t -
t a u wou ld p robab ly have been l a r g e r t h a n i t i s . T h e ini-
p roved m e a n s of t r a a s i t to L o n g I s l a n d and New J e r s e y wiU, 
a s t h e Record and Guide po in ted o u t two weeks ago, h a v e 
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an effect in the future along these same lines, but there are 
excellent reasons for believing that the results wi l be dif-
ferent from what they would have been fifteen years ago 
aud decidedly less disastrous to the owners of tenement-
house property in Manhattan than Mr. Harmon prophesies, 

It must be remembered that social as well as economic 
influences have much to do with the distribution of popu-
lation. The life of a tenement-house tenant does not seem 
desîrable to people who have been accustomed to pleasanter 
and less crowded surrouudings, but l terally hundreds of 
thousands of New Yorkers have been accustomed to ît, and 
in a way prefer it. They like the bustle and movement of 
a crowded tenement-house quarter. They like to be near 
their friends, to places of amusement, and to certaia fa-
miliar surroundings. The effect of these motives are seen 
plainly in Manhattan itself. The whole lower Bast Side is 
much ruore erowded than is the district known as "Green-
wîch Village," aud real estate is worth much more on the 
lower Bast Side than it is on the West Side. But the Jews 
have none the less cluug to that part of the city in which 
their b ood brethren first settled, and although they have 
overflowed into Harlem and across the river, the overflow 
has not been dictated apparently by auy desire for cheaper 
tenements, Wherever they go they carry with them the 
same customs and methods of living to which they have 
been habituated on the East Side. They crowd into a few 
rooms in Williamsburgh as on Bast Broadway, aad they 
migrate not because they want to, but because they have to. 

This clannishness and conservatism of the tenement-
house resident must be recognized as a powerful force, 
which prevents them from responding freely to the oppor-
tunities for eseape afforded by 'improved means of transit. 
The tunnels aud bridges will have a profound effeet, but 
this effect will, so far as the tenement-house resident is 
concerued, be less a matter of displacement than of the dis-
tribution of the overflow. A very large proportion of the 
150,000 aew inhabitants whieh New' York obtaias every 
year wiU be determined in their place of resideaee by the 
improved means of transit; but the actual displaeement will 
be eomparatively smali—partieularly amoug the tenement-
liouse populatiou. Not so uiany six-story tenement houses 
will be built in the future as there have beea in the past; 
but they will continue to be built in those parts of the city 
where they now prevail. Owiug to better means of trau-
sit large districts in the Broux and elsewhere, which might 
have been covered with tall buildings, wili be covered with 
low ones. We do not believe, however, that these build-
ings will draw the population to any considerable extent 
from the congested districts of Manhattan. They will pro-
vide for the increase of the population of New York, and iu 
this way an even larger proportion of its inhabitants will 
be domiciled outside of Manhattan. But the population of 
Manhattan, also, will for the present increase to a eertain 
extent, and teneraent-house property in this borough will 
not be seriously or permauently injured by the diversion. 

It must be remembered, also, that there will be many 
eeonomic reasons for continuing to live in Manhattan. Poor 
people are obJiged to live as near as possible to their work. 
Tliey cannot al ord the time and money for long rides. The 
enormous and increasing amount of business transacted in 
Manhattau wil demand the services, not only of many peo-
ple who can afford to travel far to their homes, but of as 
many more who cannot. Manhattan will always have a 
certain advantage in distance over the outlying districts. 
The advantage will not be so great as it has been, but it 
wiU be suflîcient to make aft enormous number of people 
prefer a six-story tenement in Manhattan to a three-story 
tenement in Brooklyn. We do not believe, consequently, 
that the great losses which Mr. Harmon predicted in Man-
hattan real estate wiU actually take place; and we do be-
lieve that it is the owuers of flats rather than of tenements 

