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I THREE-SEVENTY-FIVE PARK AVENUE I 
I A Fine Example of the Best Modern Practice in Plan and Construe- I 
I tion—Best Materials Preferred Because of Economy of Maintenance. | 

T H R E E years ago Park avenue, from 
4Sth street nor th to 56th street, was 

a district of tenements and factories and 
endless railroad tracks. T h e announced 
decision of the New York Central to 
cover over the t racks, which lie below 
the s t reet level, and the final acceptance 
by the city of the railroad company 's 
plan to make a parkway in the center of 
the avenue, made p roper ty owners and 
builders see the possibilities for real es­
tate development and the probabil i ty of 
the avenue in this section becoming the 
finest residential ave­
nue for a p a r t m e n t 
houses in New York. 

Pa rk avenue is 200 
feet wide, is only 
equalled in width by 
upper Broadway, and is 
without the t remendous 
disadvantage of Broad­
way's surface cars and 
immense traffic. 

Acquir ing the Site. 
The Montana Con­

struct ion Company pur­
chased the Steinway 
Piano factory on Park 
avenue, between 52d 
and SSd streets , a plot 
on the block nor th of 
this, and also two plots 
in S3d street, besides 
two plots on 52d street , 
the total purchase ag­
grega t ing approx imate ­
ly twenty- two city lots. 

T h e company pro­
ceeded at once to im­
prove the small plot on 
Park avenue nor th of 
S3d street , known as 
No. 383 Pa rk avenue, 
with a fine twelve-story 
building, and in May, 
1912, began the con­
s t ruct ion of No. 375 
P a r k a v e n u e , now 
the completed "Mon­
tana." 

In planning this great s t ructure , cov­
ering nearly sixteen city lots, with a 
200-foot frontage on Pa rk avenue, the 
owners decided that comparat ively small 
apa r tments varying from eight to twelve 
rooms, each with three and four baths, 
would be the proper size suites to a t t rac t 
the grea tes t number of desirable tenants . 
Each apa r tmen t was planned with two 
maids ' rooms, a maids ' d ining-room and 
a kitchen, whether the total number of 
rooms of the suite was eight or twelve. 

Messrs . Rouse & Goldstone, archi­
tects, developed the plan and the archi­
tectural features embodying it, and the 
completed building is undoubtedly with­
out its equal in many respects. I t s front 
is massive and imposing, with a l ime­
stone base three stories high, and R o ­

man brick and ter ra cot ta cornices rising 
above. T h e design is in the style of the 
I tahan Renaissance, and is simple vvith 
little ornamenta t ion . 

A Driveway into the Building. 

The main entrance to the building is 
through a driveway on Park avenue, en­
abling motors and other vehicles to 
drive directly into the building, and have 
their passengers alight under shelter, 
and thereafter drive out again. T h e r e 
is space for three or four motor cars

to wait for their passengers , and the 
chauffeurs are provided with wai t ing-
rooms on either side of the court . 

On enter ing the hall, one is s t ruck 
with its immensi ty and simplicity. T h e 
main entrance corr idor is 25 feet wide, 
and 150 feet long. T h e walls cont inue 
to the ceiling in a series of arches in 
unbroken lines of caen stone, absolutely 
without ornamenta t ion , and the effect is 
most unusual and at t ract ive. 

An Imposing Decorative Effect 
The large central foyer, or the hall 

opening from this main corr idor , is done 
in plaster relief, in the style of the Louis 
X V I . period, and adds an imposing dec­
orative eflfect to the simply designed cor­
ridors. 

Accesssible from the entrance hall­

ways are five passenger elevators, each in 
different wings of the building, four 
serving two apar tments each and one 
serving one apar tmen t only. The re are 
four service elevators in addition, two 
of which are in par ty shafts and supply 
five apar tments . 

There are nine apa r tmen t s on each 
floor, all of them provided with four 
rooms in the service port ion, one spa­
cious l iving-room, a dining-room, and 
either two, three, four or five bedrooms. 
T h e apar tments with eleven and twelve 

rooms have a large 
drawing or reception 
room in addition to 
the l iving-room, and 
the twelve-room apar t ­
ments have a l ibrary. 

There are two master 
baths in all apar tments , 
and three in apar tments 
witli four or more bed­
rooms. One of the 
maids ' bedrooms in all 
l)Ut the smallest apar t ­
ments is unusually 
large and will accom­
modate two maids. 

Plenty of Closets. 
Every bedroom has 

two closets in it. Every 
kitchen has two closets, 
and some of them have 
three. Every pan t ry 
has a closet, some have 
two, and some have 
three closets. The re are 
large dressers in the 
kitchens and pantr ies , 
dififerently a r r a n g e d 
from the usual type of 
dresser. The re is a 
china closet or cabinet 
in every pantry, with 
removable shelves. A t 
least one of the hall 
closets is shelved for 
linen. The re is a 
special c ab i n e t to 
hold liroom and car-

the kitchen of every pet sweepers 
apar tment . 

Attractive Kitchens. 
T h e kitchen sinks are 36 inches long, 

and the ranges have eight hole tops, 
two ovens, a broiler, plate warmer and 
large hood connected directly to a ven­
t i lat ing flue. The pantr ies have s team 
heated plate warmers . 

T h e walls and floors around kitchen 
and pant ry p lumbing fixtures are cov­
ered with either tile or marble. 

T h e refr igerators are porcelain fin­
ished inside and out, and are supplied 
with artificial refrigeration. 

Master ba th rooms have recessed por­
celain tubs, let into the tile walls and 
floors, making the spaces around them 
absolutely sani tary. 
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There are no center lighting fixtures 
in master chambers, living-rooms or 
dining-rooms, there being from two to 
six side brackets in each of these rooms. 
All of the master chambers have dress­
er lights with silk shades; all hall lights 
and ceiling lights are operated by two-
way switches. Most of the closets have 
electric lights in them. 

The Modern Way of Lighting. 
The floors in all living-rooms, dining-

rooms, drawing-rooms and foyers are of 
clear quartered white oak, laid in her­
ringbone pattern. 

The windows are abundant and unu­
sually lar.ije; the living-rooms in the 
larger suites have four windows, and 
only a few have less than three. All 
of the windows are protected by metal 
weather strips, making the windows 
draftless and noiseless. 

In a Class by Itself. 
The thing, however, which puts this 

building in a class by itself is the pub­
lic features attached to it. 

On the top, or thirteenth floor, there 
are fifty maids' rooms and fifteen bath­
rooms, so that the tenants may have am­
ple additional accommodation and com­
fort for their maids, butlers, etc. There 
are fifty-two individual laundries, each 
fuliy equipped so that the one hundred 
and five tenants may have the use of 
the laundry for half of each week. 

Entered only through the main en­
trance hall is a large restaurant or grill­

room, with a completely equipped model 
kitchen, run for the benefit of the ten­
ants and their guests, so that the com­
fort of hotel living may be obtained by 
those desiring it, and the vexing prob­
lem of service and servants solved, when 
occasion demands. The grillroom, 
45x60 ft., done in French grey and with 
Adam decorative treatment and with a 
beautiful parquet floor and ladies' and 
gentlemen's rooms adjoining, is espe­
cially well adapted for large dances and 
dinners and may be leased by the ten­
ants for this purpose. 

On 52nd and 53rd streets, there are 
private entrances to the main entrance 
hall for the use of tenants only. Adjoin­
ing is the barber shop, manicure parlor 
and a number of guest chambers, fully 
furnished, which may be leased by the 
tenants by the day, week or month, for 
for the use of their guests, or when 
emergency demands. 

A Valet When You Want Him. 
A valet in a large, well equipped room 

is at the constant disposal of the ten­
ants. 

Adjoining the main dining-room is a 
small room in which meals are served 
to the employees of tenants, including 
their chauffeurs, etc. Adjoining the 
main entrance hall is a ladies' writing-
room, and a telephone room pay station 
and switchboard, connecting all parts of 
the house with an interior intercom­
municating system, so that each tenant 

may talk directly with the management 
or any other portion of the building de­
sired, including direct communication 
with maids' rooms and laundries on the 
top floor or to the restaurant. 

The New York Telephone Company's 
service is direct to the tenants and th? 
management has nothing to do with this 
service. 

Everything at Hand. 

On one side of thc main entrance is 
a shop where cut flowers may be ob­
tained, taxicabs ordered and the daily 
papers and magazines purchased. On 
the other side is a concierge's and pa­
trolman's room. 

The building is completely equipped 
with a watchman's time detector's sys­
tem and connected throughout by au­
tomatic fire alarm signals with the fire 
department, and is patrolled day and 
night by a uniformed fireman under the 
direction of the Croker Fire Prevention 
Bureau. 

There is a large apartment in the 
mezzanine floor occupied by the super­
intendent and another apartment for the 
chief engineer. There are four separate 
locker rooms for the use of the house 
employees, which total about sixty, with 
lavatories, showers, etc., attached. 

Each tenant is provided with a large 
individual store room in the basement 
divided up in sections of twenty each 
with fire walls and fire doors separating 
each section. Tlie individual store 
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rooms in each section are subdivided by 
wire part i t ions and doors . 

This Is How It Was Built. 
These items recounted above are of 

interest as showing the very latest 
equipment and installations provided in 
the modern apa r tmen t house; but the 
thing which must appeal to proper ty 
owners and real es ta te men most of all 
about this building is the manner in 
wdiich it has been built and the details 
of its equipment from the s tandpoint of 
the owner. All of the things already 
spoken of have to do with the comfort of 
the tenants and tend to increase the 
rcntabili ty and desirability of the apar t -
nientJ. 

The problem which the owners of 
this building have tried to solve, how­
ever, has been to provide all of this 
equipment and comfort in such a man­
ner as to make the ex­
pense of maintenance and 
repair a minimum for 
themselves. 

Even a cursory examin­
ation by the inexperienced 
indicates tha t the building 
is unusually well con­
structed, but it is more 
than that. I t has been 
economically constructed 
from the owners ' s tand­
point. 

Built to Endure. 
The entire exter ior of 

the building is finished in 
light face brick, which 
will never have to be 
painted. T h e entire roof 
is tiled and will wi ths tand 
all the wear that can be 
put upon it. All of the 
exterior metal work, in­
cluding flashings, roof 
sheathing, skylights, win­
dows, sash and frames, are 
of copper and require no 
paint and are never affect­
ed by the elements . The 
few exposed ornamenta l 
iron balconies and railings 
were specially primed and 
painted to prevent disin­
tegrat ion by rust. 

T h r o u g h o u t the public 
port ions of the building 
the greates t care has been 
taken to use only those 
materials which will last 
and which will require the 
least amount of upl<eep. 
No Wear and Tear Here. 

