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FOR A MORE ECONOMICAL ADMINISTRATION I 

Departments Which Could Be Combined and Sinecures Which 
Could Be Abolished, as Recommended by the Real Estate Board 
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T HE interests of taxpayers in this 
city are being defended at this time 

as never before. The several real estate 
bodies are doing intelligent and effec­
tive work aud co-operating with the city 
administration in behalf of more econ­
omical government and a fairer distribu­
tion of the ta.x burdens. 

During the week the Real Estate 
Board sc;it a number of pertinent com­
munications to the sub-committee of 
the Board of Estimate which is now 
engaged in making up the annual city 
budget. The following was in relation 
to possible economies to be effected by 
the city: 

Possible Economies. 
"The Real Estate Board believes that 

Ihe Tax Budget Corairiittee is doing ex­
cellent work and is making a serious 
effort to eliminate unnecessary positions 
and to pay for city work the same scale 
of salaries as is paid by successful busi­
ness corporations. It must be 'assumed 
that, after a lon.g period of investigation 
and standardization, this committee of 
your honorable body is in possession of 
facts and details which ta.xpayer organi­
zations are not able to secure. The 
board believes that the city should 
abolish sinecures and pay only the cor­
responding commercial rates for services 
rendered. 

"It wishes, however, to emphasize the 
point that such reductions should not be 
confined to the rank and file but should 
he applied wherever employees are dis­
covered to be overpaid or to be unneces­
sary for the proper conduct of the city's 
affairs. It believes that if the investi­
gation along these lines has been as 
rigid as that to discover over-payments 
and sinecures among minor employees, 
a very iinportant saving could be made 
even though many favored office holders 
should have to be dropped from the 
city's pay roll. It suggests, for instance, 
that the city might be able to get along 
with a much smaller number of en­
gineers than it has in various depart­
ments, bureaus and committees and in 
the Public Service Commission. 

The Beard wishes to repeat its recom­
mendations made public a year ago and 
conveyed in various communications to 
your honorable body as follows: 

City Record.—That the powers of the 
Board of City Record should be enlarged 
and that it should be made a central 
purchasing bureau. A measure to ac­
complish this, but giving such power 
under supervision of the Board of Esti­
mate, was passed by the last Legislature 
and was supported by the Real Estate 
Board, but was not signed by the Mayor. 

City Chamberlain.—That the office of 
the City Chamberlain be abolished and 
tjiat.the legitimate functions now falling 
t-oLthe City Chamberlain be vested in the 
Finance Department. That all claims 
a,gainst the city be audited only by the 
Comptroller's office or, if in the form of 
a contract, by the Bureau of Contract 
Supervision.as well as the Comptroller's 
office. 

Water Department.—That water taxes 
be collected by the Comptroller at 

T MPORTANT suggestions in line 
•̂  with the administration's policy 
of retrenchment were made in 
communications -to the Budget 
Committee of the Board of Esti­
mate by the Real Estate Board of 
New York this week. The aboli­
tion of sinecures, the consolidation 
of certain departments, the en­
forcement of the eight-hour day 
rule, and the payment of only the 
prevailing rate of wages to city 
employees, were among the recom­
mendations. Business principles 
seem to be governing in budget 
making this year more than ever 
before. 

periods during the year when such col­
lections will not interfere with the work 
of collecting otiier taxes. 

Board of Education.—For a Board of 
Education, small in number with paid 
members to have absolute control over 
all educational matters subject only to 
the State Board of Education, the Board 
of Estimate and the Board of Aldermen. 

In this connection the Board endorses 
generally the recommendations for econ­
omy in the Board of Education recently 
made by the Comptroller, at the same 
time believing that some of the technical 
details must be left to the discretion of 
the Board of Estimate. 

Department of Bridges.—For the con­
solidation of the Department of Bridges 
and the Department of Docks and 
Ferries. The Board believes it to be 
quite impossible that the large force and 
the large annual expenditure of the De­
partment of Bridges can be warranted 
now, when all our expensive bridges are 
constructed. .A. Bureau of Brid.ges under 
the Dock Commission should be suf­
ficient. 

Charities and Correction.—For the 
consolidation of the Department of 
Charities and Department of Correction. 

Hospitals.—That all hospitals be under 
one administrative head. 

Parks.—That there be one administra­
tive head for parks. 

Libraries.—That there be one admin­
istrative head for public libraries. 

Hours and Pay.—That all city em­
ployees, except administrative heads, 
work the legal eight hour day and be 
paid only the prevailing rate of wages. 

"With respect to the present activities 
of the Board of Water Supply, the Real 
Estate Board understands it to be the 
opinion of some city officials that the 
present attempt of this Board to extend 
its work to Schoharie County and in 
other ways to perpetuate its existence, 
should be promptly checked. The Board 
heartily endorses this position and be­
lieves that in\ eslitation would prove 
that the affairs of the'Board- of Water 
Supply could be wound up and its duties. 
transferri(:4 to- the Department- of Water 

.Supply, Gas and Electricity. The Real 
Estate Board will be glad to co-operate 
HI so far as it is able, with the Board 
of Estimate and Apportionment in ac­
complishing this and in carrying out the 
other recommendations made herein." 

An Unnecessary Commission. 
The following from the Real Estate 

Board of New York to the Tax Budget 
Committee is with reference to the 
Commissidliers of Accounts. It suggests 
that this office be abolished and that the 
work be done by the Bureau of Muni­
cipal Investigation in the Comptroller's 
office. The recommendation follows: 

"The Commissioners of Accounts ask 
an appropriation of $264,565.30. Last 
year they received $260,329.07, the 
aniount for 1916 being $4,236.23 above 
that allowed for 1915. The request for 
salary increases, which make up a large 
part of tiie requested increase, should be 
carefully scrutinized, also the request for 
two new positions with salaries totaling 
$3,750. More than a thousand dollars is 
also asked for office equipment and 
$1,233.50 for contingencies. 

"The fact which the Real Estate Board 
wishes to emphasize, however, is that 
the Board of Estimate should seriously 
consider whether the Commissioners of 
Accounts might not entirely be dispensed 
with. The Commissioners of Accounts 
are appointees of the Mayor, and it is 
suggested that it is within the province 
of the Mayor to discontinue their serv­
ices, and that it is also within the prov­
ince of the Board of Estimate to deny 
the appropriation. 

"The reason for this suggestion is that 
the Comptroller's office maintains a well 
equipped and efficient investigating 
plant, namely the Bureau of Municipal 
Investigation and Statistics, and in this 
connection it might be well to refer to 
investigations made by the Bureau of 
Standardization and the Bureau of Fran­
chises." 
Business Principles in Budget Making. 

Tlie United Real Estate Owners' As­
sociation, through its secretary, J. 
Bleecker Miller, has raised an interest­
ing question in the proceedings before 
the Budget Committee under Section 
149a of the Charter, concerning the 
right and duty of the Comptroller to 
submit to each department or official 
drawing pay from the City of New 
York a blank form showing the amount 
of work done during the past year by 
such department or official. 

This has never been done; the only 
reports on which the Budget is based 
show the money spent durin,g the past 
year and- the money desired during the 
coming year; but the amount of work 
done for the money expended during 
tli.e past year is not shown. 

A suit will be brought to test the 
right of the Spanish War Veterans to 
receive money from the city for life-
saving stations and swimming instruc­
tion; this suit will be a test of the right 
of many other benevolent institutions 
to draw money from the city treasury in 
return for services not wholly under 
the city's controlr . 
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FAIR PLAY IN TAX DISTRIBUTION 

Arrangements For Having Real Property Interests Ably 
Represented Before the Legislative Committee on Taxation 

WITH a view of distributing the tax 
burden over a wider field than has 

heretofore existed, the Advisory Council 
of Real Estate Interests is endeavoring 
to co-operate with the Joint Legislative 
Committee on Taxation, of which Sen­
ator Ogden L. Mills is chairman. 

Under a resolution of the Legislature, 
providing for the appointment of this 
joint Legislative committee, its members 
are authorized to study the entire tax 
system of the State, with a view to re­
vision. 

The deliberation of the committee will 
not be confined to ta.xation upon real 
estate and personal property but will 
extend to taxation upon railroads, public 
service corporations and financial institu­
tions. To relieve real estate owners of 
the heavy tax burden which they have 
sustained within recent years, the real 
estate interests are striving to have 
future taxes apportioned more equit­
ably than has prevailed in the past. 

It has been predicted that notwith­
standing the direct State tax of $19,-
000,000 for 1915, there will be a direct 
State tax for 1916 of $16,000,000 for 1917 
of $21,500,000, for 1918 of $21,870,000, 
and for 1919 of $25,000,000. This would 
mean a direct tax of 1.34 mills for 1916, 
1.79 mills tor 1917, 1.82 mills for 1918, 
and 2.09 mills for 1919. 

A Formidable Committee. 
With the purpose of reconciling the 

various conflicting interests which have 
heretofore never co-operated upon mat­
ters of ta.xation, the lollowir.g committee 
was some time ago selected by the Ad­
visory Council to act as a conference 
committee upon this entire subject:

This committee is meeting regularly to 
prepare for the hearings of Senator 
Mills' committee, which wi.l be held 
early in October, both in New York 
City and in up-State cities. 

Three Phases. 
These hearings will be divided into 

three phases. First, consideration of the 
fiscal needs of the State; second, the 
defects in the existing system of taxa­
tion, and third, possible remedies and 
new sources of revenue. 

In view of the fact that Senator 
Mills' Committee is giving most care­
ful consideration to possible new sources 
of revenue, it is highly desirable that 
every real estate owner impress upon 
his committee the importance of the 
Sta.te obtaining additional taxes from 

those who are not to-day contributing 
their full share, rather than from those 
classes of persons or property that are 
bearing the burden to-day. 

A Real Estate Committee.

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ASSESSED VALUES IN H A R L E M COMPARED 

Statistics Show a Reduction of Only About $17,750,000 Since 1911— 
More Than 175 Parcels Auctioned for Less Than City's Valuation

T H-i^T the ever increasing tax burden 
upon realty has had a de ter ren t ef­

fect upon investors is a fact that cannot 
be questioned. T h e lack of investors 
has in turn had its influence upon the tax 
rate. T h e explanat ion for this peculiar 
condit ion is that, due to the unmarke t -
ability of proper ty , at normal prices, 
such proper ty , when sold, mus t neces­
sarily be disposed of at a price that will 
a t t rac t purchasers , thereby establishing 
a lower basis of value. If we follow this 
line of reasoning, we will readily see 
that the high tax rate is one of the prin­
cipal causes for over-assessment . 

Should Apply for Reduction. 

When owners realize that p roper ty is 
being sold for much less than its as ­
sessed value, it is only natura l that they 
should make application for a reduct ion 
in the assessment against their p rop ­
er t ies ; or at least feeling aggrieved, p ro­
test that the city is over-ta.xing them. 
As a consequence, assessed values, in 
many cases, have beerf reduced. 

T h e Tax Depa r tmen t in order to main­
tain the proper margin for the city's 
debt has a t t empted to increase assessed 
values in some sections, and maintain 
them in o thers far beyond the marke t 
value. As a result of these condit ions a 
complicated and most serious si tuation 
exists. 

I t is a question whether this s i tuat ion 
would exist if real es ta te in teres ts were 
proper ly organized for the purpose of 
conserving values; or if the city had a 
special Conservat ion Depa r tmen t to co­
operate with the real es ta te interests , 
for the preservat ion and stabil ization of 
values. 

Constructive Work Should Start. 
Some time ago a commission was ap­

pointed to make an exhaustive s tudy in to 
real estate condit ions. I t was known 
as the "He igh t s of Buildings Commis­
sion" and a voluminous report was p re ­
pared in book form. Aside from this 
report and considerable talk regard ing 
the enormous amount of work done by 
the commission, no th ing mater ia l has 
been done, insofar as it has had any 
direct bear ing upon stabil izing values. 
If this commission has formed any 
definite plan of action, it would seem 
that this is an oppor tune momen t for 
it to begin construct ive work. 

A great deal of energy has been ex­
pended, and wasted, by the many or­
ganizat ions that have endeavored to help 
conditions. Much of this work could 
have been of pe rmanen t benefit, if it 
had been directed by a central and more 
powerful organizat ion. Many things a re 
possible of accompl ishment by means of 
proper co-operation, that are quite im­
possible otherwise. 

Co-operation Necessary. 
It is to be hoped that the Heigh t s of 

Buildings Commission will co-operate 
with the organizat ions now in the field 
and that such co-operat ion will result 
in a decided be t te rment of condit ions. 

