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REPORT OF T E N E M E N T HOUSE D E P A R T M E N T 
Principal Events of Year 1916 Recounted, Showing 
Some of the Accomplishments of the Department

FEW people realize how directly the 
work ^ -" the Tenement House De­

partment comes into contact with their 
daily lives. It is seldom that the occu­
pant of an apartment understands or is 
even interested in the number of things 
that go wrong about the building in 
which he lives, unless the matter af­
fects his own suite. But the owner of 
the building knows what constant atten­
tion is necessary to maintain the struc­
ture in proper condition and prevent 
rapid deterioration. There are 104,753 
tenement houses in the city; therefore 
the extent and variety of the Tenement 
House Department's duties may be re­
alized. At the close of 1916 there were 
976,397 apartments in tenement houses 
in New York City. The average in­
crease is about 30,000 a year, though 
this year this figure will be somewhat 
decreased on account of the building 
inactivity. 

The Department found it necessary 
during 1916 to file violations against 
3Sy\23 tenement houses, or upon one 
tenement in every J:hree in the city. In 
many cases the violation filed was for a 
trivial matter, but the repairing of the 
defect often demonstrated the old say­
ing that "a stitch in tiine saves nine." 

During 1916, 29,053 tenement houses 
were cleared of violations, the number 
of orders dismissed and canceled be­
ing 155,440. 

Important Developments. 
The most notable events of 1916 were 

the epidemic of poliomyelitis extending 
from June 1 to October 31; the passage 
and adoption of the Building Zone Res­
olution on July 25, and the transfer to 
the Tenement House Department of 
certain powers under the Labor Law, 
regarding bakeries and confectioneries 
in tenements. Other items of interest 
were : (1) changes in departmental pro­
cedure by the establishment of the 
Model District Number 142; (2) instal­
lation of the system of notifying ten­
ants or janitors of violations of law, 
and placing responsibility therefor upon 
them w^henever conditions so warrant ; 
(3) census of vacant apartments. The 
epidemic of poliomyelitis began about 
June, 1916, and apparently originated in 
the southern district of Brooklyn. The 
Department made a thorough sanitary 
inspection, not only of every tenement 
house in which a case was reported, 
but also in the entire block immediately 
surrounding. The total comp-laints for 
1916 were 48,352, about 8,000 more than 
during 1915. 

The adoption of the Building Zone 
Resolution conferred additional powers 
and duties upon the Tenement House 
Commissioner and upon the Tenement 
House Department. It beca-.e neces­
sary to make an inspection of every 
tenement house located in the Business 
or Residence District, noting any busi­
ness use of the premises at the time of 
the passage of the Resolution, and fur­
ther, to clearly establish on the records 
of the Department, the Use District in 
which the tenement is located. 

On October 1, 1916, certain powers 
under the Labor Law, regarding baker­
ies, confectioneries, etc., in tenements, 
and certain powers of the Department 
of Health pertaining to same, were 
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transferred to the Tenement House De­
partment. The transfer imposes upon 
the Department additional duties 
enforcing^ those provisions of the Labor 
Law relative to construction of and 
structural changes in bakeshops and 
confectioneries. 

With the object of facilitating results 
in compliance of violations, especially 
in any congested sections where condi­
tions warrant urgent action, the Tene­
ment House Department, towards the 
close of 1916, inaugurated a new sys­
tem for the attainment of this purpose. 
Accordingly, several blocks bounded by 
Hester, Elizabeth, Spring and Mott 
streets, Manhattan, and known as 
Model District No. 142, were designated 
for experiment. An important under­
lying principle of the experiment is the 
securing of the removal of violations 
by personal suasion, rather than by 
means of the customary correspond­
ence. Only four violations were filed 
in the district during one calendar 
month. During .the same period, 147 
tenants' notices were issued, which, upon 
reinspection, were found promptly com­
plied with. 

Apartment Census. 
During the first week in March, 1916, 

the Department conducted a census of 
vacant apartments in order to ascer­
tain whether the percentage of vacan­
cies had increased materially since the 
previous census, and whether building 
was keeping pace with the demand for 
accommodations. On the whole, the 
census justified the conclusion that at 
that lime there was no discrepancy be­
tween the demand for housing accom­
modation and the supply. 

Tables compiled by the Department 
show that the total vacancies in the 
city at that time was 5.60 per cent.,) 
while the total vacancies in new-law 
tenements was 4.03 per cent., and in 
old-law tenements, 6.52 per cent. The 
highest percentage of vacancies was in 

thc old-law tenements in Richmond, 
viz., 9.01 per cent.; the lowest was in 
new-law tenemente in Queens, 2.73 per 
cent. 

There has been a remarkable growth 
of the new-law tenement. Of the total 
number of 104,753 tenements in the city, 
27.149 are of the new-law type. There 
are 597,955 apartments in old-law tene­
ments, and 378.422 apartments in new-
law tenements, so that 38 per cent, of 
all the apartments in the city are in 
tenements of the new-law type. They 
equal 76 per cent, of the total apart­
ments in the Bronx, and 71 per cent, 
o^ the total apartments in Queens. 

More tenement houses were con­
structed in 1915 and 1916, and more 
capital employed in 1916 than in 1914. 
In the latter year, 119 tenement houses 
were erected in Manhattan, containing 
4.125 apartments, or accommodations for 
18.562 persons, upon the usual basis of 
4?/ persons to an apartment, and at an 
estimated cost of $19,376,000, exclusive 
of the cost of the land. * 

It should be noted that, although 4^^ 
persons in an apartment is the basis 
commonly used in estimating a popula­
tion, there are many indications that 
this figure is no longer true of apart­
ments in Manhattan, where there are 
many suites containing only two or 
three rooms. An average of four per­
sons in an apartment would possibly 
be more nearly correct. 

Tenement House Locations. 
The location in which tenement 

houses were eirected during 1915 and 
1916, is a matter of interest and im­
portance, showing as it does, the gen­
eral trend of new tenement house oper­
ations. 

While tenement building is not en­
tirely confined to any particular section 
of Manhattan, it nevertheless cannot be 
said that many new tenement houses 
were erected in purely tenement dis-
iricts. Through all these districts, 
however, there exist many tenement 
houses erected since the new law took 
effect. 

Practically all of the vacant space 
available for tenement purposes in the 
lower part of the Borough when the 
new law was passed in 1901, was utilized 
for new tenement houses in the years 
immediately subsequent to the passage 
of the law. New tenement houses can 
now be erected in lower Manhattan, 
therefore, only by the demolition of old 
buildings of various kinds. 

A rather noteworthy beginning in this 
respect was made during 1915 and 1916, 
as v\̂ ill be seen from the following list 
of tenement houses and loft buildings, 
which either have been, or are about to 
be demolished, plans having been ap­
proved for new tenement houses upon 
the site. 

Loft buildings demolished to provide 
new tenement house sites include 42 to 
50 West 67th street. 103 and 105 Avenue 
A, 6 and 8 East 8th street, 10 and U 
East 18th street, 18 to 26 East Sth street 
(two buildings), east side of Elizabeth 
street, 55 feet south of Grand street, 
north side Broome street, 75.11 feet west 
of Mulberry, 59 and 61 West lOth street 
(two buildings), and 132 and 134 Thomp­
son street. 

The following old tenement houses were 
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demolished to provide new t e n e m e n t 
house sites and include the s o u t h w e s t 
co rne r Seventh avenue and 5/th ^ u e e t ; 
sou thwes t co rne r A m s t e r d a m avenue 
and 87th s t r e e t ; 2730 to 2736 B r o a d w a y ; 
257 to 261 W e s t 15th s t r e e t ; 244 to 252 
W e s t 15th s t r e e t ; 120 and 122 Sullivan 
s t r e e t ; 66 to 72 Eas t 77th s t r e e t ; 948 to 
954 P a r k a v e n u e ; 113 to 119 Eas t 32d. 
s t r e e t ; n o r t h e a s t corner B r o a d w a y and 
SSth s t r e e t ; south side 29th s t ree t 159 
feet west of Second a v e n u e ; south side 
of 19th s t ree t 197 feet east of Seven th 
a v e n u e ; west side Hudson s t ree t 50 feet 
south of B a r r o w s t r e e t ; n o r t h side of 
28th s t ree t 125 feet east of T e n t h ave­
n u e ; 264 to 268 W e s t 19th s t r e e t ; wes t 
side of P a r k avenue, 55th to 56th 
s t r e e t s ; wes t side P a r k avenue , Slst to 
52d s t r ee t s , and the sou thwes t co rne r of 
P a r k avenue and Slst s t ree t . 

I t will be seen tha t a la rge percen­
tage of t he sites provided in this m a n ­
ner a re located in purely t enemen t dis­
t r ic ts . H o w far the t r end will go t h e r e 
is as yet no means of a sce r t a in ing , al­
though p resumably the pract ical work ­
ing of the Zoning Resolut ion will br ing 
about a g radua l r ead jus tmen t w h e r e b y 
some of the loft buildings and cer ta in 
o the r s not used for living purposes will 
be demol ished because of the r equ i re ­
ments to be met in the expans ion of 
several k inds of bus iness and manu­
fac tur ing in o t h e r than the un re s t r i c t ed 
dis t r ic ts . 

T h e a l l - impor tan t ques t ion of the 
he ight of t e n e m e n t houses is receiving 
so much a t t e n t i o n tha t a table has been 
p repa red by the T e n e m e n t House De­
p a r t m e n t for the purpose of g r e a t e r ease 
in c o m p a r i n g and no t ing the t endency 
in this respect with re la t ion to the new 
t e n e m e n t s e rec ted dur ing the pas t five 
yea r s . 

pense of the s ix -s tory type of build­
ing. T e n a n t s have begun to object to 
cl imbing s ta i rs to the sixth s tory , while 
on the o t h e r hand the cost of e leva tor 
service for the s ix-s tory house is not re l ­
ished by the owner . The consequence is, 
tha t while in 1912 the number of six-
s to ry t e n e m e n t houses e rec ted was l a rge­
ly in excess of the number of five-story 
houses built , or 75 of the former , as op­
posed to 61 of the la t te r , in 1915 the 
number of s ix-s tory houses erec ted was 
only a Httle more than half the num­
ber of five-story houses , and in 1916 
M âs actual ly less t han half the n u m b e r 
of five-story houses , or 38 as opposed 
to 11. 