. who wiU feel most severely the effect of the improved 
means of transit. Pamilies who pay from $400 to $1,500 
per annum in rent are much freer to take advautage of 
better trausportatiou facilities than are the laborers, me-
chanics and faetory hands, aad if any losses oceúr, t is 
more likely to fall on this class of property. But the area 
injured by such losses would be small compared to the area 
affected by loss, which would affect all teneraent-house 
property indiscrimiuate y, The tenement-house populat on 
will not leave Manhattan wiUingly or freely. They will be 
crowded out slowly and, as it were, by compulsion. They 
wiU be forced to quit little by little, as business of one kiud 
or another demands more space. As a result of these con-
ditions the population of Manbattan wiU, in the more re-

mote future, not only fail to íaerease; it wiU actually de-
crease. But this result is still separated from the present 
by fuUy a generatîon, and in the meantime, there will be 
no general fail in the value of tenement-house property. It 
may not and probabiy wiU not go aay higher, but it should 
and wiU hold its owa wherever its value is based upon a 
fair estimate of its earning power. 

Building Code Revision. I •IVyrR. CHARLES H. SRAELS, a member of the commission 
i V X charged with revising the Buildíng Code, in intimating 
his preference for licensed constructors and discretionary de-
cisions, indicates no doubt the direction of the flow of thought 
among his colleagues, so that the public can anticipate a fun-
damental change to be disclosed in the report of the commis-
sjon. Mr. Israels holds that the principle defects in the ex-
isting code are its administrative features. That the psychology 
Of the average person is such that he does not feel it an offiense 
against good morals to wink at an infraction of the law not 
affecting the indlvidual. Moreover, through ignorance on the 
part of a large class of builders, who also act as their own 
superintendents, many infractions of the law occur, which are 
not wilfuUy intended and which in many cases are injurious to 
the bui der himself, as well as to the city. It is also a facfthat 
a large number of these men wUfully disobey the law when.-
ever the opportunity for evasion presents itself, and with the 
•system of inspection in vogue in the B u r ^ u of BuUdings, these 
opportunities are frequent. The fault, however, does not lîe 
entirely with the inspectors, w io, no matter how competent. 
would flnd it impossible to thoroughly perform the nnmber of 
inspections placed under their charge. We learn from a 
paper by Mr. Israels in the Journal of Fire that it is really 
proposed to place the responsibiUty for obedience to the law 
not upon the iiispectors but upon a responsible superintendent, 
who, before being perraitted to supervise the construction of 
any but the most minor works, shall qualify as to his capabili-
ties before a board of experts. This superintendent might be 
either an architect, an engineer or builder or any other person, 
who has satisfled the authorities as lo his qualifications: 

It would also be this superintendent's duty to assume ail respon-
sibility for the observation of the building statutes and to secure 
the perm ts from the Bureau of Euildings, in order fhat he may be 
thorougíily familiar with the legal requirements of the structure 
over which he has charge. 

In order to coniplete the thoroughness of administration ît is 
further necessary that this superintendent shall file an afíidavit at 
the completion of the work under his charge, stating that the work 
has been constructeci in accordance with permit issued. 

It is important that the Code provide that misstatements of mate-
rial points in this affidav t should be visited by some positive pun-
ishment, such as the revocation of the license. The name sug-
gested for this class of persons is that of Licensed Constructor, 
tbe choice having been determined upon by reason of the opposition 
evoked by previous attempts to license a particular class of men 
such as architects or builders, without leaving the field open to 
any one who raight properly q.ual!fy. 

Ãlthough this systera has not been discussed in the Commlssion 
to any further extent than I have heretofore explained, it seems to 
me tliat one of the most important provisions of such a iicense 
system is the constitution o! the licensing body, which, to be ef-
fective, must be of a higli character and beyond suspicion. My 
suggestion is that such a board could be proper y constituted by five 
men, two of whom miglit be selected by the American Institute of 
Architects. one by the American Society of Civil Engineers, one by 
the Board of Fire Underwriters, one hy the Masoo Builders' Asso-
ciation. and the Superintendent oí Build ags. • This board could 
employ a c erk and have a room assigned to it in the office of the 
Bureau oí Buildings, aod this clerl being engaged in other dutles 
wheii the Board is not in session. the city need be put to prac-
tically no expense by reason of its existence, as I feel sure that 
the bodies named above would be glad to appoint a memher to act 
as their representative, who would serve without compensation. 
This hoard should he clothed with full power to issue licenses and-
to revoke them for cause, after g v ug the offending constructor a 
proper opportunity to be heard. 