The floors in all stair 
halls and th roughout the laundries and 
servants ' halls in the pent house are of 
red quarry tile, the best wear ing fioor 
material known. The walls in all ser­
vants ' por t ions th roughou t are wains­
coted with cement 7 feet high and 
painted and enamelled dark gray. These 
walls cannot be broken with ordinary 
usage, nor defaced with wri t ing. 

T h e service elevator and apa r tmen t 
doors are iron covered, painted dark 
brown with black escutcheons to pre­
vent the soil of usage showing too 
quickly. T h e passenger elevators and 
entrance doors are of steel, finished in 
dark mahogany or walnut. 

No Wood in the Basement . 
It is in llie basement, however, wTiere 

the most unusual efforts have been made 
to prevent wear and tear. T h e floors 
are of granoli thic cement, the walls of 
light face brick, and the doors, window 
frames and sash all metal covered. 
There is not a single piece of wood in 
the basement nor a plastered wall. T h e 
only things requir ing paint ing in this 
immense basement area, covering the 
entire 37,000 square feet, and which is 
the port ion of tlie building that must 

wi ths tand the hardest kind of wear, are 
the doors and the iron stair railings, and 
an occasional whi tewashing of the ceil­
ing of the boiler-room or coal-room. 

The coal supply room is 110 feet 
long, 20 feet wide and 20 feet deep, and 
will hold nearly one thousand tons of 
coal. This makes it possible to buy coal 
by the barge load and get the lowest 
price and most economical handling. 

The Power Plant. ' 
T h e r e , are four boilers, any two ot 

which will heat the building and supply 
all the necessary s team power. This 
makes it possible to have the plant al­
ways :n good condition and never over­
taxed. T h e same method is employed 
with pumps and filters and the surplus 
energy great ly minimizes the wear and 
tear. 

There are three huge incinera tors ; all

the garbage and refuse is burned by 
them, thus effecting a great saving of 
handl ing and the disagreeable feature of 
being placed on the s t reet for car t ing 
aw.ty. 

A Rear Driveway. 
There is a driveway at the rear of 

the building running between 52d and 
S3d s treets paved with wood block. 
Delivery wagons drive into the build­
ing and out again without noise and 
without loss of t ime. A special runway 
from this delivery drive makes it possi­
ble for an ash cart to drive directly into 
the boiler-room to be loaded up with 
ashes and drive out again so that two 
men are enabled thereby to do the work 
that would ordinarily require six men 
to do it the ash^s were placed in cans 
and trundled or hoisted to the street 
by the usual methods , besides accom­
plishing the desired result in a quicker 
and more sightly manner . 

Economy in Good Materials . 
In the details of the finished apar t ­

ments , in the selection of mater ials and 
their construct ion, the grea tes t care has 
been taken to use only such mater ials 
and have the work done in such a man­

ner as will call for the least possible 
future repair. 

Heating; valves, a common source of 
trouble in poorly constructed houses, 
are of the best manufacture, the plumb­
ing fittings and fixtures likewise. The re 
is not a single water-pipe buried in con­
crete. All of them run in furred down 
ceilings, free from contact with cinder 
concrete, because pipes so buried disin­
tegra te in time, with resul tant leaks and 
expense to the landlord, to say no th ing 
of discomfort for the tenants . 

Only such exposed nickeled brass pipe 
is seen in the ba th rooms as is abs.olutely 
necessary; these pipes are concealed in 
small pipe closets, adjoining ba th rooms , 
easily accessible for repair, but of rough 
lirass and requir ing no renickeling. 

T h e parquet floors are of real kiln-
c'ricd lumber and not the usual so-called 

kiln-dried lumber, which 
after a year or two shrinks 
and twists and makes it 
impossible thereafter to 
have a sightly floor with­
out taking it up and relay­
ing it. 

All of the doors are of 
genuine mahogany. 

T h e hardware th rough­
out is solid bronze, includ­
ing most of the hinges, 
and finished in dull s ta tu­
ary bronze color, which 
will never tarnish. 

The ki tchen sills in this 
building will need no refin­
ishing. They are of 
marble, not of wood. T h e 
plaster behind the sinks 
will not need a yearly 
lepaint ing. There is tile 
in the ki tchens and marble 
.n the pantr ies . 

The ba th room acces­
sories, such as towel 
rods, paper holders, glass 
shelves, etc., will not pull 
ouJ,_ every now and then, 
as they are screwed into 
lead plugs, let into the tile 
instead of wooden plugs, 
so often used. 

T h e shades will not have 
to be renewed every year, 
as the rollers are ly4 
inches thick, in place of 
the usual %-inch roller, 
and the %-inch stick which 
is so easily broken is not 
used, but instead one of 
a lmost twice the weight, 
to wdiich is a t tached twist­
ed linen cord in place of 
the usual cot ton one. 

Enameled Woodwork. 
.̂ .11 woodwork th roughout except in 

ki tchens is painted four coats of paint 
and two coats of enamel, and the enamel 
is rubbed to dull finish in the mas ter 
por t ions and is left highly glazed in the 
ba th rooms and service port ions, so that 
it may lie kept clean without mar r ing 
its looks. 

In the ki tchens thc trim is of white 
oak, finished in its. natural color, but all 
the dresser tops and dra inboards are of 
white ash dipped in boiled oil and will 
need no yearly refinishing and revar-
nishing. W a s h tub covers are likewise 
of white ash made up of small pieces, 
bolted together with long brass bolts. 

The Product of Exper t s . 
There are innumerable o ther features 

which are not apparent to the eye, ex­
cept to those acquainted with the tech­
nical features of construct ion, which are 
carried out to make the building un­
usually good in its construct ion and 
equipment, but the i tems given are suffi­
cient to show the average proper ty own­
er and real estate agent that the cost 
of the upkeep will be at a minimum. 

T h e shor ts ighted policy of builders 
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in e r e c t i n g s t r u c t u r e s t h a t 
a r e s o p o o r l y b u i l t a n d 
e q u i p p e d , a n d p a r t i c u l a r l y 
s o p o o r l y finished in t h e i r 
s m a l I d e t a i l s , h a s b e e n of­
t e n c o n d e m n e d . R e a l e s ­
t a t e b r o k e r s w h o mana , t ;c 
a p a r t m e n t h o u s e s know-
o n l y t o o w e l l h o w difficult 
i t is t o k e e p r e p a i r b i l l s 
d o w n , a n d h o w d i s s a t i s f i e d 
i n v e s ' t o r s b e c o m e a t t h e 
p o o r n e t r e t u r n s , w h i c h 
a r e d u e , n o t t o t h e l a c k of 
g r o s s i n c o m e , b u t t o t h e 
t r e m e n d o u s c o s t of u p ­
k e e p .

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FAVOR BUILDING RESTRICTIONS 

Only Trade Unions Opposed—Various Views 

as to Method, and Degree of Limiting Height.

T h e Heigh t s of Buildings Commission, 
appointed in pursuance of a resolution 
introduced in the Board of Es t imate and 
Appor t ionment by George McAneny, 
President of the Borough of Manha t tan , 
held conferences dur ing the mon ths of 
June, July and September with exper ts 
and representat ives of a wide variety of 
organizat ions and individuals, in an at­
tempt to obtain the best information 
possible of the s ta te of the public mind 
towards the proposed l imitat ion of the 
heights of buildings. 

Out of 44 persons who gave their 
opinions in this period only three were 
opposed to height limitation. 

Fol lowing is a part ial list of the men 
who conferred with the commission and 
their opinions, reduced to a few w o r d s : 

E rnes t Flagg, of the New York Chap­
ter, American Ins t i tu te of Architects—-
Recommends a general level of height 
for all buildings equal to about once 
the width of the s treet on which the 
building faces, wi thout o ther res tr ic­
tions as to area than that the least hori­
zontal dimensions of any cour t or area 
left vacant for light equal a certain p ro ­
port ion, say one- tenth of the height of 
the wall or walls to which it belongs. 

Electus D. Litchfield, of the New York 
Chapter , American Ins t i tu te of Arch i ­
tec t s—Recommended not a limit of 
height, but of volume. 

Will iam P. Bannister , of the Brook­
lyn Chapter , American Ins t i tu te of Ar­
chitects, indorsed E rnes t F lagg ' s recom­
mendat ions and advised the adopt ion of 
a law similar to that of the English law 
of ancient l ights. 

H e n r y At te rbury Smith, of the New 
Y'ork Chapter of the American Ins t i tu te 
of Archi tects , would lower the height 
of fireproof t enements and make it easier 
to construct fireproof buildings. 

Richard Deeves, builder, would limit 
the height of most buildings to ISO feet. 

Prof. I ra H. Woolson , Nat ional Board 
of Fi re L'nderwriters—All non-fireproof 
buildings should be no higher than can 
be reached by a fire s t ream from the 
street . Favored a limitation of from 
125 to 150 feet. 

Will iam E. Ha rmon , real es ta te oper­
ator, recommended not a flat l imitation, 
but a pyramidal l imitation with modifi­
cations to meet the difference in the 
s trategic importance of different loca­
tions. 

Joel S. de Selding, of Real Es t a t e 
Board of Brokers of New Y'ork, favored 
a tower limitation, but a tower set back 
from the s treet line. 

Simon Brentano, of the Fifth Avenue 
Association, favored l imitation and said 
that in factories it is not practicable in 
a tall building to have enough exits to 
let out all occupants at once in case of 
fire. 

A. W. Brunner , chairman uf the Fifth 
Avenue Commission, favored a limit of 
125 feet. 

Rober t Grier Cooke, president, and 
Bruce M. Falconer, counsel for the Fifth 
Avenue Association, speaking for Fifth 
avenue, favored a cornice line not over 
100 feet above the curb, with perhaps 
two more stories in the roof, br inging 
the total height to 125 feet. 

Benjamin C. Marsh, of the New York 
Congest ion Commit tee , favored limita­
tion, but thought the height should be 

regulated with reference to the land 
value and the s ta te of development and 
according to the kind of building. 

Raymond V. Ingersol l , chai rman of 
the New York Congest ion Commit tee , 
favored limitation. 

Miss Emily N. Dinwiddle, of the 
Neighborhood W o r k e r s ' Associa t ion: 
All t enements should be liinited to four 
stories. 

R. P . Bolton, building etfictency ex­
pert , favored limitation. He would 
prohibi t a building from having more 
floor space than eight or ten times its 
lot area. 

Roswell D. Tompkins , secre tary of the 
United Board of Business Agen t s of the 
Building T rades of New York, opposed 
to any limitation. 

Charles Burns , secretary of the Board 
of Delegates of the Building T rades of 
Brooklyn and vicinity, opposed to any 
limitation. 

John D. Crimmins favored limitation. 
He would determine the restr ict ion by 
the width of the s t reet in front. 

Rober t W. de Fores t thought the 
grea tes t l imitat ion of height practically 
possible should be secured. 

Alfred T. Whi te , of the Brooklyn 
Bureau of Chari t ies, favored limitation 
for tenements . 