In the report of the commission it is 
shown that the city has been divided 
mto zones, and that it proposes to regu­
late condit ions within those zones to 
meet the requi rements of the sect ions. 
Tha t without doubt is the only pract ical 
way that any th ing can be accomplished, 
but It IS quite necessary to obtain the 
co-operation of those active in the zones, 
so that the local condit ions may be 
given due considerat ion. A local or ­
ganization, or commit tee , within each 
zone would without doubt help mater ia l ­
ly in analyzing the local si tuation. 

In that part of Har lem, bounded by 

110th s treet on the south, the Har l em 
River on the nor th . Pa rk avenue on the 
east, and Manha t tan , St. Nicholas, 
Edgecombe and Bradhurs t avenues on 
the west, all of which avenues border 
on the chain of parks known as Morn­
ingside, St. Nicholas and Bradhurs t 
parks , the proper ty owners have organiz­
ed "The Prope r ty O w n e r s ' Improvemen t 
Corporat ion," for the purpose of con­
serving real estate values within that 
section. 

Work of the Organization. 
Since its organizat ion this corpora­

tion has inst i tuted a most careful in­
vest igat ion of condit ions. Th i s investi­
gation was mos t in teres t ing and will 
without doubt prove beneficial to those 
interested in real es ta te in the section, 
because it showed condit ions as they 
really existed, and the causes f o r - t h e 
enormous decline in values that have 
taken place in the past few years . I t 
also developed possible means of con­
serving values. 

The invest igat ion included a careful 
analysis of assessed values and the re­
sult is s tar t l ing. T h e following is a 
summary of assessed values lor tne vears 
1911 and 1915 inclusive:

I n t h i s p e r i o d of five y e a r s a s s e s s e d 
v a l u e s h a v e o n l y b e e n r e d u c e d $17 ,771 , -
350, n o t w i t h s t a n d i n g t h e fac t t h a t v a l u e s 
h a v e a c t u a l l y d e c r e a s e d m a n y m i l l i o n s 
m o r e . 

Results at Auction. 
F r o m January 1, 1912, to September 1. 

1915, there were many auction sales of 
parcels located in Har lem. Of these 
sales 175 parcels were purchased for 
amoun t s less than the assessed valu­
at ions. Most of these offerings were the 
result of legal act ions and in the majori ty 
of cases the plaintiffs became the 
owners of record. In the great majori ty 
of instances the assessed valuat ions are 
still h igher than the amount s for which 
the proper t ies were bid in, no twi ths tand­
ing the fact tha t values have been 
steadily on the decline. Some of the 
parcels bid in at auction were later sold 
privately for still lower prices. The re 
have been many other private sales at 
prices far below the parcels ' assessed 
valuat ions. I t is also a fact that a large 
number of the parcels are now being 
offered at figures far below their 
assessed valuat ions. 

If a careful s tudy of o ther sections 
should show the same condition of over-
assessment tha t was found in Har lem, 
the city's debt margin is not only all 
gone, but its bonded indebtedness is far 
in excess of the char te r l imitation. Sig­
nificance of such a s ta tement is fully 
appreciated. I t is believed, however, 
quite possible for action to be taken that 
would result in at least part ial ly re­
establ ishing values, thus relieving the 
city from being placed in such a plight. 

Remedies Exist. 
There are remedies for declining 

values in many sections of the city. If 
the authori t ies were disposed to make 
use of ' those remedies values could be 
maintained, thereby helping the owners 
of real estate who are tlie main support 
of the government , and at the same time 
assur ing a safe debt margin for the city. 

If real es ta te is the main support of 
the government , it seems only good busi­
ness for the government to lend its ma­
terial and active aid in an effort to 
stabilize values. 

T h e city should have a pe rmanen t 
bureau, or commission, for the conserva­
tion of real estate, which bureau, or com­
mission, could make a scientific s tudy of 
real estate condit ions and co-operate 
with owners in an organized way to pro­
tect their interests .

Advantages and Disadvantages of This Type of Construction 
—Problems Frequently Met With—Relative Cost Discussed

' •p ' H E reinforced concrete type of fac-
^ tory building is in favor at the p res ­

ent t ime and is likely to continue. T h e 
type has some impor tan t qualities, the 
chief of which is probably tha t it is fire­
proof, for it gives the max imum resist­
ance to fire. 

In addit ion to its fire resistance, there 
are other mer i ts to this type of cons t ruc­
tion, a m o n g which may be ment ioned the 
somewhat grea ter window area than tha t 
which is practical in a regular mill con­
struct ion building, the light color of the 
ceilings, with consequent good lighting, 
a l though wood ceiline-s are often paint­
ed white, and its adaptabil i ty to heavy 
loads, wi thout requir ing na r row bays. 

F loor Const ruct ion . 
The re are two general types of con­

crete floor const ruct ion in use, one hav­
ing beams and the o ther smooth ceilings, 
the la t ter being usually known as mush­
room construct ion, a l though there are 
other designs. T h e beam sys tem is ad­
visable in most factory buildings, espe­
cially if there are to be lineshafts with 
pulleys of size. T h e beams enable shor t 
hangers to be used while giving room for 
pulleys and belts. 

Fo r textile mills and some kinds of 
machine shops the beam const ruct ion is, 
in the wri ter ' s opinion, to be preferred, 
while in s torehouses and perhaps in ma­
chine shops with small tools, and espe­
cially if motor driven, the smooth ceiling 
is best . Both sys tems permi t equally 
good l ight ing as the light en ters parallel 
to the beams. T h e s t ra ins in the mush­
room system of re inforcement are more 
uncer ta in than in the beam sj'Stem and 
are empirical. In pract ice, however, no 
inconvenience or risk comes from this. 

W h e n the beam sys tem is used a build­
ing can be erected as a whole, being en­
tirely encased in forms, or it can be biiilt 
by the Ransome or unit sys tem in which 
columns and beams are cast separate ly 
and erected somevvhat as wood beams 
are. By this means it is claimed tha t a 
concrete building can be const ructed 
more cheaply and rapidly than by the 
other system. I t seems as if this may be 
true, as no doubt less lumber is used, and 
all forms are built, and all pour ing done, 
on the ground where both can be done 
most conveniently. 

Vibrat ion. 
A claim for the reinforced concrete 

s t ructure is made tha t machinery can be 
run faster than in a mill const ruct ion 
building on account of reduced vibrat ion. 
Th i s seems improbable as there is no 
evidence, so far as I know, that vibrat ion 
is increased in practice, by an increase 
of speed. In fact it migh t be reduced. 
T h a t there is less vibrat ion in general 
in reinforced concrete buildings than in 
the o ther type, is, of course, true, but 
whe ther it permi ts a grea ter increase of 
speed is another question. Speed limits 
are caused by o ther th ings than the 
rigidity of buildings, such as the limita­
t ions of the machines themselves , per­
sonal skill, and accompanying processes. 

An inconvenience of reinforced con­
crete buildings is the large size of col­
umns required, and this is so great that 
in some cases they are hardly pract icable. 
In many instances steel columns have 
been used covered with cement. In tex­
tile mills lar.ge columns cannot be tol­
erated. 

Concrete floors are usually a source of 
trouble. Such floors cannot be uniformly 
dense or hard and they therefore wear 
unevenly, especially if t rucking is done.

T HIS article presents some of the 
advantages of the uses of rein­

forced concrete for factory buildings, 
such as fire-resisting qualities, great 
window area, and good lighting, and 
also some of the disadvantages. It 
points out that regular mill construc­
tion buildings have shown their fire-
resisting qualities, when properly de­
signed. The best methods of finishing 
the floors are discussed and also the 
application of wood as a wearing floor 
above the concrete. The difficulties 
of fastenir^j shafting hangers and ma­
chinery are brought out and the extra 
cost of drafting in consequence, as 
well as the care required in making 
provision for everything to be in­
stalled. The different methods of con­
structing floors and the various forms 
of ceilings are taken up and also the 
relative costs of concrete and regular 
mill construction buildings. 

In fact trucking disintegrates them and 
they become rough and full of cavities. 
.\n effort to prevent this by using coarse 
crushed granite in rather dry cement has 
been made, but this cannot be made uni­
form. There are also special materials 
for incorporation into con(;rete which 
are quite effective in preventing wear, 
but they are so expensive that they must 
be used sparingly. 

Some Disadvantages. 
.\ disadvantage of concrete buildings 

is that many things in connection with 
placing machinery, wires and pipes re­
quire working out in advance. Errors 
are in this way introduced and their cor­
rection is slow and expensive. More­
over some have to be worked out in 
forms for concrete construction,^ which 
have no counterpart in regular mill con­
struction, such as sockets for supporting 
sprinkler and other pipes, inserts for 
wires, and built-in angles for supporting 
shafting hangers, or inserts which can 
be used for supporting angles for this 
purpose. Similarly, inserts inust be built 
in for bolts for securing machinery, or 
the concrete floor must be drilled for ex­
pansion bolts, unless wood floors are 
used over the concrete. All these ad<l to 
the cost of drafting and construction, 
and make delays in both cases. Should 
machinery require moving, the work is 
again troublesome. 

It is often asserted that operatives do 
not like to stand on concrete floors, be­
cause, probably, they are cold. This has 
in some cases been a reason for using a 
wood top floor. 

Wood Top Floors. 
Concerning methods of putting down 

such a floor, the writer is of the opinion 
that it is best to simply lay planks ZVz 
inches to 3 inches thick on the concrete, 
and nail the regular top floor to them. 
The mass of planks is sufficient to give 
all the desired stability, and the nailing 
of the top floor makes one mass of the 
whole. When such floors are washed 
water settles in the cracks and will cause 
the planks to rot. They should there­
fore be kyanized, or otherwise treated, 
to prevent rot. For certain factories in 
which food products are made, kyanizing 
is better than some of the other proc­
esses, because lumber so treated is odor­
less. 

Concrete buildings, unless finished on 
the outside in some manner to obliterate 
the marks of the forms, are unsightly, but 
if properly treated are handsome. There 
is no limit to the ornamentation and 
beauty that can be given them. There 
are two different treatments that are 
commonly given to the outside surfaces 

of buildings: one is tooling, usually-with 
a pneumatic tool; and the other is wash­
ing with a marble, cement or other wash, 
which obliterates to some extent the 
form marks, and makes the color more 
uniform. Some chiseling may be neces­
sary before this is done, and stoning 
down with sand and water make the 
result still better. 

Fire Prevention Needed. 
While concrete buildings are fireproof, 

it should not be supposed that they do 
not need sprinklers and other fire pre­
vention, as the contents are as inflamma­
ble as in any building. Some people have 
supposed that it was unnecessary to use 
sprinklers and have left letter files and 
books unprotected over night, and they 
have been consumed. In one case the 
furniture made a fire that cracked the 
cement off the reinforcement to such an 
extent that the latter was injured, and 
the building was warped. It is true that 
the building stood and required but little 
repairing. 

The Salem, Mass., fire has shown the 
importance of abandoning overhung 
wood roofs, wood window frames and 
sashes or any other exposed wood in any 
kind of construction. Danger in this 
case caine from the outside and sprink­
lers were useless. The brickwork re­
sisted the fire perfectly, and with the 
building walls extended above the roof, 
the window frames and .sashes of steel, 
and sometimes the use of wired glass and 
shutters, no danger to mill construction 
buildings from external fires is likely to 
occur. This was shown by an old cir­
cular brick storehouse at the Naumkeag 
Mills with a wood roof, which was cov­
ered everywhere, remaining intact. 

In view of the short life of many build­
ings it is interesting to consider the dif­
ficulty of demolishing a building tied to­
gether in all directions by steel rods en­
cased in a material that becomes as hard 
as rock. 

Relative Costs. 
The question as to the relative costs of 

reinforced concrete and mill construction 
buildings is one difficult to answer. It 
has often been stated that the former 
can be erected almost as cheaply as the 
latter, but I am doubtful if this be true. 
After forms have been built progress is 
rapid until they have to be moved, and it 
is true that for a part of the work a 
cheap grade of labor can be used. Judg­
ing from the writer's own experience, 
reinforced concrete factory buildings 
cost fully 20 per cent, more than those 
of regular mill construction having brick 
walls, steel beams, spruce plank and ma­
ple top floors. If wood floors are re­
quired for concrete buildings the per­
centage is increased. 

It is a common practice to fill in the 
panels of concrete buildings with brick­
work, both because it is cheaper than 
concrete, and because it looks better. 

The great question, after all of the ad­
vantages and disadvantages are consid­
ered, is whether it is advisable to use re­
inforced concrete buildin.gs for factory 
purposes. This question may be an­
swered by saying that in cities where 
fireproof construction is of paramount 
importance they should be used, or at 
least the floors and roof should be of 
such construction. In cases where e.xtra 
heavy floor loads are to be sustained it 
may be advisable because other construc­
tions may be more costly. Where, how­
ever, more ordinary floor loads are to be 
carried, and where buildings are isolated, 
it is difficult to discover sufficient rea­
son to justify an extra expenditure of 20 
per cent, which can give no return, and 
which merely buries capital.