It will also be seen t h a t dur ing t h e 
five-year period only 254 s ix-s tory tene­
men t s were erec ted in M a n h a t t a n , while 
319 of the five-story type were built. 
T h e table also shows tha t the seven-
s to ry house has never become a fa­
vor i te . This is pa r t ly due to the ad­
di t ional cost of fireproofing, since such 
buildings must be fireproofed, and pa r t ly 
to the cost of ma in t a in ing e levator ser­
vice. 

The n ine - s to ry fireproof house has 
become popular on the cross s t r ee t s , 
since an a m e n d m e n t to the T e n e m e n t 
H o u s e Law in 1912, which pe rmi t t ed 
the height o^ such buildings to be meas­
ured from the curb level to t he under ­
side of the roof beams , ins tead of to 
the top of the roof beams, the differ­
ence in he ight being just sufficient to 
permi t t he cons t ruc t ion of a bui lding 90 

• feet high ^n a s t ree t 6U ffet wide. F r o m 
1912 to 1916, the re fo re , 42 of these n ine-
s to ry t e n e m e n t houses were erec ted in 
M a n h a t t a n . 

T h e dis t inct popula r i ty of t he twelve-
s tory fireproof t e n e m e n t or h igh-class 
a p a r t m e n t house is also evidenced.

Elimination of Wooden Cars. 
Tha t the e l iminat ion of the wooden 

cars from opera t ion in the Center s t r ee t 
loop subway may begin early in De­
cember was t he pu rpor t of t e s t imony 
given recent ly by W. S. Menden , chief 
engineer of the Brooklyn Rapid T r a n s i t 
sys tem before the Public Service Com­
mission. The removal of all wooden 
cars from subway opera t ion has been 
the object of the Comm^ission for sev­
eral yea r s . All such cars were removed 
from the first subway, ope ra t ed by the 
I n t e r b o r o u g h Company, by o rder of t he 
Commiss ion more than a year and a half 
ago and all steel cars subs t i tu ted in 
thei r s tead. The Commiss ion believes, 
in line with the t h e o r y of leading rai l ­
road ope ra to r s , tha t all s teel equ ipment 
will result in a mater ia l reduct ion of ac ­
c idents and in genera l , will t end t o 
g r e a t e r condi t ions of safe ty for the 
t rave l ing public. Owing to high pr ices 
and the difficulties of ob ta in ing the nec ­
essary mate r ia l s , the work has not p r o ­
ceeded as rapidly as could be desired, 
but the a n n o u n c e m e n t of the eng inee r ­
ing head of the Brooklyn company in­
dicates t ha t all of this w o r k will be 
comple ted within a few m o n t h s at most . 
Before t he steel cars can be placed in 
service cer ta in cons t ruc t ion w o r k now 
in p rogress must be completed and o t h e r 
const ruct ion work not yet begun must be 
carr ied out . 

Wooden Fences Suggested. 
The Public Service Commission has 

under cons idera t ion a proposa l to issue 
an o rde r d i rec t ing the Brooklyn Rapid 
T rans i t Company to provide p rope r and 
adequa te fencing a long a por t ion of the 
Br igh ton Beach line, be tween E a s t e r n 
P a r k w a y and W a s h i n g t o n avenue , 
Brooklyn. W i t n e s s e s have testified be­
fore the Commission tha t the unfenced 
condi t ion of the r igh t -o f -way be tween 
the points named makes it easy for per­
sons to obta in ready access to the t r acks 
and as a resul t several ser ious and two 
fatal accidents have occurred. 
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CONDITIONS LEADING U P TO T H E T E N E M E N T L A W 
Department Endeavors To Cope With Conditions—Inter­
esting Figures Given Which Show Growth In All Boroughs

THERE is but little real effort made 
to produce the type of building that 

can be truthfully considered applicable 
to the working man. There are hun­
dreds of sites on which buildings of the

model tenement erected about seven 
years ago. The building is simple, but 
substantial, strong and neat in appear­
ance. The public hallways are plain 
hard burned ught colored brick, siate 
and iron. The tenants are paying for

cheap, but model type, could be erected, 
where rooms could rent for a sum with­
in a family's means. There are thousands 
of families waiting to be housed in this 
kind of building, but the enterprising 
promoter has not yet been found. 

There have beei. many buildings of 
the model type erected in various parts 
of the city, designed to accommodate 

The Tenement House Department is 
doing its best to cope with this situa­
tion. In many instances kitchens are 
used for sleeping purposes, and thus 
the occupants evade the law by having 
the four hundred feet of air space re­
quired for each person. 

Within the past few years an inspec­
tor unearthed an interestinqr condition, 
which showed the ability of a couple 
of owners to successtuliy build up a 
lucrative business. 

The Tenement House Law prohibits 
"lodging" in tenement houses, and 
wherever a case is found vacation of 
the apartment is immediately ordered. 
In two cases the inspector reported that 
certain tloors were being used for lodg­
ing purposes. The said landlords were 
not satisfied with the ordinary night 
batch of sleepers, but as soon as these 
men left the tiouse for their respective 
businesses, another batch of men, who 
worked during the night and slept in 
the day time, were given the cots just 
vacated by their fellow lodgers, and 
were allowed to remain in undisputed 
possession of their beds, until the for­
mer batch returned from their labors. 

It must be admitted that no matter 
how desirable it is to have certain con­
veniences in a home, if the occupant 
is not educated up to these improve­
ments it is almost impossible to insist 
upon their use. 

There are many emigrants now living 
in New York City who are unfamiliar 
with the use of gas, wash basins, uatn-
tubs, etc., and it is difficult to teach this 
class of people otherwise. Their chil­
dren, however, will learn better when 
they have been in the country for sev­
eral years. 

Figure A is a floor plan of a cheap 

just the bare necessities, without any 
trills or furbelows. 

The arrangement, as is seen, is for 
eight families on a floor and thirty-seven 
families in the entire house. The three-
room apartments rent for $10 a month, 
and the four-room brings $12.50 a 
month. The cost of the structure at 
the time it was built was recorded as 
being $45,000. 

Those in search of a suburban type 
of model home have gone further afield, 
and with the cost of the ten-cent car­
fare have found houses where the rent 
does not exceed $15 a month. These 
houses have been arranged in rows, 
each to accommodate six families. Fig­
ure B gives an idea of a comfortable 
arrangement of floors. 

A few figures taken from the records 
of the Tenement House Department 
will give the reader some interesting 
data. It was not until after the Depart­
ment had been in existence several 
years that a complete census of tene­
ments was made. I, therefore, use the 
figures given in "The Tenement House 
Problem," edited by the first Tenement 
House Commissioner, Robert W. deFor­
est, as covering all the tenements in 
Greater New York for the year 1900, 
and divided among the various bor­
oughs as follows: Manhattan, 42.700; 
Bronx, 4,365; Brooklyn, 33,771; Queens, 
1,398, and Richmond, 418, making a total 
of 82,6D2 structures. 

In one ward in Brooklyn a fair sized

the better class of artisan. These 
are a credit to the neighborhood, but 
rooms renting for $6 each a month, or 
more, cannot be occupied by the poorer 
class. In many instances they are lo­
cated at a distance from the factory 
and mercantile centers of the city and 
can only be reached by the expenditure 
of carfare. 

The result of this condition has been 
the overcrowding of the cheap tene­
ments and the use of every avaifable 
space for living purposes, halls, cellars, 
and even stores, having been turned into 
homes for the newcomers.

TAX ASSESSMENTS. 

Real Estate Board "Astounded to Learn" 
That Values Have Increased. 

O' iAL estate owners are not taking 
•'•*'kindly to the new assessment figures 
as shown by the books of the Depart­
ment of Taxes and Assessments, opened 
on October 1. A statement made by 
the Real Estate Board of New York says 
that the Board is "astounded to learn" 
that values throughout the city have in­
creased $137,369,758 since last year. This 
statement says ; 

"It is an undoubted fact that in many 
localities values have decreased, and it 
would be extremely difficult to point to 
any notable locality increase. Persons 
familiar with real estate conditions are 
astounded to learn that the Tax Depart­
ment shows an increase of more than 
$137,000,000. 

"The Real Estate Board feels that 
there must be something wrong about 
an assessment system that can show in­
creased valuations of $137,000,000 in the 
several boroughs in spite of this undis­
puted fact. The whole idea of arbi­
trarily fixed units of value as an abso­
lute guide for deputies who ought to be 
allowed to fix valuations according to 
thier own sense of what is due and fair 
is wrong. 

"The Keal Estate Board believes that 
the assessment for the city was fixed as 
part of a definite policy and not as the 
honest and conscientious opinion of 
trained and expert deputies. This policy 
is that the debt incurring power of the 
city should be maintained and that the 
tax rate should be kept down while ex­
penses increase. To do this an arbi­
trary unit of value is fixed regardless of 
lower values. The unfortunate part of 
the whole thing is that this poHcy 
which apparently has been adopted by 
the Tax Commissioners and their depu­
ties results in giving us a larger pro­
portion of the State tax, 

"There is no doubt in the minds of 
the members of the Real Estate Board 
that these values cannot be maintained, 
but it is an absolute injustice for prop­
erty owners to be compelled to hire ex­
perts and even to go to court to get a 
proper assessment on their property, 

"Last year the Tax Commissioners, on 
application, reduced the tentative assess­
ment $24,676,275 and a similar amount 
will probably be taken from the assess­
ment rolls by certiorari when the cases 
now pending have been decided. In 
other words, the city in 1916 forced prop­
erty owners to go to great expense to 
hire experts and lawyers to defeat an 
attempt to force them to pay, because 
of an improper assessment on their real 
estate, one million dollars taxes more 
than they should pay. 