Another feature equally important in Mr. Israels' opinîon is 
the regulation of the discretionary po'î\-er of the superîntendent 
within proper meets and bounds. 

Under section 410 o£ the charter of the City of New York, the 
Superintendent of Buildings is clothed with extensive powers to 
vary provisions of the law. This, in itself, is a wise provision. 
as there are many cases coming before the superintendent from 
time to time in which the letter of the statute cannot he properly 
obeyed and the desired results obtained. Nothwithstanding these 
broad provtsions, however. the framers of the existing Code saw fit 
to construct section 2. which declares that this ord nance is hereby 
declared to be remedial and is lo bo construed liberally to secure 
beneficial interests and purposes thereof. lu my opinion this sec-
íion sliould be entireiy e iminated, and provis ons should be made 
for the use of the discretionary power of the superintendent in such 
a manner that his decisions may be always accessible. It is un-
fortunately true that tlie melhod laid down in the charter for the 
use of th H discretionary power is exceedingly cumbersome, and 
should the charter revisiou commission now proposed becorae a 
reality, it is desirable that this method be changed so that tiie dis-
cretion may be used without refereoce to the Borough President. 
No matter how perfect a Code may be framed, it is absolutely im-
possible to prepare such a lengthly document without clauses which 
wili be considered ambiguous by many applicauts, and it is there-
fore of prime importance Ihat tlie officiaî construction placed upon 
such ambiguo-:s language shall be easily accessible to any app icant. 
flt present, such constructions are hid away in the mass ot papers 
form ng t'ie records of the Bureau of Buildings, and would be im-
possible for the average man to finâ without an exhaustive search. 
This coulíl be largeiy remedied by compelling all applications tor 
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the use of discretion and auswers thereto to be kept in a separate 
case docket, so that auy man desiring to secure discretionary action 
upon any particular section, might, by reference to such docket, 
find all the decisions which had been given by the authorities in 
reterence to the section or sections which he wished to have 
varied or set aside for his particular purposes. 

In this manner Mr. Israels believes that justice would be done 
to every applicant and precedents could be cited by the appU-
cant in the same manner as an attorney now cites ca'ses before 
tlie court, and although it would not be fair to hamper the 
superintendent by compelling this precedence to form the basis 
of his action, any fair-minded ofKcial would be bound to fae 
influenced by the citations. 

The New Fifth Avenue. 
By A. C. DAVID. 

i T N 1901 in'side lots on Fifth Avenue, measuring 25x100 feet, 
X. were worth about $125,000. On some blocks they were 
more, and on other blocks they were less, but their average 
Ivalue per sq.uare foot was somewhere between $50 and $60. 
Jn 1902 and 1903 the prices of these înterior lots jumped up to 
$200,000 and to $250,000. In 1904, they frequently reached 

$300 a square foot, are far less extraordinary than values of 
from $150 to $200 a square foot for a strip of real estate on both 
sides of an avenue one mile and a quarter in length. There is 
nothing similar to it on Eroadway in New York; and we doubt 
whether there is anything similar to t in Paris or London. It 
requires the peculiariy American combination of many people 
with much money—all of them spenciing with comparative pro-
fusion—to enable part of the retail trade o£ even a metropolitan 
city to ma'intain such values. 

* -t * . 

The architectural changes have proceeded from a number of 
different sources, and are characterized severely by their origin. 
Thus in many cases the owners have merely knocked out the 
front of the buildings, perhaps taken down the stoop, and put 
in a couple of store-windows. It is this practiee which has 
served most to prevent the appearanee of the new Fifth Avenue 
from becoming generally interesting and effective, because these 
old buildings are only made more unsightly by their mutilation. 
On the other iand in certain instances the wliole front has 
been ripped out, and only the old floor leveis retained. Then 
a new front has been built. better adapted to the new uses 
of the building and more expressive thereof. These buildings, 
as we shall see are often the most interesting on the avenue, 
and they are the only ones which embody a comparatively new 
and valuable arcTiitectural type. Finally many corners have