T h o m a s Has t ings aftd Will iam O. 
Ludlow, archi tects , favored limitation. 

T h e Commit tees on the Regulat ion of 
the He igh t s of Buildings and Insurance 
and Fire Regulat ions of the New York 
Beard of T r a d e and Transpo r t a t i on fav­
ored l imitation. 

Chief J o h n Kenlon of the New York 
Fire Depa r tmen t favored limitation. Be­
lieved 80 feet the ideal height from a 
fire-fighting s tandpoint . 

F . B. DeBerard , of the Indust r ia l 
Commit tee of the Merchan t s ' Associa­
tion, favored limitation. 

Rudolph P. Miller, super in tendent of 
the Depa r tmen t of Buildings of the Bor­
ough of Manha t tan , believed the proper 
height of buildings should be the s t reet 
width plus tlie amount of setback. 

Edward Boynton, president of the 
American Real Es ta t e Co., favored limi­
tation. 

Charles Brown, of Douglas Robinson 
& Co., and Charles S. Brown Co., fav­
ored limitation. 

Rober t Simon, vice-president of H e n r y 
Morgen thau Co., favored limitation. 

Rober t E. Dowling, agent for the City 
Inves t ing Co., favored limitation. 

W. M. Grove, of the Realty Associ­
ates, favored l imitation. 

Freder ick L. Ackerman, of T rowbr idge

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I PUZZLED BY T H E NEW INCOME TAX LAW 
\ 

Many Disputed Points Remain To Be Answered by the Government Regulations— 
Problems Confronting Real Es ta te and Banking Corporations—Synopsis of the Law. 

W H l Lie the regulat ions fur cullecling 
the new income tax are being await­

ed, real es ta te in teres ts are left in doubt 
as to various quest ions concerning the 
mean ing and effect of the law. In the 
brief period of time since true copies 
of the law have been available the keen­
est legal minds have been -studying it 
for the benefit of real es ta te and bank­
ing corpora t ions , both here and else­
where, with the result that there is 
much diversity of opinion. 

T h e Commiss ioner of In te rna l Rev­
enue at Wash ing ton has announced that 
the regula t ions will be available for dis­
t r ibut ion on or about November 10, and 
the blank forms to be filled out on or 
about the middle of December , at which 
t imes they may be had of Collector 
Charles W. Anderson , Cus tom House 
New York. T h e text of the law is long 
and intricate. An official analysis of it 
which has been made by Lu the r F . 
Speer, head of the Corpora t ion T a x Di­
vision, In te rna l Revenue Depa r tmen t of 
the U. S. Treasury , at Wash ing ton , fills 
a book of over one hundred pages. Even 
with this elucidation in their hands both 
lawyers and bankers disagree as to how 
the provisions of the law will be worked 
out in practise in certain cases. 

What Shall Be Repor ted . 

W h a t shall be repor ted as income and 
what are proper deductions in the case 
of real es ta te corpora t ions? W h e r e 
and h o w shall the tax be paid? Sup­
pose a real es ta te corpora t ion owns 100 
per cent, of the capital s tock of a sec­
ond corporat ion, and the second owns 
100 per cent, of the stock of a third, 
will the paren t company be taxed three 
t imes over in pass ing from one account 
to ano the r? 

An opinion expressed by the Allied 
Real Es ta t e In t e re s t s as to the amount 
of in teres t to be deducted when a real 
es ta te corpora t ion makes a re tu rn to 
the internal revenue collector has been 
challenged by former T a x Commiss ioner 
S t rasbourger , and this week he also has 
had his opinion impeached by various au­
thori t ies, with the result tha t j udgmen t 
has been suspended until the decision 
of the Government is handed down in 
the for thcoming regulat ions . 

In an interview this w-eek, Mr. S t ras ­
bourger said: 

"You inform me that a number of , 
your readers contend tha t the let ter sent 
out by the Allied Real Es ta t e In t e re s t s 
is correct because of the proviso con­
tained in ' third, ' (b ) , (G) of Section 
2 of the Income T a x Law, which after 
s ta t ing tha t the amount of interest 
which may be deducted is the amount 
paid upon an indebtedness not exceed­
ing one-half of the sum of interes t -
bear ing indebtedness and paid-up capi­
tal, further provides as fol lows: 'Tha t 
in case of indebtedness wholly secured 
by collateral the subject of sale in or­
dinary business of such corporat ion, 
joint stock company or association, the 
total in teres t secured and paid by such 
company, corpora t ion or association 
within the year on any such indebted­
ness may be deducted as a pa r t of its 
expense of doing business. ' 

"Th is provision does not, however, 
refer to the ordinary real ty company. 
It refers to a class of corpora t ions 

wliich have grown up in llie Wes te rn 
part of the country which issue their 
own securities or certificates of indebt­
edness against real estate owned by 
them and then sell these certificates. 

"An il lustration of this, we believe, in 
the Eas t is found in the case of the 
.American Real Es ta te Company. 

" In the Wes t the amoun t of these cer­
tificates which are sold are so large in 
comparison to the amount of the cap­
ital stock of the company that it would 
be unfair to restr ict them in the man­
ner in which the o ther corpora t ions are 
restr icted. 

An Official Interpretation. 
"Mr. Lu ther F . Speer, the head of the 

corporat ion ta.x division. In te rna l Rev­
enue Depa r tmen t of the Uni ted Sta tes 
Treasury , in his analysis of the Income 
Tax Law, has this to say about this pro­
vision: 

"Thereare other corporations engaged in loan­
ing money in newly developed sections of the 
country which act practically as factors but 
which appear as principals. These corpora­
tions secure money on their own securities and 
take the securities of their own customers or 
borrowers. Their capital stock is insignificant 
when compared with the volume of their trans­
actions, but under the special excise tax on cor­
porations they were allowed deductions as in­
terest payments only the amount of interest 
actually paid on an amount of their indebted­
ness not in excess of the amount of their capi­
tal stock outstanding at the close of the year. 
They contended that their actual income was 
the difference between the amount of interest re­
ceived and the amount they paid, their business 
being to receive and pay interest. The pro­
vision of the excise tax law with respect to in­
terest payments was plain and mandatory and 
the Treasury Department had no discretion in 
the matter but necessarily held that such cor­
porations were in exactly the same position as 
any other corporation under the necessity of 
borrowing capital to carry on its business. 

"In the income tax. however. Congress has 
provided, That in case of indebtedness wholly 
secured by collateral the subject of sal; in or­
dinary business of such corporation, joint stock 
company or association, the total interest in­
curred by such companv. corporation, or asso­
ciation within the year on any indebtedness may 
be deducted as a part of its expense of doing 
business." 

" I t will thus be seen tha t this proviso 
has no application whatsoever to the 
ord inary real estate company, which, al­
though it may have a small capital 
stock, has a large mor tgage indebted­
ness. 

"Le t me also call the a t tent ion of 
your readers to the fact that under the 
present law corpora t ions are no longer 
entit led to an exemption on the first 
$5,000 of income as was the case under 
the former law. All income is now as­
sessed, no mat te r how small the 
amount . " 

Synopsis of the Law. 
T h e law provides in Pa rag raph A that 

there shall be assessed upon the entire 
net income of every citizen, a tax of 
one per cent., and a like tax assessed 
upon the net income of all p roper ty 
owned and of every business, t rade or 
profession carried on. Every person of 
lawful age having a net income of three 
thousand dollars if unmarr ied , and four 
thousand dollars if married, must make 
a true and accurate return, se t t ing forth 
specifically the gross amoun t of income 
from all separate sources. F r o m the to­
tal he may deduct certain i tems of ex­
penses and al lowances and send the re­
turn, filled out. to the collector of in­
ternal revenue for the district. An acTOi-
tional tax of one per cent, will be col­
lected upon the amount by which his 
income exceeds $20,000, and two per 

cent, upon the amoun t by which his 
total net income exceeds $75,000, and 
three per cent, upon the amoun t by 
which it exceeds $75,000 and does not 
exceed $100,000. 

Deduct ions . 
P a r a g r a p h B provides that in com­

put ing net income for the purpose of 
the normal tax there shall be allowed 
as deduct ions : First , the necessary ex­
penses actually paid in car ry ing on any 
business, not including personal , living, 
or family expenses ; second, all interest 
paid within the )'ear by a taxable person 
on indebtedness ; third, all nat ional . 
State, county, school and municipal taxes 
paid within the year, not including those 
assessed against local benefits; fourth, 
losses actually sustained dur ing the year, 
incurred in t rade or ar is ing from fires, 
s to rms , o r shipwreck, and not compen­
sated for by insurance or o the rwise ; 
fifth, debts due to the taxpayer actually 
ascer ta ined to be wor th less and charged 
off within the year ; sixth, a reasonable 
al lowance for the exhaust ion, wear and 
tear of p rope r ty ar is ing out of its use 
or emploj 'ment in the business. P r o ­
vided, that no deduct ion shall be allowed 
for any amount paid out for new build­
ings, pe rmanen t improvements , or bet­
t e rments , made to increase the value of 
any p rope r ty or es ta te ; seventh, the 
amoun t received as dividends upon the 
stock or from the net earn ings of any 
corpora t ion , jo in t s tock company, asso­
ciation, or insurance company which is 
taxable upon its net incoine; eighth, the 
am'ount of income, the tax upon which 
has been paid or withheld for payment 
at the source of the income. 

Para.graph C provides that if the per­
son making the re turn be married, and 
is living with his wife, there will be an 
exempt ion of one thousand dollars in 
addit ion to the normal exempt ion of 
three thousand. 

Pa r tne r sh ip s Exempt. 
Parag raph D provides, in effect, that 

business par tnersh ips are not required 
to make re turn, and the persons carry­
ing on business in a par tnersh ip shall 
be liable for income tax only in their 
individual capacity, as hereinbefore 
stated. 

Collections at Source. 
Parag raph E provides that all per­

sons, firms, copar tnerships , companies , 
corpora t ions , jo in t -s tock companies or 
associat ions, and insurance companies, 
in whatever capacity acting, including 
lessees or m o r t g a g o r s of real or per­
sonal p roper ty , t rus tees act ing in any 
t rus t capacity, executors , adminis t ra tors , 
agents , receivers, conserva tors , employ­
ers, and all officers and employees of 
the Uni ted Sta tes having the control , 
receipt, custodj ' , disposal or payment of 
interest , rent, salaries, wages, p remiums, 
annuit ies, compensat ion, remunera t ion , 
emoluments , or o ther fi.xed or terminable 
annual gains, profits and income of an­
o ther person, exceeding three thousand 
dollars for any taxable year, o ther than 
dividends on capital stock, or from the 
net earnings of corpora t ions and joint-
stock companies or associat ions subject 
to like tax who are required to make 
and render a re turn in behalf of an­
other, to the collector of his, her, or 
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its district, are authorized and required 
to deduct and wdthhold from such an­
nual gains, profits, and income such sum 
as will be sufficient to pay the normal 
tax imposed thereon by this section, 
and shall pay to the officer of the Uni ted 
States Government authorized to receive 
the same; and they are each hereby 
made personal ly liable for such tax. 