Code of Ethics Real Estate Association 
of the State of New York. 

1. In every case there shall be hon­
esty and fair deal ing; also a regard for 
the obl igat ions to both buyer and seller, 
and for associated broker . 

2. T h e r e shall be no misrepresenta­
tion of facts in any dealings affecting 
realty. 

3. S tandard ra tes of commission will 

be demanded by agents and brokers 
able to furnish the expert service which 
they promise . 

4. .Agents shall not accept secret re­
bates on repairs or supplies for prop­
erty in their charge. 

5. Expe r t advice should be given 
only by one who is qualified and who 
has made careful personal inspection of 
the premises . 

6. P rope r ty shall not be offered for 
sale, lease or mor tgage wi thout the 
knowledge and consent of owner , which 
should be expressed in writ ing. 

7. Sole agency listings are essential 
to best service by brokers and agents . 
List ings at fictitious prices should be 
declined. 

8. Only one sign on a proper ty is for 
the best interest of communi ty , owner 
and broker. 

9. Funds received in a fiduciary ca­
pacity, such as rents and insurance 
premiums, should be kept in separa te 
bank account, pro tec ted from business 
hazards . 

10. Disputes should be sett led by ar­
bitrat ion and conciliation, in preference 
to li t igation. 

These s tandards are to apply to all 
members and their employees.

land City over Queens Boulevard to Ja­
maica. T h e traffic increased from 2,753,-
000 in 1913, to 4.723,000 in 1914 and 
jumped to 6 855,000 for the year endin°-
June 30, 1915. •

which make this tr ip in about 45 min­
utes, have made accessible for grea te r 
home development thousands of acres of 
land th rough the center of the borough, 
which formerly had no transi t except 
one or two stat ions on the L o n g Island 
Railroad. A ^reat building movement 
has been st imulated a long the entire 
route of this new trol ley line, which was 
completed to Jamaica in January , 1914.

Those Fumes from Edgewater.

Board of Heal th agreed to appoint a 
commit tee of exper ts to t race the odors 
to their source and to abate them.

People who think that way under­
est imate the buying power of five mil­
lion people and forget how swiftly great 
sections of Manha t tan Island, Bronx and 
Brooklyn were built over after the ele­
vated roads were opened. But a lmost as 
impor tan t as rapid t ransi t are sewer and 
water service. People will no t go in 
numbers 'where they cannot have alj 
three, ' "' 

Depar tmen ta l Regula t ions . 
. \n instal lment of the recodified regu­

lations of the Bureau of Fire Prevent ion 
of the Fire Depar tmen t appears else­
where in this issue. These regulat ions 
are officially said to embody only such 
requi rements as have heretofore been 
made by the bureau. They are eventually 
to be printed in pamphle t form by the 
depar tment , so that archi tec ts and all 
o thers concerned may know what they 
must do in the case of new buildings. 

It would be well if the Fi re Prevent ion 
Bureau in the prepara t ion of its regula­
t ions would follow the example of the 
Bureau of Buildings and take the public 
into its confidence by giving publicity to 
tentat ive drafts of regulat ions, before 
they are put into effect, toge ther with an 
exposi t ion of their mean ing and the 
changes from the previous practice which 
they impose. 

This has been done in the prepara t ion 
of the new Building Code by the Com­
mit tee on Buildings of the Board of 
.Aldermen ac t ing th rough Engineer 
Miller, and has been a t tended with 
singularly pleasant results , both to the 
adminis t ra t ion and the building interests . 
By inviting and following the best tech­
nical advice obtainable on the var ious 
par t s of the code, as they came up in 
order, in so far as it was compatible with 
the general welfare, unreasonable oppo­
sition was disartned and the work of 
revision expedi ted in a remarkable 
degree. 

No local or depar tmenta l regulat ion of 
any impor tance affecting the p roper ty of 
citizens should be put into operat ion 
before it has been published in tenta t ive 
form and the views and suggest ions of 
the proper ly in teres ted public invited, 
and they have received sincere consider­
ation. This is in line with the prevai l ing 
though t of the late const i tu t ional con­
vention which gave the cities the home 
rule amendmen t to be voted on in 
November , in the belief tha t it is the 
desire of the people to be largely free 
both from State and oligarchical control 
in the e.xercise of their local functions. 

I t is t rue that the city in d ischarging 
mos t of its adminis t ra t ive functions is 
act ing as the agent of the State, and tha t 
the State cannot with due regard to its 
safety permit municipali t ies a free hand 
in the discharge of those funct ions; but 
a power higher in the Sta te than the 
Legis la ture has offered to the cities for 
their acceptance a large g ran t of self-
governmen t and a g rea te r freedom to 
municipal citizens than is at present 
accorded to part ic ipate in the manage ­
ment of their local affairs. 

Undoubtedly the people will embrace 
the opportuni ty , and the char ter which 
will be wri t ten to contain the plan of the 
new government will have as one 
of its cardinal principles tha t in the 
prepara t ion of ordinances and depar t ­
menta l regulat ions the people shall not 
only have full oppor tuni ty to be heard 
but that the reasonable and lawful will 
of the intell igent major i ty shall govern. 
In anticipation of this new plan and in 
the spirit with which the Const i tut ional 
Convent ion acted it would be the graceful 
and proper th ing r ight now if all the 
State depar tmen t s which have assumed a 
control over local functions were to fol­
low the e-xample of the Bureau of 
Buildings. 

T h e New Movemen t for Simplified 
Government . 

T h r o u g h the medium of the Budget 
Committ^ee now sitt ing, the city adrnin-
istration has the oppor tuni ty of testify­
ing practically to such sympa thy as it 
may have with the new movement for 
simplified and economical government in 
this Sta te and city. One of the principal 
causes of the crisis in the city's financial 
affairs, and the consequent depression in 
the real es ta te market , was the unwar ­
ranted extension of the municipal serv­
ice, the overmanning of depa r tmen t s 
and the excessive salaries paid to office 
holders who could be dispensed with. 
Regre t t ing the u rgen t necessity for 
their action, the real es ta te bodies are 
advising the adminigtra^ipn to apply the 
obvious remedy. 

Someth ing of the extent to which many 
city and county depar tmen t s have in­
t renched themselves in the s ta tute laws 
of the State, and so are protected from 
molestat ion by the local adminis t ra t ion, 
is known in the councils of real estate 
owners . But to the extent tha t the ad­
minis t ra t ion has the power to purge the 
payroll the ta.x and rent payers th rough 
their accredited representa t ives before 
the Budget Commit tee are asking for a 
reasonable, a careful and a humane re­
vision, without respect to par t isan 
politico, and with considerat ion only for 
honorable business principles. They are 
asking, in fine, that the adminis t ra t ion 
abolish political sinecures and pay only 
the cor responding commercial ra tes for 
services rendered. 

If tne adminis t ra t ion is in sympath3-
with the movement for a regenera t ion of 
gove rnmen t in accordance with the prin­
ciples enunciated in the Const i tut ional 
Convention, it can anticipate consider­
ably the refornis which will be incorpor­
ated in the new char ter lo be prepared 
under the home rule amendment . T h e 
chief adminis t ra t ive officers of the city 
can give such an evidence of their desire 
to conform to public opinion and res tore 
economical and responsive m a n a g e m e n t 
as to lead the electorate to put grea t 
confidence in th'em for the future. 

T h e over -manning of the municipal 
civil service is the direct consequence 
of having too many depar tments and 
bureaus, each with control over some 
part icular kind of public work. A mos t 
remarkable example of dis integrat ion of 
this sort was afforded by the New York 
Char ter of 1897, which split up the public 
works between a water depar tment , a 
highway depar tment , a sewer depar t ­
ment, a depar tment of public buildings, 
and separate depar tmen t s for l ighting 
and supplies, bridges, docks and ferries, 
and s treet cleaning. 

Such a dis integrat ion of the Depar t ­
ment of Public W o r k s is apt to be p ro ­
ductive of bad results for the ta.xpayers. 
Professor Goodnow, of Columbia, has 
said that under such condit ions it may 
well happen that after the depa r tmen t of 
h ighways has had a s t reet paved, the 
sewer depar tment will tear up the pave­
men t in order to build a sewer. Similar 
overlapping has been observed recent ly 
between the numerous State and muni­
cipal building inspection depa r tmen t s . 
T o avoid such conflicts and needless 
expense mos t cities keep all their public 
works under one head, ei ther a city 
manager or a board. 

Some four hundred cities, large and 
small, have a single non-par t i san corn-
mission to control not only all public 
works but all the business of the city. 
New York City abandoned the 1897 
char ter for the char te r of 1901, which 
permi t s of less dis integrat ion of the 
public service, but still provides for a 
super-abundance of commiss ionerships , 
deputy commissionerships , secretaries, 
and o thers who spend much of their 
work ing hours in prepar ing annual 
repor ts . T h e city depar tmen t s are par­
ticularly profligate in keeping endless 
records of small value. Good business 
houses nowadays reduce their record 
keeping to a minimum. Some of the 
present day fortunes were made by men 
who kept their accounts in their hats . 

Traffic Cur ren t s . 
T h e Pres ident of the In t e rbo rough 

Rapid Trans i t Company in his annual 
report to the s tockholders speaks of cer­
tain ma t t e r s which have a significance 
for city developers and investors in real 
estate, inasmuch as an essential pa r t of 
their equipment mus t be some fore­
knowledge of the direction of the city's 
g rowth . 

In explaining a gain of five million in 
the number of passengers carried by the 
subway lines, and a loss of nine million 
on the elevated, the repor t s ta tes tha t 
the increased traffic in the subway had 
its source largely in the Bronx, and tha t 
the falling off in the traffic on the ele­
vated roads was due to the business de­
pression th roughout the city, to dimin­
ished activity a m o n g the manufactur ing 
pstabl ishments a long the .Second and 
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Third avenue lines, and to a falling off 
of foreign travel, which was particular­
ly felt by the Ninth avenue road, the one 
which serves the steamship piers. 

The president reports an enlarged 
traffic at the Grand Central and Times 
Square stations, one being at the amuse­
ment center and the other near the cen­
ter of the new shopping district. Part 
of the credit for the larger traffic at 
Grand Central is of course due to the 
growth of the neighborhood itself in the 
period since the New York Central head 
house was finished and the inconvenience 
and disarrangement of traffic currents 
was ended; but for the most part the 
larger business represents a traffic 
growth rather than a population growth 
in that part of the city. 

The gain in subway travel from the 
Bronx has no other meaning than an 
increase of population there, to which 
the latest census returns also bear tes­
timony. Manhattan, for its part, has 
certainly not been very ousy during the 
past year—not at least in the old shop­
ping district along Sixth avenue, nor in 
the manufacturing districts of the East 
Side, nor among the foreign steamship 
lines of the West Side. 

For the present, then, the investor and 
builder must seek action in the central 
and northern sections of the city where 
both realization and anticipation of 
transit improvements have combined to 
animate real estate affairs. But it is 
only a question of time when they shall 
be gathering the fruit of the new sub­
way and the rebuilt elevated lines in 
many different parts of the city. 

Righting a Wrong. 
Editor of the RECORD AND GUIDE: 

The Citizens' Union has published its 
annual analysis of the record of the 
members of the .\ssembly. The Real 
Estate fioard of New York would ordin­
arily not be interested in the opinion of 
the Citizens' Union of representatives 
elected by the people to conduct their 
affairs at Albany. On this occasion 
however, a measure in which the Rea! 
Estate Board was interested has been 
made the conspicuous cause for criti­
cising the record of the number of men 
who declined to vote in accordance with 
the views of the Citizens' Union. For 
this reason it becomes necessary for the 
Real Estate Board to try, in so far as it is 
able, to right a wrong committed by the 
Citizens' Union. 

In this record published by self-con­
stituted guardians of the morals of the 
community, a number of Assemblymen 
are held up to the public view as having 
"supported a bill weakening regulation 
of building construction." This refer­
ence is, of course, to the bill for simpli­
fying building inspection, which was in­
troduced at the request of the Real 
Estate board and some seventy allied 
real estate, building, civic and business 
organizations throughout Greater New 
York. 

This bill was designed not to weaken 
building construction, as every one who 
has honestly examined the bill knows, 
but to simplify it and to correct a con­
dition in New York City with respect 
to buildin.g construction and inspection 
that has been a scandal for years and 
that the constituted authorities have 
failed lamentably to correct. 

This bill had such support as has 
seldom been accorded to any single 
measure. It had the support, for in­
stance, of the Merchants' Association, 
whose members have been made aware 
hy painful experience of the inadequacy 
and injustice of the existing system. It 
had the support of the automobile in­
terests, the printing interests, and with­
out going into detail, of a sufficiently 
large element in the community to con­
vince any but the most prejudiced that 
it was a sensible and practical measure. 