"It must be remembered, in consider­
ing these figures, that the proportion of 
property owners unjustly assessed who 
apply for reduction is very small. The 
vast majority pay the unjust additional 
tax without a protest. The small prop­
erty owner particularly, who cannot af­
ford to make the fight, must submit to 
what he knows to be unfair treatment."

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BUILDING MANAGEMENT 
HEARING H E L D BY PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION 

ON CHANGE OF GAS STANDARD 

T HE large attendance of the owners of 
buildings and their tenants at the 

hearings before the Public Service Com­
mission, First District, is evidence of the 
fact that much interest is being taken 
in the question as to whether or not the 
heat unit standard should be adopted in 
place of the candle power measurement 
of gas. It had been generally supposed 
that the gas companies in this city had 
requested the change from the candle 
power to the calorific standard of meas­
urement, but at the hearing last Tuesday 
it was developed that the proposed 
change was the result of the Public Ser­
vice Commission, Second District, adopt­
ing the heat unit standard and confer­
ences between the Commissions of both 
the First District and the Second Dis­
trict. It was shown at the hearing on 
Tuesday that the gas companies in this 
district are prepared to furnish the Uni­
ted States Government with toluol for 
war purposes and that the toluol is to 
be supplied to the Federal Government 
at actual cost of its extraction from the 
gas and that the gas companies are not 
to accept any financial profit for this by­
product. 

Two witnesses testified at the last 
hearing, one of whom was Captain Oscar 
H. Fogg, who recently resigned his po­
sition as Engineer of Utilization with 
the Consolidated Gas Company of New 
York to enter the United States Army 
Service. Captain Fogg testified that users 
of gas obtained greater efficiency under 
the British Therm_al Unit than under the 
present candle power standard. Captain 
Fogg pointed out that under the heat 
unit standard the consumer was furnished 
with a uniform gas, whereas, under a 22 
candle power gas there was a large varia­
bility as to heat units. He said that with 
a calorific standard of 585 B. t. u's. cus­
tomers using appliances for industrial, 
commercial and domestic purposes would 
be able to obtain better practical results 
than under the present 22 candle power 
standard. In other words, Captain Fogg 
said that more heat units under that 
calorific standard would be utilized than 
with a 22 candle power standard. He 
further declared that under a calorific 
standard of 585 B. t. u's. which would 
furnish a gas of very little variability, it 
would be possible to adjust the gas ap­
pliances to their maximum efficiency and 
for them to operate at maximum efficien­
cy all the time on the customers' prem­
ises and enable the customer to get ac­
tual service out of the 61% of the heat 
units contained in the gas. Under the 
22 candle power standard, Captain Fogg 
said, with the present 660 heat units gas 
consumers could only obtain 58% of the 
heat units in the gas. 

Robert French Pierce, of the Wels-
bach Company, testified that he had made 
many tests during a period of several 
years of the 22 candle power gas and 
gas containing approximately 585 B. t. 
u's. Mr. Pierce said that it had been 
found that greater luminosity had been 
obtained from gas mantles from 585 B. 
t. u's. than from gas of 22 candle power. 

Judge William N. Dykman stated to 
the Commission that the Brooklyn Union 
Gas Company, which he represented, 
was ready to take the toluol out of the 
gas and deliver it to the Government and 
to begin at once. He said that this 
would necessitate a change to the B, 
t. u. standard, and that if the Commission 
should approve of it leave the price of 
gas where it now is. That the Brooklyn 
Union Gas Company would immediately 
make a contract with the Government 
and go ahead and furnish the toluol so 
much now desired. 

Robert A. Carter, a vice-president of 
the Consolidated Gas Company of New 
York, then addressed the Commission, 
saying, in part : "We want to echo and 

endorse all that Judge Dykman has said 
in regard to our desire to meet the de­
mands of the Government for toluol for 
munition purposes. We are already do­
ing a great deal of work for the Govern­
ment, work which the Government has 
taken more than one occasion to ex­
press its extreme satisfaction with. We 
are informed and believe that the result 
of the substitution of the calorific stand­
ard corresponding with that adopted by 
the Second District in this State will not 
result in any decided diflference to the 
consumer. We deem our information 
on this point as being absolutely reliable. 
There may be a slight disadvantage to 
the company resulting from the installa­
tion of lighting in lieu of 20% of busi­
ness now done through open flame burn­
ers. One expert has advised us that it 
may very possibly result in a diminution 
of some 16% of the volume of our sales, 
but, assuming it amounted to only a 
diminution of 10%, the effect upon our 
distributing cost would be substantially 
greater than any economy which could 
possibly be computed in the manufactur­
ing cost due to the use of a smaller quan­
tity of oil in the production of the calori­
fic standard in Heu of the candle power 
standard. 

"Our position is this," Mr. Carter fur­
ther stated, "that if the 585 B. t, u. 
standard is prescribed and it be subse­
quently found that under that standard 
the Consolidated Gas Company and its 
affiliated companies are able to earn any­
thing more, or that the price yields any­
thing more than the actual cost of gas, 
including interest upon investment in the 
property necessary to produce and dis­
tribute it, that any profit over that, the 
company, I am inclined to think, and I 
should expect to be sustained in that, 
would divide such a profit if any there 
were. 

Improved Service. 
"But I will say this, that I have had 

computations made indicating that in or­
der that the company at the 80-cent rate 
would earn the cost of gas coinputed, as 
I have stated, and including a mere in­
terest rate upon investment in the prop­
erty the standard would have to be fixed 
at about 400 B. t. u's. 

"The company has uniformly sought to 
improve the quality of its service," Mr, 
Carter said. "It has sought most effi­
cient appliances and the most efficient 
adjustment of appliances in order that 
the consumer might receive for the 
amount that he paid the very best pos­
sible service. We resent the imputa­
tion that we are before the Commission 
seeking a reduction in the standard that 
will impose an additional burden upon 
the consumer and give him a poorer ser­
vice for the price he is paying. We have 
engaged in two campaigns for the in­
troduction of incandescent mantles in 
lieu of open flame burners, installing in 
those two campaigns over 200,000 of 
those lights at an average sacrifice to us 
of output every time the mantle burner 
was substituted for a flat frame burner. 

"We know that the cost of gas that 
we are supplying the public is approxi­
mately 95 cents a thousand cubic feet," 
Mr. Carter continued. "Our ' :omputa-
tions indicate that the substitution of a 
585 B. t. u. standard for the present 22 
candle-power standard WMII mean that the 
cost of gas computed in that manner 
will approximate 96 cents per thousand 
cubic feet. I think it is obvious that 
we must seek relief from some tribunal. 
We are advised by counsel that we can­
not ^eek it before this Commission. We 
will not be compelled to go back to the 
United States Supreme Court unless the 
Legislature disregards the obviously fair 
end of it, to vest in this Comniission 
authority to investigate the conditions 
and adjust the rate to a just and reason­
able rate, which is all we ask. We would 

be sorry to think we could not get a just 
and reasonable rate from the authorities 
of this State. 

"If the Legislature does not take this 
action our only recourse is the United 
States Court. You can very readily un­
derstand, too, that before we went to 
the United States Court we would first 
have to prove in the local courts that any 
rate prescribed by the Commission below 
80 cents for any quality of gas was un­
just and unreasonable. We would be 
obliged to protect our interests, which 
are very large, whereas the interests of 
the great majority of our consumers in 
this matter is of very small interest; the 
average interest would be measured by a 
very small fraction of a cent per day's 
consumption of gas. That would apply 
to over 400,000 of our consumers, but 
with the investment of the Consolidated 
Company and its affiliated companies, 
the question is a very grave one, and 
one that we think we should not trifle 
with by placing ourselves in a technical 
position where we might be denied our 
day in court, when it becomes necessary 
to bring this before some tribunal. We 
are absolutely satisfied that the consum­
er is going to get the same service at 
the 3'^ B. t, u, gas that he receives to­
day with gas at 22 candle-power; that 
he is not only going to get the same 
available useful heat units in his appli­
ance and in his mantle, but that he is 
going to get a better service, going to 
have less trouble with his appliances and 
with his mantles, and in many other re--
spects he is going to benefit by such a 
change." 

Walter R. Addicks, a vice-president of 
the Consolidated Gas Company, in ad­
dressing the Commissioners, said: 

"I have been in all of these proceed­
ings in regard to British Thermal Units 
from the very beginning. The matter 
was never raised by the company. It 
was raised by the Second District Com­
mission, as a result of a report by their 
Engineer of Light, Heat and Power to 
the Commission. It resulted in the ap­
pointment of a joint committee of engi­
neers, operating in the Second District, 
and the engineers appointed by the Com­
mission. The net result of that was a 
report which finally resulted in joint 
meetings by the First and Second Dis­
tricts, but not on application by any gas 
companies; in the First District, as in 
the Second District, there never had been 
a written application. 

"There has never been an application 
here on the part of any gas company," 
continued Mr. Addicks, "to reduce the 
heat units, but as the result of a study 
of the question of candle-power versus 
heat units, the engineers of this State, 
I think 1 can safely say, are unanimous 
that for the benefit of the consumer and 
for the i)enefit of the company that the 
heat unit standard is a better standard. 
It is one which is definite, exact, not open 
to variation of ten or fifteen per cent. 
due to the question of a man's physical 
condition or his condition of eye-sight. 
Besides that, it of course necessitates in 
order to carry it to the ultimate of bene­
fits, it necessitates a gas which will be of 
such a heat unit that a uniform product 
will be furnished to the consumer and 
do aw^ay with these carbonizing troubles 
which are a millstone around the neck 
of a company serving high candle-power 
gas. and a larger millstone around the 
neck of the consumer who is trying to 
utilize gas successfully. 

"As an engineer. I say absolutely," Mr. 
Addicks concluded, "that we should have 
a heat unit, and as an engineer responsi­
ble for the production of a product, cer-
tainlv I w^ould be glad to see a heat unit, 
but it is in the interest of the consumer 
as well as the interest of the company, 
and not the interest of the company 
alone."