$300,000; and it was confidently predicted by real estate ex-
perts that business cou d not afford any higber rentals. But 
the end had not come. These inside lots are now worth from 
$a50,000 to $400,000, according to location—on the average 
about $150 a squai-e foot. At the same time the value Of 
corner lots has swollen to not far from $200 a square foot, and 
in certain instances to more.* VVe believe there Is nothing 
precisely simiiar to this range of real estate values anywhere 
else in the world. There is certainly nothing approaching it 
anywhere in this country. There are. of course, ínâividual 
corners and particu ar blocks in Wall Street, on lower Broaû-
way, and even on upper Eroadway, in the vicinity of Greeiey 
Square, the value of which are higher than those on Fifth 
Avenue. Small ots containing less than 1,000 square feet have 
sold in New Tork for as much as $400 a square foot, but on 
these same streets property three blocks away will be selling 
for less than $50 a square foot. 

* * * 
The remarkable thing about the scale o£ values on Fifth 

Avenue is that it extends on both sides of a street for over a 
mile in length, and that it is maintained almost excluaively 
b-y retail trade. In the heart of the financial district of the 
finahcial centre of the United States. values that average over .

been purchased by spjeculative buiiders, who have ereqted 
twelve-story buildings thereon of the usuai type of commerclal 
loft buildings. 

* * * 
The new Fifth Avenue is entirely without good street archi-

tecture. properly so-ealled. At no point on the avenue can one 
obtain a pieasant or a consistent general impression. TTiere 
are some very beautiful individual fauildings scattered along the 
avenue, and as we have seen, there has been developed a type 
of commercial building wliich is bot i strictly ut litarian and 
architecturally valid. Eut the individually effective buildings 
are so rare that one usually has to go out of one's way in order 
to find them, and the good type of reconstructed house-fronts 
is lost in a mass of brownstone reiics and twelve-story arch -
tectural nonentities, Moreover, tliis condition •will hereafter, în 
all pTobability, grow worse rather than better. Ten years from 
now Fifth Avenue, as a whole, will be dominated by loft build-
ings £rom eleven to f fteen stories in lieight, constructed mostly 
of cream-colored brick and ín effect utíerly lugubrious. But 
even the domination of the loft building -will not be sufîicient y 
unqualified to give tbe street architecture any consistency. 
There will be so many reconstructed or un-reconstructed house-
fronts scattered in between that the sky-line will be jagged and 
the effect uninteresting in its incoherence.—Architeetural Rec-
ord.

An AIcove-Room Decision. 
1N the specific case o£ N a t h a n Corman and Abraham Ken-

nedy, of Brooklyn, aga ins t t he Tenement House Depar t -
ment, Jus t ice Gaynor in his op nion accompanying the decision 
of the Appellate Divis on g ran t ing a peremptory w i t of m a n -
d a m u s (to compel Edmond J. But le r to appri-vf^ Rtolans suta-
mit ted for a tenement to con ta i i •'•í-.z.c the dt.^í ' [ment had 
con.sidered was an "aicov'e room") , makes points of 1 '.e in teres t 
to owners and arch'itects upon a long-disputed questiím, The 
Tenenient House Commissioner had ruled as a ma t t e r iôf fact 
t h a t t he building plans whicli forme'd the basis of this case 
showed an aloeve to the par lor room, and he woulc '. hav^ 
t rea ted such alcove as a separa te roora; and because \ w 5 
not on tbe s treet , yard or court , wi th a window opening tlv^^'^-^ 
be declined to approve of the plans. AEt'er recit ing these 
t iculars, Judge Gaynor s ays : 

"He is wroug in his ruling of fact as well as in his ruling of 
An inspection of the parlor on the plaus shows no alcove tb 
But, ii is argued, such parlor can tae easiiy divided into a room i. 
an alcove, or iuto two rooms, and used as such, by a tenan 
Certainly, every room, iC large enough or long enough. can be div-
ided into two rooms by curtains, a thin partition, or otherwise; hu t : 
the commissioner may not t reat it as two roonis for that reason, 
His tausiness is not to make artaitrary rules, taut to adrainister the] 
law as it is. 