Pa rag raph F sets the penali t ies for 
violations. 

Exceptions for Corpora t ions . 
The re are certain exceptions as to or­

ganizat ions which are taxable, and these 
exceptions are agricul tural or hort icul­
tural organizat ions , mutual savings 
banks not having a capital stock repre­
sented by shares , fraternal beneficiary 
societies, o rders or associat ions opera t ­
ing under the lodge system and provid­
ing for the payment of life, sick, acci­
dent aiul o ther benefits to the members 
of such societies, orders or associations, 
and dependents of such member s ; do­
mestic building and loan associa t ions; 
and cemetery companies, organized and 
operated exclusively for the mutual bene­
fit of their member s ; and any corpora­
tion, or association, organized and 
operated exclusively for religious, char­
itable, scientific, or educational purposes . 

Must Show Income Sources. 
Mr. Speer says the re turns of cor­

porat ions must show the gross income 
derived from the business proper t ies and 
every other source and the al lowable 
deductions therefrom will de termine the 
amount of net income. Gross income 
must show the income ar is ing or accru­
ing from all sources dur ing the preced­
ing calendar or fiscal year. Such income 
is easily ascertained from the books of 
the corporat ions , because with respon­
sible corpora t ions the books are sup­
posed to represent the facts and in the 
absence of o ther and bet ter evidence 
are usually accepted as conclusive as to 
the showing of the results of the opera­
tions of such corpora t ions . 

" Income from increased proper ty 
values is a question which has here to­
fore given rise to considerable discus­
sion as to whether or not an increase 
in p roper ty values actually const i tu tes 
income. There is much of merit on both 
sides of the discussion. 

"Dividends received from other cor­
pora t ions subject to the tax must be in­
cluded in the report of income received 
and such dividends are not deductible 
in the ascer ta inment of net income. T h e 
fact that a one per cent, tax upon the 
amounts so received has been paid by 
the corporat ion from which they were 
received makes no difference in the 
t rea tment of such dividends by the cor­
porat ion receiving the same. 

Deductions from Gross Income. 
"Firs t , all the ordinary and necessary 

expenses incurred in the maintenance 
and operat ion of the business and prop­
erties of the corporat ion dur ing the year 
for which the re turn is made, including 
rentals or o ther paymen t s required to 
be made as a condition to the continued 
use or possession of proper ty . 

"Second, all losses actually sustained 
or ascertained within the year and not 
compensated by insurance or otherwise , 
including a reasonable allowance for ex­
haustion and depreciat ion of proper ty . 

"Third, interest accrued and paid with­
in the year on bonded and other indebt­
edness, to an amount of such indebted­
ness, not exceeding one-half of the 
in teres t -bear ing indebtedness and its 
paid-up capital stock ou ts tanding at the 
close of the year is deductible from 
gross income. If there be no capital 
stock, the allowable interest deduction 
is limited to the interest paid on an 
amount of indebtedness not exccedin,g 
the capital employed iu the business at 
the close of the year. 

"There are many corpora t ions having 
indebtedness great ly in excess of their 
capital stock, such excessive indebted­
ness not always ar is ing from lack of 
capital or inability to command capital 
as ordinarily understood, but oftentimes 
the nature of the business is such that 
it is preferable to carry a par t of the 
capital investment as an indebtedness . 
This is part icularly true in the handl ing 
of real estate and where the .opera tors 
transfer a por t ion of such indebtedness 
to each port ion or parcel of land as it is 
sold. 

" I t appeared desirable that tlie 
amount of interest which might be 
deductible should be limited, otherwise 
there would be no check on a close 
corporat ion to prevent it from bonding 
its p roper ty tu the extent that all its 
net income would be exhausted in thc 
payment of interest charges . In the 
special excise tax on corporat ions , there­
fore. Congress limited the interest de­
duct ions to the amount of interest actu-
allj ' paid on an amount of indebtedness 
not in excess of the amount of capital 
employed in the business at the close 
of the year. 

"The income tax extends the limita­
tion by adding to the amount of the 
capital stock outs tanding at the close 
of the year, the indebtedness outs tanding 
at the close of the year and taking one-
half of the sum of these two amounts 
as the iTieasure of the amoun t of indebt­
edness the interest payments on which 
are deductible from gross income in as­
cer taining net income. T h e result is 
that if a corporat ion has a capital stock 
of $100,000, and an indebtedness of 
$200,000. thc interest payment on $150, 
000 of its indebtedness is deduct ible; 
that is, one-half of $300,000, the sum of 
$100,000 capital stock and $200,000 in­
debtedness ." 

T h e amount deducted by corpora t ions 
having control of the profits and income 
of another person subject to tax, and 
withheld, shall be the normal tax only, 
the additional tax, if any be due, being 
paid by the person for whom the tax is 
withheld by the corporat ion and upon 
his individual re turn. 

T h e law specifically states that the 
provision requir ing the normal tax of 
individuals to be withheld at the source 
of income shall not be construed to re­
quire any of such tax to be withheld 
prior lo November 1, 1913, and no re­
turn of income not exceeding $3,000 
shall be required. 

ASTOR H O U S E F O U N D A T I O N S . 

Unusual W o r k to Be Done There—A 
Wall Ninety Feet Deep. 

The plans wliicli have been adopted 
liy the City of New York for the new 
Broadway-Lexing ton Avenue subway 
call for one section to be constructed 
along lower Broadway, turning, at ap­
proximate ly r ight angles, into Vesey 
street. On account of the nar rowness 
of Vesey street , this necessitated cut­
t ing across the southeast corner of what 
is known as the old As tor House . Ar­
rangements were made between the 
owners of this p roper ty and the city by 
means of wdiich permission has been 
granted to const ruct the subway on this 
proper ty , but in such a manner as to 
make possible the erection of a new 
Iniilding over the entire site, and with as 
little loss of room as possible. 

A wall will be const ructed just outside 
of the building line for approximately 
one hundred feet on Broadway, and one 
hundred and sixty feet on \ ' e sey street. 
Th i s wall, be ing outside the building-
line, will compensate to a certain extent 
for the loss in cellar space which the 
tubes will occupy within the building 
site. This wall will be constructed by 
the pneumat ic process, and carried to 
rock approximate ly ninety feet below 
the s t reet level. 

I t is the present intention to const ruct 
a t rench by means of three drives of 
wooden shea th ing to a distance of forty 
feet below the street , which work will 
he done in the open. T h e bo t tom of 
this t rench will be just even with the 
present water level, which has been low­
ered by eight feet, by reason of the ex­
tensive pumping in the subway work ad­
joining. After this t rench is completed 
rec tangular caissons, varying in size 
from 8x27 feet to 8x31 feet will be set 
up inside of the t rench, end to end, and 
sunk to rock. These caissons will be of 
reinforced concrete, similar in design 
to those now being const ructed at the 
Morgan Building, adjoining caissons be­
ing joined to.gether, forming a continu­
ous wall. 

One of the novel features used in tho 
design of these caissons has been the 
use of vertical slots at r ight angles to 
the long axis and ex tending from the 
roof of the work ing chamber to the top, 
to allow room for the braces support­
ing the open t rench. As the caissons 
are sunk, these slots will he gradually 
filled with concrete.

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More Buildings Soon to be Erected in New York—The Modem Ideal—The

H U W uiucli credit must be given to an 
organizat ion which has endowed this 

count ry with eight hundred useful build­
ings valued in all at $80,000,000 and con­
tr ibut ing with supplementary s t ruc tures 
to the health, happiness and housing of 
600.000 men? 

Th i s is what the Y'oung Men's Christ ian 
Associat ions of Nor th America have 
done. Stat ist ics in the headquar te r s of 
the In te rna t iona l Commit tee at 124 Eas t 
28th street , Manha t tan , show that the as­
sociations own that number of s t ruc tures 
in the United States . In placing the value 
of these holdings at $80,000,000, no th­
ing which is burdened with the smallest 
debt is included. T h e eighty million dol­
lars represents the net interest of the 
associat ions in the proper t ies . 

T h e buildings range from the ten- thou­
sand-dollar b ranch 
home in the lumber 
region of Louisiana 
to the mill ion-dollar 
edifices in the cen­
ters of such cities 
as New York, Chi­
c a g o , Phi ladelphia 
and Boston. H o w 
thoroughly the mem­
bers of the associa­
t ions appreciate the 
magnificent equip­
ment provided for 
them is demons t ra t ­
ed by the fact that 
the total member ­
ship of 600,000 sup­
plies a daily a t tend­
ance of 250,000. 

W o n d e r f u l has 
been the building 
g rowth of the associat ions. In 1880, 
their total realty holdings s tood at $2,-
000,000. T h e increase through t h e ' n e x t 
decade was at the rate of $800,000 a year. 
so that 1890 found the associat ions own­
ing buildings valued at $10,000,000. In 
the last ten years of the century, the to­
tal doubled, making a gain of $1,000,000 
a year for that period and giving the or­
ganizat ion $20,000,000 net interes t in 
s t ruc tures at the century ' s end. Five 
years afterward, the associat ions had an 
equity of $30,000,000 in Y. M. C. A. 

luiildiiigs ,ind had gained $2,U00,0UU a 
year in the interval. T h e present total , 
$80,000,000, represents a gain of $6,000,-
000 a year for eight years , the last twelve 
month ' s increase being $8,000,000. In ad­
dition, $7,000,000 is pledged to the asso­
ciations and only awai ts collection. 

Debt Reduction. 

Gratifying, too, is the showing made 
by the a lmost cont inuous reduction in 
the percentage of debt on the buildings. 
In 1890, it was 22 per cent. T e n years 
later it was 15 per cent. T h e extensive 
construct ive activity of the following 
decade raised the debt average to 18 per 
cent, in 1900, but by 1905 it had fallen 
to 12J/2 per cent., and this year it is only 
11 per cent. 

T h e city associat ions alone have 16,-

500 rooms, wdiich are let to young men, 
and which last year had 112,000 different 
occupants . Those figures, however, only 
begin to show all that the organiza­
tion does in the way of providing sleep­
ing quar te rs . The Rai l road Y. M. C. A. 
buildings have rest rooms , and these 
rooms were used for s leeping purposes 
3,000,000 times last year. Tha t was pos­
sible because the res t rooms are used 
for shor te r periods than the regular 
dormitor ies . Members of the railroad 
branches are great fellows for sna tching 
a few hours ' sleep when they get the 
chance. They dash into the association 
Iniildings. plunge into s lumber for a lit­
tle while, spr ing out of bed. thrus t 
themselves under shower baths and are 
off again in engines or cars before the 
ordinary city dweller would have time 
to do much more than par t his hair. 

New York City Buildings. 