During the earlier conferences on this 
measure, in which the Citizens' Union 
joined, there was full agreement as to 
the very pressing need for simplifying 
building inspection. The Citizens' Union 
was willing to lend its aid to remedy 
these conditions, but it withdrew as soon 
as it discovered that it was impossible 
to fcTce its will on the conference; that 

is, to have a central building department 
controlled by the Mayor, as distingu­
ished from the placing of responsibility 
in the several Bureaus of Buildings. It 
may be mentioned that the Citizens' 
Union has, with few exceptions, opposed 
measures advanced by the Real Estate 
Board, under circumstances that make it 
difficult for the Union to maintain its 
claim to being a non-partisan organi­
zation. 

It may also be said, without fear of 
contradiction, that the opposition to the 
bill to simplify building inspection came 
from a small but strongly intrenched 
group of persons in close touch with the 
powers that be here in New York City, 
and but for this a bill which had the 
endorsement of practically the whole 
Legislature, including both Democrats 
and Republicans, and business interests 
of this community who are practical 
people, would have become law to the 
great benefit of all concerned. 

Perhaps the strongest criticism of 
this dog-in-the-manger attitude of the 
opposition to the bill is found in the fact 
that the conditions which real estate 
owners, tenants, manufacturers and busi­
ness concerns of all kinds have for years 
complained, are just as they were before 
the apathy of local authorities forced 
practical interests to try to do some­
thing to remedy them. 

With respect to the propriety of the 
criticisms published by the Citizens 
Union it seemi; to me that this sort of 
intimidation is just as reprehensible as 
any other sort of intimidation, the only 
saving feature being that sensible people * 
form their own conclusions and are not 
influenced as much as might be supposed 
by the gratuitous fault finding of the 
self-constituted censors of the com­
munity. 

In the spring of 1914, when the bill­
board ordii'.ance was before the Board 
of Aldermen, a representative of the 
Citizens' Union had the temerity to 
threaten members of that body with 
"exposure" similar to that just indulged 
in, if they dared to vote in opposition to 
the views expressed by the Citizens 
Union. This bare-faced- attempt met 
with the prompt rebuke that it deserved. 
But the incident serves to illustrate the 
sort of intimidation to which public of­
ficials, who are constantly trying to do 
their duty but who may happen not to 
agree with the views of the Citizens' 
Union, are subjected. 

The record just published by the 
Citizens' Union is not without its amus­
ing feature; for in a great number of 
cases opposite the statement "supported 
bill weakening regulation of building 
construction" is found the statement 
"record of votes good," and "record of 
votes fair." It is another way of saying 
that however good a public official may 
be he cannot have a clean bill of health 
unless he agrees entirely with the 
Citizens' Union.

Proposed Rapid Transit Connection in 
Brooklyn. 

Editor of Ihe RECORD AND GUIDE: 
I would like to make clear a lew points 

concerning the proposed physical con­
nection between the Fulton street ele­
vated line and the B. R. T. subways at 
Ashland place. There seems to be some 
misunderstanding as to the effect of the 
proposed connection on tlie plans of the 
Committee of One Hundred and other 
organizations who are striving to pre­
vent the ruination of Fulton street and 
create a permanent improvement for tliat 
thoroughfare. 

It should now be clearly understood 
that this connection will result in inesti-
mal)le and immediate benefit to a great 
population, and will be the first step 
and probably the most important factor 
in making possible the future construc­
tion of a Livingston street subway and 
a permanent subway improvement on 
Fulton street in future years. 

In the first place, the best interest of 
the people of Brooklyn, and that is the 
interest which should be first considered, 
demands that the great working popula-< 

tion of central Brooklyn, East New York 
and Queens County should be given bet­
ter morning and evening transit facilities 
to and from New York than can pos­
sibly be given over the present greatly 
congested Brooklyn Bridge. 

The building of the proposed physical 
connection between the Fulton street 
elevated line at Cumberland street and 
the B. R. T. subways at St. Felix street 
would give this vitally needed direct 
transit through the Willoughby-Mon-
tague street tunnel to Manhattan, and at 
the same time leave the connection to 
the Brooklyn Bridge, either over the 
present downtown Fulton streei: elevated 
or through a' Livingston street subway, 
for those who wish to go to and from 
the business, drygoods or manufacturing 
centers of this borough, or to the East 
Side of Manhattan. This connection, if 
built at once, would represent probably 
60 per cent, of the actual benefit to the 
city of all of the proposed plans involv­
ing Fulton street, which are within the 
realm of probability for the near future. 

Second — The proposed connection 
seems to be the only plan to give this 
much needed transit relief which can be 
carried out by the direction of the Pub­
lic Service Commission and the Board of 
Estimate within the terms of the e.xisting 
contracts between the city and B. R. T. 
Railroad Company, and which can be 
built and operated within a few months 
after approval. 

Third—This plan, instead of delaying 
the permanent improvement of lower 
Fulton street, by the Livingston street 
subway, or the improvement of the en­
tire borough by a subway up Fulton 
street, would work in as an active begin­
ning of both of these improvements. In 
view of the present financial condition 
of the city, it is not probable that either 
of these latter subway plans can be com­
pleted for some time, and the proposed 
connection would provide proper transit 
in the meantime and save this great sec­
tion of the borough from a loss of many 
millions of dollars, and save the city, in 
a few years, both in increased railroad 
earnings and preserved taxable values, 
enough money to build both this con­
nection and both subway improvements. 

Fourth—The building of the proposed 
connection is a matter independent 9! 
the litigation involving the great solid 
steel viaduct built by the railroad com­
pany on Fulton street, east of Nostrand 
avenue, or the right of the railroad com­
pany to continue such a structure west 
of Nostrand avenue. These matters are 
now in the courts, and will have to be 
determined on their merits in court, and 
also by the Public Service Commission, 
the Board of Estimate and the Corpora­
tion Counsel. 

In this connection of the litigation on 
the Fulton street structure, I would like 
to correct the statements which have 
frequently appeared in the papers to the 
effect that the lattice type of elevated 
structure, which is required b}- law on 
Fulton street, is not strong enough to 
carry the heavy steel train service. This 
is absolutely incorrect. The lattice type 
of construction has adequate strength for 
any kind of standard train service and 
the best engineering authority will sus­
tain this statement. 

Lattice construction may be slightly 
more e.xpensive where cheapness is the 
only consideration, but there is no ques­
tion as to its admitting more light and 
air on the street, or as to its strength, if 
properly constructed. 

Immediate action sliould be taken by 
the Board of Estimate and the Public 
Service Commission in providing the 
funds and approving plans for slightly 
changing the New Brighton Line con­
nection to the subways now being built 
af St. Felix street, to take the proposed 
Fulton street connection; this will save 
expense and delay later. 

The interest and support which the 
plan outlined in the Eagle is receiving 
from the traveling public, the banking, 
realty and business interests of this bor­
ough, should insure its early adoption 
aiid construction.

Offsets Against Personal Taxes. 
Everybody knows that under the pres­

ent law many classes of personal prop­
erty are exempt from taxat ion. All bonds 
of the State and City of New York, and 
all secured debts and mor tgages , upon 
which a recording tax has been paid, are 
exempt, all shares of stock are exempt , 
except bank stock. 

F i rms cannot be taxed. John Doe & 

Co. might have a s tore containing a 
million dollars wor th of goods, but the 
firm cannot be assessed. Each individual 
member of the firm can be assessed, p ro ­
vided he mainta ins a vot ing residence 
in the city. Pa r tne r s in firms may, how­
ever, ofl'set the interest they have in 
merchandise by their share of the firm's 
debts, and also by all pr ivate obl igat ions 
owed by them. 

If a pa r tner ' s equity in the goods is 
wor th $100,000, he can oflset it by an 
obligation of equal amount , even if tha t 
obligation is to his stock broker for 
margin t ransact ions , or if it represents 
money borrowed against some mine in 
Mexico. Almost any sort of a financial 
obligation can be used as an offset 
against personal taxes in this State .— 
Judson G. Wal l . 

H O L D I N G Q U E E N S BACK. 

The Absence of Sewers—Borough Presi­
dent Objects to Commis­

sioner's Ruling. 
Queens Borough ' s development is l im­

ited by the absence of adequate sewer 
sys tems in some of the most invit ing 
distr icts . But for that there would have 
been much more building at Corona and 
o ther places a long the new subways in 
the past several years . 

Commiss ioner Murphy of the T e n e ­
ment House Depar tment takes the posi­
tion that Section 91 of the T e n e m e n t 
House Law, by inference, prohibi ts the 
construct ion of t enements unless it be 
possible to connect the areas and court 
yards with s to rmwate r sewers in the 
s treets . 

Borou.eh Pres ident Connelly has writ­
ten the Commissioner , d isagreeing with 
this ruling, and saying: 

"There is no direct prohibit ion in the 
law that I can find, even against building 
tenement houses where no connect ion 
can be made with the sewer. 

"I am well aware that, after the com­
pletion of a t enement house, you are re­
quired to certify that it has been con­
structed in conformity with the t enement 
house law, but I feel that, where no 
sewer exists, the law will be satisfied 
by the certification by you of the fact 
that it is impossible for a sewer connec­
tion to be made for the s torm water and 
that , therefore, the law has been com­
plied with insofar as compliance is phys -
icallv possible. 

"Th is mat te r is of the greatest impor­
tance to the people of Queens Borough, 
especially in view of the fact that the 
finances of the city have made it neces­
sary for the Board of Es t imate and Ap­
por t ionment to curtail expendi tures for 
the construct ion of public improvements , 
including sewers ." 

Borough Pres ident Connolly also re­
quests that , in case the suggest ions made 
cannot be adopted, the mat te r be sub­
mitted to the Corporat ion Counsel for 
his opinion. 

The Commiss ioner insists that all tene­
ments must be connected with a s torm 
water sewer, so that the rain water from 
the roofs and that which collects in the 
a reaways can be drained off. When such 
connect ion i-s not shown on building 
plans for t enements the depar tment is 
holding up the plans.

" I h e subject, to my mind, is one 
wor tny ol our best considerat ion. Hol ­
low tue IS not a new Puildiiig material . 
I t was introduced in New i ork City in 
1870, by Geo. H. Johnson , an archi tect 
ot great ability aud one who was not 
hampered by conventionali t ies , in proof 
ot ims s ta tement , permit me to recall 
that he b u m tne hrst casi- i ron building 
erected in this city. I t was on Thi rd 
avenue, occupying the block bounded 
by that tho rough ia re . Hal l place and bth 
and 7th s t reets . T h e bunding, which 
was originally known as i o m p k i n s 
Market , and was once occupied as the 
a rmory of the oyth Kegimeiu Nat ional 
Guard, was recently demolished to make 
room tor an annex to L-Ooper Union. 

"Mr. Johnson patented his invention 
of hollow tile for h reproohng , and my 
father and myself purchased from him 
the terr i tor ia l r ights lo manutac ture and 
use all of his pa ten ts relat ing to hollow 
tile, tor the Sta tes ot New York and 
Connecticut . However , we were some 
years m advance of the tiines, hreproof-
mg of buildings not having then been 
taken seriously by archi tects , and a l te r 
expending a considerable sum of money 
in an eno r t to introduce this torin ot h re -
prooiing, without success, we allowed 
the pa tents to lapse and abandoned the 
proposi t ion. 

" t h e ma t t e r lay do rman t for years , 
and until we began the erection ol hre-
pioof buildings, about twenty-hve years 
ago, when it was taken up by o thers 
.and used exclusively for h reproohng . 
T h e r c a t i e r its valui. as a building ma te ­
rial gradual ly impressed itselt upon 
archi tec ts , and it is now being used 
th roughou t th'e country for the entire 
const ruct ion of buildings, a l though this 
use IS not yet approved by our building 
code tor use insiue the hre l imits." 

Improved Service on the Sea Beach. 
T h e New York Consolidated Railroad 

Company, which opera tes the Four th 
avenue subway in Brooklyn, has placed 
in operat ion the local t racks in that 
subway from 40th to S9th s t reets . When 
the subway was opened and up to the 
present time the company has been using 
a combinat ion of local and express 
tracks.

Th i s 
branch ol the real estate market , namely 
that ot apa r tmen t rent ing, has continued 
to remain unusually nrm and brokers 
from many p a n s ot the city repor t that 
the demand is one of the best within 
recent years . i t is evident that tne 
supply has not kept pace with the de­
mand, a l though the majori ty of the later 
bunding opera t ions concerned large 
resideniial proper t ies . 

i t cannot, oi course, be said tha t every 
apa r tmen t house distr ict in New York 
has been shar ing in this good tor tune , or 
that all such s t ruc tures are completely 
occupied, but it may be said with a mos t 
reasonable degree of cer ta inty tha t a 
great percentage of the available area in 
many sections of the Eas t and Wes t 
Sides ot Manha t t an , the Bronx and 
Brooklyn, has been absorbed and that in 
these ne ighborhoods tenants are so 
eayer for apa r tmen t s that they are rent­
ing t rom the pians. 