The to ta l p roduc t ion of pe t ro leum in 
t h e Uni ted S ta t e s in 1916, accord ing to 
a r epor t bv the Uni t ed S ta t e s Geologi­
cal Survey^ a m o u n t e d to 300,767,158 bar­
rels of 42 gal lons each, or app rox i ­
mate ly 65 per cent, of the wor ld ' s p r o ­
duct ion. Next in oil p roduc t ion was 
Russia , wi th 72,801,110 bar re l s , and Mex­
ico was th i rd , wi th 39,817,402 bar re l s . 

Civic in t e res t in t he expans ion of city 
p a r k a rea is aga in exemplified by t he 
offer of the 143 acres of land k n o w n as 
Ger r its en's Basin in Brook lyn to t he 
City of New York, by two we l l -known 
res iden ts of t ha t Borough . T h e Basin 
was an old Dutch se t t l emen t and farm­
ing communi ty , and besides enjoying 
unusual a d v a n t a g e s for pa rk purposes 
is rich in h is tor ic in te res t . 

T h e repor t of t he Sewer Bureau 
shows the ex tens ive deve lopment of 
Brooklyn ' s sewer sys tem, which at the 
p resen t t ime to ta l s 1,050 miles. F r o m 
J a n u a r y , 1914, to Sep tember , 1917, the 
Board of E s t i m a t e and A p p o r t i o n m e n t 
has au thor ized the expend i tu re of $7,-
000,000 for this work , and dur ing tha t 
period S3V2 miles of sewer were built. 
This extens ive sewer deve lopment has 
placed Brooklyn th i rd in the r ank of 
Amer ican cities, accord ing to the ex­
ten t of its sys tem, and many cities have 
used the cons t ruc t ion plans of the 
Brooklyn Sewer Bureau as models in 
this phase of municipal improvement 
work . 

F i re p revent ion is t he pa t r io t i c duty 
of every Amer ican at this t ime. T o 
this end, F i re Commiss ioner Adamson 
has issued the following a p p e a h 

" W e burn up $250,000,000 wor th of 
p r o p e r t y year ly in America . 

"It is the duty of every pa t r io t i c 
Amer ican to help s top this needless 
w a s t e in this t ime of war . 

"Care lessness with matches , rubbish , 
hea t i ng and l ight ing fixtures, gasol ine, 
n a p h t h a and o the r inflammable sub­
s tances can be s topped if only we t ake 
the t rouble to do it. 

"Beg inn ing today, won ' t you help us 
make the next twelve mon ths a record 
yea r for reduced fire l o s se s?" 

The Duty of Taxpayers. 

The unusual tu rn which t he poli t ical 
s i tua t ion has t aken w h e r e b y an ent i re ly 
new set of issues is being injected into 
the New York City campaign, has cre­
a ted an addi t ional responsibi l i ty on the 
par t of real e s ta te in te res t s , namely, to 
cen te r more a t t e n t i o n on one of the 
real ly significant p rob lems—taxa t ion . 
This ques t ion is being ove r shadowed by 
the mult ipl ici ty of issues which have 
been ra ised wi th in recent weeks , and 
upon which, each of the cand ida tes is 
bas ing his hope of election. As ci t izens, 
p rope r ty owner s a re na tu ra l ly in t e re s t ed 
in t hese phases of the municipal cam­
paign. As holders of heavily taxed and 
excessively bu rdened parcels of real es­
t a te , they should see to it, however , t h a t 
the p rob lem of t axa t ion be not mini­
mized in t he campaign which is ac ­
knowledged to be one of the mos t im­
p o r t a n t in the h i s to ry of t he city. 

W i t h o u t r ega rd to p a r t y afii lia t ions , 
p r o p e r t y owner s , as a body, r ep re sen t ­
ing the principal source of g o v e r n m e n t a l 
income, should insist on a g u a r a n t e e , 
un re s t r i c t ed by pa r t i s ansh ip , w h e r e b y 
the future mayor of New York City, and 
the future members of the Board of E s ­
t ima te will be pledged to i n a u g u r a t e a 
new era in the r e t r e n c h m e n t of munici ­
pal expenses . The reques t of the In-
s t i tue for Public Service for pledges 
from each of the candida tes should be 
suppor ted by p rope r ty owner s , r e g a r d ­
less of poli t ical associa t ion , and should 
become one of t he dominan t issues in 
the p resen t campaign . T h e demands of 
the Ins t i tu t e , which a re w o r t h y of sup­
por t , since t hey reflect the opinion of 
p r o p e r t y owner s , r egard less of poli t ical 
belief, a r e out l ined in the fol lowing 
s t a t e m e n t : 

" W h a t p la t fo rm m a k e r s believe is of 
very li t t le use to t axpaye r s . W h a t they 
pledge cand ida tes to do is of g rea t po­
ten t ia l use. R e t r e n c h m e n t in munici­
pal expenses is vast ly more apt to come 
if specific pledges a re made than if gen­
eral beliefs or promises a re expressed . 

"Take , for example , t he assess ing of 
p rope r ty beyond its fair m a r k e t value. 
In 1913, both Fus ion and Democra t i c 
p la t forms promised to s top the over-
as sessmen t of real e s ta te . Be tween 
1913 and 1917 ove r - a s se s smen t s have be­
come more numerous and more exces­
sive. In o t h e r words , specific pledges 
are not kept . Yet bo th pa r ty p la t forms 
of 1917 a re silent on this quest ion. 

"Shal l t axpaye r s become pessimist ic 
and cynical and give up t r y i n g to get 
pledges, or ins tead will t hey m a k e spe­
cial effort to secure from each candi­
da te for M a y o r specific pledges to s top 
o v e r - a s s e s s m e n t ? 

" T h e r e is still t ime to secure t he 
pledges before the campaign gets fully 
under way. It is sugges ted tha t t ax ­
payers individually, or t h ro u g h o rgan i ­
za t ions , ask each cand ida te for M a y o r 
ques t ions like this : 

"If elected, will you ins t ruc t t he as ­
sessors to list all p roper t i e s t ha t in 
J a n u a r y . 1918, a r e assessed above the i r 
fair m a r k e t va lue? 

"Will you reduce every a s sessmen t 
found to be too high, in spi te of the 
fact t ha t such reduct ion might ra ise t a x 
r a t e s and decrease t he city's b o r r o w i n g 
p o w e r ? 

"Will you publicly a n n o u n c e your in­
ten t ion to reduce a s ses smen t s t ha t a r e 
too high before election day? 

"If a s ses smen t s s t and at the to ta l s 
announced last week, the city's b o r r o w ­
ing marg in is increased almost $14,000,-
000 by increase in r ea l ty a s ses smen t s . 

"It is t ime to have cand ida tes for 
M a y o r pledged to do some th ing radical 
about thc pe r sona l ty a s ses smen t s . It 
would be well if t a x p a y e r s asked each 
cand ida te one or two ques t ions like 
t h e s e : 

"If elected Mayor , will you ins t ruc t 
the D e p a r t m e n t of Taxes and Assess ­
ments to make a r epo r t upon the gap 
be tween pe r sona l ty a s ses smen t s and 
pe r sona l ty actual ly paying t a x e s ? 

"Will you have the Commiss ioner of 
Accounts r epo r t upon the me thod of 
assess ing and exempt ing persona l ty , as 
f rankly as t ha t oflice has in t imes pas t 
r epor t ed upon borough p res iden t s , po­
lice and fire evils, l icenses, e t c ? " 

Broadway Traffic Problem. 

P e d e s t r i a n s will no te with relief the 
a n n o u n c e m e n t of t he subway bui lders 
t h a t Broadway , par t icu la r ly in t he sec­
t ion from Hera ld to Times Square , p rob ­
ably wil! be sufficiently r econs t ruc t ed 
w^ithin the next mon th in o rde r to ren­
der passage on the s idewalks and in the 
r o a d w a y less difficult and haza rdous . 
Condi t ions have become so bad due to 
subway obs t ruc t ions this week tha t dur­
ing t he evening rush one way regu la ­
tions were enforced, those south bound 
t a k i n g the wes t s idewalk and those 
no r th bound the east s idewalk. Pol ice­
men ass is ted in keep ing the c rowd or ­
derly and in ma in t a in ing t he flow of 
traffic. 

Vehicular traffic has p robab ly suf­
fered even more than pedes t r ian , in 
view of t he fact t ha t ser ious traffic 
conges t ion has t ended to press into 
m a x i m u m service every avai lable ave­
nue. The removal of an i m p o r t a n t 
no r th and south bound t h o r o u g h f a r e 
like B r o a d w a y as one of the a r t e r i e s of 
t ravel has made new demands on simi­
lar h ighways and a g g r a v a t e d an a l ready 
ser ious condi t ion. 

Never the le s s , b lame for t h e chaot ic 
condi t ion of B r o a d w a y with its graphic 
r ep r e sen t a t i on of t r ench life is not en­
t i rely to be placed upon the shoulders 
of the c o n t r a c t o r s or the Public Serv­
ice Commiss ion, who have had unusual 
and unforeseen difficulties to con tend 
with in this difiicult eng inee r ing project 
on one of New York 's busiest h ighways . 
The most ser ious delays have been 
caused by the difficulty in ob ta in ing 
the necessa ry labor and the inabil i ty 
of the ra i l roads to deliver, on t ime, the 
necessary mate r i a l s of cons t ruc t ion . In 
spite of concess ions made to clarify t h e 
labor s i tuat ion, t h e r e have been ser ious 
delays, cu lmina t ing finally in a strike-
las t ing t h r e e weeks , before its adjus t ­
ment . More t ime had to be a l lowed in 
o rder to p roper ly fill in large sect ions 
of roadway , af ter m a k i n g a l lowances 
for the s e t t l emen t of the ea r th , prel im­
inary to paving. A n o t h e r cause for 
delay was a per iod of inc lement 
w e a t h e r , six weeks of t he most favor­
able per iod hav ing been lost when 
work was or ig inal ly u n d e r t a k e n . 