"It is uoi for the courts lo follow the commissioner n substitut-1 
ing in the statute a meaning which it does not express for- the one ' 
which it does, by interpolating the word 'alcoves' for 'alcove 
rooms.' Nor, if it comes to that, can it be taelieved that the Legis-
lature had the cxtraordinary intention of reQuiring that every al-
cove, however small or narrovv, should tae treated as a separate 
room, aod required to tae on a street , yard or court, with a window 
thereon. This is quite incredib e, and it is certainly not expressed 
by the words used. Rooms with recesses or alcoves are in use 
everywhere. Thal such recesses may no longer be built in our large 
cities except they be on streets, yards or courts, and with windows 
thereon, is not expresscd by the statute, It is ueeless to say that 
was the legislative intention. No legislative inteution may ever 
he found unless there be words expressing it. It cannot be ieft to 
inlerence." 

In this par t i cu la r case tbe Arch tect ' s Societ^ o£ Brooklyn 
scored emphat ical ly , but in otber cases involving "alcoves" t h e . 
dcpa r tmen t had been upheld. 

Fordham in a State of Transition. 

SE V E R A L theories have lately heen advanced as to the cause 
of the falling off in dwelling-house construct ion in the 

Ford l iam section o£ the Bronx, but the most recent opinion 
comes from a real ty expert in t b a t locality who a t t r ibu tes the-
dif îcul ty both to high lot values and extrerae construct ion costs, 
He main ta ined t h a t 2-farnily f rame dwellings of approved de-
sign are costing to-day on an average $6,200 to erect, to which 
miaBt be added the price of a well s i tua ted lot, which he í igures 
a t $3,800, making the to ta l unde r t ak ing foot up $10,000. The 
averag-e renta ls obtaineû for a p a r t m e n t s in this type of build-
ing he es t imates a t from $28 to $32 per monlh, and af ter de-
duct ing taxes and interest charges there remains a net incorae 
insuSicient for a sa t isfactory r e tu rn on the investment . In addit ion 
to this the same au thor i ty points out t h a t in many ins tances 
considerable rock is encountered in foundat ion worlî, par t icu lar iy 
west of 3d av, and rock excavat ion adds g rea t ly to tlie cost of 
a n operation. 

Among the finisheã work is Mr, A. Wexler ' s operat ion a t the 
nor theas t corner of ISOth s t and Marion av, consisting of two 6-
s ty brick and stone tenements with a p a r t m e n t s of 3 and 4 rooms 
and ba th . The buildings a re s team heated and each t e n a n t is 
furnlshed with a supply of hot water . The ren ta l s are modera te 
and r ange from $15 per month upwards . I t is known tha t p lans 
a re being prepared by F o r d h a m archi tects for other brick t ene -
ments s imilar to those on Marion av, work upon which will 
probalily be commenced by early fall. Local brokers are sorae-
w h a t divided in tbeir opinion as to the success of these new p r o -
jects, but exper ts are of t he belief tha t they will prove t imely 
speculations, Moreover, eonditions, in so far as proper ty levies 
a r e concerned, a r e 'more conûucive to a renewal of bnilding 
act iv i ty in F o r d h a m than formerly, as it is known t h a t for t he 
f rst t ime since the development o£ t h a t section was commenced 
the distr ict is a lmost clear of the assessment n igh tmare .

Decision for the Empire Brick and Supply 
Company. 

J UDGMENThas been entered in the Supreme Court of the 
State of New Tork, Columbia County, by direct on o£ the 

Referee, ex-Judge Samuel Edwards, in favor of the Empire 
Brick & Supply Corapany in tlie three actions brought against 
the company by Jerome Walsh and others, Two of the actions 
were voluntarily discontinued. The third, which was an action 
to compel the payment of commissions or salary alleged to be 
due to Jerorae Walsh ind vidually and as executor of the estate 
o£ Elijah A, Walsh, deceased, for •services in manufacturing 
brick by the firm of Walsh Eros. & Co., on their brick yari3s at 
Walshville, N. T., during the period from Feb. 1, 1902, until 
Aug. 1, 1902, when tbe Empire Erick & Supply Company came 
into possession of the brick under an agreement dated June 30, 
1902. 

The Referee, after examining all documents and liearlng the 
proofs and allegations of the parties, lound as follows; "The

Empire Brîck & Snpply Company did not become liable to the 
firm of Walsh Bros. & Co. £or commissions on the brick trans-
ferred by said firm to the said corporation under the agreement o£ 
June 30, 1902, nor is any member o£ said firm entitled to com-
missions on said brick." 