Xew York City has a fair showing of 
Y. M. C. A. buildings. T h e largest , most 
modern and best equipped are the T w e n ­
ty-third Street Branch, at 215 W e s t 
23rd street, and the W e s t Side Branch, 
at 318 W e s t 57th street. O the r buildings 
which were built especially for the as­
sociation but which no longer are up to 
date are the Har lem Branch, 5 W e s t 
125th s t ree t ; the French Branch, at 109 
Wes t Fifty-fourth s t ree t ; the Y o u n g 
Men's Ins t i tu te , at 222 Bowery, and the 
Eas t Side Branch, at 153 Eas t E igh ty-
sixth street. 

T h e New Y''ork City . \ssociat ion also 

'_i\\iib p iupur ty made o \ c r fur thc pur­
pose in which the work of several o ther 
branches is conducted, in addit ion to 
special buildings for the Railroad and 
Army branches . Buildings are needed 
for several of the branches where the 
equipment is not up to date, and it is ex­
pected tha t some of them will be forth­
coming soon. 

The Cornelius Vanderbilt Memorial. 

W h a t may be regarded as an ideal Y. 
M. C. A. s t ruc ture is to be put up for 
the New York Central Railroad Branch. 
I t will cost $500,000, mos t of which has 
been contr ibuted by the Vanderbi l t fam­
ily for the perpetuat ion of the Cornel ius 
\ ' ande rb i l t Memorial . W a r r e n & W e t ­
more are d rawing the plans. T h e plot 
is at P a r k avenue and 49th street , with a 

frontage of 67 feet 
on the cross thor-
ooughfare and 200 
feet on the avenue A 
seven-s tory building 
will be const ructed 
on that site. I t will 
be of white brick, 
t r immed with In ­
diana l imestone. T h e 
s teelwork already is 
well under way and 
the member s of the 
branch are looking 
forward impat ient ­
ly to early posses­
sion of their new 
home. 

On the first floor 
of the New York 
Central Branch build­
ing will be a broad 

lubliy, public and pr ivate offices, a six-
table bi l l iard-room and a reading- room 
.\ res taurant sea t ing 200 persons will 
occupy the second story. Four balconies 
and read ing- rooms and a big gymnas ium 
are to fill the third floor, all of which 
can be t ransformed in a few minutes 
into an audi tor ium sea t ing 600. On the 
mezzanine floor will be sleeping quar te r s 
for fifty men, as well as ba ths and lock­
ers. In the three upper s tories will be 
184 bedrooms, each 7 by 16 feet and all

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DOES NOT SOLVE THE PROBLEM I 

How a Reduction of the Tax on Buildings Works 
in Budapest and Vienna, Where It Has Been 
Tried — Observations of an American Traveler. 

By W. R. MESSENGER. 
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TH E exper iment of reducing the tax 
rate on buildings radically below the 

rate on land is referred to on page 725 
of the October issue of the Record and 
Guide, and Pi t t sburgh and Scranton 
are credited with being the first cities in 
the United Sta tes to adopt this plan 
following the new State law of Pennsy l ­
vania. The adoption of the plan a m o n g 
the cities of Wes te rn Canada is men­
tioned, and it is also stated that the 
plan originated in Budapest , Hungary , 
where it has been in vogue for many 
years . 

I have just recently visited Budapest , 
and in company with one of the local 
officials made a somewliat careful in­
spection of building condit ions and re­
quirements , and the efforts of the Gov­
ernment to improve housing condit ions 
and reduce rents . 

T h e reduction of the tax on buildings 
below that on land, as applied in Bud­
apest and also in Vienna, to encou.-age 
the construct ion of new buildings, 
should not be confused with the gen­
eral and permanen t reduction of taxes 
on buildings below tha t on land. In 
these foreign cities the tax on build­
ings is ra ther high, being about 50 per 
cent, of the net annua! revenue. 

N e w Buildings Tax Free. 
T o encourage the removal of old 

buildings and the construct ion of new, 
and also new construct ion on vacant 
property , the tax on new buildings is 
entirely removed for the first ten or 
twelve years , and a propor t iona te per­
iod of freedom from taxes is allowed for 
impor tan t improvements on old build­
ings. In Vienna, for instance, this pol­
icy is credited with providing the tene­
ment house sections of the poores t dis­
tricts with the modern buildings which 
it now enjoys and which are a marked 
improvement over the buildings of sim­
ilar districts in other cities I have vis­
ited, both in the LTnited States and 
abroad. 

However , my investigation failed to 
convince me that the plan in Budapest 
has provided the people with the char­
acter of apa r tmen t s or private dwellings 
or suburban cotta.ges they desire, and 
at the rentals they demand. This is 
shown from the fact that both the city 
of Budapest and the Hungar ian govern­
ment have under taken to improve the 
housing condit ions by the construct ion 
of homes at reasonable rentals . 

I visited the development under taken 
by the Hungar ian government , which is 
of the garden city type, situated in the 
suburbs of Budapest on the south side 
of the city. This development includes 
several hundred detached houses of one 
and two stories, accommodat ing from 
two to six families with two to three 
rooms each. 

I also visited the inunicipal apa r tmen t 
house buildings provided by the city of 
Budapest, which are designed for mid­
dle-class families, and where fhe pre­
vailing rentals are claimed to be from 
.30 per cent, to 40 per cent, lower than 
the rentals for similar a p i r t m e n t s under 
private management . With in tlie city 
on the nor th side, the municipal gov­
ernment has also provided a cheaper 
type of houses for working people. 
They are one-s tory cont inuous con-
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struction, with two or three rooms for 
each family. 

Rents Too High. 
The art is ts of Budapest, in spite of 

the special ta.x concessions on new 
buildings, found the rents so high that 
they went to the city authori t ies and 
asked the city to provide a special 
municipal development of a superior 
type of detached houses, especially for 
art is ts , which the city did, and which 
are very at tract ive. 

In addition to these, there is a munic­
ipal lodging house where beds can be 
secured for from 10 cents to 20 cents 
per night, and meals at propor t iona te 
rates, and this institution is admirably 
designed and conducted. 

The necessity for governmenta l and 
municipal construct ion and management 
of apa r tmen t s and dwellings and lodg­
ing houses, both in the city and in the 
suburbs for different classes of people, 
would tend to show that a readjus tment 
of the tax rate has not solved the hous­
ing problem. It might also be noted 
that under the governmenta l and mu­
nicipal developments , t enants arc not 
permit ted to purchase their homes, but 
must cont inue to be tenants and rent -
payers . 

It should also be remembered that 
Budapest is favorably situated on both 
banks of the Danube, which is only 
about 1,000 feet wide at that point, and 
is spanned by six bridges, so tha t the 
city may and to some extent has ex­
tended in all directions, having a pop­
ulation at present of about 1,000,000. 

The Transit Question, 

Budapest is very progressive and now 
contempla tes the construct ion of a 
nor th and south subway parallel ing the 
river on the left bank, in order to make 
suburban life more convenient and at­
tractive. This question of t ransi t in the 
last analysis appears to be one of t h ; 
most impor tan t questions in the solu­
tion of the housing problem. I know 
of no city, either in America or Europe , 
where a million or more people, either 
by choice or necessity, desire or are 
obliged to live and work and play in a 
restr icted area, have found satisfactory 
living condit ions. 

The Hungar ian government , through 
the Minister of Commerce, represented 
by Dr. Bar tho lomew Nemenyi, of Bud­
apest, is at present s tudying tenement 
house and housing condit ions in the 
United States. Dr. Nemenyi has just 
completed several weeks ' s tudy of con­
ditions in New York, which he states 
are superior to those of any European 
city.

Every owner or 
agent is seeking an answer to the ques­
tion, and none that is infallible can be 
given. But there are inducements that 
can be offered to make the apartments 
rent more readily, and at least one own­
er in a large Eastern city seems to have 
hit upon an idea that has proved profit­
able. 

Its simplicity, perhaps, is its most sal­
ient feature. Know-ing that in most in­
stances the apartments are inspected and 
rented and to a greater degree lived in 
by the women, and knowing also that 
there has in the past few years been a 
craze for trading stamps, this owner of­
fered a given number of these stamps to 
every new tenant who leased an apart­
ment and likewise a number w-ith each 
month's rent paid when due. Warfield 
Webb tells about it in the National Real­
ty Journal of Chicago. 

Now as this was an inducement that 
carried actual money value, both at the 
time of renting the apartment and each 
month thereafter when the rent was 
paid promptly, it appealed to the people 
of that city and there was an imme­
diate noticeable increase in the number 
of tenants and a like increase in the 
prompt payment of monthly rentals. The 
amount of loss sustained by the owner 
was so small, compared to the increased 
occupancy of his apartments and to the 
ease with which collections were made, 
that it proved to be a source of" revenue 
instead of loss. 

The average human being will readily 
grasp at an offer that is made whereby 
he can receive something for nothing. 
The giving of one or more month's rent, 
as has been customary with many for 
years, does not have the same effect as 
a reduction made in each month's rent 
in the shape of rebates. The amount 
may not be as great, and still there is a 
decided difference in the mind of the 
average renter. He feels that he has 
gained more than several months' rent 
will actually amount to if he is given a 
rebate each month. 

To Facilitate Collections. 
The trading stamp idea is only one of 

many similar schemes that could be 
worked in order to make the apartment 
more attractive and to induce prompt 
payment of rent. It is a phase of human 
nature that a prize will frequently be 
more highly valued than a money offer. 
It might also be well to offer a discount 
to the tenant to pay within a day or so 
of the date on which the rent is due. 
This would make it an inducement to 
keep the tenants prompt payers. If the 
lighting and heating companies and the 
merchants can offer a discount in a given 
time for payment of accounts, why could 
it not be done with the landlord? 

There are many persons who consider 
it an injustice to ask the payment of rent 
in advance. They feel that in this way 
there is a risk being run that might in­
volve them should anything happen to 

the building during their occupancy. 
Still, if an inducement in the way of a 
discount was offered for a payment of 
the rent within a few days after it was 
due, it would go far toward acting as a 
stimulant and would many times be thc 
means of making rent money very 
prompt in coming to the owner. 

Fire Insurance Free. 

In connection with offers for the ten­
ant there is also the idea of offering fire 
insurance on the household effects up to 
a given amount and for a given time, 
free to the tenant who leased an apart­
ment. This would be in the nature of a 
practical .gift and a protection that no 
one would refuse. It would be an in­
ducement to the tenant who was partic­
ular and would also make him feel more 
readily disposed to pay his rent in ad­
vance.

A NEW YORK ASSOCIATION. 

What It Costs Per Square Foot for the 
Upkeep of Skyscrapers. 