Such a condit ion of affairs is mos t 
sat is tactory to the owners and builders 
and places the values and futures of the 
proper t ies on a h rm basis, i t may be 
considered, therefore, ra ther unusual tha t 
there is not more t rading in sucn hold­
ings, since the inves tment re turn from 
a completely rented apa r tmen t house in 
a good section is nol only an assured 
one but one on which the average m o r t ­
gage renewal difhculty is easily ad­
justed, i l would not be surpr is ing if 
llie long e.xpecied revival of in teres t in 
real estate should manifest itself in a 
concerted buying movemen t of such 
highly desirable proper t ies by investors . 

T h e total number of sales repor ted 
and not recorded in Manha t t an this week 
was 12, as against 11 last week and 15 a 
year ago. 

I h e number of sales south of S9th 
s treet was 5, as compared with 4 last 
week and 4 a year ago.

investigation. Mr, Alexander was born in Prince­
ton. X. J., son of the Rev. Dr. James W. Alex­
ander, for many years pastor of the Fifth Ave­
nue Presbyterian Church, which was attfnded by 
Henry B. Hyde, founder of the Equitable. Mr. 
Alexander was graduated t r i m Princeton in 
I^SO. and later became a lawyer and secretary 
nt the Equitable. He became a vice president 
in 1S71 and from 1.S74 to 1899. when Mr. Hyde 
died, he was first vice president. During Mr. 
Hyde's long illness he was in control of tbe 
organization. The directors elected iMr. Alex­
ander to the presidency upon the death of Mr. 
Hyde, to continue in that position until James 
Hazen Hyde should assume the presidency, as 
directed hy his father's will. James Hazen 
Hyde was made first vice president. Later, 
when Thomas F. Ryan acquired the Hyde in­
terests, Mr. Alexander retired as president and 
director. He was a member of the Metropolitan 
and Century clubs, was for six years president 
ot the Princeton Club, and eight years presi­
dent ot the University Club. He is survived by 
his widow, two sons and a daughter, the latter 
the widow of John M. Alexander, artist .

Bureau of F i r e PreTent ion , 
TTiese regulations apply to all buildings here­

after erected except factory buildings, tenement 
houses, theatres, motion picture theatres, and 
other buildings for which the requirements as 

to exit facilities are specifically provided by law 
or ordinance: 

§4. Number of Ea>its Required.— (a) There shall 
be provided in all buildings sufficient means of 
exit from each story to accommodate the maxi­
mum number of persons that may be employed 
or housed in such story, the number to be com­
puted as provided in another section, (b) There 
shall be provided in all buildings at least two 
separate means of exit remote from each other 
from each floor area (including the ground floor), 
except in private dwellings occupied by not 
more than two families, and buildings not ex­
ceeding two stories in height occupied as stores, 
offices or show rooms; in all such "excepted" 
buildings the enclosure of stairways need not 
be provided, except that the cellar or lowest 
story shall be properly cut off from the upper 
floors. The above provision for two means of 
exit from the ground floor of stores may be 
waived if one means of exit is deemed suffi­
cient by the Chief, Bureau of Fire Prevention. 

§o. Capacity of Exits.—Capacity of floors. For 
the purpose of determining the number of oc­
cupants in any floor area of a building, unless 
information is furnished giving a more accur­
ate determination, the following assumptions 
will be made as to the floor area occupied by 
each individual: 

(1) Ten (10) square feet in dance halls 
and in lodge rooms and similar occu­
pancies. 

(2) Fifteen (15) square feet in schools, 
colleges, court rooms and restaurants . 

(3) Twenty-five (25) square feet in 
stores, markets , lodging houses and read­
ing rooms. 

(4) Fifty (50) square feet in offlce 
buildings and show rooms. 

(5) One hundred (IUO) square feet in 
hospitals, hotels, asylums, furnished room 
houses, studio buildings and similar oc­
cupancies. 

(0) One hundred and fifty (150) square 
feet for warehouses and garages. 

Note : The term floor area shall mean the 
entire space in a given story between ex­
terior walls, fire walls or fire exit par t i ­
tions (which shall include the enclosing 
partit ions around stairwells) , except tha t 
in computing such area the space occu­
pied by walls, partit ions, columns and all 
shafts may be excluded. It is intended that 
the floor area shall include all that par t 
of each floor which is actually used for 
the purposes specified as the occupancy of 
the building. 

(b) Auditoriums and dance halls.—In all build­
ings of a public character containing assembly 
rooms for lectures, entertainments or other 
similar purposes, and which do not come under 
the provisions of Article 24 or 25, Chapter 5 
of the Code of Ordinances, a seating layout 
shall be shown on the plan giving the number 
of seats and spacing of same, width of aisles, 
ete. For all such occupancies and for dance 
halls the aggregate width ( in feet) of all exits 
shall be equal to one-twentieth (1-20) the seat­
ing capacity of the auditorium or capacity of 
dance hall, and such exits shall open either 
directly on the street or on a court or fire­
proof tunnel leading to the street, where such 
auditorium or dance hall is located on the 
ground floor. Where the auditorium is above 
the ground floor, such exits shall open (ex­
cepting horizontal exits) on stairways which 
shall not be used to serve any other nar t of 
tbe building, in no case shall any auditorium 
or dance hall be located at a height exceeding 
six (6) stories or seventy-five (75) feet above 
the street level, unless provided with horizon­
tal exits of an aggregate width heretofore speci­
fied, i. e., l-20th of the capacity. The exits 
shall be so arranged as to properly serve all 
parts of the auditorium, and where leading 
to stairways the clear width of each s tair 
shall be not less than the width of the exit 
door or doors leading to it. 

Other occupancies.—For all occupancies not 
enumerated above under Sub-division (b> of 
this Section, the capacity of the exits shall be 
computed as follows : 

(c) Interior and outside stairways.—In com­
puting the number of persons tha t any interior 
enclosed stairway, smokeproof tower, or out­
side screened stairway can safely accommodate 
in each story, it shall be assumed that the 
capacity of the stairs is fourteen (14) persons 
for each twenty-two (22) inches clear width 
of stairs, plus one person for each five (51 
square feet of unobstructed hall area or land­
ings in the stairway included between the en­
closure walls or partit ions, or of unobstructed 
balcony. If the story height from floor to floor 
exceeds twelve (12) feet six (G) inches, one 
additional person may be added for each foot 
in excess of twelve ( i^) feet six (6> inches 
story height, for each twenty-two (22) inch 
clear width of s tairs . No increase in allow­
ance shall be made for any increase in width 
of less than twenty-two (22l inches. 

(d) Horizontal exits.—The capacity of a hori­
zontal exit shall be assumed to be the number 
of persons that can be accommodated within 
the available floor area on the opposite side 
of such exit ^-owing five (5) square feet of 
unobstructed floor space for each person, xae 
available floor area will be equal to the net 
unobstructed floor space on the opposite side of 
the exit after the floor space necessary to accom­
modate the persons normally occupying such 
floor area has been deducted, the number of such 
persons shall be computed in accordance with 
the provisions of Sub-uivision (a) of this Sec­
tion. After the net available floor area has 
been determined the capacity of same shall be 
computed by allowing five (5) square feet of 
unobstructed floor area to each person. Where 
it is impossible to determine beforehand what 
proportion of the floor area will be unobstructed, 
computation shall be made on the basis that 
sixty-five (G5) per cent, of such fioor area will 
be occupied by desks, chairs, or other furni­
ture or flxtures. 

In the floor area, on each side of the hori­
zontal exit, there shall be provided at least 
one enclosed interior stairway, a smokeproof 
tower or an outside screened stairway, the lat­

ter to be accepted only when the height of the 
building does not exceed six (0) stories or 
seventy-five (75) feet. 

The width of a horizontal exit door shall be 
not less than forty-four (44) inches nor more 
than sixty-six (Gti) inches in the clear, and shall 
not exceed forty-eight (48) square feet in a r ea ; 
but in no case shall the aggregate width of all 
horizontal exit doors be less than twelve (12) 
inches for each twenty (20) persons or fraction 
thereof, permitted to occupy the larger floor 
area served by such exit, in excess of its normal 
occupancy, when used as an area of safety. 

Definition of horizontal exit.—A horizontal 
exit shall be the connection through a fire par­
tition in any building by means of one or more 
openings not less than forty-four (44) inches 
wide, protected on one side by a self-closing fire 
door and on the other by an autoniatic fire door 
containing no glass panels, which shall continu­
ously be unlocked and the opening unobstructed 
whenever any person is employed or housed on 
either side of tbe opening. 

Exterior balconies and bridges not less than 
forty-four (44) inches in width connecting two 
buildings and not having a gradient of more 
than one foot fall in six, may also be counted 
as horizontal exits when the doors opening out 
upon said balconies or bridges are fird* doors 
and are level with the floors of the building, 
and wben all doors of both buildings opening 
on such balconies or bridges are continuously 
kept unlocked and unobstructed whenever any 
person is employed on either side of the exit, 
and when such balconies or bridges are built 
of incombustible material and are capable of 
sustaining a live load of not less than ninety 
(00) pounds per square foot with a factor of 
safetv of four; and when such balconies or 
bridges are enclosed on all sides to a height 
of not less than six feet and on top and bot­
tom by fireproof material, unless all windows 
or openings within thirty (30) feet of such 
balconies in the connected buildings shall be 
of fireproof construction and when constructed 
with movable sash such windowa -i^all also be 
self-closing. 

A horizontal exit shall also De considered to 
be an exit around a fire wall by means of an 
exterior balcony. Where such a balcony is 'pro­
vided, the same shall comply in all respects to 
the construction specified for a balcony of a 
smokeproof tower, Section 11. 

(e) Permissible reductions.—In all buildings 
equipped throughout with an automatic wet 
sprinkler system having two satisfactory sources 
of water supply complying with all the require­
ments of the Bureau of Fire Prevention, the 
exits required may have a capacity of one-
third (1-3) less than the requirements already 
set forth in tbis Article, but in no case shall 
the means of exit be less than the minimum 
requirements permitted in Sub-division ( b ) . 
Section 4. 

§6. Location of Exits.—(a) Distance to exits 
and passages.—Exits shall be remote from each 
other, and arranged so far as practicable to af­
ford a person in any part of the building a choice 
between two directions of travel, each of which 
will lead to an exit remote from the other. 
Exits shall be so located that no person shall 
be compelled to travel in a horizontal direc­
tion from the most remote par t of the build­
ing served by such exit more t h a n : 

(1> Sixty (60) feet in schools, hospitals, asy­
lums, sani tar iums, nurseries and other 
places for the care, t reatment or deten­
tion of persons (excepting; jails) or in 
which numbers of children are housed. 

(2) One hundred (100^ feet in all other 
buildings. 

An unobstructed, public hall or corridor lead­
ing directly to the stairway or other means ot 
exit shall be provided in all buildings, the -oor 
area of which is sub-divided into smaller areas, 
such as offices or other rooms, by interior par­
titions. 

Where an outside screened stairway or fire 
escape constitutes one of the means of exit and 
an omission of the hall or corridor previously 
described is permitted, an' entrance to such 
means of exit is through a room opening on a 
public hall or corridor, an exit sign shall be 
placed over the door to such room, and the 
door shall contain a plain glass panel, and 
a four-pound fiat-head axe shall be placed in 
a rack located convenient to such door, and 
the fastenin;rs of door shall be by means of 
a snap lock requiring no key to open it. 

Note : The purpose of this provision is 
to permit persons to break out the glass 
panel and open the door in case same is 
locked. 
(b) Exits from stairways.—All lines of stairs , 

including interior enclosed stairs, smokeproof 
towers, outside screened stairs and fire escapes, 
shall lead either airectly to the street or to an 
open yard, court or fireproof tunnel from which 
access may be had to the street. In no case 
shall it be permissible to re-enter the buil^^ing 
from the termination of a line of stairs, except 
where such entry is through a fireproof tunnel 
or corridor properly lighted on a separate cir­
cuit from the main service circuit, and such 
passage or tunnel shall lead directly to the 
street or to an open yard or court leading 
to the street. 

In all buildings exceeding four stories in 
height all s tairways that serve as required 
means of exit shall be continued their full 
width to the roof. 