In spi te of these d e t e r r e n t s , which 
have been more or less beyond the 
con t ro l of the bui lders , w o r k has been 
p rog re s s ing steadily, and New Y o r k e r s 
may accept with a s su rance the promise 
tha t the nex t m o n t h will wi tness a be t ­
ter s t a t e of affairs. S to re ren ta l s on 
Broadway are high enough to wa r r an t 
compla in t on t he pa r t of shopkeepe r s , 
whose business has been in te r fe red with 
on account of r e s t r i c t ion of traffic or 
its d ivergence into o t h e r avenues , whe re 
t r ave l ing is less difficult. Moreover , 
the opening of the thea t r i ca l and ope ra 
season will b r i n g back n igh t ly to 
B r o a d w a y the enormous crowds which 
use this avenue a lmost exclusively. 
T h e r e is every incent ive for finishing 
the work and r e s to r i ng B r o a d w a y to its 
normal condi t ion. 

Build While W e Fight. 

Since the en t ry of the Uni ted S ta t e s 
into t he conflict for "Wor ld Democracy" 
t h e r e has been a g r o w i n g a t t i t u d e of 
hes i t ancy on the pa r t of the bui lding in­
t e r e s t s to pos tpone act ive cons t ruc t ion 
until the conclusion of host i l i t ies . A 
s t r o n g feeling has been g e n e r a t e d and 
fostered tha t so long as the na t ion is 
engaged in war fa re , o t h e r indus t r ia l ac­
t ivit ies, except those actual ly essent ia l 
to the prosecut ion of the conflict be 
s ide- t racked , in a de te rmined effort to 
b r ing the war to a speedy victory. The 
resul t is exactly wha t every pa t r io t ic 
citizen is in te res ted in, but the means to 
the end, as p lanned by the exponen t s of 
a cessat ion of bui lding endeavor unti l 
the war is ended, is, we think, open to 
impeachment . 

T h e r e is no leg i t imate reason why 
s t ruc tu ra l act ivi t ies should be abrup t ly 
s topped for the per iod of t l ^ war . In 
fact, t h e r e a re count less r easons why 
cons t ruc t ion work should be speeded up 
to the u l t imate of efficiency. This is 
t rue par t i cu la r ly at this m o m e n t when 
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the future of the nation looms up so fa­
vorably in world commerce and politics. 

In order to keep abreast with the head 
of the procession in the march of world 
events it has become the bounden duty 
of the United States to add consider­
ably to its CQUstructive efforts, both at 
home and abroad. Nationally, we should 
be able to build as well as to fight. 
Both should be accomplished simul­
taneously. The greatest opportunity of 
all time is unfolding to us as a \vorld 
power, and we must not be lacking in 
conception or ambition to make the 
most of the present and prospective ad­
vantages. 

To this end let public and private 
building proceed in volume at least as 
great if not greater than before the en­
try into the war. The production and 
handling of structural commodities and 
building and engineering construction 
work of all descriptions are notably 
among the foremost of our national in­
dustries. .'Xny tendency to halt or post­
pone building activities at the present 
time is plainly inconsistent with main­
taining that prosperity that is our tia-
tional birthright. Investors, speculative 
builders, architects and all other 
branches of the building fraternity 
should by no means permit of stagna­
tion to an industry so important to their 
life but should undoubtedly proceed 
w-ith their contemplated structural im­
provements, and, by virtue of the exist­
ing demand in all sections of the coun­
try for additional structures, redouble 
their efforts to revive building activi­
ties. Commonwealths, municipalities, 
public utilities and private interests gen­
erally should inject life into the projects 
that have been held in abeyance since 
the outbreak of hostilities. 

The brick, cement, lime, lumber, struc­
tural steel and other building material 
industries are basic. Neither Federal 
regulation nor railroad or other trans­
portation restrictions should be permit­
ted to interfere with them. The prog­
ress and stability lof these basic indus­
tries means protection to our entire na­
tional economic fabric, as all economic 
progress is dependent upon industrial 
and commercial expansion. As these 
phases of national prosperity are man­
ifestly impossible without facilities for 
increasing the growth of the dependent 
interests, building operations must of 
necessity be allowed to proceed nat­
urally and without obstruction. With­
out this effort, the result will possibly 
be a serious embarrassment to the 
United States in financing and prose­
cuting the war to a speedy and victori­
ous conclusion. 

A "Curtain of Fire." 
Editor of the RECORD AND GUIDE; 

In the welter of words about the man­
agement of real estate, it seems as if 
many people, even professionals. Are 
strenuous advocates of either the wrong 
things or the things that do not count. 
Mainly, perhaps, because the basis of 
real estate ideas is not fundamentally 
sound in men's minds. May I illustrate 
by throwing a series of bombs? 

Bomb 1: Value is largely a state of 
mind, primarily based upon a state of 
fact. The foundation of realty value is 
a concrete property, but the superstruc­
ture of realty value, that is a part of the 
edifice, is the psychological state of 
mind built out of futures, possibilities 
and intangibles. Therefore the effort of 
tax authorities to establish exact values, 
or the endeavor of appraisers to formu­
late exact rules are always bound to 
have a distinct percentage of error. A 
state of mind cannot be exactly weighed 
in the balance or determined by rule 
any more than a general economic situa­
tion that raises or depresses values can 
be exactly determined. 

Bomb 2: Real estate men do not sell 
space except incidentally. They rent 
light, air and location with a certain 
amount of area and living facilities at­
tached. Thc secondary proposition is 
usually the area, which many consider 
not only the first but the only proposi­
tion. Area is really subordinate to more 
important considerations. Take a con­
crete case: An office building rents 

space 44 feet away from the window at 
$1,40 per square foot; the same building 
rents corner space at $2.50 per square 
foot, and for the small offices most de­
sirably located and with superb natural 
light at $3.00 per square foot. When 
you answer the question what that agent 
is really charging rent for, you answer 
the proposition first set forth. 

Bomb 3: Architects are good fellows, 
even if they are opinionated, but no ar­
chitect should have a commercial build­
ing to erect without assuming the agent's 
responsibility of renting and selling it 
during the first three years of its young 
life. In other words, if the planner had 
to produce results, the crop of architec­
tural "lemons" would be less and the 
amount of brick and mortar dumped on a 
lot would be anywhere from 10% to 
30% less than the present type of struc­
ture. It might decrease the architect's 
immediate commissions. It would cer­
tainly increase his future reputation, and 
if the city by enactment should compel 
the names of architects, owners and ma­
jor builders to be affixed in a prominent 
place in a permanent way on each new 
structure, there would be reputations 
made and lost to the betterment of the 
community undoubtedly. 

Bomb 4: The woods as well as the 
papers are full of the economies of the 
economist, who pares, worries, stews and 
goes into mathematical nightmares on 
the percentage of operating saving, when 
all he is doing is heaving straws against 
the wind. Past a certain dead line, which 
experience and conditions determine, 
economies become highly dangerous be­
cause they affect the one great principle 
that should govern in all realty matters 
•—that is, the production of income. So 
many lose sight of income in their strug­
gle for a low operating cost which too 
often produced inefficiency and its corol­
lary—vacancy. When one's attention is 
entirely interested in economies, there 
is no time for income production. I am 
not defending extravagance. A reason­
able economy at a reasonable expendi­
ture of time we may all attain, but excess 
economy calls for a further price highly 
injurious to any property. 

The orthodox we have always with us, 
but the wine of life, the definition of 
champagne, "the imprisoned laughter of 
the peasant girls of France" calls for the 
heterodox and the radical who does 
things today that the orthodox will do to­
morrow. Who thinks out loud thoughts 
uttered with bated breath in the halls of 
conservatism and where dread of the 
future is best illustrated by the picture 
of a boy with five twiddling fingers at 
his nose. 

Real estate is in bad case in this city. 
No need to emphasize that fact. It is the 
Ishmaelite of investments, with ever̂ --
man's hand against it now. What must 
we do to be saved? Economically, it is 
profitable; renting is excellent; selling, 
non est. Mortgage money cannot be had 
That, however is a temporary proposition 
not due to any fault of realty. But the 
capitalized value has fallen heavily until 
it is probable the city today is 10% over 
assessed, founded on full value fig­
ures even in the Tax Office are a joke. 
Full value that is so solemnly annoiinced 
cannot possibly keep up with the gyra­
tions of a practical market. When Gay­
nor had values jammed up to build a 
subway, the present Tax Commissioners 
nailed the word "Alabama" to their mast, 
"Here We Rest," and their full values 
remain full values because they say it is 
so. Lew Fields has no mortgage on all 
the humor in this world. 

As a practical matter, if a property 
is worth $100,000 in flush times, a full 
value assessment should not be c>ver 
$80,000. Taxes go on forever, and good 
times succeed bad times, and in the 
wide analysis of long periods, full value 
is most adequately observed and con­
served by a percentage that she uld not 
be the highest nor an effort to attain 
the lowest, but that medium ground that 
indicates fair play and a square deal. 
However, a tax board of eight which 
draws nearly $60,000 a year salaries and 
contains only one real estate man, and 
he a subordinate, cannot be supposed to 
venture into new and untried ways. 
Where the experience is lacking the in­
telligence becomes confused. The re-

Question No. 277.—Section 24 subd. b of the 
Zoning Resohttion provides that buildings de­
stroyed by fire may be restored and continued in 
use as before the fire. Under the ncw gorane 
ordinance, how would this applyt Would the 
garage restored have to be reconstructed as a 
fircjyroof building? A. K. 

Answer: No. 277.—This section pro­
vides that when a building is partly 
destroyed to an extent not greater 
than 50 per cent, of the value of the 
building the same may be restored to 
its original condition, but where a build­
ing is wholly destroyed, or damaged to 
an extent greater than 50 per cent, of 
the value of the building, the same, if 
rebuilt, must comply with all the re­
quirements of the Building Code gov-
erniner the construction of new build­
ings of the same classification. 