The settlement o£ the judgmont, wliich was for costs, in the 
action above referred to, ends a long and îll-advised controversy 
and fully -sustains the íudgment of the of cers of the Empire 
Brick & Súpply Company in construing the duties and obliga-
tions imposed by the agreement, w-hich was made between tlie 
various parties, prel minary to the incorporation and organîza-
tion of the company. 

The decision in this case has also permitted the rendering of 
a verdict by tlie sarae Referee in the accounting action between 
the partners, setthng their interests in the firra o£ Walsh Bros. 
& Co., whicb firm was composed of Jerome Walsh, Elij'ah A, 
Walsh and Robert Main, wlio were equal partners.

Poiiits on tlie Material Mai'ket. 

Look'ing for lower pricés, iron erectors are taidng tlieir time 
in putt ng through contracts for structural steel. 

Demand for sheet zinc has slackened up soraewliat and prices 
have been reduced to .t!S,35 per 100 pounds f. o. b. smelter, with 
S per cent. discount. 

Tbe raarket for tin plates holds strong under a heavy demand 
for all positions. Mills are working to capacity and have suffl-
cient business on their books to keep them busy for some time. 

Erick sales are a good indication of tho amount of building 
in hand, and more bricks are being laid than in any previous 
M*eek this season. And the indieations are for increasing busi-
ness. 

Material raarkets on the whole bave been reasonably favorable 
to builders this season, as prices and terms go in bumper tiraes. 
Thougii lumber is no lower, most other fundamentals are 
easier in théir prlce schedules than was expected, 

Weakness stiU continues the keynote of the copper situation 
in tbis market. The large accumulations of the nietal in the 
hands of the large selling agencies and the falling off in the 
demand fôr finished products has caused consuraers to hold off 
buying. It is reported that the large selling agencies' sales are 
still far below the current production and that very little of the 
accumulation of the past three raonths has been disposed of. 

Cement has run a course sraooth and even this season, and 
fluctuations and incidents have heen few. A great quantity of 
material is golng out, probably more than last year, but, not-
wîthstaivding, there is a feeling of dissatisfaction among the 
manufacturers. The market is not eating into product as 
swiftly as they would like, but for the fa l a larger consumption 
is promised. Mr. Corbett, of tbe Alsen works, says the cement 
market is in a state where it may be considered in éither good 
or contrary form, according as the individual feels, but for the 
fall he is very optimistic. 

Ninety-four cargoes of Hudson River brick (not counting ar-
rivals by sail) were distributed over Greater New Tork for 
the week ending July 27, the largest week's work of the season. 
The demand is now taking up shipments as fast as they arrive, 
and shipments from the works are being made to the limit of 
production. Here in the city, President Hammond, of the Manu-
facturers' Assoclation, says, distribution is in the usual pro-
portion as between the various boroughs, and also as between 
the east and west sides of Manhattan, Material is being dis-
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t r ibuted all over Erooklyn, from Coney Is land to Astor ia ; but 
Brooklyn builders are not uti l izing a quan t i ty any larger t h a n 
the normal proportion for the borough. The Bronx is t ak ing 
cargoes enough to îndicate a decided revival of building in t h a t 
borough. Nowhere is there any congestion of boats to indicate 
a n over-supply in í h a t qua r t e r or any th ing else t h a n an even 
and expeditious distr ibution of mater ial , which ' i n most in -
s tances goes direct from boa t to buiiding.

I t will has t en in 
every way Ihe const ruct ion of t he new At lan t ic City, and wili 
m a k e alt those interested in the project l iurry the completion 
of tbe i r p lans for the accommodat ion of the t housands who will 
th rong to Long Eeacb next summer. By next spring, water , 
gas and sewers will be installed. electric conduits will be laid, 
and the s t reets , boulevards and sidewalks will be constructed. 
The cont rac t to dredge the eleven mile channel 1,000 feet wide 
aud 12 feet deep a t low wate r mark . extending be tween the 
island and the mainland. b a s been awarded t o ' tlie At lan t ic 
Gtilf and Pacific Dredging Company.