The cost per square foot of rentable 
area for the upkeep of skyscraper ofiice 
buildings no doubt varies greatly in New-
York. A table recently'prepared by C. T. 
Coley, the operatin.g manager of the New-
Equitable, has inspired Vice-President 
Mortimer of the U. S. Realty and Im­
provement Company to prepare a table 
for the Real Estate Magazine showing 
average results in some of the first-class 
buildings of New Y'ork, as he has found 
them, covering a period of five years:

A Sinking Fund for Every Building. 
"The investor rarely looks upon real 

estate scientifically," said an agent. "He 
buys usually through a broker, and 
doesn't know what he is doing. There 
a'-e agents who sell property who look 
chiefly for a big commission. The in­
vestor ought to be told that a house 
should provide a sinking fund which 
should be set aside-for repairs and im­
provements il the case of every building 
vielding over 8 per cent. Old structures 
once in so often need new floors, roofs. 
heating apparatus, and so ph. Brokers 
try sometimes to get results • in com­
missions too quickly, and this practice 
has led to much disappointment." 

Building Managers Take Steps to Organ­
ize—A Committee on Plan and Scope. 
Steps were taken this week to or­

ganize an association of building man­
agers in this city. In response to in­
vitations a number of downtown build­
in.g managers met at the office of B. E. 
Martin, in the St. Paul Building, on 
Tuesday. It was resolved to organize 
the New York Building Mana.gers' .As­
sociation, and a committee was appoint­
ed by the chairman. Mr. Martin, to re­
port next Tuesday on plan and scope. 

The committee consists of Mr. Mar­
tin, C. H. Burdette of the New York 
Title Insurance Company, W. H. Class 
of Geo. R. Read & Co., C. H. Leasen-
feld of the United States Realty and 
Improvement Company and A. J. Bleek­
er of the Singer Building, all of whom 
were present at the meeting. 

The objects and purposes of the as­
sociation will be stated by the commit­
tee in its report, but from the drift of 
the discussion it is inferred that the 
protection of owners from loss through 
delinquent rentpayers, from concerns 
that have in other respects failed to live 
up to their obligations, and from em­
ployees who have proved untrustworthy 
will be provided for. 

It is not the aim of the association to 
be the benefactor of any particular sec­
tion. Intt of the wdiole city. 

-\ central headquarters is to be main­
tained and there will be in the oflfice, 
records and information available to the 

-members. Points in office management 
also W'ill be exchanged with the idea of 
keeping the buildings under the direc­
tion of members of the association up 
to the highest standard of efficiency. 
The local association will affiliate with 
the National .Association of Building 
Managers and Owners. Similar local 
associations are flourishing in other 
large cities. 

What Compliance Means in Many Cases. 
J. Edgar Leaycraft, of 30 East 42d 

street, says that compliance with the new 
regulation of the State Industrial Board, 
for the construction of stairway parti­
tions means a hardship in many cases 
and involves a large expenditure of 
money where the income from the 
property will hardly justify the outlay. 

"It is a well known fact," said Mr. 
Leaycraft, "that in the lower part of the 
city there are buildings that in former 
years were occupied as private dwellings, 
and the incoming of business has driven 
away the former residents, and the prem­
ises could not be rented for dwelling-
house purposes and, therefore, had to be 
rented for such lines of business as 
would create a revenue, although in 
many cases, not adequate to the value of 
the land. 

"In all such instances, the owners have 
"complied with the requirements in the 
erection of fire-escapes and other pre­
cautions, and any considerable require­
ment or expeiise at this time would be 
a very serious hardship. In most of 
the cases referred to above the estates 
are not able to improve the property by 
the erection of modern and up to date 
buildings."

Novelties, New Applications of Familiar De\'ices

A Novelty in Kitchen Lighting. 
ERE is something that Canadian 
apartment and home builders are 

finding popular. It 
is a kitchen pendant 
with a sliding can­
opy that is more 
rigid than the com­
mon pendant and 
has an independent 
connection for at­
taching the gas iron 
tubing. U s u a l l y 
when the house­
holder uses the gas 
iron she attaches 
the pipe to the gas 
stove cock, thus 
preventing the use 
of a large part of 
the passage room in 
the kitchen. In the 
pendant designed by 
the Consumers' Gas 
Company of Toron­
to, Can., the tube is 
permitted to fall 
directly over the 
ironing-board, and 
the full floor-room 
is retained without 
danger of children 

or others running into the gas supply 
pipe. 

Quicklime to Thaw Ground. 

S OMETIME this winter when the 
ground is frozen and it becomes 

necessary to dig down to a broken pipe 
in the street, it may mean several extra 
dollars in your pocket if you happen to 
know that C. P. Chase, an Iowa en­
gineer, described before the last annual 
meeting of the Iowa Engineering So­
ciety how he solved the ground-thawing 
problem by the use of lime. He had a 
job out in West Liberty, la., to lay 
sewer pipe and he found that digging 
into the frozen ground was eating heav­
ily into profits. So he tried an experi­
ment and made money by it. He spread 
the lime over the frozen ground, cover­
ing the width of the trench to be opened, 
and then turned the water on it. As the 
ground thawed it permitted the hot 
water and lime to soak down in, and in 
a remarkably short time he had his 
ground in shape to work. 

A Positive Boiler Lighter. 
• I • HOSE who have trouble in starting 
A fires in boilers will be interested in 

knowing that the American-LaFrance 
Engine Company, 149 Broadway, is put­
ting on the market a torch that cannot 
be blown out and cannot be extinguished 
by rain. In fact, it actually will burn 
under water. They are ignited like a 
match and project the flame to the 
objective point like water from a hose. 

Saving Life via Buckets. 

H ERE is a distinct novelty in fire-
escapes. It is a folding bucket 

that may be used for a footstool when 
not required for life-saving purposes. 
In appearance it resembles a covered ash 
can, except that it is made of sterner 
stuff and is more agreeable to the as-
thetic sense of its owner. 

It consists of steel circles and chains 
covered with sail canvas. A steel rib­
bed helmet protects the occupant from 
flames and falling debris. It is light, 
collapsible and is easily handled. The 
rope and canvas are chemically treated 

to protect them from fire during use. 
In operation the child, invalid, or 

aged person steps into the collapsed 
bucket. It is then pulled up over his 
head and closed. Two knobs are affixed 
to the window-sill and when the bucket 
is ready to be lowered a twist is taken 
about the knobs by someone still in the 
room or by the occupant of the bucket 
himself, and the lowering process be­
gins. 

The device is manufactured by D. W. 
Diggs, of 601 West 26th street, who also 
manufactures a chain folding ladder 
which has the advantage of being fire­
proof when thrown from a high window 
over those below that are belching forth 
smoke and fire. 

No Tacks Required. 

T ACKS in a draughting board are a 
nuisance. "Why use them at all?" 

asked Albert A. Dowd, of Bridgeport, 
Connecticut, one day. Straightway he 
proceeded to devise a board that would 
eliminate their use and here it is. 

It is an entirely new idea in the way 
of a drawing or sketching board. It was 
designed for the use of estimators, en­
gineers, chief draughtsmen and con­
tractors. It offers no obstruction of any 
kind to the free use of the T-square or 
angles. In fact, no T-square is needed 
on this board, as the mahogany straight­
edge along the left hand side is trued up 
on its inner side, so that a large triangle 
can be placed against it and used in place 

of the T-square. Space is provided to 
accommodate a fifty-yard roll of paper 
which is pulled up through the spring-
actuated wing at the top of the board 
and drawn down across it and through 
the slot at the bottom, where there is 
another wing similar to that at the top. 

Pulverized Fuel for Boiler Firing. 
There are a great many places where 

low-grade fuel or coal dust is available, 
and these are often found to have con­
siderable heat value. It is unfortunate, 
therefore, if it has to be wasted and 
used as railw-ay ballast or consigned to 
a dump. Many attempts have been 
made to use powdered fuel by blowing 
it into ordinary boiler furnaces, hut 
serious difificulties have been encoun­
tered, especially with boilers having 
tubes which are horizontal, or nearly 
so, namely, the maintenance of a steady 
flame, for which a high furnace tempera­
ture is required; a proper furnace linin.g 
to withstand the intense heat necessary 
to maintain constant ignition; inability 
to feed steadily an even mixture of com­
bustible material, when the grade of 
coal varies, or when it is mixed with 
clinker or other refuse; maintenance of 
the mixture in a satisfactory condition, 
and handling of the slag resulting from 
the burning of refuse. 

A number of these difficulties have 
been overcome by the use of a vertical 
gas jet, according to C. H. Wri.ght, wdio 
explains the new method in the Elec­
trical World. .\ mushroom-shaped flame 
is produced within a closed ring of ver­
tical boiler tubes which constitute the 
steam-generating plant. Ignition takes 
place shortly after the stream of coal 
dust and air enters the furnace. The 
mixture rises as a central column until 
it strikes the top and turns downward 

when combustion has practically ceased, 
the products of combustion (at about 
3,000 degrees Fahrenheit) forming a sort 
of sheath, or gas lining, which prevents 
blowpipe action, but does not prevent 
radiant heat from passing through to 
the boiler proper. 

The ash is converted into a liquid, 
which is deposited on the brick lining 
of the furnace, subsequently dropping 
into the ash pit. The result is that the 
furnace automatically keeps clear of 
slag. The spray protects the furnace 
lining, thus rendering unnecessary the 
use of fireclay. The firebricks are 
stacked in position, and after a short 
time there is obtained a proper lining 
having a glazed appearance. 

Makes Elevator Man an Automaton. 

W EBSTER defines an automaton as 
that wdiich possesses the power 

of spontaneous movement without con­
sciousness; a self-acting machine. 

The Reliance Bali-Bearing Door-
Hanging Company, of 1 Madison ave­
nue, has introduced a device whose ob­
ject is to take the human element, so 
far as care of his passengers is con­
cerned, entirely out of the hands of the 
youth who plies the lever in the vertical 
vehicle we ride in and places it in a 
lock, illustrated herewith, that prevents 
the elevator man from starting his car 
before the door leading thereto has been 
locked securely. Furthermore, it is 
claimed that the cost of removing the 
responsibility for the safety of elevator 
passengers in buildings from the human 
operator to the mechanical "deadlock" 
is merely nominal, one device paying 
its cost a hundredfold by preventing one 
single accident. 

Two illustrations of this lock are 
given. The first shows the position of 
the lock when the door is open. No 
electric current can pass. By closing the 
door, which strikes the plunger head, 
the plunger is driven to a contact be­
tween the two buffers, as shown in the 
lower illustration, which permits the cur­
rent to pass to the operator's controller 
in the car, which actuates the propelling 
mechanism. 

It is claimed for this device that it is 
impossible for the car to leave its po­
sition wdiile the door is open, but this 
does not necessarily mean that the speed 

of the elevator is diminished. The 
operator can throw in the starting lever 
wdiilo the door is closing and the car 
will leave instantly, either up or down, 
as soon as the door locks. This is 
merely reversing the usual operation of 
starting the car first, then closing the 
door afterward. The device insures no 
belated attempts by careless passengers 
to leave or board the car unexpectedly. 