§7. Approved Means of Exit.— (a) In fireproof 
buildings.—An approved means of exit of fire­
proof buildings shall consist of either an interior 
enclosed fireproof stairway, a smokeproof tower 
or a horizontal exit. w acre the height of the 
buildings is not over six (6) stories or seventy-
five (75) feet an outside screened stairway or 
fire escape will be accepted as one of the re­
quired means of exit, the latter only when the 
conditions are as described in the 3d paragraph 
of this section. 

(b) In non-fireproof buildings.—An approved 
means of exit in non-flreproof buildings sball 
consist of either an interior enclosed fireproof 
stairway, a smokeproof tower or a horizontal 
exit. Where the height of the building does 
not exceed six (6) stories or seventy-five (75) 
feet an outside screened stairway, an interior 

http://xS9.ll
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enclosed non-flreproof stairway or a flre escape 
will also be accepted as oue of the required 
means of exit, the latter only when the con­
ditions are as described in sub-division (c) , ot 
this section. 

(c) Fire escapes—where permitted.—In all 
cases where a single stairway is provided of sut-
hcient capacity to accommodate the number of 
occupants in each floor area a Hre escape lo-
cateii remotely from such stairs will be ac­
cepted as the secondary means ot exit, where 
the height of the builuing does not exceed 
six (6) stories or seventy-flve (75) feet, except 
that a flre escape shall not be considered as a 
secondary means of exit in schools, hospitals, 
sanitariums, nurseries and other places for the 
care t reatment or detention ot persons. 

§9. Definition of Interior Enclosed Fireproof 
Stairways.— . 

Such stairways shall be constructed ot incom­
bustible material and shall have an unobstruct­
ed width of at least forty-four (44) inches 
throughout, except that hand rails may project 
not more than three and one-half (dVa) inches 
into such width. There shall be not more than 
twelve (12) feet six (0) inches in height be­
tween successive landings. The treads shall not 
be less than ten (10) inches wide, exclusive of 
the nosing, and shall be constructed and 
maintained in such a manner as to prevent 
persons from slipping thereon. The rise s_hall 
not be more than seven and three-fourth ( i % ) 
inches. 

Stairways shall be provided with proper and 
substantial hand rails on both sides and when 
seven (7) feet or more in width, shall be pro­
vided with a continuous intermediate hand rail 
sabstantially supported. 

No stairway with "winders" shall be allowed 
in a continuous line of stairs serving as a re­
quired means ot exit. Winders may be per­
mitted, however, in single flights of s tairs to 
serve as an auxiliary connection from one floor 
to another. 

Every stairway shall be enclosed on all sides 
by Hre partit ions extending continuously from 
the lowest story to which such stairway extends 
to at least three (3) feet above the roof and 
where the stairway is required to extend to the 
roof it shall be enclosed in a pent house or flre­
proof bulkhead above the roof level. Such 
bulkhead or pent house shall be provided with 
a skylight at least three-quarters (%) of the 
area of the shaft, the skylight to be glazed with 
plain glass not more than three-sixteenths 
(3-16) inch thick, no pane of wliich shall exceed 
seven hundred and twenty (720) square inches. 
There shall be provided over the skylight a wire 
screen of not less than No. 12 U. S. Standard 
gauge, the mesh to be not less than three-
quarter (%) inch nor more than one (1) inch 
and the screen placed above the skylight so as 
to be not less than four (4) inches nor more 
than six (6) from the skylight at all points. 

Provision shall be made for the adequate 
lighting of all stairways by artiflcial light, and 
such lighting, where electric lights are used, 
shall be supplied by a separate circuit from that 
serving the main part of the building. 

AU doors opening on such stairways, which 
serve as a means of exit for five (5) or more 
persons, shall open iu the direction of exit 
travel, except that in schools where pupils are 
trained in fire drills, classroom doors may open 
inward. Such doors shall be self-closing fire 
doors of the same width as the stairway and 
may contain panels of wire glass not to exceed 
three hundred and sixty (300) square inches at 
each opening. Tho width of all hallways and 
landing platforms shall be not less than the 
width of the stairs and shall be of sufhcient 
width so tha t the doors in opening into the 
stairway shall not reduce the free passageway 
of the landing to a width less than the width 
of the stairway. 

The width of all hallways and exit doors lead­
ing to the street at the street level shall be not 
less than the aggregate width of aii exit corri­
dors and stairways leading to them, and such 
exit doors shall open in the direction of exit 
travel. This does not^^rohibit the use ot sliding 
doors in garages aud stables. 

The continuity of all s tairs which may be 
used for exit purposes shall be interrupted a t 
the street level by partitions or doors or other 
means which will make clear the direction of 
egress to the street. 

NOTE ; The purpose of this provision is 
to prevent persons from continuing to the 
basement. 
In case it is desired (in order to obtain ad­

ditional light) to place windows in the stair en­
closure partitions, the same shall be of fireproof 
construction with fixed sash and glazed with a 
double thickness of wired glass with an air 
space of not less than two (2) inches separating 
the two (2) thicknesses. No single light of 
wired glass shall exceed three hundred and 
sixty (.'100) square inches and the total area in 
each story shall not exceed seven hundred and 
twenty (720) square inches. Where the s tairs 
are partly enclosed by exterior walls of the 
building all windows in such walls forming 
part of the stair enclosure shall be of fireproof 
construction. If movable sash is used such 
windows shall be also self-closing. 

§10. Definition of Interior Enclosed Non-fire-
proof Stairtoays.—Such stairways may have the 
stairs, stairhails, platforms and landings con­
structed of wood, but shall be continuously en­
closed from the lowest level to which such stairs 
extend to the roof with fire partitions. The floor 
of the lowest hallway shall be made fire proof by 
not less than four (4) inches of approved flre­
proof material in all cases where the enclosure 
partitions do not extend through the cellar or 
lowest story. All other provisions as to width of 
stairs, halls, landings, treads, risers, railings, exit 
doors, lighting, skylights, windows, etc., men­
tioned in Section 9 shall also apply to non-flre-
proot enclosed stairways. 

§11. Definition of Smoke Tower.—Tbe s tairs 
landings and balconies or platforms shall be solid 
and completely enclosed as required for interior 
flreproof stairways and shall extend from the 
court yard or sidewalk level to and above the 
roof to form a bulkhead, and such bulkhead 
shall be provided with a skylight, as described 
In Section 9. The width ot the stairs , s tair-

halls and landings shall be not less than forty-
four (44) inches. There shall be no openings 
in any wall separating the stairway from the 
building, but fixed or self-closiug fireproof win­
dows sulflcient tor lighting purposes will be per-

. mitted in the exterior walls, provided they are 
not subject to fire exposure hazard from the 
same or nearby buildings. Access shall be pro­
vided to the stairway trom every story ot the 
building by outside balconies of steel or ma­
sonry or by vestibules within the walls of the 
building, but open on at least one side. Every 
such balcony or vestibule shall have an unob­
structed width ot at least forty-four (44) 
inches and shall open upon an open space not 
less than one hundred (100) square feet in 
area. The balcony or vestibule shall be pro­
vided with a solid incombustible floor. Rail­
ings of steel or other approved incombustible 
material shall be provided not less than four 
(4) feet in height. Access to the balcony or 
vestibule (rom the building and to the stair­
ways from the balcony or vestibule shall be by 
approved self-closing fire doors not less than 
forty-four (44) inches wide and seven (7) feet 
high, which shall swing in the direction ot exit 
travel. The doors shall be provided with locks 
or latches with visible fastenings requiring no 
keys to open them. A wired glass panel not 
exceeding three hundred and sixty (300) square 
inches may be provided in the door opening into 
the s tair shaft. The level of the balcony or 
vestibule floor shall not be more than seven 
and three-quarters (7%) inches below the door 
sill of the building. Landings in such stairways 
shall bo ot sufficient width so that the doors 
opening into stairways shall not reduce the free 
passageway ot the landing to a width less than 
the Width of the stairway. The provisions for 
treads, risers, hand rails, lighting, etc., as de­
scribed in Section 9 shall also applv to smoke­
proof towers. 

§12. DefiHition of Outside Screened Stairways. 
—uutside screened stairways shall be built of in-
comoustiDle material . The width of doors, s tair 
lanoings and platforms and width of treads and 
height of risers, as described in Section 9, shall 
also apply to outside screened stairways. Ac­
cess to the balconies shall be by means of self-
closing lire doors that shall open in the direc­
tion ot exit travel and be so arranged as to not 
obstruct the tree passageway. The level ot the 
balcony floor shall not De more than seven and 
tnree-iourths It-h) inches below the level of the 
door sill. The stairs shall continue from the 
roof to the ground level and shall be provided 
witu railings of incombustible material not less 
tnan four (i) feet high. 'That space above the 
top ot the railing ana below the bottom of the 
stair string aciove shall be enclosed with a wire 
screen, the gauge to be not less than No. s u. a. 
Standaru gauge, or the me.sh greater than two 
K~) incues. All window or other openings open­
ing upon the course of such stairs anu within 
tnree (3) feet of the balconies shall be pro­
tected by flreproof windows. If movable sasn is 
used such windows sball be selt-closing. 

§13. Definition of Fire Escapes.— 

(a) The flre escape shall extend from thereof 
to tne ground and shall have balconies a t each 
floor level ; shall be constructed of incombusti­
ble material , and be capable of sustaining a 
live load of not less than ninety (UO) pounds 
per square foot with a factor of satety of lour 
(4 ) . 

(b) The balconies shall be at least four (4) 
teet in width, shall include not less than two win­
dows at each floor level, and be protected by a 
railing four (4) feet in height, rigidly braced. 
If the story height exceeds fifteen (15) leet 
there shall De provided an intermediate balcony 
between the floors. The lowest balcony shall 
not be less than ten (10) feet above the side­
walk level. That part of the balcony next to the 
stair opening shall be not less than twenty-two 
(:;2) inches in width, and such opening shall be 
protected by a railing constructed as previously 
described. 

(c) The stairs from the lowest balcony to the 
roof shall be not less than twenty-two ("2) 
Inches in width, and be placed at an angle not 
exceeding forty-five (45) degrees and protected 
on each side "with a railing four (4) feet high 
and securely braced to the s tair strings. If the 
strings of the s tair are constructed of plates 
the stair sball be braced to the wall of the 
building at a point midway between the bal­
conies. The rise shall not exceed eight (S) 
inches. At the lowest balcony a counterbalanced 
stairs of the cantilever type shall be erected of 
not less than twenty-two (22) inches in width 
and provided with releasing device, and also a 
control, to properly retard the lowering of the 
counterbalanced stairs. 

All mechanical parts shall be of simple con­
struction easily operated and open for inspec­
tion. The counterbalanced stairs shall be pro­
vided with a railing similar to the railings on 
the stairs above. 

(d) All windows on the course of the fire escape 
and within three (3) feet of the Hre escape bal­
conies shall be of flreprool construction If 
movable sash is used, such windows shall also 
be self-closing. 

§14. Dcfiiution Of Fireproof Tunnels or Corri­
dors.—A flreprooftunnel or corridor shall be en­
closed on each side by flre partit ions or by an 
exterior wail of the building and a flre par t i ­
tion. In non-flreproof buildings, the ceiling of 
the tunnel or corridor shall be covered with 
flre retarding material and the floor shall be 
made fireproof by at least four (4) inches of ap­
proved fireproof material where the partit ions 
do not extend through the cellar or lower story 
The enclosing partitions where not extending to 
the ground shall be suported on steel beams 
properly encased in not less than two (2) inches 
of approved fireproof material . The width of 
the corridor shall be equal to the width of all 
s tairs , or other exits leading to it, but shall 
in no case be less than four (4) feet in the 
clear, and tho clear height shall not be less than 
seven (7) feet. Such tunnels shall lead di­
rectly to the street or to aa open court or yard 
communicating with the street, and where the 
level of the corridor is below the level of such 
street or yard, the indifference in the level shall 
be overcome by means of a gradient wherever 
practicable, such gradient to be not steeper than 

one (1) foot ot rise in six (6) feet of run. 
Where it is impracticable to overcome the differ-
erence in level by means of a gradient, and it is 
necessary to introduce steps, the tread and rise 
shall be the same as that specified in Section 9.

1. That the provision ot the building code 
regarding thickness of walls supported on steel 
beams be waived and that we be allowed to con­
struct walls down to ground floor level ot 
thickness as shown on plans as no floor height 
except top story is over 13'. 

2. That the provision of the building code 
regarding height ot building and flreprooflng 
be waived and tha t wc be allowed to construct 
the building in accordance with the rulings of 
the Tenement House Department as the tracks 
under the building limit the space normally 
occupied by the building. 

1. The walls 12" thick are sufficiently strong 
and flre resisting where suported at each story 
and all projecting cornices are supported di­
rectly on steel. 

2. That the building is only 12 stories high 
with a roof pent house which occupies only SO 
per cent, of the root area and that height of 
building is in accordance with Tenement House 
regulations.