Where the building so destroyed was 
located in a business or residence dis­
trict and occupied as a garage or for 
other uses prohibited in such district 
by the Building Zone Resolution, the 
new building erected in place of the 
building destroyed would be limited to 
the same area and height as the build­
ing destroyed, without any extensions 
or enlargements unless approved by a 
resolution of the Board of Appeals. 

suits, however, are apparent. How good 
they are the lengthy list of foreclosures 
testifies. 

Following the rule of the Tax Board 
appointments, we should expect the 
M^yor presently to appoint real estate 
men on the Health Board, and doctors 
in the Corporation Counsel's office. The 
pol'ce might be managed by the women's 
suffrage party, and our Socialist friends 
have charge of the city finances. The 
topsy-turvydom would then be complete, 
and we would all be living with Alice in 
Wonderland. 

To continue to digress, the fundamen­
tal thought governing all realty changes 
today is the growing demand of every 
community that life, health and morals 
are superior to mere property or financial 
interest. Underlying every sort of leg­
islation is this basis of action and the 
tenement house codes of the past (our 
own is fifteen years old and should be 
in the discard now) are superseded by 
housing codes. The future codes of 
housing must have a double standard, 
which a number of other cities have 
adopted, a high standard for new con­
struction, and a secondary lower but 
practical standard for all properties 
which cannot conceivably be made to 
reach the high requirements of the new 
buildings. When any new realty law is 
to be considered that golden thread of 
purpose "runs through the warp arid the 
web of it indicating what the community 
requires and pointing out the necessary 
considerations that practical dealers in 
realty must consider. Purchasing house 
wreckage for continued tenancy is made 
unprofitable by modern legislation. The 
real estate operator has now to play fair 
with the public, go out of business, or 
go to jail. That automatically eliminates 
a certain class of men who have de­
stroyed city values in the past. The real 
estate operator of today and the future 
must be a square dealer both with tho'^c 
that he sells to and the community he 
lives in. and he must forecast the future 
accurately.

V V / I T H the $3,000,000 sale of the S t e w -
^ ' a r t Building, facing City Hal l Pa rk , 

the t ransfer of the $1,300,000 Publ i shers ' 
Building in 39th s t reet , be tween Seventh 
and Eigh th avenues, and a $1,000,000 ex­
change of a Fifth avenue building site 
for a costly Lenox Hill residence, the 
real es ta te marke t this week exhibited 
unmis takable signs of a revival. In ad­
dition to these la rge and impor t an t deals , 
a well sustained demand cont inued to be 
manifested for modera te -pr iced income 
produc ing proper t ies in various sect ions 
of the city. T h e real es ta te marke t in 
its var ious phases took a decided turn 
for the bet ter , and b rokers and owners 
are in a posit ion to regard the events 
of the week with much opt imism. 

T h e acquisit ion of the S tewar t Build­
ing by F rank A. Munsey, to furnish the 
site of a tall s t ruc ture designed to house 
the " E v e n i n g Sun" and the o ther pub­
lications control led by Mr. Munsey, 
marked one of the most impor tan t t r ans ­
act ions of the year. T h e announcemen t 
that he intended to erect a s t ruc ture in 
keeping with the except ional location, at­

t racted to the sale the interest of the 
building fraterni ty, as well as tha t of 
real es ta te men. T h e r e is no quest ion 
but t ha t the plot is admirab ly adap ted 
for such purposes , not only on account of 
the extensive frontage on Broadway and 
in Duane and Chambers s t r ee t s , but also 
because it represented one of the last 
remain ing building plots of size in the 
downtown section, suitable for so large 
an improvement . 

The leasing branch of the marke t con­
t inued modera te ly active, with a well-
sustained demand for commercia l space. 
A m o n g the in teres t ing leases of the week 
was the acquisit ion of large space in a 
loft l)uilding on Broadway, near As to r 
place, taken by a firm maufac tur ing men ' s 
neckwear , located in W a l k e r s t ree t for 
many years . T h e renewal of a lease at 
Broadway and Canal s t ree t to furniture 
dealers , at a r en ta l increase of 20 per 
cent., reflects t he s t r eng th of r e n t i n g 
condi t ions in t ha t sect ion of the city, 
and indicates how firmly the B r o a d w a y 
and Canal s t ree t dis t r ic t has become en­
t r enched as a new t r a d e zone for this 
class of occupancy. 

LEGAL NOTES A F F E C T I N G REALTY 

Prepared by Committee on Real Estate Laws of 
Real Estate Board, Samuel P. Goldman, Chairman 

Injury to T e n a n t ' s Employe . 

I N an act ion for injuries to a t e n a n t ' s 
employee caused by the collapse of a 

bui lding be longing to the defendant , the 
undisputed evidence was t ha t the build­
ing was cons t ruc t ed more t han half a 
cen tu ry ago, tha t it had been cont inu­
ously used for m a n u f a c t u r i n g purposes , 
and no sugges t ion was made t h a t it was 
not in a fair s t a t e of repa i r at t he t ime 
it was leased to the t e n a n t s who w e r e 
in possess ion at the t ime of t he acci­
dent . A mere inc identa l defect in t he 
cons t ruc t ion , such as was poin ted out, 
and which had resul ted in no h a r m for 
a per iod of more than 50 yea r s , could 
not be called a nuisance per s e ; it was 
not such a defect as would sugges t dan­
ger to a reasonab ly p ruden t person, be ­
cause all the exper ience was aga ins t it, 
and it is a rule of universa l appl icat ion 
tha t upon the demise of real e s t a t e t h e r e 
is no implied w a r r a n t y t ha t the p rop ­
er ty is fit for occupat ion , or sui table 
for the use or purpose for which it is 
h i red ( E d w a r d s v. N. Y. C & H. R. R. 
Co., 98 N. Y. 245, 247, 50 Am. Rep. 659), 
and liability ar ises only w h e r e t he dan­
gerous condi t ion is known , or with the 
exercise of r easonab le care ough t to 
have been known, so t ha t the case p re ­
sents the e lement of d i s rega rd for the 
r ights of o the r s ( l u n k e r m a n n v. Tilyou 
Real ty Co., 213 N. Y. 404. 407, 408, 108 N. 
E. 190, L. R. A. 1915F, 700, and a u t h o r i ­
ties t h e r e c i ted) . H e r e t h e r e was no 
evidence tha t the de fendan t knew, or 
t ha t in the exercise of r easonab le in­
spect ion of t he same he should have 
known tha t t h e r e was the al leged s t ruc t ­
ural defect. 

Moreover , the bui lding was not for 
public u s e ; it was a manufac tu r i ng 
building, w h e r e t he t e n a n t s owed the 
duty to thei r employes of affording a 
reasonably safe place to work , and none 
of the cases go to the length of hold­
ing tha t the lessor is liable for damages 
resu l t ing to an employe of a t enan t , 
who has mere ly leased the premises 
from the owne r by reason of any defect 
in the leased premises . On the con­
t r a ry , it is c lear ly recognized t h a t the 
doc t r ine of Swords v. Edgar , supra , is 
confined to buildings and s t ruc tu re s de­
signed for public use, and has no appli­
cat ion to a case of this kind. By a di­
vided cour t , the New York Appel la te Di­
vision reversed a j udgmen t for the plain­
tiff and g r a n t e d a new tr ia l .—Dadson v. 
Dixon, 165 N. Y. Supp. 963. 

Lien Rese rved for Commiss ion . 

In an act ion by a rea l e s t a t e b r o k e r 
to foreclose a lien for his commiss ions 
rese rved in a deed given in exchange of 
p rope r ty and del ivered to the g r a n t e e , 
the Texas Court of Civil Appeals holds, 
Speer v. Da l rymple , 196 S. W. 911, t ha t 
the g r a n t o r s could not show the exist­
ence of condi t ions upon which t he in­
s t r u m e n t was del ivered to the effect 
tha t the b roke r ' s no tes were not to be 
effective unti l paymen t of the purchase 
price no tes , which in fact were not paid, 
owing to a r e -exchange . T h e land still 
s tood charged with t he b roker ' s lien. 

Defect ive T i t l e . 

The Texas Court of Civil Appeals 
holds, Ross V. H a y n e s , 196 S. W. 364, 
t ha t w h e r e a vendor who has ag reed to 
deliver a full and sufficient w a r r a n t y 
deed when the purchase r has paid a cer­
tain sum, cont inues to be unable , on de­
mand, to make a deed to the propertj--
clear of any incumbrance t h e r e o n for 
more t han a year af ter the appo in ted 
t ime, the purchase r may rescind the con­
t rac t and recover the money paid by 
him. The purchase r ' s r ight to do so can­
not be des t royed by a subsequen t t ende r 
of such a deed at the t r ia l of the suit 
for rescission.

W i t h the complet ion of the Wi l l i ams­
burg Bridge this sect ion wi tnessed a 
real e s t a t e boom, and wi th in a shor t 
t ime the t e n e m e n t popula t ion increased 
from 1,221 old-law buildings, m o s t of 
which were th ree- fami ly s t ruc tu res , to 
more than 3,000 t enement s r ang ing in 
he ight from five to six s tor ies , wi th four 
and five families on a floor. In this one 
ward a lone t h e r e a re a lmost 30,000 
a p a r t m e n t s , and if this is mult ipl ied by 
four and one-half ( the average number 
of pe r sons to an a p a r t m e n t ) , it will be 
seen t h a t t he t e n e m e n t populat ion 
a lone is cons iderably more t han 100.000 
persons . 