In case of fire the operator in the car 
or the engineer at his desk or elsewhere 
can throw the device out of service at a 
moment's notice and the elevator can be 
operated from the magnet board just as 
though the device were not installed. 
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T h e Senate and .Assembly convened 
last W e d n e s d a y night and adjourned un­
til 8:30 P . M., Monday , November 10. 
T h e Senate unanimously confirmed Gov­
ernor Glynn's nominat ion of J ames M. 
Lynch, of Syracuse, as Sta te Labor 
Commiss ioner . Mr. Lynch is president 
of the In te rna t iona l Typograph ica l 
Union. As Labor Commiss ioner he will 
be -ex-officio chai rman of the Indust r ia l 
Board, which has jur isdict ion under the 
Labor L a w of factory buildings in this 
and other cities. 

E d w a r d E. McCall will address the 
Real Es ta t e F o r u m in the Vesey street 
audi tor ium on Monday at 12 o'clock. 
J o h n P u r r o y Mitchel . who had his inning 
there last Wednesday , said that he in­
tended, as Mayor , " to do for the general 
depar tments of the city government , 
which spend 93 per cent, of the budget , 
jus t what Pres ident M c . \ n e n y and the 
other Borough Pres iden ts have done for 
their own depar tments . " He will not, he 
promised, talk economy and boost the 
budget . 

As an aid both to the Board of Es t i ­
mate in making up the city budget and 
to depar tment heads in adminis ter ing 
their offices, expense ledgers have been 
installed dur ing the year in a number 
of the larger depar tments . Summar ies 
of the new ledger for the first six mon ths 
of this year arc printed in the Budget 
News Bulletin, issued by the Board of 
Es t imate . T h e ledgers make it possible 
to reduce the services in different depar t ­
men t s to a cost unit basis for purposes 
of comparison, and mark a decided ad­
vance in the city's bookkeeping. T h e y 
were formulated and introduced under 
the direction of Comptrol ler P render ­
gast , 

Coming to the Seaboard. 
As stated in the Record and Guide of 

last w-eek rumors are current that the 
United Sta tes Steel Corpora t ion is con­
sidering the const ruct ion of a t idewater 
plant for the manufacture of steel on 
Newark Bay. The precise amount of 
t ruth in these rumors has not as yet 
been definitely ascertained, but many 
considerat ions make it possible, if not 
probable, that thc manufacture of steel 
in the vicinity of New York will soon 
liecome a paying business enterpr ise . 
In the first place, the expor t t rade in 
steel products is increas ing rapidly, 
much the largest pa r t of it being han­
dled by the Uni ted Sta tes Steel Corpor­
ation. Large economies would result 
in case these produc ts could be shipped 
directly from t idewater , instead of be­
ing hauled by rail from the interior and 
then t ransshipped, but under the con­
ditions which prevailed under the old 
tariff laws thfe increased cost of assem­
bling the raw mater ials in the vicinity 
of a Nor th Atlant ic por t was enough 
and more than enough to offset these 
economies. 

Under the new tariff, however, mos t 
of these raw mater ia ls can be imported. 
Large supplies of iron ore and fuel 
in Cuba, South Amer ica and Nova 
Scotia have been made available for use 
by the t idewater plants , and in view of 
the e laborate prepara t ions that are be­
ing made for the impor ta t ion of this 
ore. it can evidently compete with the 
product of American mines. Hence the 
manufacture of steel chiefly for the ex­
por t t rade in the vicinity of New York 
may well be much more possible than 
it used to be, and if p lants should be 
erected primari ly to take care of foreign 
business, they would in all probabi l i ty 
compete for a certain amount of domes­
tic business which offered itself in the 
vicinity of the manufac tur ing plant . 

Fo r it mus t be remembered that the 
new tariff will offer Engl ish and Ger­
man steel manufac turers a much bet ter 
chance that they have had until recent­
ly of cap tur ing a share of the t rade of 
the seaboard cities, and Amer ican man­
ufacturers , in case they are go ing to 
hold their markets , will have to fight 
hard for them. If it proves to be t rue 
that certain classes of steel p roduc t for 
which there is a large demand in cities 
like New York can be manufactured a 
little more cheaply on t idewater for that 
part icular market , seaboard p lants will 
have to be built in order to take care of 
this business. 

T h e foregoing is simply an i l lustra­
tion of a change which is likely to take 
place in many different lines of manu­
facture under the new tariff. T h e a lmost 
prohibi tory scale of duties which pre­
vailed for half a century has undoubte ldy 
been favorable to the interes ts ra ther of 
inter ior cities like P i t t sburgh , Cleveland 
and Chicago than it has to seapor ts such 
as New York, Philadelphia and Boston. 
Not merely have these cities suffered 
because of the inability of foreign cities 
to sell their manufactured goods to us 
and of the consequent d iscouragement of 
•American import and expor t t rade, but 
their development as manufac tur ing 
centers has been hampered . T h e manu­
facturing interests of seapor t cities must 
always depend largely upon foreign 
countr ies for their marke t s and for their 
supplies of raw material . 

T h e high protect ive sys tem of the past 
has not merely injured them as shipping 
and commercial cities, but it has prevent­
ed them from reaching their full indus­
trial g rowth . Many o ther branches of 
manufacture besides steel will be bene­
fited by their ability to get their raw 
mater ia ls outside of the Uni ted States , 
and the plants which will obtain the 
larges t share of this benefit will be those 
which are situated on the seaboard. It 

may, consequently, be confidently pre­
dicted tha t under a more liberal fiscal 
policy, the manufac tur ing industr ies of 
the larger cities of the At lant ic sea­
board will undergo a very considerable 
expansion, of w-hich New Y'ork and its 
vicinity will obtain a full share. T h e 
direct benefit will be felt ra ther by the 
other boroughs than by Manha t tan . 
The new plants will be si tuated in the 
Bronx, Queens , Brooklyn, New Je rsey 
and up the Hudson , but of course Man­
hat tan will obtain some of the direct 
and most of thc indirect benefit. I t s 
vast c lo thing manufactures will be com­
pensated for any increased competi t ion 
from abroad by less severe compet i t ion 
from inter ior cities. I t s shops, offices 
and places of amusemen t will be inevit­
ably very much bet ter patronized as a 
consequence of the building up of the 
out lying distr icts . All that is required 
in order to take full advantage of these 
improved condi t ions is the early adop­
tion of a modern sys tem of handl ing 
freight in and about the por t of New 
York. 

The Usua l Story . 
T h e figures showing the increase of 

travel on the In t e rbo rough lines for the 
past year tell the usual story. T h e traf­
fic on the elevated roads increased very 
slightly, but this gross increase was ac­
companied by an actual decrease in the 
number of t ickets sold at mos t of the 
elevated s ta t ions. I t is evident tha t if 
the company had not received permis ­
sion to improve the opera t ion of these 
lines by addit ional third t racks the t ime 
would soon be coming wdien the traffic 
on the elevated roads would exhibit the 
same lack of resil iency that the traffic 
on the surface lines has been showing 
for many years . 

I t remains to be seen how far unde r 
the improved condit ions of operat ion the 
traffic will be increased. T h e elevated 
roads will a lways have the grea t ad­
vantages over subways of offering much 
pleasanter means of travel. Never the ­
less, the subway carried about 20,000,000 
more passengers last year than it did 
the year before. T h e increased number 
of passengers which can be crowded 
into its a l ready overcrowded cars is ex­
t raord inary . 

Apar t from those s ta t ions si tuated in 
districts the populat ion of which is in­
creasing, the s ta t ions w-hich regis ter the 
grea tes t increase in the number of tick­
ets sold are those at 42d s t ree t and 
Broadway, and 34th street , which shows 
the wisdom of locat ing the express s ta­
tions in the new subways at these points . 
Of the two distr icts , the one in the vicin­
ity of 34th s t reet contains more chance 
of future development than the one in 
the vicinity of 42d street . T h e wes te rn 
part of this district, in which the busi­
ness is mos t active, has never yet had 
the advantage of a convenient ly situ­
ated subway. As soon as the Broadway 
and Seventh avenue lines are in opera­
tion with express s ta t ions on or near 
34th street , the whole ne ighborhood will 
be enormous ly benefited. 

No H u d s o n River Br idge Here . 
The New York and New Jersey Bridge 

and Termina l Commiss ioners have come 
to a wise decision. T h e y have aban­
doned any idea of a t t emp t ing to secure 
the legislation and the appropr ia t ions 
necessary to a br idge across the H u d s o n 
River. T h e y are go ing to r ecommend 
the const ruct ion of two traflic tunnels , 
one for west bound and one for east 
bound vehicles. Each of these tunnels 
would be seventeen feet wide, and to­
gether they would accommodate about 
5,000,000 vehicles a year. Inasmuch as 
most of the exis t ing traffic seeks desti­
nat ions south of 23d street , it is recom­
mended tha t the Manha t t an end of these 
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tunnels be situated south o_f that street. 
Our only doubt about the desirability 

of this recommendation would turn upon 
the question whether the tunnels should 
not be built with the future a much in 
mind as the present. Certainly they 
should not terminate in Manhattan very 
far south of 23d street. If the estimate 
of the construction that these tunnels 
could be constructed for $11,000,000 
proves trustworthy, the Record and 
tniidc believes that they should be built. 
They would certainly be worth more 
than that sum to the people of New 
Vork and New Jersey. 

The idea of spending $50,000,000 on a 
liridge has always been fantastic. No 
liridge would be worth such an expendi­
ture unless it could be used for railroad 
as well as vehicular traffic. But one-fifth 
of $50,000,000 is a very different matter. 
Considering the increasing importance 
of motor traffic and the large part 
which motor trucks are coming to play 
in transportation, the construction of a 
highway across the obstruction of the 
Hudson River has certainly come to 
possess a considerable business value, 
which most assuredly justifies the ex­
penditure of no more than $11,000,000. 

Building Projections. 
Editor of thc RECORD AND GUIDE: 

Nothing could better illustrate the 
obsession which has taken possession of 
the present city administration on the 
subject of building projections than the 
proposal to restrict them under the new 
building code to 2 inches for water ta­
bles, sills, etc., and 6 inches for bases, 
columns, capitals, etc. 

This is reductio ad absurduni. The 
projection of the base of a column or 
pilaster is regulated by its diameter or 
width. 

President Walter Cook of the Ameri­
can Institute of Architects writes me: 
"I agree that the proposed restriction 
on building projections is not to the best 
interests of good architecture."

Opposite Opinions on the Income Tax 
Law. 

Editor of the RECORD AND GUIDE : 
I differ from Mr. Strasbourger in his 

interpretation of the provisions of the 
Income Ta.x law as to deductions of in­
terest paid by realty corporations during 
the year, and I think the circular of the 
.•Mlied Real Estate Interests is right. 