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BUILDING MANAGEMENT 
DISTRIBUTION OF SPACE IN A P A R T M E N T S 

Poin ts to be Observed in Laying Out 
Floor Areas in High Class Structures

r* ROM the standpoint of the property 
•*• owner, architect, btrilder or build­
ing manager, the distribution of space in 
an apartment house is of the utmost im­
portance, for upon this one thing alone 
may hang the success or failure of the 
enterprise. The distribution of space in 
high-class apartment houses, of the fire­
proof type, may be considered from two 
standpoints; first, that in relation to the 
entire plot to be improved, and second­
ly, in relation to the individual suites 
contained in the building. 

In determining the distribution of 
space with relation to the entire plot the 
first thing to be considered is the size 
of the apartments in demand in the par­
ticular neighborhood where the opera-

so made as to bring the master bed­
rooms as far from the noise as possible. 
If on the other hand a plot on a thor-
ouglifare of extra width, such as Park 
avenue, is to be improved, this condi­
tion need not be so seriously consid­
ered, and an entirely different layout 
would be practical. 

Once the question has been settled as 
to what type of house is to be erected, 
as best suited to the site, and the loca­
tion of the various suites and elevators 
determined, then the distribution of 

necessary equipment of the modern 
apartment. While no definite rule can 
be formulated, still they must be con­
veniently located and be of arnple size. 
It is difficult to realize a condition where 
too many closets have been supplied. 

Dressing-rooms are also popular in 
apartments of higher class. There are 
two ways of handling this problem, 
cither by building a small bedroom 
which can be used as a dressing-room, 
or by meeting the problem fairly in the 
first n1p.ro and lavina; away sufficient 

tion is to be undertaken. That is to 
say, how many rooms shall each suite 
contain? 

When this problem has been solved, 
and it takes an expert to find the solu­
tion, the floor plan sliould be laid out 
in such a manner that the principal 
suites are given the best exposure; also 
any other advantages which will help 
their renting possibilities. 

The location of the entrance hall 
should next be considered and the dis­
tribution of the elevators and stairways. 
It is essentia! that the general surround­
ing conditions be taken into account, 
especially the improvements made, or 
likely to be made, on adjoining prop­
erties. A uniform and advantageous ar­
rangement of courts, yards and open 
spaces can then be affected so that per­
manent light and ventilation can be ob­
tained. 
_ The location of the plot is an influenc­
ing factor. If, for example, the property 
IS located on a street or avenue upon 
which is operated a surface line, the ar­
rangement of the apartments should be

space inside each apartment must be 
decided upon. This is again much in­
fluenced by the location of the apart­
ment house to be erected. 

Speaking in the broad sense, there is 
a general tendency to have a large liv-
iiicr-room, rather than a living-room and 
library. It has been found that many 
families do not require a library, or if 
tliey do, anotlier room can be convert­
ed for this purpose. It is therefore de­
sirable tliat one of the other rooms in 
tlie suite be so arranged that it can be 
utilized either for bedroom purposes, or 
as a library. 

The tendency during the last few years 
has been to have an abundance of bath­
rooms, and, from present indications, it 
is safe to assume that the fine apart­
ments of the future will have a separate 
bathroom connected with every bed­
room. 

Closets are a most important and

space to afford the tenant this comfort, 
without taking away any other roorn 
froiTi the suite. 

All fine apartments are laid out in 
three sections: First, the living section, 
including the living-room, library, din­
ing-room, etc.: secondly, the servants' 
quarters, •which comprise the kitchen, 
pantry, servants' dining-room, bedrooms, 
and laundry, if there be one, and thirdly, 
the bedrooms and baths for the use of 
tile family. 

The living-room section should be so 
designed as to give easy and direct ac­
cess to and from the passen.ger eleva­
tor. A foyer is usually provided, with 
closets for coats and hats, and other 
requisites. It is, of course, understood 
that each roorn in this section is sep­
arate and apart from any other, and 
that one room need not be crossed in 
order to reach another. In some of the 
ai^proved plans the foyer is so laid out 
that access from it can be had to both 
the livin,c:-room and the dining-room. 

The servants' section should be like­
wise laid out so that easy access can

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be had from the service elevator. In 
the larger apartments containing many 
servants' rooms, the quarters of the male 
servants should be separated from those 
of the female servants, and there should 
be a bath for each. It is only withm the 
last few years that particular attention 
has been given to the servants' section 
of the apartment, but in an up-to-date 
house of today the portion assigned to 
the servants has been given as rnuch 
care as was devoted to the other sections 
of the suite. 

As to the master bedroom section, 
it is most important that the rooms be 
isolated from the others. The baths 
should adjoin the bedrooms and be lo­
cated between them when practical. 
Each bedroom should have at least one 
closet, and if possible two should be 
provided, specially if the room is to be 
occupied bv more than one person. It 
is also desirable that one or more closets 
be placed in the private hall used as a 
means of egress to the chambers. At 
least one of these closets should be de­
signed for a linen press. 

The use of long halls in high-class 
apartments should be avoided if possi­
ble. Much space is wasted unnecessarily 
in passage-ways and they are always a 
source of annoyance and inconveiiience 
to the mistress of the home. It is de­
sirable from every point of view to min­
imize the hall space. When this is ac­

complished a more compact and prac­
tical suite can be provided. 

As to the size of which each room 
should be, there is no rule that can be 
applied. Of course, much depends upon 
the rent which will be requested, and 
also the number of rooms in the apart­
ment, of which the room in question 
is a part. Naturally, an apartment hay­
ing many bedrooms must make provi­
sion for comparatively many occupants. 
Consequently there must be a larger 
dining-room than would be provided for 
a smaller suite. The same rule is also 
applicable to the living-room and other 
rooms used in common Ijy tbe family. 

In the highest-class apartments a laun­
dry should be installed as well as a sew­
ing-room and one for the use of the 
valet. In short the apartment of today 
must combine all the comforts and con­
veniences of a modern private dwelling, 
without its drawbacks. 

It is yearly becoming more difficult 
to lay out a good apartment. This is 
partly true because continually laws are 
passed and regulations enforced, some 
good and others unnecessary, which tend 
to add to the problems faced by the 
apartment house specialist. Then, 
again, tenants are becoming more exact-
in.?, and every new building must con­
tain all the good points of its predeces­
sors, with none of their bad features. This 
intimately affects distribution of space. 

REDUCING THE CLEANING COST 

Ways and Means Discussed—Old and New Methods 
Compared—Are Men Better Cleaners Than Women ? 

By W. H. CLASS 

i-pHERE has always been a question 
1 as to whether janitors or janitresses 

are more efficient. While attending the 
conventions of the National Association 
of Building Owners and Managers for 
several years past, I have made inquiries 
of different building managers all over 
the country as to their system of clean­
ing buildings, with a view of determinmg 
which was the more economical and sat­
isfactory method. . 

The large majority of those with 
whom I talked have obtained better re­
sults cleaning at night, the larger per­
centage of these I found doing the clean­
ing with men rather than -w'lth women. 

Some few years ago an extensive in­
vestigation was conducted by one writer 
for the purpose of ascertaining the gen­
eral opinion at that time. Out of a 
total of 4,386,243 square feet of rentable 
area selected from seventeen cities, 0/ 
per cent, favored women. In Chicago, 
out of twelve chief janitors, representing 
1 833,243 square feet of rentable area, six, 
representing 1,234,397 square feet, or ap­
proximately 67'^ per cent., were i" favor 
of janitors, and six, representing 598,840 
square feet, were in favor of janitresses. 

Where Women Are Preferred. 
Women were found to have the pref­

erence in Cleveland, St. Louis, Toledo, 
Indianapolis, Milwaukee, Minneapolis, 
Terre Haute, Rochester, Pittsburgh, Kan­
sas City and Detroit, while Seattle, 
Memphis, Tacoma and Columbus favored 

men. 
My own recent investigations, however, 

lead me to believe that in most instances 
men are employed. It is argued that 
women, being physically weaker than 
men, cannot move furniture with the 
same ease and dispatch, that they are 
susceptible to illness and are frequently 
pff on this account, and that it is more 
"difficult to maintain discipline over them. 

On the other hand, it is argued^ by 
those favoring women that they do their 
work neater and better. They are less 
destructive to furniture and tools and 
will do as much work per hour as men; 
that women by training are better fitted 
for their work and, if carefully selected, 
will give much better and cheaper service 
than men. 

One man in Chicago stated that in his 
building of 350,000 square feet, a saving 
pf $1,18 per floor per night was made 

by using men, or an annual approximate 
saving of $8,000. 

Having had this question in mind for 
several years, and realizing the diffi­
culties which we in New York have to 
contend with in the very short amount 
of time available for the cleaning and 
the ever increasing difiiculty of obtain­
ing good women for this work, I have 
gone into the question of night cleaning 
very thoroughly. 

Within the past few months I decided 
that it would be better to make an actual 
trial and select a building to make the 
test. Prior to making the change, the 
cleaning force was arranged as follows: 

Twenty-four women working four and 
one-half hours each day, $5.00 per week, 
six days. 

Thirteen porters and a head porter 
working 10 hours each day, $10 per week, 
six days. 

The Old System. 
With the old system, the women did 

all the cleaning within the offices and 
scrubbed corridor floors, while the por­
ters were engaged in window cleaning 
and the care of the halls, staircases and 
toilets during the day. Two of these 
porters were used exclusively upon the 
main floor, one exclusively upon the sec­
ond floor and one exclusively upon the 
third floor. 

Under the new system, we employed 
one foreman and 12 porters, and in the 
daytime seven porters. The twelve^ night 
porters worked from six o'clock in the 
evening to five o'clock in the morning, 
with one hour off for lunch, each detailed 
as follows: 

One man for every four floors from 
the 26th floor down to and including the 
15th floor. 

One man for every two floors from 
the 14th floor to the 4th floor inclusive. 

One man for the third floor and one 
man for the 2nd floor. 

This requires a detail of ten men 
whose duties are to sweep the floors in 
the offices, wash linoleums, clean cuspi­
dors, wash basins and finally dust all 
furniture. These men also wash the 
floors of the corridors and toilets of their 
respective floors. The two remaining 
men do vacuum cleaning and dusting 
down of walls, moving furniture for the 
purpose of cleaning under and work from 
6 o'clock to midnight. 

With this six hours per night of vac­

uum cleaning, we are going through the 
building in nearly one-half the time we 
previously did with the old system. 
From one to five o'clock in the morning 
these two men clean electric light globes 
and oil woodwork. The seven day por­
ters are distributed as follows: 

Distribution of Porters. 
One in the main hall, one for the sec­

ond and third floors, four of the remain­
ing five clean windows from 6 to 9 a. m. 
and from 4 to 6 p. m. The one man 
remaining, however, takes care of the 
ice coolers, filling them from 6 to 9 a. m. 
These five porters after breakfast in the 
morning are distributed throughout the 
building with four to five floors each, 
dusting, cleaning marble in corridors and 
toilets and washing stairs. 

This change effected a saving of ?40 
per week in labor, or $2,080 a year, and 
increased the actual working hours of 
the cleaning force, resulting in ̂  more 
efficient work and better satisfaction to 
the tenants. 

It is, of course, impossible to advance 
general figures as to the amount of work 
a janitor can do, as each building must 
be analyzed and operated according to 
its individual character, size, construction 
and class, and local labor conditions 
must also be considered. 

All Aim for One Result. 
However, the one thing in all buildings 

that can be constantly hammered on is 
the general principles of scientific man­
agement, which make for greater effi­
ciency at less money. It really does not 
matter whether you are trying to re­
duce the cost of cleaning, or to increase 
your elevator efficiency, or to foster a 
spirit of harmony and greater co-opera­
tion among your employes, systematiz­
ing the work with due consideration of 
the human element, eliminating lost mo­
tion as much as possible, must neces­
sarily result in efficient and economical 
operation. 

Since the preparation of this article, I 
have been forced to discontinue the night 
cleaning—not because the work was not 
done, in my opinion, more satisfactorily 
and cheaper, but because of the difficulty 
in getting men for the work. This, no 
doubt, is the result of a system which 
has been in vogue in New York for 
many years of cleaning almost entirely 
between the hours of six and nine in the 
morning and from four to seven in the 
afternoon, and men are unwilling to 
work at night when they can obtain day 
employment. 

How to Avoid Leaks in Radiators. 
At a recent meeting between an arch­

itect, an owner and a building manager, 
at which plans for a new building were 
under discussion, the building manager 
in laying out heating equipment made 
this interesting statement: 

Before the radiators are installed in 
any building that I have anything to do 
with I take pains to shut off a certain 
form of tenant kickery by a little extra 
investment. I insist that each radiator 
be connected with a high-pressure hose 
and water be run through it with the 
sections upside down for five minutes. 
Then I have the radiator connected with 
a 30-lb. compressed air pipe and the air 
is forced through until a fine piece of 
muslin placed at the outlet pipe fails to 
catch any sand particles. 