T h e records of the T e n e m e n t H o u s e

Buys Stewart Building. 
Frank A. Munsey has acquired the 

Stewart Building from the heirs of the 
late Judge Henry Hilton, in one of the 
largest real estate purchases of the year. 
The Stewart Building occupies the block 
front on Broadway, from Chambers to 
Reade streets, facing City Hall Park. It 
has a frontage of about 225 feet in Cham­
bers street, 150 feet on Broadway and 225 
feet in Reade street. The building site 
comprises about 35,000 square feet and 
was bought through the Charles F. Noyes 
Company. The same broker acquired 
for Mr. Munsey, through Wm. A. White 
& Sons, 61 Chambers street, a lot 23 x 
90, heretofore leased at $11,000 per an­
num net, which is a part of the large site. 
This lot was held at about $200,000 and 
was owned by the Andrews Estate, rep­
resented by Cadwalder, Wickersham & 
Taft. J. D. Fackenthal, of the law office 
of Barber, Watson & Gibboney, repre­
sented Mr. Munsey as attorney in the 
legal matters and James S. Darcy and 
Alfred L. Stickney, of Joline, Larkin & 
Rathbone, were the attorneys for the 
Hilton heirs. 

On this site Mr!" Munsey plans the 
erection of a tall building, which will be­
come the home of the "Evening Sun," the 
"Sun" and other publications which Mr. 
Munsey controls. While plans for the 
proposed improvement have not been 
announced, it is understood that the 
building will be in keeping with the ex­
ceptional location and importance of the 
site, which is one of the most interest­
ing in the city. 

The present structure on the site was 
built by the late A. T. Stewart in 1850, 
and became one of New York City's 
principal dry goods establishments. It 
was originally five stories in height, but 
about 33 years ago two stories were add­
ed. When Mr. Stewart built his new 
store uptown, now occupied by John 
Wanamaker, the structure was remod­
eled for office purposes, and up to the 
time of the completion of the Municipal 
Building housed a number of city offices. 

The property was reported to have 
been held at $4,000,000, although it was 
rumored that the selling price in the pres­
ent transaction was upward of $3,000,000. 
It was sold to Felix Isman by Judge Hil­
ton in April, 1906, at a reported price 
of $4,500,000, subject to a mortgage of 
$3,700,000. Last May the property was 
sold at auction as a result of the fore­
closure of this mortgage, and passed back 
into the hands of the Hilton heirs on a 
bid of $3,000,000. 

The building project contemplated for 
the site takes on especial interest, by 
reason of the fact that the Chambers 
street front has the advantage of per­
manent light from the City Hall Park 
side, and it is not restricted as to height 
by the Zoning Resolution for this rea­
son. Since the site exceeds by about 
6.000 feet the area occupied by the Wool-
worth Building, it is probable that he 
may erect on the site another mammoth 
skyscraper. It has two distinct grade 
levels, one in Chambers street and one 
in Reade street. 

Adjoining to the east is the Emigrant 
Industrial Bank, and on the same street 
are the Hall of Records and the Munici­
pal Building. The site is within a stone's 
throw of the Brooklyn Bridge, with the 
Center street, Lafayette street and 
Broadway subway stations practically at 
the door. 

Publishers Buy McGraw Building. 
Among the important real estate 

transactions consummated during the 
past few months is that of the McGraw 
Building, at 239 to 245 West 39th street, 
which is occupied by the United Pub­
lishers' Corporation, publishers of trade 
and technical papers, and other tenants. 
The structure is eleven stories high, oc­
cupies a plot 194.6x90, and is located be­
tween Seventh and Eighth avenues. The 
purchase was closed through the ac­
quisition, by the United Publishers' Cor­
poration, of a majority of the stock 
ownership of the building. The sale was 
based on the valuation of the property 
of more than $1,300,000. The building is 
midway between the Grand Central Ter­
minal and Pennsylvania Station. The 
first floor is occupied by a branch of 
the New York Post Office, and the other 
floors are tenanted by publishers. The 
purchase assures a permanent home to 
the corporation which controls many 
leading trade and technical papers, in­
cluding the Iron Age, Dry Goods Econ­

omist, Motor Age, American Architect, 
Power, Hardware Age, Electrical World, 
Coal Age and Engineering and Mining 
Tournal. 

Landmark in John Street Sold. 
Horace S. Ely sold for the City Real 

Estate Company, 42 John street, a four-
story and basement brick building, on 
lot 20x81, to John F. Drake, proprietor 
of Rolfe's Chop House. The site has 
been used for restaurant purposes for 
almost three quarters of a century, hav­
ing been established in 1848. It is sit­
uated within a stone's throw of Broad­
way in the south side of John street. 
The walls of Rolfe's Chop House are 
hung with many interesting old English 
prints, many of which are valued highly. 
Adjoining on the east is the old John 
Street Methodist Episcopal Church, 
erected in March, 1768. Last year it 
celebrated its sesqui-centennial. In 
olden times it was designated as the 
"First Preaching (Methodist) House in 
America."

AMONG the building interests of the 
Aietropolitan district the paramount 

event of the past week was the an­
nouncement that the Munsey interests 
had purchased the Stewart Building, oc­
cupying the entire block front on the 
east side of Broadway, between Cham­
bers and Duane streets. Mr. Munsey 
contemplates the erection of a modern 
office and printing building upon this 
site that will be used to house the local 
properties under his control Although 
it is generally conceded throughout the 
building and allied trades that the con­
struction of this project is at present 
an indefinite matter, the conception of 
the scheme and the promise of future 
fulfillment plainly indicates the marked 
trend toward better building conditions. 
The proposed operation will involve a 
structure of considerable magnitude and 
the effect of the announcement has been 
heartening in the extreme to an indus­
try that for a long period has suffered 
materially through the adverse condi­
tions affecting structural efforts. 

While the week has not been notable 
for the number of projects placed under 
contract, there was a showing as re­
gards operations brought out for esti­
mates. It is to be hoped that by vir­
tue of a more stable material market 
that a representative percentage of this 
work will proceed at an early date. 
There is a large amount of high class 
^Iteration work at present under con­
struction, with infinitely more in pros­
pect. The prediction has been made 
that building work of this character will 
largely predominate during the coming 
winter months, and with the opening of 
next spring will come the real start of 
the building movement that will involve 
the erection of many new structures 
in this city and adjacent territory. 

Industrial construction in the local 

territory and throughout the East is 
progressing in a favorable volume and 
it is largely this class of building that 
has maintained life in the industry dur­
ing the recent depression. Were it not 
for the expanding commercial and in­
dustrial activities of the nation, com­
bined with the requirements for hous­
ing troops and other military construc­
tion, the structural trades would have 
been in a position much worse than that 
experienced. 

Recently there has been noticeable a 
marked improvement in the speculative 
building situation. There are a num­
ber of projects of this character on the 
boards in the offices of prominent archi­
tects and some new operations have al­
ready been started. The intense de­
mand for living accommodations that 
exists in practically all sections of 
Greater New York, coupled with an 
easier material market and generally im­
proved building conditions, has un­
doubtedly influenced investors and spec­
ulative builders to return to life many of 
the projects that have been in abey­
ance since the outbreak of the war and 
prepare the preliminary plans for entire­
ly new improvements. 

Conditions in the building material 
markets are daily becoming more set­
tled and this will have considerable to 
do with an increase in the volume of 
building work undertaken during the 
winter months. Practically all commodi­
ties are more stable than they have been 
for a period of months. Important 
fluctuations in prices during the past 
week were negligible and the building 
trade is working around to a feeling of 
greater safety from the market situa­
tion. The dearth of new structural pro­
jects has undoubtedly had considerable 
influence on the material markets and 
the lack of demand is plainly reflected 
in the stabilized prices. 

Common Brick.—The Hudson River 
cominon brick situation is considered 
just about normal under the conditions 
that are generally effecting building 
throughout the Metropolitan district. 
During the past week the demand has 
just about equalled the supply, but both 
have been light as viewed in contrast 
with average years at this season. The 
difficulty of securing labor at the up-
river points to load the barges is off­
set by the decreased local demand for 
common brick, so the market is just 
holding its own. The prices are prac­
tically unchanged, but there is a slight 
tendency toward a stiffening. Hudson 
River common brick now ranges in price 
from $8 to $8.25 a thousand in cargo 
lots, but it is growing easier to obtain 
the top figures than it formerly was. 
There is a possibility of an advance in 
the near future, according to the pres­
ent outlook. The Raritan situation is 
favorable, with the market somewhat 
firmer than it has been, owing to the 
scarcity of brick from this district. The 
demand is fair, but the supply is light, 
and from all accounts there is no possi­
bility of a glut in the market for this 
brick. Raritan brick prices are un­
changed.

Structural Steel.—The dearth of struc­
tural activity that is being experienced 
at present in the Metropolitan district 
is being severely felt by the structural 
steel interests. This industry is prob­
ably effected to a greater extent than 
are any of the other commodity lines, 
as the excessive prices of fabricated ma­
terial has been largely responsible for 

the recession of activity. For the last 
two or three weeks there has been al­
most no business registered for fabri­
cated steel and the general impression 
in the trade is that this condition will 
continue until there is a marked change 
in the prices of steel shapes for build­
ing purposes. Up to the present writing 
there has been no material change in 
prices as the result' of Federal regula­
tion and until a new schedule of prices 
is announced no great amount of busi­
ness is thought possible. Practically 
the only buying sources at present are 
the railroads and the Government, and 
the former are only purchasing for in­
sistent and immediate requirements. As 
there has been no new mill business 
registered this week mill shipments must 
be considered nominal at the figures 
that maintained last week. 

Window Glass.—On October 10 a new 
temporary schedule of prices on win­
dow glass went into effect. The new 
prices are contingent on orders placed 
before that date, then subject to stock 
on hand and such supplies as manufac­
turers desire to dispose of. At the pres­
ent writing there has been no settle­
ment announced as to the wage scale. 
The men have demanded a forty per 
cent, increase, which is considered ex-
i)rl)itant, and unless some concession is 
made from this figure will result in fur­
ther increasing the prices of glass. Ac­
cording to the best information obtain­
able the glass manufacturers do not in­
tend to start production much before 
December 1, and, unless conditions im­
prove, possibly not then. Under the cir­
cumstances it is doubtftil if new glass 
will be available before the advent of 
the coming year. The new schedule of 
discounts affecting the glass industry is 
as follows: B, single thick, first three 
brackets. 80 and 20 per cent.; A and B, 
single thick, above the first three brack­
ets, 80 and 10 per cent.; all A, double 

thick, 80 and 10 per cent., and B, double 
thick, 80 and 15 per cent., subject to 
change without notice. 