Article B of sub-division G of the In­
come Tax act, says: 

"Such net income shall be ascertained 
by deducting from the gross amount of 
the income of such corporation . . . 
all the ordinary and necessary expenses 
paid within the year in the maintenance 
and operation of its business and prop­
erties, including rentals or other pay­
ments required to be made as a condi­
tion to the continued use or possession 
of property." 

Interest upon mortgages upon its real 
estate (which is its business and prop­
erty) are "payments required to be made 
as a condition to the continued use or 
possession" of a real estate corporation. 

Moreover, reading further on in sub­
division B quoted by Mr. Strasbourger, 
it is: 

"Provided, That in case of indebted­
ness wholly secured by collateral, the 
subject of sale in ordinary business of 
such corporation, joint stock company 
or association, the total interest secured 
and paid by such company, corporation 
or association within the year on any 
such indebtedness may be deducted as a 
part of its expenses of doing business." 

The "subject of sale in ordinary busi­
ness" of a realty company would cer­
tainly be its realty, and the "collateral" 

wdiich secures its (mortgage) "indebted­
ness." 

I, therefore, agree with the Allied 
Real Estate Interests that real estate 
corporations may deduct the total inter­
est paid on their inortgage indebtedness 
during the year, and that the provision 
allowing a deduction of only one-half of 
such interest and capital stock is not 
applicable to such corporations.

EFFICIENCY IN BUILDING DEPT. 

Architects and Builders United in Reso­
lutions to Party Candidates. 

New York Chapter of the American 
Institute of Architects, the Building 
Trades Employers' Association and the 
New York Society of Architects have 
united in passing resolutions stating the 
desire of the building interests of this 
city that the administraton of the De­
partment of Buildings needs experts and 
should be kept free from politics, and 
commending the efficiency of the pres­
ent administration of that department. 
A copy of the resolutions has been sent 
to each candidate for the office of Bor-
ou.gh President in the five boroughs. 

No such action has ever been taken 
before by these associations. It has been 
the custom for professional societies to 
abstain from participation in political 
matters. President Robert D. Kohn 
said in explanation that this is to be in 
no way changed: 

"They have merely decided that the 
administration of a department which 
requires so high an order of technical 
ability as the administration of the 
Building Department is not a question of 
politics. 

"In our debates we have decided that 
those who are interested in any special 
department of the city government, and 
who are specially qualified by their tech­
nical knowledge to judge of the efficiency 
of that department, are in duty bound 
to tell the rest of the community what 
they know. It is only by such means 
that in my opinion progress in munici­
pal government is to be attained. In 
that light the action of the architects 
and of the builders of this city is a great 
step in advance. 

"The resolution addressed to candi­
dates for the Borough Presidency has 
been received with such general approval 
by the associations of architects, build­
ers and engineers that I am certain it 
represents the almost unanimous opinion 
of the building interests of this city— 
at least of all those who desire a gov^ 
ernment which is fair and just both to 
the professions and to the public."

—The Supreme Court Justices will re­

ceive from the Court House Board, 
probably within a fortnight, a formal 
communication suggesting modifications 
in the court house plans to meet the ob­
jections raised by the justices when the 
plans were first submitted for approval. 

How Ancient Records Are Preserved 
at the County Clerk's Office. 

Do the citizens of New York, particu­
larly those interested in real estate and 
the ancient records on which the titles 
therct.i depend, realize what vast im-
p-.-ovcments in the methods of conserv­
ing those records have been recently 
instituted and are now in progress of 
execution, under the supervision of 
County Clerk William F. Schneider? 

All older conveyancers will remember 
the cellar in the Court House, lit by gas 
jets, in the immediate vicinity of glue 
pots, where the ancient records of this 
metropolis were stored and only pre­
served from destruction by conflagra­
tion by the direct interposition of divine 
mercy; for all purposes of consultation 
these old records might just as well 
have been in the moon. 

A visit to the eighth floor of the 
Register's building will repay any citi­
zen interested in municipal affairs in 
general, or in matters connected with 
real estate records in particular. There 
he will find the torn, illegible documents 
dating from the earliest period of the 
county of New York, being carefully 
mended with transparent silk veiling, 
which saves the paper from decay and 
yet leaves it perfectly legible. There 
he will find the ancient parchments, 
dating from the days of the Province of 
New York, no longer trampled under 
foot and becoming every day more il­
legible through the cellar damp, but now 
carefully stored' in pigeonholes, in fire­
proof safes, "where he who runs may 
read." 

Ancient foreclosure and partition 
suits, which rapidly were dropping to 
pieces through the handling of suc­
cessive generations of real estate 
lawyers, are now carefully bound in 
volumes and copied, where the decay 
was too far advanced, and the torn or 
mutilated parts carefully restored or 
mended under the guidance of that old 
and experienced conveyancer, William 
Moore. 

No less surprising will the visitor 
find the clean, comfortable desks, at 
which these records may be examined, 
and the despatch with which these rec­
ords are produced for examination, par­
ticularly if he remembers the two 
crowded tables in the old County Clerk's 
ofiice, where attorneys almost fought 
for places and where the necessarily 
rough handling of the papers seemed to 
presage their early total destruction. 

In short, all interested in the preserva­
tion of the ancient history of this burgh 
and all interested in the preservation of 
the muniments of title on which the 
vast real estate investments of this 
metropolis depend, are indebted to 
County Clerk William F. Schneider for 
the painstaking, intelligent manner in 
which this great work is being carried 
on.

For additional support of the subway 
tubes, four caissons about six feet by 
eight feet will be sunk to rock, with 
the top cut off at about forty feet be­
low the street level. A grillage of four 
twenty-inch I-beams will be placed on 
the top of each of these piers, support­
ing cradles made up of plate girders 
thirty-six inches deep and concrete 
spanning from pier to pier. The tubes 
will be of cast iron segments, similar 
to some of the subways now completed. 

The wrecking of the southerly half 
of the old Astor House has already been 
commenced, and will be completed 
about November 1 of this year. It is 
expected that the open trenches to re­
ceive the pneumatic caissons for the 
wall will be finished some time during 
January next, at which time the pneu­
matic work will be started.

with outside windows. The roof gar­
den will be available for entertainment 
and athletic purposes. 

It w-ill be noticed that the modern Y. 
M. C. A. building, in addition to its 
equipment for religious and other educa­
tional purposes, is a compromise be­
tween a clubhouse and a hotel. There 
are rooms and restaurants for the mem­
bers, as well as special features that 
doubtless were not dreamed of when 
the organization began to put up struc­
tures of its own a few decades ago. 

The 600,000 members of the country's 
associations include more than 100,000 
boys, almost 100,000 railroad employees 
and about 100,000 employees of various 
industrial establishments. The other 
half of the membership covers workers 
in practically every occupation—for the 
outreach of the organization is limited 
only by the speed with which it can 
raise funds for its continuous develop­
ment. 

More Buildings to Be Erected. 

The Young Women's Christian Asso­
ciation is beginning a period of marvel­
lous progress in the establishment of 
association buildings similar to that 
which the Young Men's Christian Asso­
ciation has enojyed for the last decade 
or more. New structures are needed for 
several branches of the New York City 
Association, and it is thought that the 
money for the erection of such buildings 
will be obtained by the Y. W. C. A. in 
the next few months. The National 
Headquarters of the women's associa­
tion has a fine new building at Lexing­
ton avenue and 52d street that houses 
the National Training School for Y. 
W. C. A. secretaries as well as the 
many offices necessary to the conduct of 
the association's affairs for the entire 
United States. It is the hope of every 
city branch some day to have an equally 
handsome and useful home.

T HE situation in the steel market this week 
offers some encouragement. 

The lower price which became officially effec­
tive last week resulted in a better demand for 
fabricated and plain structural steel. Up to last 
Wednesday approximately 5,000 tons for the ten 
days previous were under negotiation and about 
20.000 tons were actually placed on order. Of 
the business still pending at the end of the 
week about 20.000 tons was considered likely to 
come into order. The further reduction of some 
smaller independent steel capacities for repairs 
and other causes has cut down the output of 
crude steel, but the United States Steel Cor­
poration reports that it has produced more steel 
ingots during the first three weeks of this month 
than during the corresponding time in Septem­
ber. Fabricating shops are complaining that 
they cannot obtaii. sufficient tonnage of billets 
to meet requirements of rolling schedules. The 
American Bridge Company's shops are said to 
be running close to full rapacity and are not 
promising "shipments under 60 to 90 days.

MOSS ESTATE SALE. 

A Consideration of 'West Bronx Real Es­
tate—Jerome Avenue Advantages. 

To observers of the real estate market the sale 
of the 345 lots comprising the Moss Estate, in 
the Vesey Street Salesroom, next Tuesday, is 
likely to prove ot unusual interest. First , it 
wi'.l afford one of those opportunities to gauge 
the public interest in real estate, which, in the 
generally inactive s tale ot tbe present market, 
come witb none too great frequency. Besides 
this, it will furnish a good guide as to the 
amount ot interest on the par t ot speculators 
and investors in the Jerome avenue section, a 
phase of the market which has had no adequate 
test since the new subway system became an 
assured fact. 

As to the attention centered on the Moss offer­
ing. J. Clarence Davies and Joseph P. Day, -who 
have charge of the sale tor the Moss heirs, said 
yesterday that the number of advance Inquiries 

had fallen considerably below expectations, even 
when due allowance had been made for the facts 
that this is not the lot-buying season and that 
when a lot sale is asked to compete with a 
municipal election tor public attention, tbe lol 
sale is apt to be at a disadvantage. Regardless 
of what support the sale may receive Messrs. 
Day and Davies added tha t every lot will posi­
tively be sold on Tuesday, so that, for many of 
the lots, prices ought to be determined by bed­
rock values rather than by any element ot com­
petition. 

Those who have even glanced at a map to see 
the location of the Moss property cannot have 
failed to be impressed with its unique features 
in this respect. It is not a bit ot remote, out­
lying territory. On the contrary, it is much 
closer to Manhattan than many other parts of 
The Bronx, which have been closely built up 
and in which much higher scales ot real estate 
values prevail. The only difference has been 
that these other sections have had the advantage 
of a five cent fare. 

This discrimination against the West Bronx 
will soon be at an end. The advertising for bids 
on the Jerome avenue extension by the Public 
Service Commission means that the last of the 
formalities in connection with that route are 
out of the way and that construction will go 
ahead immediately.

B. & S. is an abbreviation for Bargain 
and Sale deed, wherein, although the 
seller makes no expressed consideration, 
he really grants or conveys the property 
for a valu.alile consideration, and thus im­
pliedly claims to be the owner ot it. 

The street and avenue numbers given 
in these lists are, in all cases, taken from 
th- insurance maps when they are not 
mentioned in the deeds. The numbers, it 
will occasionally be found, do not cor­
respond with the existing ones, owing to 
there having been no offlcial designation 
made of them by the Department of Pub­
lic Works.