It is possible residue of core sand that 
I'm after. If this is allowed to remain 
in the pipe the grains get down into the 
valve seat and in a very short time I 
have my tenants about my ears complain­
ing about leaky radiators. The danger of 
a leak starting in a radiator at night and 
doing a great deal ef damage to floors 
and ceilings is abated at the very start. 
Tlie extra cost of this work when the 
building is going up pays me handsomely 
for I seldom have a report of a leak from 
any tenants."—Heating and Ventilating 
Magazine.

cally the whole of their working day 
swinging in midair and the only thing 
between them and a bad smash-up is a 
length of rope. And because very often 
the rope is worn in spots or is rotten, 
hundreds of workmen are injured every 
year. It is a lamentable fact that this 
particular hazard is not classified among 
industrial accidents. The newspapers, 
however, are full of reports of ladder 
and scaffold accidents, for the loss of 
life is appalling. 

There has never been a law that re­
quired any particular inspection of rope 
—in fact it has only been within the past 
year that an adequate means of examin­
ing and testing rope has been available. 
That the machine fills a long-felt want 
is shown by the fact that thousands of 
feet of rope are now tested for New 
York painters and builders every month. 
A local firm makes a business of testing 
rope, although the machines can be pur­
chased outright.

construction aft'ords a completely en­
closed comlmstion chamber, there being 
no openin,gs e.xcept the small air ports 
at the bottom which provide for the sec­
ondary air supply for the flame. 

A new circulating method is obtained 
hy the use of overhanging loops which 
are placed at each end of the radiator. 
These loops do not come over the gas 
l)urner, so that a different tempera­
ture exists in the overhanging loops than 
in the center lo,ops which are directly 
over the burner. As all sections are con­
nected at the top, this arrangement pro­
vides that the steam as generated will 
rise and flow into the overhanging loops 
wliere it condenses and runs down to the 
bottom of these loops. The water then 
finds its level back over the heat of the 
burner. 

In a test of a 10-section radiator which 
is reported I)y the manufacturers, using 
4 qts. of water and plugging the return 
opening from the overhanging loops, less 
than five hours were required before all 
of the water was in the four overhan.ging 
loops. .\t the end of these five hours 
the si.x middle loops were dry. 

.•Mthough the new gas regulating nut in 
the radiator permits a range of from 1 
to IS lbs. of steam pressure in the radia­
tor, this nut is set to 5 lljs. pressure. As 
soon as the gas is lighted steam begins 
to be generated in the radiator. As the 
steam pressure increases, the gas con­
sumption decreases, and, after 5 lbs, 
pressure has liecn reached, only enough 
gas is consumed to maintain tliese 5 lbs. 
of steam pressure. 

When rope is damaged by exposure 
to the weather and continual use it 
usually shows its weakness, and frequent 
tests in such cases are not absolutely 
necessary. 

Ropes that are used in cleaning opera­
tions, however, meet different dangers. 
Acids eat into the hempen fibre and 
while not changing the external appear­
ance of the rope rot the center. Such 
rope will part under strain as though 
cut with a knife and, according to rope 
men, should be tested before every job. 

By means of a series of wheels op­
erated by motor and regulated by a fric­
tion brake, rope passing through the 
machine may be subjected to any desired 

Reinforcing-Rod Chair. 

THERE is a new device designed to 
support reinforcing bars in the forms 

during the placing of concrete. It dif­
fers somewhat from most devices for the 
purpose in that it is driven into the 
forms previous to replacing the rein­
forcement, thereby insuring permanently 
the correct placing of the steel. Each 
chair is of heavy sheet steel cut and bent 
to develop two pairs of sharp prongs. 

The lower pair are driven into the form 
floor and after the reinforcement has 
been placed the upper prongs are ham­
mered down to grip the bars. They have 
l)een used recently on several Cleveland 
Iniildings. While it was thought by some 
that there might be difficulty in removing 
the forms, on account of the grip of the 
chair, no trouble of this sort has'arisen. 

Safety Dumb-Waiter Latch. 

THIS improved safety first dumbwaiter 
latch (for which patents have been 

applied for) has been designed to meet 
a long-felt want, which will prevent pos­
sible entry by burglars into an apart­
ment through the dumb-waiter door. 
Tests have proved it impossible to force 
any dumbwaiter door equipped with this 
improvement. 

The extra cost of these latches over 
the old style dumb-waiter latch is so 
small that its exclusive use should appeal 
to all builders and owners of apartment 
houses, etc., in fact any one contem­
plating building should specify them in 
their specifications as their installation 
insures a more perfect fitting and relia­
ble dumb-waiter door and latch than 
heretofore, a requirement which will be 
greatly appreciated by all builders. 

They also appeal to prospective ten­
ants who see them on the dumb-waiter 
doors. When looking for new apart­
ments these people are always seeking 
for new improvements and these safety 
first latches will readily catch their eye. 

The use of these latches also does 
away with the necessity of adding extra 
or additional prices of hardware such as 
bolts, hooks, hoops, chains, etc. This 
extra precaution against burglary being 
taken by most tenants who in placing 
these additional pieces of hardware 
greatly damage both dumb-waiter door 

Rope Tester. 

S USPENDED by ropes usually not 
more than an inch in thickness, hun­

dreds of thousands of American work­
men pursue their daily occupations, says 
the Edison Monthly. Painters, bricklay­
ers and carpenters—they spend practi-

tcnsion. There are many factors that 
enter into the safety of rope. Some are 
known, others are revealing tliemselves 
as safety engineers study more deeply 
into the problem. It is quite certain, 
however, that rope which has passed the 
test of the special machine may be de­
pended upon to sustain its allotted 
burden.

A care­
ful s tudy has been made of the cons t ruc­
tion designed for taking up vibrat ion in 
other buildings and it is believed tha t 
several objections have been overcome 
and that tl.e new st ructure will be more 
completely protected against vibrat ion 
than any similar building erected in this 
country. No expense has been spared to 
accomplish this result . 

T h e building is designed under the new 
building code as governing walls, floors 
and steel construct ion. T h e r e are three 
lines of interior columns running parallel 
with the front of the building and at each 
column of the front and rear line is an 
electric power outlet for machinery. 
The re are provided also on each floor 
special vents and acid drains such as are 
part icularly required in the pr in t ing 
t rades .

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QUARRY PRODUCTS IN 1914. 

Seven Per Cent. Less Than the Year 
Before—Larger Use of Building 

Marbie. 
The value of the production of stone 

in this countiy last year reached $/7,-
412,292, larger than any year prior to 
1912, though it was slightly less than the 
output ot tnat year aud about 7 per cent, 
less than in 1913. Some classes of stone 
however, showed an increase in 1914, 
notably marble and sandstone, the value 
of which increased more than half a 
million dollars. Of the forty-seven stone 
producing btates, fourteen showed an in­
creased production last year. 

I h e value of the granite produced in 
1914 was $200,028,919, against $20,733,217 
in 1913. The value of "trap rock'' was 
$7,865,998, against $9,134,494 in 1913; that 
of marble was $8,121,412 in 1914, against 
$7,870,890 in 1913, and that of common 
limestone was $33,894,155, against ^38,-
745,4z9 in 1913. Sandstone was $7,501,808 
in 1914, against $7,244,965 in 1913. 

Building stone decreased in value from 
$18,097,219 in 1913 to $17,796,552 in 1914, 
showing a loss of only $300,607, or about 
1J<2 per cent. The decrease in 19lJ, as 
compared with 1912, was much greater, 
namely more than 4 per cent. Marble 
showed an increase in production for 
building purposes in 1914. 

Pennsylvania, according to the report, 
has always held hrst rank among the 
stone-producing states, except in the year 
1908, wiicn Vermont reported the largest 
production. In 1914 Pennsylvania pro­
duced more than 10 per cent, of the total 
value of the entire United States. 

Ne'w Building Ordinances. 
Three new ordinances which are to 

form part of the Building Code were in­
troduced in the Board of Aldermen this 
week, and hearings have been called for 
Thursday, October 7, namely: 

Article 18. Safeguards against the 
spread of fire. See Record and Guide, 
August 14. 

Article 20. Roofing and roofing struc­
tures. See Record and Guide, August 28. 

Article 10. Safeguards during con­
struction and demolition. See Record 
and Guide, August 21. 

The Subway Accident. 
Regret is heard on every hand among 

builders and contractors that the fatal 
accident in the subway excavation on 
Seventh avenue occurred on one of the 
sections under contract to the United 
States Realty and Improvement Com­
pany. The cause of the cave-in has not 
yet been determined, but is not likely to 
be found due to any lack of precaution 
on the part of the contractors. 

The timber shoring of the deck was 
particularly heavy and was under con­
stant oversight of the engineers of the 
public service commission. The casual­
ties reported are eight dead and many 
wounded. 

Building at Mineola. 
An autumn building and real estate 

movement has been begun in Mineola, 
central isiassau county, Long Island. A 
row of modern flats with 'stores is in 
course of construction at the northwest 
corner of East Williston and Harrison 
avenues, in the business section; plans 
are in preparation for three detached 
dwellings to be built in the Boulevard 
section, while in the same part of 
Mineola Walter E. 'Sexton, a civil en­
gineer, has bought a plot 100x140, on 
Pomander road, which he will improve 
with a dwelling and garage to cost 
$8,000; two detached dwellings are in 
frame just east of East Williston avenue; 
and several business buildings in the 
center of town are undergoing reno­
vation. 

Numerous patrons of the Wheatley 
Hills Golf Club are being attracted to 
the Boulevard section of Mineola on 
account of its adjacency to the golf club 
links. There are no houses for sale or 
to rent in this part of Mineola at this 
time, but there is a strong demand for 
dwellin.gs ranging in cost from $5,000 to 
$7,500 each, and the autumn and winter 
will witness the building of many houses

KULES FOR ELECTRICIANS. 
The License Board, appointed 

in accordance with the new Elec­
trical Code by Commis,sioner Wil­
liams of the Department of Water 
Supply, Gas and Electricity, has 
established the following rules:— 

1. An applicant for a license or a special

4. Where two or more buildings are under 
one ownership or one management, the 
person employed by such owner or by such 
management to supervise the installation, 
alteration or repair of electric wiring or 
appliances in such buildings shall be li­
censed under subdivision 8 of section 1; or 
else, the electrician in each building must 
hold a special license, as provided in sub­
division 11 of section 1.

S TRUCTURAL steel orders are being coddled 
in this market, mainly to give builders a 

chance to get in on present low prices, accord­
ing to a steel man ot prominence here this 
week. He said ; 

••Let your people look about them. If they 
want to find out why steel prices will go up 
look at the movement ot the railroads. They are 
using practically every box car on their lists 
and the big crops are not ready to move yet. 
The California railroads cannot find cars enough 
over the southern route to move fruit for this 
market. The steel mills are filled almost to 
capacity with war orders. The railroads begin 
n realize the truth of our statements and are 
eager to buy. There were taken this weeic ap­
proximately 200,000 tons of steel orders from 
railroads. We have got to save some capacity 
for structural steel, but we are not obliged to 
reserve that capacity at a loss." 

Pig iron is also firmer. One company is 
thinking ot advancing its price on foundry iron 
from .$14.75 to .$15, and will probably do so. 
Standard basic is already quoted at $15 Valley. 
This is said to be another factor that may 
force the price ot steel up. 

Announcement was made in the t rade yester­
day that the price of galvanized sheets had 
been reduced, owing to the decline in spelter. 
This action had been expected for about ten 
days. One sale was made, according to re­
ports current in the trade, at $3.28 for No. 28. 
Blue annealed sheets continue in active demand, 
electrical companies being in the market for 
large lots. 

Notable among the week's steel transactions 
were heavy tonnages for additions to steel 
plants showing how crowded the steel com­
panies are for capacity. Two of the more im­
portant bookings were : For additions to the 
United Steel Company's plants, 2.000 tons ; for 
plant extensions at the Bethlehem Steel Com­
pany. O.ono tons. Milliken Brothers' plant in 
Staten Island may be enlarged and the Taylor 
Iron & Steel Company in High Bridge, N. J., 
are also said to be contemplating enlargement 
of their plant.

C ONTINUED stiffening of prices tor building 
hardware staples like butts, hinges, brack­

ets and wrought iron goods, including some 
tools, culminated in the announcement being 

made by one large hardware manufacturing 
concern that its quotations on all these lines 
had been advanced 10 per cent. No assurances 
were made that this lead would not be taken 
by other concerns. Tbe reason for this advance 
was credited to the increasingly high price of 
raw material, the further advance in the price 
of pig iron and labor troubles requiring higher 
wages for men in the mills.