Copper.—The situation as regards this 
commodity is most uncertain. Until the 
latter part of the week practically all 
supplies of this metal were to all in­
tents and purposes commandeered by 
the Government and not only could no 
metal be sold at the Federal price of 
23.50c., which is the present nominal 
quotation, but deliveries on contract 
were forbidden until the total require­
ments of the Government and the Al­
lies were fully known. Consumers are 
assured, however, that they will be abl : 
to obtain their supplies, as it has been 
found that the combined requirements 
of the Federal Government and the Al­
lies will be 120,000,000 pounds a month 
for the last quarter. According t i the 
latest figures, this will leave in the 
neighborhood of 80,000,000 pounds a 
month for private domestic consump­
tion, which is generally believed to r-e 
sufficient. 

Cast Iron Pipe.—Activity in this iine 
is almost negligible and at the present 
writing there is little prospect ot un­
proved trade conditions until the pi ce 
question is settled. There is practically 
no municipal orders current and private 
buying has slowed down to the mini­
mum. To date there has been no change 
in the prices quoted for this commodity. 
Nominally the prices continue at $65.50 
per net ton for 6 in., 8 in. and heavier 
and at $68.50 for 4 in. The trade con­
fidently expects a readjustment of these 
prices at almost any time and a stimu­
lated market as a result. 

Portland Cement.—The market for 
this commodity is dull as a result of 
the slack buildirg season that has now 
maintained for a long time. There is 
a feeling of hope, however, that the fu­
ture has much in its store for the ce­
ment industry and the building' and al­
lied trades as a unit. Cement prices 
are holding firmly at the $2.12 level and 
there seems to be no disposition on the 
part of the producers to depart from 
this basis. 

Crushed Stone.—The market for 
crushed stone is holding its own in a 
satisfactory manner, due in part to the 
fact that reinforced concrete construc­
tion has been substituted in many in­
stances for buildings that were origi­
nally planned as steel frame structures. 
There is a considerable amount of road 
work, both municipal and private, at 
present under construction, with more 
in prospect, and this type of construc­
tion is maintaining a large measure of 
activity for the stone interests. 

Hollow Tile.—The market for hollow 
tile is practically inactive owing to the 
dearth of large building projects in the 
Metropolitan district and the adjacent 
territory. The situation will not be im­
proved until a resumption of structural 
work on a large scale is started. Prices 
are somewhat easier than they have 
been but they are holding remarkably 
well in the face of the discouraging con­
ditions that the builders and material 
supply dealers are meeting on all sides. 

Sand and Gravel.—The situation hi 
these lines is fair, but greatly increased 
business could be accommodated with­
out difficulty. The demand is considered 
active as compared with some other 
structural building commodities, but 
nothing like what it would be if building 
activity was normal. Prices are un­
changed. 

Reinforcing Material.—Thc popularity 
of reinforced concrete as a material for 
the construction of industrial buildings 
is responsible for the market strength 
of this commodit}'. The outlook for a 
brisk market is bright, however, so soon 
as conditions become stabilized.

Operation Will Involve Outlay of About $100,000 
"T^HE building situation, particularly 

•*• that applying to investment and 
speculative work, is in a better position 
today than it has been for a long time. 
Almost daily there are new speculative 
projects coming to light aud in this 
group apar tment houses largely pre­
dominate. All sections of Greater New 
York are being effected by these an­
nouncements and the present activity is 
predicted as the forerunner of a specu­
lative building movement that will be 
widespread in its scope and influence. 

The demand for rentable space for 
both living accommodations and ex­
panded commercial facilities has lately 

ing accommodations at a moderate 
scale of rentals. The project involves 
the erection of two five-story multi-
family dwellings at the northwest cor­
ner of Woodycrest avenue and 166th 
street for Peter Bagot, owner and 
builder, 45 John street. The estimated 
cost is in the neighborhood of $100,000 
exclusive of the value of the property.

been considerably in excess of the sup­
ply. Building managers and real estate 
broker-i have been besieged with pros­
pective tenants , but on account of lack 
of available space were unable to satisfy 
the seekers for quarters . There is vital 
need for additional s tructures of many 
varieties and it appears now as though 
these requirements are to be filled 
through a marked revival of building 
operations. 

Working plans are nearing comple­
tion in the offices of Wor tmann & 
Braun, architects, 114 East 28th street, 
for an interest ing apar tment house 
project, located in the Bronx, that will 
be high class in all of its phases of con­
struction and equipment. The opera­
tion has been designed to a t t rac t ten­
ants desirous of refined and modern liv-

taining three, four and five rooms, with 
bathrooms. One of the specially a t t rac t ­
ive features of this operation is the un­
usual size of the rooms. These are 
considerably larger than commonly 
found in apar tment houses where much 
larger rentals are obtained. Commo­
dious built-in closets provide conveni­
ences that are appreciated by all house­
keepers and throughout the buildings 
the finish and decoration will be refined 
and substantial. 

The facades have been designed in a 
modern style of architecture and will be 
constructed to face brick with trimmings 
of terra cotta or Indiana limestone. Ac­
cording to the present plans accommo­
dations in these houses will return ren­
tals ranging from $9 to $10 a room on 
yearly leases. 

$300,000 Ford Showroom. 

The new showroom at the southeast 
corner of Broadway and 54th street, to 
be occupied by the Ford Motor Com­
pany, will be erected by the Longacre 
Construction Company, 11 East 42d 
street, which has obtained the general 
contract. The structure will be six stor­
ies in height, and will measure 130 x 86 x 
54 X 125.

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MR. T H E O D O R E STARRETT, NATIONAL 
FIGURE IN BUILDING FIELD, DIES 

v v / ITH the death of Theodore Starrett, 
' ^ at his home in Prospect Plains, N. 

J., last Tuesday, the building fraternity 
of this country lost a figure of national 
prominence and importance. Mr. Star­
rett was one of the founders of the 
Thompson-Starrett Company, building 
contractors, and was considered gener­
ally as one of the ablest engineers and 
constructors of modern office buildings 
and public structures in the United 
States. He had enjoyed excellent health 
until about one month ago, when he 
was stricken with apoplexy, which 
finally caused his death. 

Mr. Starrett was born in Kansas, 
about fifty-three vears ago, and re-

ceived his education in the public 
schools, the University of Kansas and 
the Lake Forest University in Illinois, 
His mother is widely known as an edu­
cator and is the author of numerous 
books for girls, Mrs. Starrett was no­
table as the founder of the Kenwood 
Institute and also Mrs. Starrett 's Clas­
sical School for Girls, in Chicago, 

The early building experience of Mr. 
Starrett was obtained in the offices of 
Burnham & Root, builders, of Chicago, 
where he was placed in charge of im­
portant operations, involving immense 
expenditures. His first really notable 
work was as one of the engineers en­
gaged in the construction of the World's 
Fair buildings in Chicago, after the com­
pletion of which he came to New York 
City imbued with ideas as to the future 
possibilities of skyscraper construction. 
About twenty years ago he was instru­
mental in founding the firm of Thomp­
son-Starrett Company, which since has 
made for itself a world-wide as well as 
national reputation in the erection of 
modern steel-skeleton skyscrapers and 
public and semi-public buildings in all 
parts of the country. He retired from 
this concern about seven years ago in 
order to undertake building construc­
tion independently. 

During his active building career, Mr. 
Starrett erected more than one hundred 
and fifty fireproof structures and sky­
scrapers in New York and other large 
cities. Among these buildings are num­
bered some of the most interesting, ar­
tistic and elaborate of the notable tall 
structures of this country. He was par­
ticularly proud of his achievement in 
the construction of the railroad termi­
nal at Washington, D. C, and the sta­
tion for the Pennsylvania Railroad at 
Columbus, Ohio. 

Considered as one of the leading au­
thorities on the construction of sky­
scrapers, Mr. Starrett was frequently 
asked to contribute articles on this sub­
ject for publication in prominent news­
papers and magazines. His writing was 
fluent and his style interesting to both 
lay interests and professional builders. 
Some of his papers have been published 
in two volumes under the titles, "Light 
on Darle Places" and "Skyscraper 
Building." 

Mr. Starrett was a member of a large 
family of contractors and builders, all 

of whom have become prominent in 
their respective lines. He was the 
brother of Major William A. Starrett, 
Constructing Quartermaster General of 
the United States Army, in charge of 
the construction of army cantonments 
and the chairman of the Committee on 

-Building Construction of the Council of 
National Defense. Another brother is 
Paul Starrett, president pf the Geo. 
A. Fuller Company, builders. Goldwin 
Starrett, head of the architectural firm 
of Starrett & Van Vleck, and Ralph 
Starrett of the firm of Starrett & Goss, 
builders, are other brothers. 

He is survived by his widow, formerly 
Miss Elsie Ayers of New York City, and 
two sons by an earlier marriage, Robert 
O. Starrett of Nevada City, Nevada, and 
Sergeant Theodore Starrett, Jr., at 
present stationed at Fort Shelby. 

The Executive Committee of the Hed­
den, Pearson, Starrett Corporation, c/n 
behalf of its directors, desires to express 
its sincere regret for the loss which the 
corporation sustains by the death of Mr. 
Theodore Starrett. 

John B. Clermont, speaking on behalf 
of the Executive Committee of the cor­
poration, said : 

"Mr. Starrett 's congenial personality 
stood forth clearly in the wide circles of 
the building and engineering industries. 
In ihe field of his endeavors he has 
achieved an enviable reputation for ac­
tivity, versatility and courage. He 
shared with his friends the full measure 
of his success. They and the entire com­
munity suffer a personal loss by his 
demise. 

"Mr. Starrett had looked forward to 
a great future in combining forces with 
the Hedden, Pearson, Starrett Corpora­
tion. The labor, which is denied him 
here, is terminated, crowned with his 
reward—although too soon removed 
from the bosom of his friends." 

$500,000 Can Factory.
